County loan rate for
grain sorghum is set

The loan i^te for gram sorghum in 
Cochran County is $1.63 for eligible grain 
sorghum. To be eligible for the loan it 
must have been produced on a farm that 
ha* participated in the feed gram pro­
gram. The grain must also meet the fol­
lowing requirements.

A. The grtim sorghum must be mer­
chantable and must not contain substances 
poisonous to man or animals.

B Warehouse stored gram sorghum to 
be eligible for loan must not contain over 
14 percent moisture and otherwise grade 
No. 4 or better, the grain sorghum mby: 
1. Grade ’’Smutty” ; 2 Grade “weevily” 
if the warehouse receipt is accompanied 
by a supplemental certificate indicating 
delivery will be made of eligible gram 
sorghum not grading ’'weevily” ; 3 Con­
tain over 14 percent moisture if the 
warehouse receipt is Accompanied by a 
supplemental certificate indicating deliv­
ery will be made gram sorghum contain­
ing not over 14 percent moisture.

Whether we like jt or not. frost and 
freezing weather are just around the cor­
ner. The change in weather will affect 
plant growth. When the gniwth of all 
members of the sorghum family, includ­
ing johnsongrass, sudan. milo, forage sor­
ghums and all hybrids, is stopped by 
frost, they *ometime* develop a high prus­
sic acid content and become a hazard 
to grazing livestock. Certain chemical 
changes occur in the frost wilted plants 
and are responsible for the prussic acid 
development. The poison acts quickly and 
can kill an animal within a very short 
time after the damaged plant is eaten. 
Whether a poisoned animal can bo saved 
depends upon how soon a veterinarian 
can get to it.

Frosted Johnsongrass or sorghum should 
not be grazed until the damaged plants 
are as dry as good quality hay or for at 
least a week after the frost. If it is 
ready to cut for hay before the frost, 
it may be cut immediately, provided ade­
quate curing time is allowed. Silage made 
from frost-damaged plants is safe as soon 
as the ensiling process is complete.

Young plants or second growth suckers 
are more likely to cause trouble than 
older plants nearing maturity. Too, the 
more luxuriant the growth, the more Like­
ly the plants will be dangerous when 
their growth is interrupted.

Information supplied by some 35.000 
Texas farmers and ranchers will become 
the basis for the official crop production 
estimate* for each county and the state.

A representative number of farmer* and 
ranchers in Cochran County will be among 
the 35,000 in Texas receiving the question­
naire from State Statistician Cary Palmer 
of the Texas Crop and Livestock Report­
ing Service in Austin.

What a revelation and inspiration it was 
on a Sunday afternoon when, accompanied 
by hit wife, Anne, and son, John, who hap* 
pened to be at home on leave from the 
U.S. Coast Guard. I drove out to view the 
realization of a dedicated woman’s dream 
— GIRLSTOWN. USA.

It is a continuing dream with those 
charged with the manifold responsibilities 
of administration as evidenced by the large 
architect drawing in the foyer of the of­
fice and dwelling of Marshall W. Cooper, 
managing director. Marshall and Wanda 
Cooper have children of their own. Wanda, 
the wife and mother, is an able assistant 
and co-worker.

In commenting on the drawing in the 
vestibule Cooper says it is but a dream 
of his now but that he expects to see its 
realization in the future. It is an archi­
tect's plan, in color, for a building to 
house facilities for a complete gymnasium 
in one end and under the same roof class­
rooms for the teaching of vocational skills 
and crafts.

The history of Girlstown. USA is faci- 
nating. Founded in I9M, a generation ago, 
by a lone woman, Amelia Anthony, at Buf­
falo Gap, Texas, and moved to its preseid 
location 9 miles south of Whiteface four 
months later, the home has had its ups 
and downs.

Situated on 1425.f  good acres of ground 
donated by the late Tom Duggan of Lub­
bock, the place has been "home” to n>ore 
than 500 girls during the intervening years 
since its inception at Buffalo Gap when 
an unwanted child was thrust through the 
door before the old two-story house, then 
being remodeled, was ready for opening 
on the date set for the occasion — March 
13. 1949.

Up until that time no institution of its 
kind had been established for girls any­
where in the United States, although two 
of like nature for boys were well known — 
Boystown in .Nebraska and Boys' Ranch at 
Old Tascosa, north of Amarillo. .There 
is now a Girls Town in New York stale 
and elso one in Florida and a Girls' Ranch 
near Midland.

Let it be said here and now that, con­
trary to the belief held by some. Giris- 
tnwn, USA is not, we repeat NOT a state 
tax supported home for wayward girts. 
It is. instead, a home for neglected, un­
loved and unwanted girls from infants to 
age 16. who come from broken homes and 
have no other place to go. It exists mainly 
by contributions from individuals and 
groups of indivuiuals such as Beta Sign^ 
Phi - Rotary - Lions - Jaycees - the Jane 
Phillips Sorority, etc. It should be noted 
here also that, according to the directors, 
less than three percent of girls who have 
left Girlstown have failed to become re­
sponsible Citizens and a credit to the 
home in every way.

As stated before, more than 500 gTrti 
have called this fine institution home at 
some time during the past nineteen years. 
However, wonderful as this is, the much 
greater need is pointed up in the fact 
that in one fiscal year some 790 worthy 
referrals had to be turned away because 
of the physical and financial limitations of 
the present time. This is nothing short of 
tragedy in the light of the fact that bil­
lions of American dollars are being spent 
vn foreign shores in the nature of aid to 
the needy.

We have been told that about two years 
ago the Girlstown situation in regard to 
finances were so  bad that, with a debt 
of some $28,000, there was talk of closing 
down the institution. Marshall Cooper and 
his good wife would listen to no such talk. 
Instead he took to the road talking Girls­
town to any and all who would listen, 
whether a few or many were gathered 
together, with the result that before long 
the deficit was cleared up. This was <n 
part due to the fact that local Jaycees got 
its needs recognized state-wide and put 
on the state program for aid, receiving 
regular donations from various Jaycee or­
ganizations. Cooper .says he also used 
girls singing groups from the home to 
help raise money in the greatest time of 
stress. Some of the girls have also work­
ed out, especially during watering season-, 
and donated a part of their earnings to 
the cause. This outside work is. of course, 
not required of the girls but is done by 
them strictly on a volunteer basis.

One of the youngest and latest additions 
to the residents of Girlstown is a little 
tyke, only 18 months old. who was de­
serted by her parents and left with her 
grandparents, along with five others. These 
little girls were beaten unmercifully by 
these relatives and scarred for life. A two 
and one-half year old sister of little Alice 
was so severely treated that she later died 
from injuries sustained at the time. The 
grandparents are now languishing in jail 
pending outcome of criminal charges 
ari.sing out of the mistreatment of these 
six youngsters, four of which are now in 
the West Texas Children's Home at Pyote, 
Texas. The grandparents will be tried in 
district court at Kermit, Texas.

One look at the picture of Little Alice, 
shown on this page, is enough to cause 
most anyone to resolve to do anything 
within their power to help right the wrongs 
that are being perpetrated against the 
young and innocent youths, both boys and 
girls, but especially girls, in this great 
state of Texas. In this connection, lei us 
say that there is much that any of us can 
do to help. The girls at Girlstown are 
normal, baaltby girig gad tiitir  aaedt 6r«

many and continuing. F ihxI, school cloth­
ing. supplies, merchandise — all of these 
things — as well as money — are always 
welcome These gifts can be made on an 
individual basis or they can come through 
organizational activities of clubs and 
groups banding together to adopt Girls­
town as a special project.

Sunday afternoon we were fortunate in 
that we were able to interview one of 
the many girls, who having left Girlstown. 
nevertheless come back "home” at every 
opportunity to visit. This young lady, 
Linda Neal, who spient seventeen years in 
all at Girlstown, graduated when she was 
twenty and moved to Lubbock where she 
underwent 16 months of training under 
the tutelage of Jessie Lee to become a 
very proficient, professional hair stylist. 
She was picked as Miss Girlstown of 1965 
while at the home and is presently work­
ing in a Lubbock beauty salon.

Newspapers 
and broadcasters In that country are 
now forbidden fo make any news report 
that "could be considered as criticism" 
by the Soviet-led occupation forces.

In the United States, nearly 11,000 
newspapers serve as watchdogs of the 
publicinterest. The editors are free to 
report the news and comment on it as 
they see fit. Wrth the free press looking 
over its shoulder, government from C ity 
Hall to the White House has to put its 
best foot forward, and outright oppres­
sion of the people becomes impossible.

Tor various reason, freedom of the 
press in the United States has been crit­
icized and proposals put forward fo lim­
it its ability to report the news. Differ­
ent explanations for this have been 
cited ifKluding national security and the 
question of whether pretrial reporting 
of crime news makes it impossible to 
get an impartial fury. In debating the 
latter point with a member of the le­
gal profession the managing editor of 
The New York Times has said, " .  . . , 
We newspaperman do nof believe that 
able than a degree in journalism. . . I 
a law degree makes a man more honor- 
have absolutely no doilbt that the free 
press in America has prevented and 
corrected far more injustice that it hat 
committed."

This abo)^ sums it up. The action 
taken in Czechoslovakia it another re­
minder of the role played by the free 
press in preserving the freedom of any 
society, including our own.

town with problems, both large and 
small. Miss Neal says she thinks a girl 
may have a better chance of solving her 
problems when associated with many other 
girls of all ages, than if she were in a 
home with real parents, and especially su 
if the parents fail to understand and help 
with those problems. In this we were 
inclined to agree wholeheartedly. If Girls- 
town is to be judged by the attitudes and 
appearances of the girls one sees out there 
on a Sunday aftermxjn, then it certainly 
deserves an A-pIus on every count.

This non-profit, no-sectarian institution 
is providing homeless girls with an apron 
string to tie to and ns such deserves the 
thoughtful consideration of anyone with 
a desire to become a benefactor of the 
human race. Marshall Cooper has had 
much experience in dealing with humani­
tarian problems and has continuously 
sought to bring his ideas about the needs 
of Girlstown and ways in which to ex­
pand its operations to the attention of 
those in charge of large foundation funds 
but so far his efforts along this line has 
not been fruitful.

This writer would like to stress that in 
every way and by every measurement 
Girlstown, with all its setbacks, is a tre­
mendous success. Some 88 girls are now 
being cared for and sciwoled. The opera­
tion is currently on a sound financial basis 
but the place is overflowing with girls and 
the need for additional buildings and fa­
cilities is an ever-present challenge.

So far, lease money from 1300 of the 
1425.6 acres of Girlstown has been turned 
back into improvements such as 10 irriga­
tion wells, underground pipe for carr>’- 
ing water to the far reaches of the land, 
and other things. They raise their own 
pork and some of their vegetables at the 
home. Other livestock to be found is 15 
registered Angus cows and a bull. Off­
springs of these animals are too valuable 
moneywise to be eaten at the home so 
beef is purchased outside when it is need­
ed.

While this will by no means be the 
last this writer will have to say about 
Girlstown, we would like to leave the 
reader with this last thought. With all due 
respect for those who so eagerly advo­
cate the adoption of some foreign orphan 
or by other means support some child, 
worthy though they may be and deserving, 
in some land beyond the sea with no hope 
of seeing the results of their charity — 
We say charity begins at home. Why not 
let your light shine here at home in 
America where the need Is so great and 
where one may have every opportunity 
of seeing that the money, all of it, is spent 
in the most worthwhile way.
