City tax collections are lagging consider­

Lack of rain becoming serious 
plains farming, ranching factor

A st.ite-wide agricultural survey this 
week indicates that the dry spell exper­
ienced by Cochran county during late I%8 
and the first weeks of 1969 are rather 
general throughout the state.

Statewide the Texas soil moisture situa­
tion IS worsening. Except lor the cast and 
southeast, drought is becoming a factor 
in the growth of grains and other grazing 
plants, plowing, and an increase in live­
stock feeding, said John Hutchison, direc­
tor of the Texas Agricultural Extension 
Service.

He noted, however, that tixi much mois­
ture in the favored areas is keeping farm­
ing activities slow and that overly wet 
fields are limiting grazing. LivesUKk con­
ditions range from pixir to good depending 
uiKin grazing and feeding, the director 
said.

At midweek, distiicl agents rcportcxl 
this way:

MiHsture is short over the entire Pan­
handle area except in Hemphill and Lips­
comb counties. Most wheat is dormant 
due to drought and cold. Some greenbug 
infestations are reported. The condition 
of livestock and ranges generally is good.

Around Lulibock, dryland wheat growth 
was slowed by the lack of rain and the

Conservation District News
From the Office of BUDD FOUNTAIN

Many landowners and operator-- in the 
Cochran Soil and Water Conservation Dis­
trict are becoming interested in rattle 
and other livestock to provide additional 
income. With this change in operation will 
come a need for a year around supply of 
forage.

Pasture planting on acreage to be used 
for grazing w-.ll establish a source of high 
quality year around forage The establish­
ed pasture can be managed ci'ther a, dry­
land nr irrigated, depending on availability 
of water and production needs.

Most farms have a good amount of 
forage available through crop residues and

growing crops such as small grain. The 
amount and kinds of forage available will 
determine the kind of grass to plant, 
firasses can be established that will sup­
ply green forage at anytime during the 
year. Planting dates for must grasses are 
from December 1 to July I, so it is time 
to be making preparations for seeding this 
year.

Siiil C ofiscrvaticm Service personnel as­
sisting the Cochran Soil and Water C'tHiscr- 
vation Di:-lricl can provide assistance on 
pasture planting to anyone planning to 
establish grass.

cold. Irrigated wheat is in gixid shape 
but some light greenbug activity was not­
ed. Land preparation is rapid. Iccxling 
IS  increasing.

Moisture is needed in 18 of the 22 
Rolling Plains (Vernon) counties. Gram 
growth was slow due lo the drought and 
cold. Grazing is limited. Greenbug damage 
ranges from light to heavy all through 
the district. Grain mites and rust are 
also causing some damage. A limited 
acreage of cotton remains lo be harvestixl, 
•Major activities are plowing and feeding.

Over half of the counties in the North 
Central Texas district need ram. Tlie 
shortage is atfecling grains and grazing. 
Ranges are still supplying dry forage but 
feeding is necessary. Major activities 
are plowing, distributing fertilizers, and 
feeding.

Moisture in Northeast Texas is adixjuate 
to surplus. Oats and clovers are making 
little growth. Cold nights hurt plant growth. 
Wet fields are hindering plowing but 
home gardeners are busy. Livestock are 
in fair to good condition but feeding is 
general. Labor is short.

Ranges and growing winter crops in 
Far West Texas need ram. Livestock were 
m fair to good shape with feeding in­
creasing and ranges declining.

Dry weather tightened its grip on West 
Central Texas. Moisture is needeil in all 
the district. Grain growth has stopjM'd 
due to no moisture and the cold. Ranges 
are extremely dry but livestock are in 
gofxl condition with heavier feeding. 
Lambing is increasing. Fall calving is 
near completion. Major activities are feed­
ing, plowing and shaping up of operations 
and equipment. Demand for capable farm 
and ranch hands is increasing and the 
supply is short.

many of the problems confronting our edu­
cational system when it tries to reach all 
children from the (jhetto to the superior 
intellectual. Only in America is emphasis 
pluceil on edutatiuii for the masses the 
belief held that the right to an education 
is the inaleinable right of all children.

There have been previous civiliraliions, 
famous for a lime, but now vanished and 
the world will judge us by our education 
because only there it can transmit our 
heritage. Motivation is the key to all 
learning — the uninterested child does 
mH learn — a teacher must first find 
some way to attract his eye, his ear, his 
mind, and his heart. The earlier this can 
be done the better and particularly in the 
(ihetto school there is needed pre-kinde- 
garlen for small numbers, with many 
back-up teachers fur the laggers, and extra 
things to add to the environment to mo­
tivate. On the other hand there must be 
activity to challenge the gifted child who 
after has his potential unrealized and is 
actually discriminated against because of 
bis superiinr mind.

Mrs. Fields said that since World War 
II there hat been emphasis placed on 
teaching only knowledge, nut character 
and this in many cases has resulted in 
chaos.

Because of the mistaken idea that what 
a studem does with what he knows it not 
the business of education many of Amer­
ica's schools are now in turmoil and the 
belief it being strengthened that change 
must be governed or civilization will de­
stroy itself.

Mrs. W. C. Benham presented a bright­
er side to American education when she 
spoke of its many strengths and the fact 
it was unparalleled in all the world. 
Though some may consider the U. S. an 
ailing giant on the road to a downfall, its 
educational system is actually a revolution 
transforming our economy and social 
structure. In America, siad Mrs. Benham. 
education is a never-ending process with 
the diversity of its symphonies, operas, 
art galleries, as well as its colleges and 
universities, the envy of the whole world.
