The heavy, wet and altogether welcome 
snow that fell in the Cochran county area 
over the weekend could mean savings 
to local farmers mounting into the hun­
dreds of thousands of dollars.

A highly placed farm official has esti­
mated that the snow could save the farm­
ers of the South Plains area a total of 
SID million dollars. This is the amount 
that It would cost to pump the pre-planting 
irrigation water from the underground 
formation to the fields under dried condi­
tions.

No wonder the thick, white blanket is 
again and again referred to as a “ million 
dollar snow" by local farmers.

It is estimated that 11-12 inches of 
snow fell in the local area and contributed 
a solid 1.8 imhes of moisture to the soil. 
This will be invaluable to the making of 
crops, and depending upon future condi­
tions, will eliminate the necessity for 
pre-planting irrigation in a large number 
of cases.

Reports indicate that the snow had 
saturated the top one foot in mixed soils 
and as deep as Py font in sandy soils. 
This is moisture that won't be easily lost 
in a short penod of time in the planting 
zone. A large proportion of it will remain

Ideas on community projects for lower 
income gniups in Morion were presented 
to the board of directors of the Chamber 
of Commerce by Mrs. Evelyn Seagler at 
the regular meeting Tuesday morning.

ASCS office manager, told the Tribune 
that day.

Deadline for the signups is Friday, 
March 21.

Total signups in the county for the 
cotton program had reached SOI farms 
comprising 71.340 acres at that time, leav­
ing only 42 farms still not in the program.

The grain sorghum program had re­
ceived 437 farm signatures for a total of 
135,460 acres with an unknown number 
still to be enrolled

There were 152 wheat farmers signing 
on for the program for a total of 2,324 
acres. An additional 1,003 acres had been 
designated as intended diversion for pay­
ment, according to Hall's rc|wrt.

He said he fully expected to enroll all 
of the 42 cotton farms who have not 
already signed up before the deadline is 
reached. There are always a certain num­
ber of feed grain pnxlucers that don't en­
ter the program, but we get most of them, 
he stated.

Those that have not filed an intentii'n 
to participate Ix'fore 5 p m. Friday will 
not be eligible for payment of any kind 
and cannot join the program at a later 
date. Hall emphasized.

In order to comply with the provisions 
of the various crop programs and be 
eligible for payments the following must 
be strictly complied with. Hall .states.

Each farm operator will be required to

measure and report the acres he has in 
cotton, gram sorghum, com, wheat and 
diverted acreage in 1869.

If yixi overstate your acreage by more 
than 10 percent or understate your acreage 
by more than 5 percent you are out of 
compliance and will be ineligible for any 
program payments, unless you can prove 
to the county committee, the state com­
mittee, and to the Washington office 
of ASCS that you made an honest effort 
to measure the land and just made an 
error in the measurements on the compu­
tation.

Measuring service will be available to 
anyone that would like to have their land 
measured and staked before the crops 
are planteil. or yixi ran request to have 
the crops measured after they arc up and 
growing. The cost is the same as tt was 
In 196i>.

H . W . Garvin has open heart 
surgery at S t. Lukes hospital

Area educators attending 
Texas Small School meet

H. W. Garvin, a 65 year old farmer of 
the Maple Community, entered St. Lukes 
Ho.spitul in Houston on February 7 to 
prepare for open heart surgery. He enter­
ed on the advice of Dr. W. M. Dean of 
Morton and doctors Gordon, Hull, Erring- 
ton and King of Lubbock.

After two days of tests he was prepareil 
(or open heart surgery cm February 13 
with the famous team of heart surgeons 
led by Dr. Denton Cooley and Dr. Grady 
Hallman.

The surgery itself tixik two hours and 
fifteen minutes. The aortic valve in the 
heart was replaced while a new artificial 
heart pump was used dunng surgery to 
make it much quicker and safer.

Garvin was in the recovery room for 
five days and nights. On the fourth day 
the doctors informed Mr. and Mrs. (iarvin

p*>rform more surgery and install a per­
manent pacemaker as his heart would not 
bi*at by itself. On the seventh day, how­
ever, his hcait grew stronger and on the 
ninth day the portable piacemaker was 
removed.

Following his surgery, Garvin was in a 
private nx>m for a week then remained 
us an out-patient fur a week.

He IS presently under the care of Dr. 
W. M. Dean in Morton.

Since St. Lukes is known as the "Heart 
Center of the World,”  the Garvin family 
met people from all over the world who 
were in Houston for surgery.

Garvin is up and around now and 
alter a few weeks hopes to return to a 
normal life.

H. N. Smith of Temple, 66, widely 
known State Conservationist for the Soil 
Conservation Service, died late Thursday 
afternoon, March 13, of a heart attack. 
He was stricken at his home about 10 
p.m. on March 12.

A native of Clarksville, Smith had been 
State Conservationist for Texas since 1954. 
His SCS career began in June 1935 at 
Lindale. In August of 1935. he became 
project manager of a demonstration pro­
ject at Dublin. From 1937 to 1939, he was 
Assistant State Coordinator at College 
Station, then was made Chief of Opera­
tions at the SCS Regional Office in Fort 
Worth, directing conservation work in Tex­
as. Oklahoma, Arkansas, and Louisiana. 
He was named Acting Regional Director 
in 1953, then became State Conserv.ationist 
for SCS in Texas in January 19.54. He 
also taught Animal Husbandry at Tarleton 
State College from 1925 to 1935.

In 1960. Smith received the coveted 
USDA Superior Service Award. He also 
received awards for outstanding work in 
1951, 1956, I960, and 1968. He was a charter 
member of the Soil Conservation Society 
of America and the American Society of 
Range Management.

He was one of eight employees outside 
Washington, D C. in line to succeed the 
Secretary of Agriculture in case of a 
national emergency. He also served as 
USDA regional liason representative (or 
defense mobilization and civil defense and

was the SCS member of the L'SDA State 
Defense Board. On December 17, 1958, 
he was appointed by President Dwight 
D. Eisenhower to represent USDA as a 
Commissioner on the U. S. Study Com- 
mission-Texas which made a detailed 
study of natural resources in the state.

Highly respected by conservation lead­
ers in Texas, Smith believed that the soil 
and water conservation job. if done, would 
be dune by private users of land in locally 
run conservation districts. Of major con­
cern to him was the way water-robbing 
brush was damaging 88 million acres of 
once-lush grassland in Texas. He was 
also an early leader in the struggle to 
stop flooding in the nation's upstream 
watersheds and was one of the first to 
point out how erosion-produced sediment 
was damaging streams, rivers, lakes, and

by Commodity Credit Corporation from 
previous crops.

(1) To provide a continuously adequate 
supply of cotton to all customers, through 
normal trade channels, at stable pnces.

(2) Allow market supply and demand 
to more effectively establish price dif­
ferences between various cotton qualities.
