1’U IL 13 la a day for 
honoring the memory of 
one of the mont versatile 
Presidents the United 
S tates  haa ever had. It 
la the anniversary of the 
birthday o f Thom as J e f ­
ferson and. although con­
gress has not yet acted 
upon the pro|H>sal to make 
It n natloual holiday, the 
anniversary Is generally 
or locally observed by 

many Americana In recognition o f Je f  
ferson 's services to the nation.

When Jefferson was approaching 
the end o f his long and varied career, 
he eom|>osed the epitaph which he 
wished to have Inscribed u|s>n his 
tomb. I t  read : “Here was burled 
Thom as Jefferson, author o f the IH-c- 
Inratlon of American lnde|«endence, of 
t*.e S tatu te  o f Virginia for Kellgloua 
Freedom, ami the Fath er of the Uni­
versity o f V irginia." I f  Jefferson 
Were to he remembered for nothing 
Blurt than those three things, hla 
fume would he aecurev Hut history 
has written these other achievements 
under bis name, lie  wras a member 
o f  the Continental congress. ITT.VTfi 
and a signer o f the tHs-laratlon. In 
1770 he was s member of (he legisla­
tu re  of Virginia and a lender In Im 
portnnt legal reform*. In 1771* he w it  
governor of V irgin ia; In 17X1 a mem 
ber o f congresa; from 17*4 to 17HM be 
whs United Stntes m inister to t ran ce ; 
he was (he first so retary of state, 
■ervtng In W ashington's cabinet I71SV. 
H ; he was Vico I’ reeident 17!*Y 18U1 
■nd he was the third President of 
the  United Staten. lSUl-lMn. During 
hla Presidency he made (be famous 
Louisiana purchase from France, 
which carried the American flag In 
eue giant leap from the Mississippi 
to the summit of the Rockies and 
paved the way for the extension of 
th is  country from eea to sea.

"Perhaps on other public man this 
Country haa ever h- I. ro t even the 
gminy-slded ItooeeveP. nor the much 
gifted Franklin, was so actively and 
Bo practically Inrerc 'ed In so many 
■nd much varied tn ftera," writes ■ 
recent historian. “I I "  did not mere 
ly play, dlltnntte w se. with these 
things, but wrent Into each of them, 
whether It was tom " m atter of act 
« i  v , agriculture, a r  literature, h la 
tory, or what not. w th active Inter 
est and. usually, ac! cved something 
Worthwhile wrlth It."

Philosopher, sc le n la t. erf 1st and 
w riter were roles ho played to hla 
own greatest aattsfac on, according to 
another historian. "1 was always fond 
o f philosophy even In Its drier form ." 
he wrote while still a youth. At other 
tim es his letter* <leeli re : “Nsfnr# In 
tended me for the trjieqtlli pursuits of 
Science hy rendering them my supreme 
d e lig h t;*  science "Is  my pension." pot 
Itlcs '"Is my d u ty ;’* and he said noth­
ing lured him from euch studies but 
hla "revolutionary d u ties”

In fact, tlie Met of his Interests and 
activ ities Is an nmaring one and re 
rent historical researches have brought 
to light a great number of Interesting 
facta about Jefferson that are llttls  
known to the average American. A* a 
farm er Jefferson was far In advance of 
hla time. On hla Virginia plantation he

practiced rotation of crops long be­
fore this basic principle of scicutltic 
agriculture was thought o f by s |«co- 
pie who were to build a nation deep­
ly rooted In the products of the soil. 
As a patron of the Improvement of 
live stock In this country and the In­
troduction of new fruits and vegeta­
bles he was In constant communica­
tion with men Interested tn these sub­
jects . both In America ami Kurope. 
While he wne President he laid the 
foundation for the modern system of 
government crop re|H>rtlng hy person­
ally watching the m arkets o f W ash­
ington for eight years and recording 
the earliest and latest ap|ieurances 
of 87 different farm products.

As a scientist hi* name Is preserved
In scientific records In the l.attnlzed 
technical name of an extinct ground 
sloth whose fossil remains he whs the 
first to desorttie, “Megulonyx Je ffe r ­
son!.* When he sent l-ewls and Clark 
on their fa nious exploring ex;»edltton 
Into the newly-acqulrvd territory be­
yond the Mississippi, one of the duties 
with which he charged them was that 
of making accurate and complete rec­
ord* of the natural history of the re ­
gion. the life of the native races, 
the fauna and flora, weather condl 
tlona and the like. It Is not generally 
known, porlis;'*, hut he was also In 
terested In ethnology and In 171*1 he 
made a tour of Long Island to visit 
the In>1 m a  of that region and to re­
cord their language. The result wn* 
a '.iHV-word vocabulary of these Indi­
ans the manuscript of which. In J e f  
ferson s own handwriting la atlll pre­
served.

Kota!Ion of crops and other form* 
o f scientific agriculture, however, are 
not the only things for which the ag 
rtculture o f today la Indebted to 
Thomna Jefferson. When the farm er 
plows up an old meadow, turning the 
sod over upon Itself, he ran thank 
Thomaa Jefferson, the Inventor. For 
It was this man who Invented the 
plow mold hoard which makes mod­
ern grass land plowing posalble. When 
the motorist folds down the top of 
hla car to get the full benefit o f the 
cool hrvese, he pan thank Jefferson 
for the Invention which makes It pos­
sible to do ao. When the desk work­
er tilts back In hla com fortable swivel 
chair or swings around easily Instead 
of getting np and turning the chair, 
ho should remember gratefully the 
name of Thomas Jefferson, for It was 
thla Virginian who Invented the only 
Improvement In seating device* since 
the time of the early F.gyptlan*. In 
fact, all Inventors should look upon 
Jefferson as their patron saint. For 
when a man devises something new 
and establishes In yourt hla right to 
It against those who would Imitate It 
and profit thereby, he la Indebted to 
Jefferson for laying down the prtn 
triple upon which the United fttatea 
patent office t* founded

No leas Interesting than Jefferson 
the scientist. anil the Inventor, la Je f  
fersnn the pat r*a of tine arts. He 
was keenly Interested la literature 
and was him self a writer of note 
He was a musician and an accom 
pllshed violinist. It I* recorded that 
when hit early home, the house of hla 
father at Khadwell. was burned in 
1770. although he loaf all of hi* books 
and paper*, he rejoiced In the fact

servant. As an artist he expressed
hluiself best In architecture, and mon­
uments to hit architectural taste are 
to he found today In the beautiful
buildings of Georgian style on the 
rumpus of the University o f Virginia
at Charlottesville, but more particu­
larly on hla estate nearby, the famous
Montlcello. Mnntlcello was Je ffe r­
son's resilience from 1770 until hla 
death In lvjfl. Built under hi* person- 
si direction after Ills Ideas the house 
took more than 30 yearn for com­
pletion. He selected the site, super 
vised the clearing away of the hilltop, 
drew the plans and designs for th« 
house, chose the stone and tltnher, 
directed the preparation of the formci 
and the dressing of the latter, looked 
after the manufacture of the nulls hy 
Ills own servants, devised Ingenious 
contrivances for comfort and conveni­
ence. designed tlie Interior decora­
tions and pessnnally selected the fur­
nishings and ornam ents and laid out 
the grounds about the house.

The result of 111* work was pointed 
to In the early days ns one of the few 
examples of beautiful architecture of 
which America could boast. Foreign­
er*. traveling In this country during 
the Itevolutlon and afterw ard*, often 
commented upon the beauty of the 
mansion. The mnrqul* o f Chatcllux 
wrote after n visit to M ontlcello: 
“Jefferson Is the first American who 
has consulted the fine arts, to know 
how he would shelter him self from the 
w eather." The due de la Rochefou­
cauld l.laneourt who visited Jefferson 
In 171*7. sa id : “Montlcello, according 
to tta first plans was Infinitely supe­
rior to all other houses In America 
In point of taste and convenience."

As a statesman and a political lend­
er, no finer tribute has ever been paid 
to this man who has given us the 
phrase “Jeffersonian TVmocrary” as 
s symbol of political thought, than 
that expressed hy a recent biographer. 
Francis W. H irst, say s :

Huge Appetite* Only
Normal in Children

Huge appetites are natural to grow­
ing children, and should not ha 
curbed. In vigorous hoys and girls 
who are very active llie appetite 
seems unlimited. A fter eating wlmt 
appears to bo a fa ir sized meal when 
they return from aeliool they ara 
ready two hours Inter for another 
meal even larger than their fathers 
and mothers ran eat. Many parents 
wonder w hether such appetites are 
normal and they become seriously 
concerned about the large amounts o f 
food their children are eating. The 
studies whl< h have been made of ado­
lescent hoys and girls during recent 
years show elenrly thnt huge appe­
tites are normal to growing children.

There was a time thirty years ng# 
when It was customary to estim ate 
that a child required half ns much en­
ergy ns a man. The fallacy of thla 
view was revealed through the study 
o f the boy* In a hoarding school, who 
were found to eat like hard working 
men rather than like half men. Th# 
man of ordinary size who iloee se­
dentary work does not require nearly 
ao much food ua the vigorous ado­
lescent boy does.

Children who are endowed at birth 
with good constitutions and stable 
nervous system s are put In Jeopardy 
hy neglect of their nutritional need*. 
A fter an Inadequate breakfast and 
lunch, hoy* and girls are so hungry 
when they return from school that 
they ennnot wait for dinner, ao they 
(Ml their stom achs with bread and 
butter or a hastily prepared sandwich 
or two such a abort time before the 
evening meal that they have no appe­
tite  left for It.

The unsatisfactory breakfast and 
lunch In so many home* has done 
much to promote the serving of mld- 
mnmlng lun< h In schools. Most of the 
criticism s one hear* against the lunch 
are not well founded. Many healthy 
children who are actually hungry by 
mld-momlng would not he so If they 
were given nn adequnte breakfast and 
Influenced hy the right home routine 
to eat It.

Every rhlld should eat a wholesome, 
nourishing breakfast. Thla may well 
consist o f fm lt of some kind, a hot 
cereal, bread and butter and a glass 
o f milk.

The Inneh. If served at home, should 
Include a small serving of meat and 
at least one hot vegetable. If the 
rhlld hna eaten a satisfactory break­
fast and a hearty lunch, then a sim ­
ple supper Is best, consisting of sub­
stantial food* which are not difficult 
to digest arid which will not disturb 
the sleep McCall's Magazine.

Burn Out Carbon While
Engine Still Running

Carbon Is usually burned out by 
blowing oxygen Into the spark-ping 
openings.

Oklahoma C ity : This state, until 
recently, has held a high plare In the 
cotton world for the desirable quality 
of the staple of II# product I t  has 
had a uniformity of length and a eer 
tain hardness or strength tliut was 
recognized by Mills and dealers, which 
gained from them a definite premium 
for Oklahoma shipments. There Is 
very Imminent danger o f this advan­
tage being lost to us. T he increased 
and Increasing use of short staple 
varieties such as H alf ami H alf is the 
menace. In the fields when picking, 
or a t the gins It becom es mixed with 
other lengths and results In bales be­
ing marked I'd thnt contain cotton rang­
ing In length from % to 1*4 Inch. 
Anyone ran see this must cause great 
trouble and loss at the mill, and event­
ually means, not the loss of the old 
premium only, but an avoidance of 
and consequent discount for ' ‘Okla­
homa” shipments.

A letter from one o f the big Euro­
pean m arkets has this to s a y : “ We 
think that much o f the W estern (Tex- 
a s ’Oklahoma) cotton this season la 
mixed In Ihe bale. One merchant 
stated  today that f>0% of a lot was 
returned from the mill owing to this 
great m ixture In the bnle. There 
seem s to be little  doubt but that the 
planter Is using a great quantity of 
H alf and H alf seed "

Undoubtedly much o f the popularity 
of the short staple varieties o f seed 
Is due to the big out turn of lint at 
the gin, compared to the load of seed 
cotton, and the resulting Jm presslon 
of It's paying better. Rut Is this the 
fa c t?  T he true test of value to the 
cotton grower Is In the yield per acre 
and the money total therefrom . E x ­
periments at the A. A M. College at 
!»tlllwater aud other points In the 
s la te  establish the truth that better 
staple varieties give hlghor money re­
turns year a fter year. T h eir bulletin 
No. 175 collates and compares results 
o f the experim ental work, and this 
bulletin can be had fo r the asking. 
Page 3 summarizes and makes recom­
mendations as to 11 varieties, and we 
take the liberty o f quoting at length 
th erefro m :

SUMMARY OF R E SU L T S
I Acala Is a variety which produces 

lint of good quality, one inch in length, 
sometimes longer, has a good gin turn­
out, Is medium early and Is well 
adapted especially to light soils.

"  Oklahoma Triumph 44 Is an early 
high producing cotton, wltti lint of 
good quality, 74 to 1 1/lfl Inch staple. 
The bolls are  medium to small and It 
has less storm resistance than the big 
boll varieties. It Is generally recom­
mended for Oklahoma especially under 
boll weevil conditions.

3 Lightning Express Is a valuable 
long staple variety. It gives a A ir 
gin turnout o t good quality 1*4 Inch 
lint. It has done well during the past 
five years at Stillw ater.

4 Half and Half Is a medium early, 
yielding variety with a high gin turn­
out. Ib< lint Is short 11/lfi to 74 Inch, 
and o f Inferior quality. It la not re c ­
ommended for Oklahoma.

5 Delfoa Is a long staple cotton giv­
ing a good quality 1*4 Inch lint. It 
has not been tested widely enough for 
recommendation.

«  T rie* normally produced ?4 to 1 
Inch lint. T he variety Is not recom­
mended for general planting because 
o f lls  small bolls and luck o f storm 
resistance, bnt It might he used to ad­
vantage In Ihe extrem e northern part 
of the cotton belt.

7 Rowdtn and Lon* S ta r are late, 
hlg boll xarletles. They are too la te  
for use under Oklahoma conditions.

ft Mebane and Kaach, a strain  of 
Mebane, are medium maturing, med­
ium productive varieties. They give 
good yields of 15/16 to 1 Inch lint. 
T heir gin turnout Is satisfactory . They 
are recommended under some condl- 
th*na especially on tight clay soils.

I* Cook's Improved and Petty 's 
Toole are small boll cottons, not rec­
ommended for Oklahoma.

10 Dixie Triumph Is a wilt resistant 
variety and can to* grown where cot­
ton wilt m aterially reduces the yield 
of other varieties.

I I  Triumph 406 ami New Boykin 
are medium early strains of Mebane. 
They produce consistently and have 
a high gin turnout o f T» to 1 inch lint. 
New Boykin does exceptionally well In 
southw estern Oklahoma. Klther can 
be used to advantage to replace Me­
bane.

It may be that here and there some 
Individual advantage may be tempor­
arily  gained by use o f  only short 
stapled cotton, but In the end It linrta 
tlie many. We urge everyone Interest­
ed In the Industry—w hether In grow­
ing It or In marketing, to use their In­
fluence in keeping np the quality In 
this state, so that Oklahoma growth 
or shipment will mean "som ething 
to tte r "  and we maintain the commer­
cial advantage that such a reputation 
Insures.

Because of tbla It la desirable to 
feed r o w s  a full feed o f a well Iml- 
am-ed ration for a week or ten days | 
before they are tired. Tbla atlmulatea 
the maturity of the eggs in the os al ien 
which are to produce the Utters of 
pigs. If llie breeding la delayed until 
pasture la gone. It will be well to In­
clude In the ration Rome good quality 
alfalfa bay. either as alfa lfa  meal or 
fed whole In a rack.

Protein auppplemeiita alao are neees- 
aary. If skim milk or buttermilk Is 
available a gallon o f either of these 
daily for each sow, together with a ra­
tion of corn or barley or a mixture of 
corn and oats or corn, oats and bar 
ley, will give excellent results. If 
skim ndlk Is not to be bad. a mixture 
o f two parts tankage, one part l i n s e e d  
meal and one part alfalfa will make 
a fine substitute. The sows probably 
will eat about one half to three-fourths 
of a pound of this supplement In addi­
tion to u full f e e d  of corn. W ater, o f 
course, should be available at all 
times.

W here soy beans are available It Is 
possible also to supplement the ration 
with these. The sows probably will 
eat about a pound of the beans dally 
n bead. In case the soy beans are fed, 
a mineral mixture should be allowed. 
T h is can be made of two parts ground 
limestone, two parts steamed bone 
meal and one part salt. A fter the 
sows are bred the ration can tie re- 
dueed tn order to avoid getting them 
overfat for farrowing.

Tankage Is Excellent
Protein Supplement

Tankage Is an excellent protein sup­
plement to u s e  with corn for hogs. At 
the present prices of feeds, a mix­
ture composed of tankage two parts, 
linseed or cottonseed meal one part, 
and alfalfa meal one part Is cheatier 
and will produce Just as rapid gains 
as tankage. Shorts Is worth approx­
imately the same, pound for pound, 
as com  for futtenlng hogs and slightly 
more than com  for pigs at weaning 
time. The aborts may be fed dry or 
mixed with milk. Oats Is worth alw>ut 
one half as much per bushel as com. 
Not over one third of the grain ration 
should consist of outa. A protein sup ! 
pleinent should be fed with oats, j 
shorts, and corn. I ’lgs that receive \ 
corn plus skltn milk or tankage In the 
proper amounts do not need addl 
tlonal mineral When running on nl 
falfa pasture.—A. 1*. Weber, Univer­
sity of Nebraska.

Silage Is Excellent
for All Live Stock ,

Silage can be fed to sheep. In fact.
It ts quite the universal practice for 
those who own silos and sheep to feed 
them silHge. The fact of the matter 
Is silage has a much wider u*e as a 
feed for all rlnsses of live stock than 
Is commonly accorded It.

In the feeding of silage to sheep or 
horses there Is one |x*lnt that must be 
given close attention. These two 
classes of animals should not be fed 
silage that In any manner Is not first- 
class silage. Sheep and horses react 
very unfavorably toward spoiled si­
lage. Outside of Ibis one point, how­
ever. silage ran be fed to sheep.
