Progress toward a program with county- 
wide participation to maintain an ambu­
lance service for Morton and Cochran 
county was reported Tuesday night fol­
lowing a meeting of local government 
agencies at Cochran Memorial Hospital.

The meeting, held in the board room 
of the Cochran Memorial Hospital Dis­
trict, was attended by members of the 
city council, county commissioners court, 
hospital di.strict board and representatives 
from Whiteface.

A Resolutions passed previously by the 
Morton City Council outlining a proposal 
whereby the ambulance would be operat­
ed out of the city police department, 
with drivers provided by the police depart­

ment, and at no expense to the city, was 
presented at the meeting.

Raymon Devours, president of the hospi­
tal district board read a resolution pre­
viously passed by the board stating that 
the hospital district would participate 
in any way that is necessary to continue 
ambulance service to the people of Morton 
and Cochran county.

Devours, who along with other hospital 
officials was to give a briefing on pro­
gress of the project to the Lions Club at 
noon Wednesday, expressed hope that this 
can be made a county-wide project and 
stated that he felt confident that success 
in the efforts of all participating would 
be realized soon.

Ehscusion of a pri:>posed rate increase 
by Cochran Power and Light and the re­
signation and hiring of policemen were 
the main agenda items considered by the 
Morton City Council Monday night.

The over-all proposed power rate in­
crease amounts to approximately 12V5 Per­
cent over present rates. A request to 
raise the rates approximately the tame 
•mount in the fall of 1969 was voted down 
by the council. No action was taken on 
the proposal at the Monday meeting pend­
ing further study by *.ht city fathers. Fred 
Payne, CPA. gave the council a briefing 
on the finer points of the proposal.

The council accepted the resignation of 
Don Butler, city patrolman who has been 
with the city police department for two 
years. Butler resigned, effective imme­
diately, to accept an appointment with the 
U. S. Border Patrol.

Doyle Lee Slack, of Seagraves, was 
hired by the council to the position vacat­
ed by Butler and was to begin his duties 
today.

In other business, the council held a 
public hearing on an annexation ordin­
ance concerning the annexation into the 
city limits of a tract of property lying 
on the southeast edge of town. There were 
no witnesses appearing for or against the 
ordinance.

A first reading on the annexation or­
dinance was held and received unani­
mous approval by the council.

Local man receives burns
in mobile home fire here

A local man was making satisfactory 
progress Wednesday in his recovery at 
Cochran Memorial Hoepital from exten­
sive burns suffered in a mobile home 
explosion and fire on Wednesday of last 
week.

Demas Lynn Dobson, 33, of Morton, re­
ceived first and second degree burns over 
a large portion of his body when a butane 
tank exploded and set fire to the trailer 
house in which he was working.

help in G E.D. classes, adult education, 
sewing, public health, tutoring, driver’s 
education and clothing slection," he con­
cluded.
