than as a personnel specialist, HHD, Ist
Logistical Command. He told of the wea-
ponry and boobie traps which were used
by the enemy and pointed out that the cli-
mate was very wet for six months and
very dry the remainder of the year.

“Gaigon is a dirty, crowded and primi-
tive city. Millions of people are crowded
in a small area and all of Vietnam is
poverty stricken by American standards,"
Wallace stated,

St. Clair was stationed in Cam Rahn
Bay, assigned to an Engineering Group and
served as a clerk-typist. He explained that
Cam Rahn Bay is the major port of Viet-
nam with most of the supplies coming
through the installation.

The bay itself is one of the most beauti-
ful in the world and the area is vastly
different in climate from that of the del-
ta region. It is warm, breezy and humid.

St. Clair pointed out that at the time
he was serving his tour there were many
clerical workers for every infantryman.
Another point brought out was that re-
creational facilities were available at Cam
Rahn for it served as one in-country rest
and recrealion area.

Slides of the people, the army facili-
ties and the war were viewed hv the mem-
bers and explanations were given. After
Viet Cong propaganda leaflets, Vietna-
mese money and military payment certifi-
cates were passed out both St. Clair and
Wallace answered gquestions.
