The H72 High Plains cotton crop again 
is estimated at just under 2 million bales 
by the joint cotton estimates committee 
of Plaint Cotton Growers, Inc. and the Lu­
bbock Cotton F.xchangp.

The exact October estimate for 35 coun­
t in  surrounding Lubbock came to I.97K.- 
000 bales. 15.000 below the September I 
projection of 1.903.000 bales. Standing ac­
reage was unchanged from September, at 
2,494 500. The average per-acre yield indi­
cated by the October estimate is therefore 
381 pounds as compared to 383 pounds on 
September 1.

Committee spokesmen noted that wea­
ther conditions in the month of Septem­
ber were excellent for crop development, 
and there would have been cause for high­
er production expectations except for a 
high incidence of verticillium wilt in many 
areas and severe weed problems in others. 
Some fieida on the Plains may not be 
harvested at all because of areeds. and 
Bill Gunter, member of the committee 
and Diatrict Extension Agent said there 
is more wilt on the I4ains than ever be- 
foee

*'So,”  said PfTC Committee Chairman 
Joa D. Unlred of New Home, “ the bene­
ficial effects of good weather have been 
just about cancelled out by wilt and 
wesds.’*

The highest producing counties on the 
I’ taim, according to the estimate, will be 
Lubbock and Dawson, with a volume pro­
jection of 215,000 and 210.000 respectively. 
Some Dawson County observers are say­
ing they replace Lubbock County this year 
as the area's leading producer.

The moat aevere cut in county produc­
tion from September estimate shows up 
in Gaines Couaty where the figure drop­
ped 30.000 bales from 180.000 to ISO.OOO. 
Committee informants in that county re­
ported that after a re-assessment ol over­
all crop conditions, particularly fields 
with severe weed problems ,“ we think the 
lower figure is a little more realestic."

A good sized drop in estimated produc­
tion was also seen in Dickens County, 
from a 23,000-bale guess last month to 16.- 
UOO bales now foreseen. Primary reason is 
given as the boll weevil infestations in 
that area.

Drug Abu.se Prevemion Week ir beir-;’ 
observed this year from Octebe-r Lo thr.ni- 
gh October 21. Some 17 state agencies, who 
C'xrperule under the Texas Interagency 
Council on Drug Abuse, during this week 
will try to spotlight drug abuse services 
available to the public from their respec­
tive agencies.

The Texas State Department of Health 
has responsibility for two major drug a- 
buse .services. Through a cnmpreh-'nsive 
public health education Film Library and 
an extensive literature distribution unit, 
the agency provides the latest, most au- 
thoriiive drug information. It is available 
to the public at no cnarge.

In 10 Texas cities, methadone treatment 
centers are in operation to provide addicts 
with a synthetic narcotic drug substitute 
for heroin. The traintenance clinics are 
licensed and regulated by the State Health 
Department.

At present there are 16 clinics operat­
ing in 10 cities—Austin. San Antoniu. Hous­
ton. Dallas. Fort Worth. Lubbock. El Pa- 
si, Corpus Christi, Harlingen, and Mc.AI- 
len. Under Texas Law. tho narcotic main­
tenance programs must have permits and 
conform to guidelines of the State Health 
Department.

Among the new regulations governing 
methadone maintenance in Texas is one 
providing the drug will be adminsitered 
daily initially and then may be supplied

How Sweet It It. . .Harvetiing Ahead of 
loitl Year. . . Cotton Price Declines. . . . 
Sheep, loimb Feeding Declines. , .

This is a sweet story. The Texas 1972 
honey crop it estimated to be S8 percent 
above a year ago. Total expected is 6.440.- 
000 pounds of honey compared with only 
3.432.000 pound! in 1971.

Coluny condition of bees is reported good 
due to adequate moisture during the honey 
flow season over most of Texas. South 
Texas it repiorting an excellent crop. Na­
tionwide, an increase of 13 percent in hon­
ey production it forecast for this year 

'compared to 1971.

A DROP of aix cents per pound in cot­
ton has been reported in Texas during a 
36-day period. Cotton price in Texas as 
of September IS as reported by the Texas 
was 24 cents; the price the previous month 
was 30 cents per pound. Effective parity 
is 55.67 cents per pound.

Only the price of sheep is above effec­
tive parity pricef. Sheep prices were re­
ported at t i l  per hundredweight; the ef­
fective parity is $10.80. Calves at $44 per 
hundredweight are only slightly below par­
ity which is $44.00. Beef cattle prices were 
$33.40 per hundredweight; parity is $37.20.

Hog prices in Texas average $27.70 com- 
piared with parity price of $30.90.

The price of wheat jumped 23 cents per 
bushel to reach $1.76 average. Parity is 
$3.05 per bushel.

Com averaged $1.37 per bushel compared 
with $3.01 parity. Crain Sorghum aver­
aged $2.10 per hundredweight compared 
with parity price of $3..16.

Egg prices averaged 38 cents per dozen; 
parity is 56.4 cents per dozen. Wool aver­
aged 57 cents per pound and mohair av­
eraged 80 cents per pound.

The all-farm products index of price-: 
was six points below last month, but still 
39 points or 13 percent above a year.

DRYtXJT sheep feeders with a lot ca­
pacity of 2.000 head or more had 124.000 
sheep and lambs on feed for slaughter as 
of October 1; tfiis is four percent below 
the niimiv-r on lead a n.onth ago but four 
percent above the number on feed last 
year.

PLscements during September totaled 
54.0UO head with a total of 14 feeders re­
porting 1.000 or mote head on feed.

Current intentions to market are: Octo­
ber. 54.000 head; November. 49.000 head; 
December. 21.000 head.

H'VRVEST of most crops in Texas con­
tinues ahead of last year at this time. Com 
harvest is more than 70 percent complete; 
grain sorghum harvest is 50 percent com­
plete; peanut harvest is 35 percent finish­
ed.

Wheat seeding for the state has reached 
64 percent completion compared with 60 
percent last year.

Muleshoe upset 
puts Morton in 
3-AA spotlight

Doug Reed doesn t know until yet 
exa<.tly what iiappened on that game-end­
ing extra point try. But. no matter. What 
happened on the play prior to that is what 
was iniportant. and will stick in his mind 
tor the rest of his lite.

The last play with time left on the clock 
was a 65-yard interception return for a 
touendown by Morton's Jimmy Harvey, 
and it capped olf a stunning 27-20 upset 
of previously undefeated and state-ranked 
.Muleshoe. And the game highlighted the 
week for District 3-AA teams who begin 
picking a district champ this weekend.

Class AAA Muleshoe had come to .Mor- 
to with an unspoiled record, had beaten 
every other 3-AA team this fall and was 
a solid choice to irake .Morton its sixth 
victim of the season.

But, on the second play from scrim­
mage, tailback Larry Fhompson sped 42 
yards to score, and the upset was under 
way. .Morton trailed 13-:' at the half— 
Mu'eshow scoring three seconds before 
intermission—but .Morton pulled into a 21- 
20 lead midway of the final quarter when 
Harvey went over from the two. Silhan 
booted the untieing point.

The .Mules went to the air. especially 
as the clock wound down, and Morton 
touched or came close to interceptions on 
four straight plays. Finally, on the game's 
final play and three seconds showing on 
the clock, Harvey picked off the despe­
ration shut at hki 35 and sprinted all the 
way.

“ Well,”  said coach Reed, “ all the kids 
on the bench picked me up (on their 
shemiders) and started across the field. 
That's what the crowd on the field was a- 
bout. And I was on the Muleshoe side of 
the field talking to Fred (Hedgecoke. the 
Muleshoe coach) when they kicked the 
point. And, honestly, I don't know what 
happiened. There was a penalty or 
something, and

Actually, that point made no difference, 
as the Indians won their first game of the 
year. “ We got up for the game, but, 
shoot, we knew we had something going 
for us .We've had so many little old In- 
juri,2s.

Frinna finished non<onference play 
with the best record, chilling Dalhart 35- 
0. James Bartlett gained 178 yards rush­
ing and scored 12 points, and Louis Lee 
returned from the injury list to pick up 
114 yards on seven tries and score once. 
Teddy King latched onto four passes for 
70 yards and two of them were for touch­
downs.

That game left the Chieftians with a S- 
1 record.

Littlefield edged Roosevelt 17-14 with a 
touchdown by J. W. Johnson with only 31 
second.*; remaining. The Wildcats had 
trapped Roosevelt's punter on his five- 
yard line with 1:54 left and took the 
ball on in for the winning TD.

Olton outscored Idaluu 27-21 with help 
of two fourth-period scores. The ultimate 
winning score came as the Mustangs 
blocked an Idalou punt, took over at the 
seven and Glen Johnson swept left end 
for the winning TD. That brought the 
score to 27-13, but Idalou got eight more 
before the final gun.

Families in county 
large, survey shows

How big is the average family in Coch­
ran County? Are local families larger or 
smaller than those in other communities?

The question of family size, family plan­
ning and the placing of limitations on the 
concentration of population to keep it with­
in manageable levels has become the sub­
ject of a national dialogue.

Biologists, ecologists and others are 
greatly concerned about the steady de­
terioration of the environment through air 
pollution, the piling up of waste products, 
the contamination of rivers and lakes and 
the rapid rate at which we are using up 
our natural resources.

As voiced by Prof. John Thomas of Stan­
ford University, “ When we can deal ade­
quately with the people we have now, 
giving everyone enough food, housing, 
clothing, peace, love, purpose and op­
portunity to achieve and fulfill themselves, 
we can then talk about more people and 
larger populations — not before.”

In Cochran County, according to the cur­
rent census figures, which show a popula­
tion of 5,326 distributed among some 1,508 
households, there is an average of 353 per­
sons per 100 local households.

This is more than is reported for most 
sections of the United States, the average 
being 320 per lOO households. In the West 
South Central States it is 325.

The Department of Commerce points 
out that, with mortality cotiditioos as they 
are now, the number of children bom 
need only be 2.13 per family to maintain 
the national population at its present level.
