Higher Crop Production Than 1971 . . .
Pecan Estimate Declines . . . Citrus Crop
Now Expected Higher than 1970 . . . Fed
Cattle Down Slightly . . .

Texas farmers are again making re-
cords in crop production. Cotton, peanuts,
soybeans and grain sorghum will exceed
1971 levels. The latest cotton estimate for
the state is 3,900,000 bales, Last year’'s
harvest was 2,579,000 bales. Yield this
year should average 65 pounds per acre.

Grain sorghum production is set at 341,
600,000 bushels with a record yield of 61
bushels per acre anticipated. Texas pro-
duces nearly half the nation's supply of
grain sorghum,

Peanut production this year is estimat-
ed at 434,720,000 pounds compared with
366,795,000 pounds in 1971, Harvest is now
more than 50 percent complete.

Soybean production will be 5,670,000 bu-
shels, or about twice the production of
1971,

Corn production is not expected to be
above last year. A 35,000,000 bushel crop
is forecast for the state now as compared
with 43,056,000 bushels in 1971,

PECAN production based on October 1
prospects is now forecast at 65,000,000
pounds, down from the previous esti-
mate of 71,000,000 pounds. The 65,000,000
pound crop would be 171 percent more
than the 24,000,000 pounds produced in
1971, It will be the second largest crop of
record. Texas accounts for about 35 per-
cent of the nation's total pecan produc-
tion

CITRUS in the state this year will ex-
ceed the 1971 production by about 15 per-
cent, based on current conditions, The

I'exas citrus crop is forecast at 17,200,000
boxes.

Grapefruit production is expected to
total 10,400,000 boxes, 13 percent above

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Cotton producers and many others in
the industry were astounded and highly
disappointed at USDA’s recent announce-
ment that the 1973 cotton loan would not
be raised from the 197 2level of 19.5 cents
per pound, basis middiling-inch, 3.5 to 4.9
micronaire at average location.

“It 1s beyond our understanding that
the Secretary would leave the U
loan seven cents a pound or more below
the average world market price,” said
Ray Joe Riley of Hart, President of Lub-
bock-based Plains Cotton Growers, Inc

The average world market price for
middling-inch cotton for the 1970 and 1971
marketing years was determined by US-
)A to be about 26.5 cents. Current law
provides that the U. S. loan shall be set
at 90 percent of that average, except that
the Secretary may adjust the figure down-
ward if he deems it necessary to keep U,
>. cotton prices competitive.

IT WAS UNDER this latter authority
that Secretary Earl Butz announced the
1973 loan at 19.5 cents, less than 74 per-
cent of the world market average.

“The announcement was especially
disheartening”’. Riley stated, in view of
the wide agreement among industry lea-
ders that a higher loan would not serious-
ly affect cotton's competitive position and
is badly needed to help stabilize U. S. pro-
duction, supplies and prices.”

Cotton market prices across the Belt
have declined about a third from price
quotations of a year ago, and producers
fear a further drop to just above this
year's ‘“‘disaster-level’’ 19.5 cent loan.

“If prices continue to decline,” Riley
said, “and with no greater price protec-
tion from a higher loan, producers in 1973
will be forced to severely reduce cotton
acreage and we'll go right back to the
short supply conditions of 1971. And when
this happens we can’t even hope to hold
the line against market competition from
man-made fibers nor will we have
sufficient supplies for export markets.”
