L A W Y E R  A.

Obstructing an Officer
Without any doubt, punching a 

policeman in the nc»e aould 
amount to the crime of "obstruct­
ing an officer." But a hat about 
the assorted lesser confrontations 
that ariK  daily between citizen 
and constable? Where does the 
law draw the line'’

Generally speaking, you may be 
guilty of this offense even if you 
do not resort to any force at all.

Take the case of a youthful 
demonstrator who "went limp” 
when the police ordered him 
to climb into a patrol wagon. 
Charged later with obstructing 
an officer, he argued that he 
could not be punished for simply 
doing nothing.

Nevertlieless. the court found 
him guilty as charged. The court
said his refusal to obey a lawful 
order not only delayed and ob­
structed his own arrest but also 
delayed and obstructed the arrest 
of others.

Affirmative action, of course, 
is even riskier. Thus:

A  motorist lost his temper w hen 
he found a meter maid beside his 
parked car, writing up a ticket 
that he felt was unjuttified.

First, he refused to accept the 
ticket. Then, when the meter 
maid tried to put it on his wind­
shield, he blocked her path and 
deflected her arm.

A  court concluded afterward 
that these actions, added together, 
did constitute the offense of ob­
structing an officer.

This does not mean, however, 
that a policeman has to be treated 
with kid gloves. Reasonable re­
monstrance is within a citizen'a 
rights

In another case, while a man 
was being placed under arreil in 
a tavern, his wife informed the 
police— with vigor— that they had 
no right to take him away. Still, 
she did not interfere physically 
with the arrest. Nor did * e  uae 
threatening language.

Haled into court for obstruct­
ing an officer, the woman was 
found not guilty of any offense. 
The court said:

"Policemen are no more exempt 
from criticism than cabinet min­
isters”

Thoseare the main program decisions 
a farm er w ill make, once he dec ides to be 
in one or more of the program s, but his 
entire farm operating plan for the vear is 
lied in with his decisions on farm 
program partic ipation.

Substitution IS continues in the 1973 
farm program s. Ihe ASC Committee 
chairman pointed out. He explained that 
substitution means a producer mav chose 
among the following crops—corn, 
grainsorghum ,barley,wheal, soybeans- 
-and still preserve ^ s  farm 's base or 
allotment record. earn program 
payments, and be eligible for loans so 
long as he slays within other program 
requirements

Alternate crops permitted on sel-aside 
land, if a producer accepts a reduction in 
program payment, include sunflower, 
safflower, sesame, guar, mustard seed, 
castor beans, crambe, and plantago 
ovato

These and other details of the 1973 
programs for feed grains, wheal, and 
cotton will be available to producers 
through leaflets and explanations offered 
by the ASCS county office before signup 
begins and throughout Ihe rest of Ihe year

• ■ R u m o r s  t o t h e  c o n t r a r y  
notwithstanding," savs Johnson, "to  
our knowledge there are no confirmed 
reports o fro ttin g o r seed sprouting in 
cotton placed in ric ks by nc k-compactors 
inaccordance w iih recom mendations."

The relatively new (m  modern tim es,at 
least) practice ol storing cotton on field 
turnrows until a lte r the rush season at 
gins spread rapidly in 1972 following 
research by Cotton Incorporated which 
led to the developmc. ‘ ol mechanical rick 
compactors in 1970. C  research has 
shown that cotton placed m I r'-ks by these 
machines retains basic quality 
characteristics tar better than cotton left 
to w eaihe r  on the sta Ik.

Several "someone said" reports of 
severe deterioration in ricked cotton 
prompted the l*C(i stall to survey 
ginners,producers, cotton technologists 
and other involved in monitoring field- 
stored cotton.

‘ ‘ T h e  r e s u l t s ,  s o  f a r ,  a r e  
encouraging," says Johnson.

No great amount of ricked cotton has 
been ginned to dale, but ginners report 
that w hat has been ginned came back from 
the classing ollice with grades, staples 
and m icronaire readings comparable to 
early season ginnings Irom  the same 
fields.

D r Milton Smith, associate professor 
of industrial engineering at Texas Tech, 
who did much of ihe nek compactor 
development work under a grant from 
Cotton Incorporated, has placed 
thermometers in various ricks around 
the Plains to check on possible healing. 
Tem ptralures have ranged from as low 
as 20 degrees to a roundbO degrees inside 
the ritk s . depending on outside 
temperatures for different days.

Recording thermometers placed three 
feel inside the ricked cotton, he reports 
are tairlv constant with very little 
variation between night and daytime 
readings. This would indicate that the 
outside layers ol cotton are serving as 
excellent insulation and would lend to 
prevent seed sprouting even in unlikely 
eventofexceptioiullv warm weathert^ra 
few days

A check ol weather records reveals 
thatonlv about 22 out of 76 days between 
November lOand January 26 this season 
were “ fit" for harvesting because of 
excessive rainand snow.

"Such weather naturally hadconcerned 
us all. Johnson staled. "But as of now it 
appears our fie Id-stored cotton is coming 
through just fine.

"And if itturm s lut there is no loss of 
quality in cotton ricked on the turnrow 
under these adverse conditions," he 
concluded, "the system will have pretty 
well proved its e lf"
