According to Ken Gamble, Parks and
Wildlife Department biologist in charge
of statewide dove research, some 9l
percentofthe otal harvest — 6.5 million
birds — were killed inthe fall segment of
the season

Only 671,248 mourning doves were
killed inthe statewide Jan. 6-21portion

"‘We have requested a second year of
theexperimental split dove season from
the federal government,”” said Gamble

‘January weather during last year's
season was sobad thatfew hunters got out
and went hunting.”’

Gamble said that the first split season
was not a good test and offered little
information as to its effects on hunting
doves laterinthe year

North Zone hunters accounted for
5,235,704 mauringdoves and those in the
SouthZone bagged 1,856,756 birds

I'his group is made up of
dietitians, registered nurses,
therapists, hygientists and
technicians.

The remaining 31, called
“*health service workers,”’
include nurses aides,
practical nurses, dental
assistantsand lay midwives.

I'o what extent do they fulfill
Cochran County’s needs?”
From a numerical standpoint
alone, it means that there 1s
one person employed in the
health field, locally, for every
104 residents.

I'his compares with an
average of one for every 69
elsewhereinthe United States
andwithone for 77 in the State
of Texas

I'he geographic imbalance
with respect to health care is
indicated by the government’s
figures which show that in
urban America there is a
health worker for every 63
people while, in rural
America, the average is only
one for every 97.

In some areas the shortage
1S even more pronounced, so
that sick people are forced to
travel great distances to get
medical or dental attention.
