yellow skin and mucus membranes,
dithicultbreathing and constipation

If the disecase i1s detected betore tt
mnsetol advanced symptoms ,animals can
be eltectively treated.

Sotltests are now available for certan
mic ronut rients S0l sample an be
tested for zinc, iron and manganese at
laboratories operated by the Texas
Agricultural Extension Service at Tevas
A&M  Universith  and at the A&M
Agriculural Research and Extension
Center at L ubbock

Inmicronutrients tests, soils are rated
as low medwum, orhighforeachnutrient
If a deficiency s detected, suggested
corrective measures will vary with the
soil, cropand productionpotential s

For examples, zinc fertilizers can be
put in the soil while iron 1s generally
addedby foliar apphications. On the other
hand, most soils test high in manganese
and few problemsare encaunte red

A Ithough considerable variations
exist, most soils generally have adequate
suppliesof zinc, ironand manganese, yet)
a confirmation on the status of
micronutrients through a soil test will
reheve the uncertainty a producer may
have about the need for these plant
nutrients

To have soils checked for
micronutricnts , special tests must be
conducted n addition to the regular soil
fertility tests. Thus the fee is $5 per
sample rather than the$2 for regular soil
fertility tests
