Withthe adoptionof a formal
esolution at the Cochrar
counLy commissioners court
meeting on August 13, Cochran
county became redistricted on
a one-man-one-vote basis
There remains four precincts
but the boundaries have been
completely revised so as to
give eachprecinct an equal as
possible number of residents,
and number of miles of county

maintained roads

The redistricting operation
which was begun by the
commissioners in March, is in
conformance with the [968
Supreme Court decision
handed down inthe test case of
Hank Avery VS Midland
County, Texas. The decision
holds, among other things, that
a voter has the right to a vote
for the commissioners’ court
of substantially equal weight to
the vote of every other
resident — hence, the one-man-
one-vote concept.

Prior to the redistricting,
the city of Morton, entirely in
precinct one, held
approximately 70 percent of
the county’s population, with
the other three dividing up the
remaining 30 percent. By
dividing Morton among all four
precincts and apportioning
certain rural areas on an even
basispopulationwise, the four
precincts have very nearly
equal numbers of residents.

Final approval of the
redistricting plan brought to a
close long months of hard work

for the individual
commissioners who were
charged with the

responsibility of taking a
census of their precincts,
measuring the miles of
roadway and in working out
their individual method for
redistricting. All these were
put together by the
commissioners court and the
final solution worked out in
several joint meetings.

Inside in the Tribune there
are two large maps thatoutline
the new precinct boundaries,
one within the city of Morton
and the other for the rural
areas of the county. Voters
may study these maps and
figure out which precinct he
will be voting in when the
redistricting goes into effect
onJanuaryl,1974.

The PCG statement on cotton exports,
developed primarily for use in a Dallas
meeting of the National Cotton Council
Executive Committee where exports
were discussed, termed the PCG stand
against export controls on cotton
‘irreversible

The American Textile Manufacturers
Institute, which is advocating a "'system
of export licensing’” for cotlion, was
responsible for getting the NCC
Executive Committee together for
discussion. The producer representative
on the committee from the Plains is PCG
Board Chairman Donnell Echols of
Lamesa, whowas unable to attend. At the
meeting inhis stead was Don Anderson of
Crosbyton, a former PCG president

The five reasons given by PCG for its
opposition toany form of export controls
are (1) the availability of adequate
supplies of cotton to meet world and U.S
requirements, (2) the doubtful
effectiveness of export controls as an aid
tosolving procurement problems of U.S
mills, (3) the necessity for maintaining
exportmarkets if U.S. cottonfarmers are
to maintain productive capacity and
contimue their contribution to the
