The possibility of “ UFO’s”  

(unidentified flying objects) 
reported in our area lately 
could very likely have been 
e x p e r i m e n t a l  balloons, 
according to Lubbock weather 
meteorologists and other 
baloon specialists.

The ^ n  News and Morton 
Tribune have received a 
number of reports of “ strange 
flying objects”  in the Hockley 
and Cochran county areas.

Maybe the strange sightings 
were of an experimental 
balloon found Saturday by 
three local men on a hunting 
trek south o f Bledsoe. The 
balloon, which reaches the 
size of a 10-15 story building, 
is  used  by s e v e r a l  
experimental agencies,
i n c l u d i n g  the U. S.  
Government.

According to Lubbock 
W e a t h e r  B u r e a u
M e t e o r o l o g i s t s  L a r r y  
Peabod) and Alan lohrscn, 
balloon was one used in 
scientific experiments. It is 
used at W'hite Sands, Hollcman 
A i r  F o r c e  B a s e  in New 
Mexico, and the National 
Balloon Research Institution 
at Palestine, Texas, among 
others.

Following a report of the 
downed balloon. Sun News staff 
members Ruby Martin and 
Joyce Wrinkle checked out the 
information. The plastic 
material was too heavy to 
move around, so they returned 
to Levelland, notified the 
Weather Bureau in Lubbock, 
seeking information as to what 
the plastic could be.

T h e  W e a t h e r  B u r e a u  
dispatched Peabody and 
Johnson to check on the 
remains of the balloon. Bruce 
Kenley returned to the scene 
along with the men and Sun 
News staff members.

The five found no evidence to 
show where the balloon had 
been launched from or what it 
was used for in the beginning.

The balloon was made of 
light-weight plastic, sim ilar to 
that used by dry cleaners. It 
had a strong nylon thread 
running through it at intervals, 
making it unbreakably strong. 
The balloon was attached to a 
heavy weight which was cut off, 
and a large piece is here at the 
Sun News Office. A tube was 
found, made of stronger 
plastic. This is used to inflate 
the balloon, according to 
officials.

According to a Palestine

T h e  Pa 1e s t i n e •b a s e d  
company hasn’t launched a 
balloon that would come our 
way in the past 6 to 8 weeks, 
according to DeFreec, When 
the summer winds are right, 
some of their balloons would 
reach the Levelland area, 
DeFreec said.

The balloons can move at 
speeds of 60 to 80 mph and 
would appear to be a bright 
gold, then turning red as the 
sunlight hits them, at sunrise 
and sunset, DeFreec said.

Other officials questioned 
said the balloons would reflect 
ligtit from the ground while 
some said, “ no.”

What to do » i ih  II m illion ions ol 
municipal reh ise each year? Bury ii? 

I hcse are 
just a f e »  o f  the a lle rn a litev  open to 
municipalities thraifthoul the state ot 
Texas, says the Stale Health Department.

While activity in the past has been 
devoted prim arily to getting rid ot refuse 
in the most convenient, heallhlul and 
inexpensive ivay, the attitude these davs 
is  toward recycling o r  use ol waste 
products.

“ R esou rcerecovery ”  is a term  being 
used by environmentalists in the field o f 
solid waste to encompass their etiorts. 
Much researchandacTion is underway to 
make possible the recovery ot our once- 
used resources.

Some o f  these projects w ill be under 
consideration O ctober 24-26 at the Slate 
Health Departmentin Austin when a state­
wide sem inar is  held on solid waste 
management, water supplies and sewage 
disposal.

Most o f  us are  aware o f recycling 
efforts  in various fields. Aluminum and 
glass beverage containers are  being 
collected  and recycled. Waste paper is 
being reused. Some metals are being 
sifted cut o f  refuse and used again. The 
tim e may come when you'll be driving 
down the s treet in a car made partially 
from  your recycled  re fr igera to r, or 
maybe washing clothes in a machine 
which was once y a ir  kite hen range. Il may 
seem far-fetched, but it isn't impossible.

Throughout Texas today, research 
engineers and scientists are trying to 
untangle the mass o f  solid waste which 
accumulates at five  pounds per person 
eachday.

In Houston, fo r example, a salvage 
company is recla im ing metal and paper

A la  plant in fa s t  Texas, compost is 
made trou gh  a process which uses 
ground up refuse and sewage sludge to 
p rodu cean accep lab le ion d ilion erfor the 
soil.

In Odessa, they 're  hoping to make the 
desert rangeland bloom by removing 
metals from  municipal refuse, grinding 
the waste and tilling it into the soil to 
retain moisture and stimulate growth o f 
vegeta tioa

An operation at (la lveston  is grinding 
up the c ity 's  solxi waste, recovering the 
ferrous metal and spreading the m illed 
rekjse on the ground, a final cover o f dirt 
w illeventually be applied to the landfill.

A gricu ltu re 's  Foreign Agricu lture 
S erv ice , the National Cotton (o u n c il and 
CottonCouncil International.

Donald Johnson. PCG Executive Vice 
President, was coordinator o f the High 
P lains acU vities which included ca lls  at 
the Texas AAM  Research and Extension 
Center north o f Ixibbock and the Tex tile  
Research Center at Texas Tech

Head o f Mechanical P rocessing, showed 
charts which indicated that low 
m icronaire cottons may actually be 
superior to "p rem ium ”  m icronaire 
cottons in the formation o f lower count ' 
yam s on the open-end system . G reater 
yarn strength and better uniform ity o f 
yarns were the primary advantages 
shownfrom  the low m icronaire tests.

To  this A lbert H.Y.  Chang, managing 
d irec tor o f  Nam Hwa T ex tiles , Ltd. o f 
Hong Kong said " I f  these test resu lts are 
confirmed ii wi l l  call for new study by 
open-end m ills  to see i f  cheaper cottons 
can successfully replace the raw 
m aterials now m u se ." S im ilar comment 
was made by others o f the group 

O p e n - e n d  s p i n n i n g  r e q u i r e s  
considerably less labor than does 
conventional ring spinning and tour 
m em bers from  areas with high labor 
costs all expressed interest 

Tow ery  assured the group that 
additional testing w ill soon be inprogress  
on two open-end spinning fram es due for 
d e liv e rya tT ech  within a few weeks and 
that results wi l l  be widely distributed.
