is important tax tool

A higher farmand ranch income in 1973
does not necessarily mean a higher
income tax bracket, says Dr. Wayne
Hayenga, economist for the Texas
Agriculural ExtensionService

‘*A technique called "income
averaging' canreduce taxes in situations
where taxable income changes
measurably from year to year,"
continues the Texas A&M University
System specialist. “'For the technique to
apply, yaur taxable income must be at
least $3000 more than your yearly
average income forthe four immediately
preceding taxyears.”’

Inadditionto ordinary income, capital
gains on the sale of hvestock and other
assets may also be included 1n income
averaging
