Three days before concert time, 
a rock singer informed tlic pro­
moter that he had changed his 
mind alroul doing the show. The 
promoier hastened into a local 
courtroom for help.

“ I want a court order com­
manding him to perform," he 
laid. "That is what he agreed to 
do when he signed hit contract" 

But the court denied the pro­
moter's request The court said it 
had no aulltority to force an un- 
willing man to sing.

This is the law's usual attitude 
with regard to contracts that call 
for personal service of one kind 
or another. Although the courts 
may award dollar damages for 
breach of contract, tl>cy generally 
won't force a singer io sing, a 
painter to paint, or a baseball 
player to play baseball.

Why? Because, say the courts, 
it would be too hard to tell 
whether t)ie pciforroer— actiag 
uodar couipuWiM—was mally do­
ing a good job or was only going 
through the motions.

Furthermore, a forced perfor­
mance is considered too close to 
involuntary servitude. Courts are 
reluctant, a id  one judge, to "turn 
contracts of service into contracts 
of slavery." (In that case, he re­
fused to force a dancer to dance.)

Sometimes, however, a court 
will put indirect pressure on the 
performer by at least forbidding 
him to "do his thing" for anybody 
else. Thus, a basketball star who 
broke his contract was ordered by 
a court not to play for anotlier 
team.

But even this levser form of 
prevsure is used only if the per­
former’s services are unique— 
that is. if his employer cannot 
And a reasonably satisfactory sub- 
Hitule. For example:

A  piano company went to court 
to prevent a disgruntled salesman 
from going to work for another 
firm. But the court decided that 
the circumstances did not justify 
such a drastic order. The court 
said the company was not facing 
any “ irreparable harm," since it 
could hire another salesman lo do 
pretty much the same job.

Prelim inary statistics on cotton 
ginnings Irom the U.S. Bureau ol Census 
show the 25 High P la ins counties 
represented by Plains Cotton Growers, 
Inc., of Lubbock, accounted for 2.779,805 
gin-run bales or 15.5 per cent ol a 
12.594,370-bale national crop. High 
Plains ginnings come to 61.7 percent of 
the 4,500.544-bale Texas total, according 
to K G I ig u re s .

The national average net weight per 
bale ginned Irom the 1973 crop was 493.8 
pounds, so the I .S. running bale total 
converts to 12.956,458 bales ol 480 pounds 
net weight In Texas average net bale 
weights were 50l.9pounds, highest in the 
nation,bringing the net weight bale total 
for this state to 4,705,881

Although official figures are not 
compiled, indications are that the 
average weight ol gin-run bales on the 
High Plains was higher than both state and 
national averages. The average net bale 
weight from three area compresses 
hecked by PC G came to 503 pounds If this 
figure IS applied to all High Plains cotton, 
the area ginnings in net weight bales 
comes to just over 2.9 m il I ion, well above 
the 2,725,000 net weight hales estimated 
earlier by the joint PC G-Lubbock Cotton 
Exchange EstimatingC ommittee.

The Bureau ol C ensus ginning figures 
are broken downby counties but are not an 
accurate indication ol countv-bv-county 
production because ol signilicant 
amounts of cotton produc ed in one county 
and ginned in another. Actual county 
production figures in net weight bales w ill 
be released later by the Texas Crop and 
Liyestock Reporting Service, and these 
will be usedas the "o lf ic ia l"  ifigh Plains 
production figures.

The trend to heavier bale weights, 
begun in 1971 as the natural result of the 
change to net weight trading and more 
expensive bagging and ties, is expected to 
end in 1974 because ol new Texas Colton 
Association trade rules which impose 
stiff penalties on both heavy and light 
weight bales. TCA members handle some 
8<J percent of the Texas crop each year, 
and Its trade rules for 1974 ca ll for a 
penalty of S5 on bales weighing from 330 
to379proundsand from 551 to 575 pounds. 
Below 330 pounds and above 575 pounds 
the penalty w ill be SIO per bale, plus the 
"right to re ject." Only bales weighing 
between 380 and 550 pounds w ill escape 
penally and this w ill force a deliberate 
reduction in bale sizes, PCG reasons.

The penalties, according to TCA. were 
adopted as a result ol loading problems 
caused by odd sizes and broken bands at 
Texas ports.

A grassed waterway is  aconstructedor 
a natural outlet shaped or graded and 
established in suitable vegetable. It is 
designed for a sale disposal of run-oll 
from a field with a diversion, a terrace 
system or other structures. They are 
designed todispose of excess water from 
natural concentrated areas without 
damage by soil erosion.

Th ispartic leapplies toall sites where 
more vegetative cover is  needed to 
control erosion from excessive runofl. 
Seldom w ill the grassed waterway control 
erosion alone, it works better in 
combination with other p practices such 
as terraces, diversion, cropping 
systems and residue use

A grassed waterway is no longer a 
useless spot of land just for carrying off 
unwanted water. If waterway is  used for 
annual crops such as wheat or close 
spaced sorghum, residues w ill be 
managed to provide maximum protection, 
maintainallresiduesonthe soil surface. 
Tillage operations should not be 
performed on waterways even when 
annual crops are grown. If weeds occur 
use a stubble mulcher or chemical weed 
control. There are several types and 
kinds of grasses that can be used in a 
waterway. The type used w ill be 
determined by the producer and how he 
plans to use his grass or if  the area is 
dryland o r irrigated. Under all 
circumstances the plans of the producer 
on his overall farm w ill determine the 
kind of grass sown.

The Soil Conservation Service has 
conservationists available to assist 
producers with shaping and designing 
waterways.

From the Christians whoassemble at Taylor andSW 2nd. 
Sts. —(ireetinx.s: —

Some twelve to fourteen years after the incident 
studied in the last article there came a time when the 
saints (Christians) in Jerusalem were in deep need of 
help tomainiain necessary things to live.

In .Acts 18.23- 28 we learn of Paul — the Apostles — again 
leavirn; Antioch, and this turned out to be the beginning of 
what is commonly referred to as his third missionary 
journey. It was while on this journey that Paul wrote 1st. 
and 2nd. Corinthians —Romans —and Galatians. In Acts 
20th chapter and 21st chapter we have account of Pauls 
journey by the w riter of Acts (LUKE), and in 20:4 we have 
account of those who accompanied Paul at that time — 
near the end of this thirdjourney.lt IS important to keep 
these things in mind as we shall discover in following 
studies.

It was in Paul’ s first letter to the Corinthians that we 
learn of the need of the .Saints (Christians). Read 1 Cor. 
16:1-11. They WKRKin Jerusalem —verse 3, and Romans 
15:25-28. I'he letter to the Corinthins —the first one — 
was up toayear BEFURK the second letter was written. 
In Paul’ s second letter to them he reminded them of their 
knowledge of the needs of theJerusalem saints and their 
determination to help — read 2 Cor. 8:10 and 9:2. — a year 
earlier.

Readers who are sincerely studying to learn the truth 
will turn to all these passages —I Cor. 16:1-11; 2 Cor. 
Chapters 8 & 9; Romans 15:25-28; Acts 20:4 —and 
carefully study them. They all have reference to the 
same events introduced above.

One thing is so very plainly set forth and cannot be 
Ignored: This whole matter concerned the “ saints”  
(Christians) at Jerusalem. It, of course, would be the 
worst of stupidity not to realize that those dependent upon 
those saints were also in the concern of all the brethren. 
Still—il was "saints”  (Christians) in Jerusalem that is 
the one concern of Paul and brethren elsewhere. The 
context, therefore, demands that we accept the fact that 
this relief was limited to them. The word “ men”  in 9:13 
is in italics by which we know it is a “ supplied”  word — 
not in the original. More on this is to follow. Remember 
your welcome to the assemblies at Taylor and SW 2nd. 
Sts.

consumer then is shoan better-looking 
beet and urged to buv it at much higher 
prices.

Manv peivpie do not knoa that the tl.S. 
Department ol Agriculture reguires that 
a ll meat be coded as to freshness.

Some hulk meal dealers sell meal by 
’ ’hanging aeighi,”  aithout explaining that 
the term refers to the entire side ol an 
animal, including a ll lat and bones.

lonsum ers should find out ahat the 
cost per pound is lo r take-home meal 
a lter trimming and boning Sometimes 
edible meat may amount to only half 

(he lunging a eight, so you »ould be paying 
Ik ice as muc has the advertised price for 
the meal youcaneal.

It you’ re buying Irom a bulk meal 
supplier you’ ve never traded *ith. it ’ s a 
good Idea to aaich ahile the meal is 
trimmed, cut. and packaged, to make sure 
* hat you paid tor is ahat you’ ll be taking 
home Keports Irom other slates indicate 
thaldishonestdealers sometimes s»itch 
meatorders on customers.

In most ol our columns — like today’ s 
— »e concentrate on alerting the 
consumer to deceptive trade practices 
sue has these that he should be on guard 
against.

The perpetrators of such schemes are 
a very small percentage of the business 

community — a percentage that 
the honest merchant deplores as much as 
the public and our Consumer Protection 
Division

But instead ot focussing only on the 
minority ol merchants kho deliberately 
try to contuse or deceive the public, we’d 
like tocall attention no* to an example of 
an entire industry that is attempting to 
clear up consumer confusion.

With a total of more than a thousand 
suchdillerent names lor beef cuts being 
used across the countrv, the problem was 
widespread

The NLSMB set up an advisory 
committee to study the problem and 
recommend solutions The committee 
found that a single cut of meat now can be 
labeled withas many as a doien dillerent 
popular names, depending on the store 
and the part of the countrv vou’ rein.

As a resu llo l the sludv, the N l SMB has 
adopted a new set ol meat identity 
standards that may be used bv up to 8U per 
ccn io l the nation's supermarkets wilhina 
few months These standards reduce the 
number of meat names bv more than two- 
thirds, toaround 3IS

They reguire that each label on 
packages ot meal in supermarkets 
identify the kind ol meat, the wholesale 
cut that tells what part ol the ammal the 
meal is trom. and the retail cul that 
consumers buy

So you might tind that the "P ike 's  
Peak" roast vou've been huv mg lo r vears 
may soon be more accuralclv labeled as 
"Beef Chuck —Lnder Blade Pol Roast”  
But locally popular names such as 
"P ik e ’s Peak" canalsobe included on the 
label, in addition to the reguired 
information, savs the Nl.SMB This will 
enable people to lind their lavorite cut 
under the ne* labeling system.

Thccommillee also recommended that 
a ll hamburger be called "ground 
beef," that Its  percentage ol lean to lal be 
shown, that onlv skeletal beet meat be 
used in It, and that an optional descriptive 
name (such as ’ ’ X'huck" or "S ir lo in ") 
couldbcincludedonlhelabel A complete 
abel might be ’ Xiround B ce lt hock —Not 
Less Than 75 Percent Lean."

Although these meal labeling standards 
are not mandatorv, the N lJ iM B expects 
that they w ill be adopted bv a large 
majority of meat suppliers.

This voluntarv sell-regulation by an 
industry is a good example ol the husiness 
sector itse ll recogni/ing an area of 
consumer contusion and moving to 
remedy the situation.

Nighttim e Bike Drivers 
Must Protect Themselves

A long-time bicycle sfi 
cionado from Syracuse, 
N. Y .. says. "When ! drive 
my bike at night I look like 
a Christmas tre e ." This 
sophisticated, veteran cy­
clist is telling it like it is .

Accident statistics from 
the National Safety Council 
and the Consumer Product 
Safety Commlasion’s
"N E IS S " program reveal 
that most bicycle accidents 
occur in the daytime, but a 
large percentage of those 
which occur at night or at 
tbe hours of dawn or dusk 
are serious, if not fatal.

These alarming facts must 
reach the growing army of 
American cyclists, who now, 
according to the Bicycle in­
stitute of America, number 
more than 100 million. And 
this army la growing in 
numbers every day.

For more than two years 
now, the Bicycle institute 
of America has been point­
ing out the virtues of the 
BMA/6 smfety standard for 
bicycles instituted by the 
Bicycle Manufacturers A s­
sociation of America.

if Americans must drive 
their bicycles at n ight-al- 
though there are some long­
time cyclists who never d o -  
they must be sure that they 
have maximum protection if 
they are to avoid serious ac­
cidents, which more than 
likely can be fatal acci­
dents.

Protection must become 
the personal responsibility 
of the cyclist. In the case  
of the millions of young­
sters who cycle regularly, 
[tarents must be aware of 
the dangers of bicycling at

night.
BMA '6  currently call* lor 

a 10-reflector system (or b- 
c y c le s  and any bicycle at 
sa le  during American Bike 
Month in  May, which has the 
B M A '6 sea l of certificatioi 
under the saddle, w ill coae 
equipped with nlghttiae 
protection.

Currently  these Americu 
b ic y c le s  have a front white 
reflecto r and rear red 
f lecto r as well a.x a set of 
four s ide  reflectors, two 
amber to the front and two 
red to the rear. A ll of these 
are guaranteed to give 600 
feet of v is ib il it y  under auto­
m obile low beams. There 
are a ls o  two amber reflec­
tors on each pedal with 200 
feet of v is ib il it y  under low 
beams and these create i  
s ta rtling  w indm ill effect as 
a c y c lis t  drives at night.

Meanwhile there are new 
developments in the leflK- 
to riza tion  fie ld , Includmt 
re fle c tive  tires and wide 
angle reflectors. The side 
re flecto rs in the new systen 
are spoke attached to fur­
ther create the image of the 
b icy c le  at night.

While th is is  important 
protection a wise cyclist 
w il l have a front white light 
and a rear red light. He will 
have fla sh ligh ts  attached to 
h is  upper body and legs and 
he w ill wear either reflec- 
torized c lo th ing or at least 
lig h t garments.

Our veteran cyc lis t with 
h is  "C h ris tm as Tree” phil­
osophy ha.s the right ides. 
There cannot be too much 
protection for the cyclist 
who chooses to drive it 
n ight.
