The collision of Morton’s 

Frontier ambulance and a grain 
truck approximately five miles 
southease of Morton last Tuesday 
night caused serious injury to 
four persons and is thought by 
investigating officers to have 
been the cause of death of a 
Morton woman.

Mrs. Mary Barrington, 77, who 
w as a p a t i e n t  a b o a r d  t h e  
ambulance at the time of the 
crash, was pronounced dead on 
arrival at Methodist Hospital in 
Lubbock. Mrs. Barrington was 
being transferred to Methodist 
from Cochran Memorial Hospital 
in Morton when the collision 
occurred.

At the time of her death, she 
was once again being transferred 
to Methodist Hospital after 
emergency treatment for 
injuries sustained in the crash at 
the Morton hospital.

Investigating officer. Highway 
Patrolman James Lytal’s report 
indicates that the 1973 Chevrolet 
ambulance, driven by Bill Mapes 
of Morton, was proceeding so 
southeast on SH116 with his 
multiple red lights blining and the 
1973 Chevroletgrain truck driven 
by Tommy Lewis, 21, of Route 2, 
Morton, was traveling southwest 
on apaved county road. The truck 
p u lM  out into the intersection 
and the ambulance swerved off 
the right hand side and collided 
with the truck on the county road 
and several feet to the right of the 
highway.

The report indicates that the 
ambulance remained near the 
point of impact, while the truck 
continued approximately 89 feet 
from that point. Both remained 
Vpright.

The r^Kirt indicates that 
M a p e s  r e c e i v e d  m u l t i p l e  
fractures of his left leg, severe 
cuts on the head and face and 
serious chest and shoulder 
iiguries.

Reports indicate that Mrs. 
Barrington received severe head 
iitjuries as determined by an 
autopsy held in Lubbock.

M r s .  T h e l m a  T u r n e y ,  a 
Cochran hospital nurse who was 
attending Mrs. Barrington in the 
ambulance, received severe head 
lascerations.

Jerry  Uley, who was acting as 
ambulance attendant, received 
hand and head lascerations.

Tommy Lewis reportedly 
received head lascerations.

The Whiteface ambulance 
transported the victims to 
Cochran Memorial Hospital 
where Mrs. Barrington was given 
emergency treatment and 
t r a n s f e r r e d  by t h e  s a m e  
ambulance to Method! st Hospital. 
Mapes was given emergency 
treatment at the Morton hospital 
and transferred to Methodist by 
the Bledsoe ambulance.

As the C hristm as season 
approaches, m illions of doting 
paren ts, g randparen ts, aunts, 
uncles, b ro th ers , s is te rs ,  and 
ju st friends will be heading for 
the toy counters of their 
favorite s to re s . The State Health 
Department hopes that they’ll 
rem em ber to consider safety 
when they choose toys for 
younger children.

Harold Kay, the D irecto r of the 
Product Safety Division of the 
Texas State D epartm ent of 
Health, d iscussed  the toy safety 
problem  in a recen t interview .

Q: Harold, what ro le  does your 
program  play in protecting our 
children from unsafe toys?

A: Under the provisions of the 
Texas Hazardous Substances 
Act, we have some regulatory 
authority over  toys, both with the 
state  program  and through an 
interfacing program  with the 
federal C onsum er Product .Safety 
Com mission, dealing with any 
safety hazard  that might be 
p resen t through the norm al use 
o r abuse of toys for children.

Q: How serious a problem  o r 
how serious a m atte r, is toy 
safety.’

A: There a re  no complete 
figures on it. but we know that 
each year in the United States 
there a re  approxim ately 160,000 
children whoare trea ted  through 
hospital em ergency room ad 
adm issions. Obviously there a re  
many m ore who a re  trea ted  by 
p rivate  physicians o r trea ted  at 
home. The fatality ra te , we don’t 
have any figures and there really 
isn ’t any way to get those, but it is 
a substantial problem  from  the 
iitjury standpoint.

Q: In recent y ea rs  the federal 
government has had a pretty  
strung consum er protection 
program . Haven’t all the really  
unsafe toys already been banned 
from the m arketplace?

A: Mi e ll, m ost of the unsafe toys 
that were on the m arket a t that 
tim e, when the federal program  
sta rted , perhaps have been 
banned. This does not mean there 
a re  not som e of those still 
available, but not many. But you 
have to keep in mind that toys a re  
sold e ither by repeat demand or 
because they’re  d ifferent, and so 
there a re  many new designs and 
new toys available each y ea r that 
a ttra c t children. These 
products may not have been 
tested  and c leared  for safety.

Q: Are toys that a re  made and 
sold only in Texas subject to 
federal regulation?

A: Unfortunately, no, not as the 
in te r s u te  com m erce rule is 
in terpreted . If a toy is  made in 
Texas and sold only in Texas, 
then at the p resen t tim e there is 
no regulation on that toy other 
than with regard  to flam m ability 
ch a rac te ris tic s .

Q: l.« t’s talk about what some 
of the specific hazards a re  that 
people should watch for when they 
buy toys.

A: 1 think the obivious ones, of 
course , a re  those toys that fall 
ap art so that sm all p ieces a re  
available for sm all children to 
inhale o r ingest; sharp points and 
sharp  edges; and toys that break 
too easily . This is  particu larly  
true with the p lastic toys; 
although p lastic  toys as a c lass 
a re  not necessarily  bad, there 
a re  those that will sh a tte r easily

T here a re , of cou rse , some 
hazards also  from  the toxic 
standpoints because of the paints 
that a re  used, although this is 
being controlled  pretty much 
under the lead-based paint 
control p rogram  of the federal 
and s ta te  hazardous substances 
enforcem ent.

Q: isn ’t it true that there a re  
som e toys that may be perfectly  
safe for one age group o r one 
p articu la r type of child, and not 
n ecessarily  safe for another?

A: This is  very tru e , because a 
tpy that was designed for a child 
ten y ea rs  of age may be perfectly  
safe if properly used by that 
child, but if he has a two-year-old 
b ro ther o r s is te r  who finds that 
toy lying around and does not 
know how to use it, and if it does 
n o t  h a v e  b u i l t - i n  s a f e t y  
ch a ra c te r is tic s , it can become a 
hazardous toy for that sm a lle r 
child.

Q; Are “ cheap foreign im port 
tpys’’ inherently m ore dangerous 
than dom estical ly-produced 
toys?

A: Well, le t me say that “ cheap 
t o y s ”  a s  a r u l e ,  w h e t h e r  
im ported o r dom estic, a re  going 
to be far m ore hazardous, simply 
because they do not have the 
(|uality-control m easu res built in 
— th a t’s why they a re  cheap toys. 
1 think it would be unfair to 
c r itic ize  o r  single out the 
im ported toys as opposed to 
dom estic because actually a 
large percentage of the toys 
available on the A m erican 
m arket a re  from  im port sou rces. 
So, the quality toys should have 
quality contro ls built in, and the 
cheaper toys should be highly 
suspect.

Q: Do you anticipate having a 
m ore active toy safety program  
at the s ta te  level in the future?

A: We would certain ly  hope so. 
We know that it was proposed in 
th e  l a s t  s e s s i o n  o f  t h e  
L eg islatu re that the state 
Hazardous Substances Act be 
updated to include therm al, 
m echanical, and e lec trica l 
hazards now contained in the 
federal Act. I t’s our hope that this 
will come back again in this 
session , and perhaps update the 
law to that extent, and give us a 
little  b roader coverage on 
hazardous toys.

Fach of these individuals suf­
fered an injury, and each, in due 
courve, filed a lawsuit demanding 
damages.

Here, the special circumstance 
was the poor visibility. Because of 
it. a court ruled afterward llial the 
woman could not be blamed for 
colliding with the rafter Instead, 
the management, whose salesman 
had neglected to warn her of the 
danger, was held liable in dam 
ages

Another case involved a rickety, 
irregular stairway leading to the 
balcony of a hardware store A 
customer, ascending cautiously 
one day, bumped his head against 
a metal bracing that he had failed 
to notice

But again, a court decided later 
that the management alone was 
retponsible for the accident. The 
court said the man could not be 
expected to keep his head up. 
watching for obstacles, when he 
had to keep his head down, watch­
ing the steps
