was still trying to provide an 
adequate defense for the twelve 
(Georgia was still not (rfficially 
represented although one 
delegate from  that colony was in 
attendance) United Colonies, as 
t h e y  w e r e  now c a l l i n g  
themselves.

On th e  d a y  o f  th e  b a t t l e  
Congress had elected four major- 
generals to assist George 
Washiiwton and were further 
involved in organizing the 
Continental Army.

Along with the physical 
organization Congress had to 
deal with the very vexing 
problems of finance. Certainly 
this is one o f the most difficult
problems of any government, and

it was one that would plague the 
Continental Congress throughout 
its  existence.

The original plan in early June 
to borrow 6,(XH) British pounds 
was abandoned when Congress 
decided to issue paper money. 
The plan proposing such a 
s c h e m e  w a s  t he  w o r k  o f  
(kMivemeur M orris  o f New York. 
Although paper currency had 
been used by other governments, 
including the individual colonies, 
the value o f such money was very 
questionable.

^iince the value of paper money 
was based upon gold reserves and 
since the Continental Congress 
had  n o  g o l d ,  t he  v a l u e  o f  
Continental currency really 
dqiended upon the trust in

Congress. In truth the notes were 
not money; they were promissory 
notes drawn on the Continental 
Congress.

Elven though the practice was 
questionable, members of

Congress chose to issue it as the 
easiest and most painless way to 
raise revenue to support the 
m ilitary effort. Therefore, on 
June 22 Congress approved the 
Issuance of “ two million of 
Spanish milled dollars’ ’ that 
would be redeemed by “ the 
twelve confederated colonies’ ’ in 
proportion to the population of 
each colony.

Congress had now taken the 
firs t step down a road that many 
of them would later regret.

Governor Ripperda of Texas 
was not in agreement with the 
plan to abandon the northeastern 
fron tiero f Texas. There is some 
speculation that he may have 
encouraged the form er residents 
o f Adaestopresent their petition

for returning to the area of their 
form er homes. He was especially 
concerned about the status of the 
Indian tribes in this area, a 
matter discussed here last week.

Despite his sympathies, 
Ripperda told the petitioners that 
he could not grant their request 
without disobeying a royal 
comnuuid. He did tell them, 
however, that i f  suitable land 
could not be found near San 
Antonio, they could submit their 
petition to the Viceroy. Thus, 
some hope still remained. —
