Resevchers give 
local conditions

The feasabiiity of grapes as a 
major additional crop for the 
H ^  Plains area received area­
wide attention as interested 
p e r s o n s  f r o m  s e v e r a l  
surrounding counties andat least 
two states attended a meeting on 
the subject in Morton Tuesday 
night.
Momentum for the grape as an 
extra money crop was generated 
by the meeting which featured a 
ta l k  and s l i d e s  on g r a p e  
production by personnel of the 
Texas Agricultural Experiment 
Station at Lubbock and by persons 
who have construction of a winery 
in Lubbock well in the planning 
stage.

Dr. William N. Lipe. Asst. 
Professor in charge of grape 
production research at the 
experiment station, presented a 
comprehensive explanation, 
together with many excellent 
slides, of the experimental 
production of grapes having been 
carried on at the station for 
severalyears.

Dr. Lipe s experiments have 
convinced him that this area, 
while not ideal, is very well 
suited for both wine and table 
grape production. In his talk and 
with the use of visual aids, he 
outlined many techniques and 
methods of planting, pruning, 
fertilizing and irrigating that will 
assure the 30-50 acres already 
planted in the county will be 
successful.

'Olive Branch Petition' Colonies last futile effort for peace

greatest optimist would have 
been dismayed by the prospects.

Two days later on July 5 
Congress tried one last time to 
settle its differences with 
Great Britain. The so-called 
“ Olive Branch Petition”  was 
written by John Dickinson, one of 
those who fervently hoped for 
reconciliation with the guarantee 
of all American rights. Dickinson 
may have been treated unkindly 
by history because some of the 
super-nationalists considered 
him an appeaser. Such was not the 
case. He was not willing togive up 
what he considered to be his 
rights as an American to attain 
that peace.

The document professed the 
attachement of the American 
people to George 111 as their 
sovereign, expressed their hopes

for harmony, and begged the king 
to prevent further hositilities. 
Several weeks would pass before 
the document could cross the 
Atlantic and reaction could be 
reported back to Philadelphia. 
However, we know that the effort 
was in vain because George 111 
rejected it out-of-hand.

Perhaps oven Dickinson 
realized that this was a futile 
gesture. At any rate, while 
efforts for peace were made 
arrangements were also carried 
out to further arm American 
forces, even though another full

year, almost to the day, would 
pass before independence was 
proclaimed.

InSpanish Texas, after a short 
period of looking for suitable land 
in the vicinity of San Antonio the 
form er residents of Adaes were 
permitted to present their 
petUion to the viceroy. For the 
trip to MexicoGil Ybarbo and Gil 
Flores were chosen to represent 
the settlers.

In Mexico the proceedii^s 
became very confiised. At first 
they were granted pernfission to 
f^eettle the area in direct 
conflict with the king’ s orders.

Then, shortly thereafter, the 
permission was rescinded, but 
with the implication that it might 
stUl be possible for them to 
move.

In the midst of this confusion 
Governor Ripperda allowed them 
to  m o v e  and  e s t a b l i s h  a 
settlement approximately 100 
leagues fitun Natchitoches.

The whole episode emphasized 
the problems of communication 
and the overlapping authority in 
the Spanish system in Texas.

What High Plains folks hop# 
will bs ysllow gold Is beginning to 
glow over the area as 300,000 
acres o f sunflowers come Into 
bloom during the next few weeks. 
Yet another obstacle awaits 
sunflower growers who are 
breathing more easUy now that 
they’re past the first of two peak 
periods of the carrot bMtle 
emergence. That obstacle Is the 
sunflower head moth.

Larva of the sunflower moth, 
once they’ve hatched on the 
blooming flowers, feed on the 
tender . growth, sometimes 
destroying an entire crop. They 
are the most severe pest of 
sunflowers in the United States, 
according to Dr. Robert C. 
McIntyre, area entomologist with 
the Texas Agricultural Elxtenslon 
Service.

On the High Plains, carrot 
beetles are another primary pest 
of sunflowers.

Eggs are deposited within or 
between the individual flower 
tubes.

Each 
larva damages or destroys an 
average of nine seeds, the 
entomologist figures.

Dr. George Teetes, research 
entomologist with the Texas 
Agricultural Experiment Station 
at Lubbock, has found several 
chemicals to be effective in 
controlling the moth. He and co­
workers have also looked into the 
timing and interval spacing of 
inMcticide applications which 
might protect the delicate 
flowers durii^ the bloom period.

Methyl parathion, Thiodan (R), 
And Sigwrcide (R) are the three 
insecticides labeled for use on 
sunflowers against the moth. 
Tests have shown that methyl 
parathion and Thiodan (R) give 
effective control when applied at 
one pound A1 (actual insecticida) 
rateperacre in a schedule of two 
to three applications at a five-day 
interval. Supercide was found 
effective at pound rate per 
acre in the schedule.

The three insecticides are 
cleared for a total of three 
applications per growing season 
for sunflower larvae control, 
McIntyre adds. Two or three 
applications are generally 
r e a r e d  because a field of hybrid 
sunflowers generally takes 12 to 
15 days to bloom completely.

He says growers should check 
25 plants at different locations 
throughout their field during the 
bloom stage. If adults or young 
worms are observed the first 
application should be made at 20 
per cent bloom. The additional 
applications should be applied at 
tito recommended interal if 
adulta or young worms can be 
found on follow-up field checks.

Growers should remember, 
McIntyre emphasizes, that 
methyl parathion will cause 
foliage damage (bum) to certain 
sorghum varieties. They should 
make their insecticide selection 
with this thought in mind, i f  they 
have sunflowers planted directly 
adjacent to sorghum.
