Consumer Protection?

WASHINGTON—It is Spring, and a lot of foolish ideas
are floating around in Congress. One of the worst g the
proposed Agency for Consumer Advocacy (ACA)

The ostensible purpose of the ACA is to defend the “con.
sumer interest” in proceedings before federal regulaton
agencies. But the ACA itself would be a consumer frayg |,
comes packaged with a politically irrestible name- not
unlike a brightly colored box on a supermarket shelf py
the contents of the box don’t begin to live up to the claim

that have been made for it

In theory. the ACA would be the friend of all consumer
In practice, it would represent the interests of some cop.
sumers against other consumers—although all would hyy,
to pay its $60 million price tag.

It would be easier to calculate how many angels ¢
dance on the point of a pin than to define the “consyme
interest.” What, for instance, is the “consumer interest” i
the request of an electric utility to burn coal? Is it in per.
mitting the conversion and thus cutting electric bills? Oy
it in forbidding the conversion, and thus protecting the

environment?

Under the proposed bill, the definition of the “consumer
interest” would be made not by a philosopher king—o
even by your elected representatives—but by a political
appointee who would have staggering power for a bureay.

crat.

Supporters of the ACA say this new agency is needed
because the federal regulatory agencies have been “cap.
tured” by special interest groups. But those agencies were
themselves set up to “protect” the consumer. If they hae
failed, how can yet another federal agency do beter
Supporters of the ACA give us no reason to suppose that
it would not also be captured by special interests, and the
evidence is persuasive that it would be.

Regulatory proceedings currently proceed with all the
speed of a crippled tortoise. Seasons come and go, but rate,
route and licensing hearings drag on forever. At best, the
ACA would delay these proceedings further. At worst, it
could throw a monkey wrench into the operation of both
our government and our market economy.

The best argument against the ACA comes from the
American people. A survey bv the respected Opinion Re
search Corp. of Princeton, N.J., indicates that three out of
four Americans oppose creation of this new agency The
loud support for the ACA comes from a few tightly-or
ganized, well-financed special interest groups that haw
something to gain from its enactment. We'll soon find out
whether Congress listens to them, or to you.

Austin——Common  sense
is one of the least expensive
things around, and
government should use more
of it.

more than a year — had been
confirmed in the Texas
Panhandle, the U.S. Department
of Agriculture (USDA) reported
July 4.

USDA Animal health officials
warned hog farmers throughout
the nation — but particularly in
the southwest — to remain alert
for signs of this costly and often
fatal virus disease, which has the
potential for rapid spread. Hog
cholera is a disease of swine
only; it does not affect other
animals or humans

Hog cholera has been the object
of a highly successful state-
federal eradication campaign
thatbeganin late 1962. The last
previous cases of the disease
were reported in Puerto Rico on
May 4,1974, and in Mississippi on
February 7, 1974. Prior to the
startof the eradication program,
the disease affected an estimated
5,000 to 6,000 swine herd
annually and cost hog producers
around $50 million a year

The current outbreak was
foundin a herd of about 170 hogs
owned by Louis Woodford and
located near Hereford, Tex., in
Deaf Smith county, according to
officials of USDA’s Animal and
Plant Health Inspection Service
(APHIS).

The diagnosis was confirmed
atthe APHIS Veterinary Services
Laboratories in Ames, la., from
tests on specimens which had
been flown by courier from both
the hog farm and from the Texas
A&M  University veterinary
diagnostic laboratory, where
earlier tests had indicated the

presence of hog cholera.

“Of course we are deeply
disappointed at finding hog
cholera whenwe are this close to
eradication,”” said Dr. F.J.
Mulhern, APHIS administrator.
““But this does illustrate the
difficulty in eliminating the last
trace of a disease and the
importance of remaining alert
until the task of eradication is
complete.”’

The affected swine herd had
been placed under guarantine by
the Texas Animal Health
Additional state
and federal guarantines will be
placed as necessary to control
the disease. Contact with infected
or exposed swine is one of the

primary ways hog cholera is
spread (o healthy hogs
tate-feder task force has
bec stablished 1n the area to
eliminate the disease and
invesiliga he source of the
outbreak and any possible
spread. The infected herd has

beendestroyed and the ownerwill
be indemnified for the loss of his
hogs

Signs of hog cholera include
loss of appetite, fever and hogs
that are just ‘‘sick all over.”
Other signs in¢lude abortions and
abnormal death losses among
young pigs. Hog farmers are
urged to contact their local
veterinarian or state or federal
animal health officials
immediately if they suspect hog
cholera

Texas waterfowl season, Jimmie
B. Pickens, Idalou, bagged a male
American widgeon near
Abernathy, that is of interest to
all waterfowlers.

Mr. Pickens noticed a worn
band attached to the leg of the
bird. The band was turned over to
Bill Pratt, Texas game warden
and he in turn sent the band to the
bird banding laboratory in
Maryland.

During the fall and winter, over
10,000 reports are filed at the
Laurel, Maryland office and in
some instances, reports about
collected bands are received
before the band information is
logged.

The details of each band

thousands of individual reports
received from interested
persons such as waterfowl
hunters, comparisons are made
as to time of banding and this
informationis made available to
scientists, students and state
wildlife agencies for their
studies.

Pike, Shark records set

Two Texas State Fish Records
were set during March and May at
widely separated spots:
Greenbelt Lake in the Panhandle
and Padre Island on the Gulf
Coast.

James D. Bennett of Amarillo
reeledin a record 17-pound five-
ounce northern pike May 3 from
Greenbelt. The fish was 41 inches
long with a girth of 1712 inches.

The previous record for
northern pike came from
Greenbeltin 1973 and weighed 13
pounds four ounces.

Greenbelt was first stocked
with some 150,000 one-half-inch
northernpike in May 1967 by the
Texas Parks and Wildlife

Department. The lake seems p
be well on its way to becoming a
consistent producer of trophy
fish.

Comptroller Bob Bullock said
Wednesday that some 1,800
delinquent taxpayers in the
Lubbock area owe more than $l
million in state sales taxes and
almost $250,000 in city sales
taxes.

The back taxes owed in the
Lubbock area are part of $59
million owed by an estimated
70,000 delinquent sales tax
accounts statewide. Bullock has
assigned a special task force in
his office to set up an aggressive
collection system.

The k area delinquents
are those under the jurisdiction
of the Lubbock district field
office which covers the counties
of Bailey, Hale, Floyd, Motley,
Dickens, Garza, Lynn, Borden,
Dawson and Gaines.

Also Terry, Yoakum, Cochran,
Hockley, Lamb, Lubbock,
Crosby, Cottle, King and Kent.

The Lubbock area delinquents,
just like the rest of the state,
‘‘show no pattern and certainly no
reason why these accounts were
permitted to go delinquent in the
firstplace or why they have been
permitted to stay that way.”’

Area-by area reports on
delinquents will be released for
the rest of the state as soon as
they are prepared, Bullock said.

His special task force includes
personnel from the
Comptroller’s legal, sales tax
and filed operations divisions as
well as from Bullock’s personal
office.

Bullock has warned that many
of the delinquencies ‘‘may be so
old that we’ll never get the
money."’

Higher, Higher, How Much
Higher? Changes in
Brucellosis Indemnity

Last March, during the annual
National Pork Congress held in
the Midwest, a few brave
optimists were talking about hogs
‘‘hitting $50 at a few markets by
late summer.’’ It sounded good,
butnot too much was made of it.

Now hog prices during the first
few weeks of summer have hit the
$60 area inmany markets across
the nation.

Why? Take a look at the hog
numbers. Here in Texas we are
not the nation’s leading hog state,
but what happened here is similar
to the situations in the major hog
states.

As of June |, hogs and pigs on
Texas farms totaled 800,000
head. That doesn’y mean much by
itself, but put it in perspective
and you find that hog numbers in
the stateare at their lowest level
since 1966. It also is a decrease
of 14 per cent from a year ago.
