The fact that chain letters
are not mailed does not
exclude the scheme from
being a violation of law if the
scheme involves the mailing
gf bonds or other valuable
items.

On the other hang
so-called chain letters whic};
call for nothing more than
recipes, picture post cards
and the like, are ordinarily
considered to be mailable
because the items sent do
not constitute a “thing of
value” under applicable law.
However, postal cards in
volving “good luck” chain
prayers that contain a threat
of bad luck to those who
break the chain are prohi-
bited because it is against

the law to place threatening ™)

matter on the outside of
mail.

Postmaster Wester cau-
tioned the public to be
especially alert for numer-
ous clirrenf chain letters
which ‘eontain a claim that
they have been reviewed by
some legal authority and
officially approved for mail
ing.
