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Chiefs Host Dimmitt In
Long Rivalry Renewal

The Chieftains open their
2003 grid season by hosting
one of their oldest rivals, the
Dimmitt Bobcats, at Chieftain
Field on Friday, August 29.
Game time is 7:30 p.m.

The Chieftains and Bobcats
will be meeting in the 67th
renewal of the Parmer
County-Castro County rivals,
who first met on the gridiron
in 1930.

In last year’'s game at
Dimmitt, Friona won the
elements-shortened game, 21-
0. Dimmitt officials called the
game after the halftime, due
to instruments detecting bad
lightning in an approaching
cloud.

It turned out that Friona
Produced the most
lightning," in the form of
Jason Gutierrez, who dashed
61 yards on two carries, one
being a 58-yard scoring
scamper. Chris Wiseman
recovered a Dimmitt fumble
in the end zone for a quick

14-0 Friona lead in the '03
game.

Gutierrez, a senior, will
again be in Friona’s starting
backfield on Friday.

The Bobcats are coming off
a 3-6 record, having won
three of their final five games
of 2002. The strong finish left
the 'Cats with a 3-2 district
record, just missing out on the
playoffs.

Dimmitt returns 13
lettermen (losing nine) from
last year’s team, seven
offensive starters and eight
defensive starters.

Tyler Myatt, a 6-2 wide
receiver, is one of the players
to be watched on Dimmitt’s
team. Myatt plays cornerback
on defense. Matthew Sanders
(5-11, 200 lbs.) is s senior
running back/linebacker. .

Caleb Dickerson, 6-2, 280,
is the player the Chieftains
will try to avoid in the
Bobcat line.

This is Head Coach Bob
Ferguson’s second season as

FHS head coach, after going
7-4 and guiding the
Chieftains into the playoffs for
the school’s eighth straight
season, an FHS record.

The Chieftains will
attempt to beat the Bobcats
for an unprecedented tenth
straight year, having won
every game since beating the
'Cats 14-12 in 1994, the year
former Coach James Morton
won his first district title, and
Friona’s first since 1965!

Prior to the current streak,
the longest Friona winning
streak was three straight,
from 1963-64-65 and 1985-
86-87.

Dimmitt, on the other
hand, beat Friona 14 straight
times, between 1944 and
1962, and five straight from
1988-93.

The two schools had com-
peted as district opponents for
41 straight seasons, and 48 of
the previous 49 seasons when
the UIL redistricted prior to
the 1998 season.

Think speed
limits agply to everyone ex-
cept you? Effective September
1, you may be in for a big
surprise.

after traffic violators.

Fines have gone up. Built
into every fine you pay the
Justice of the Peace is an $81
court cost. We looked at a list
of fines in the JP's office. The
cheapest one was $115 for no
seat belt.

For example, running a
stop sign goes for $160 and 8-
12 miles over the speed limit:
3145.Many of the fines are

200 or more. So, speed and
break the law, but go to the
bank first.

violation of traffic law of
Texas or any other state you
get 2 points on your record.

Any moving violation of a
Texas traffic law, or any
other state, that results in an
accident, earns you 3 points.

Once you have accum-
ulated 6 points, Texas will be
a part of your daily life for at
least 3 years. Earn 6 points
and Texas will send you a
bill for 8100. If you have
more than 6 points, they bill
you $25 for each additional
point.

If you get picked up for
DWI and have 6 or more
points, you will get a bill
from the state for $1,000 a
year for 3 years. This is over
and above any local fines or
jail time. If your blood alcohol
level is 0.16 or higher, they
bill you $2,000 per year for 3
years.

If you are caught driving
with a suspended license or
with no liability insurance,
your annual bill is $250 for 3
years. You can arrange
installment payments but if
you miss a payment DPS will
declare it due and payable
immediately.

If you fail to pay any of
the annual surcharges, your
license is automatically
suspended. The suspension
lasts until the surcharge and
related costs are paid.

Remember, the annual
amounts that Texas sends
you a bill for are over and
above any fines for traffic
offenses.

After scveral days of higher trad-
ing, cotton futures prices on the New
York Cotton Exchange surged
Wednesday to their best scttlement
since Aug. 8 on trade and speculative
buying. However, the momentum did
not continuc the following day de-
spitc an unexpectedly strong export
sales report from USDA.

According to the department, nct
upland sales of U.S. cotton in the week
cnded Aug. 14 totaled 140,000 balcs,
more than double the previous week's
figure. The three major buyers were
South Korca, Mexico and Indonesia.
Additionally, salcs of 4,500 bales were
reported forthe 2004-05 marketing year.

Export shipments of U.S. cotton to-
taled 240,000 bales during the same
week.  Although the figure was a 19
pereentdecrease fromaweek carlicrand
25 percent lower than the four-week
average, it was much better than the
markct had anticipated.

“The high shipments were obviously
based on actual demand for delivery of
cotton sold rather than on rcliance of a
large Step 2 payment since the certifi-
catc available on last week's shipments
was less than 20 percent of the previous
week's,” one analyst commented.

Activity increased on the spot cotton
scenc as well. Online sales by Texas,
Oklahoma and Kansas producers in the
five trading days ended Aug. 21 totaled
15,218 bales, compared to 2,050 bales
the previous week. Prices received by
producers sclling their cotton online
ranged from 45.12 to 48.50:cents per
pound versusthe previousweek's 47.78
to 50 92 cents per pound range.

In ather news, USDA's weckly crop
conditions report was not considered
fricndly to the market since 1t did not
show the deterioration that some traders
had expected. Asof Aug. 17, 16 percent
ofthe U.S. cropremained in poorto very
poor condition. Mcanwhile, 55 percent
of the crop was in good to excellent
condition versus 54 percent the prior
week. One ycar ago, 53 percent of the
crop was in good to exccllent shape
while 18 percent was considered tobe in
poor to very poor condition.

IFor the week, the Texas crop was one
pereentage point weaker as 30 percent
was rated good to excellent. Boll set-
ting 1 the state advanced to 87 pereent
of the crop compared with 94 percent at
the same time lastycarand the five-year
average of 95 percent.

Tropical Storm Erikaskirted the Texas
Rio Grande Valley and made landfall in
northern Mcexico carly Saturday morn-
ing. Rain amounts werc gencrally
around onc half of an inch while iso-
lated arcas reccived up to one inch.
Winds were light, and hittle if any dam-
age to the Texas cotton crop resulted.
Pickingalrcady hasprogressed atarapid
pace in the Rio Grande Valley and
Coastal Bend as producers attempt to
getthecrop offthestalk before more wet
weather returns.

Elscwherc, many plants on the Texas
High and Rolling Plains arc nearing
“cutout” duc to the lack of precipitation
and cxcessively high temperatures.
Scattered showers fell in the Texas Pan-
handle this week, but much more pre-
cipitation is requircd before drought
conditionscasc. In fact, USDA's Drought
Monitor data for the week ended Aug.
19 indicated soil moisture levels across
the region were considered to be in
“scverc drought” or “moderate
drought.” For the foresecable future,
above-average temperaturcs are ex-
pected to persist causing plant health to
continuc to deteriorate.

Mcanwhile, hot,dry wcatheralso pre-
vails in the Far West, and irrigation has
continued where nceded. Sultry condi-
tions continuc in thc Southeast and
Memphis Territory with only isolated

precipitation offering an occasional
break from the heat. Although night-
time tempceratures have dropped into
the mid to upper 70s, cooler weather
would be welcometo give plantstime to
recover from the intense daytime heat.

“In the short-term, wcather and crop
conditions in Texas and the Southeast
arc of grcat concern to the market,” an
observer said. “Even the smallest of
rain showers can become major news
to the cotton trade if it happens in the
right place.”

NWS Offers Useful Weather/Climate Products
LUBBOCK, August 22, 2003 By Shawn Wade

When it comes to weather forecasts and climate data the
best solution to finding out what the future holds is generally
to go straight to the source.

Everyone is familiar with the typical 5-7 day weather
forecasts available through local and national media outlets.

What few people realize is that the National Weather
Service (NWS) data used to create those predictions of
temperature and precipitation can actually provide a much
more detailed glimpse of what the future holds.

Currently, the NWS maintains and creates a variety of
climate/weather prediction products that should be extremely
useful for the farmers, especially when they need to know what
the future holds over the course of the coming 1, 3 or 7 days.

The trick for producers, and the general public, is knowing
what to look for and where to find it.

NWS personnel gather, process and distribute valuable data
t}_1at most of the weather watching public is unaware of and
didn't know was actually available on the internet. The
Lubbock area NWS /offi/ce website can be accessed at:

Often known by arcane names, like Point Forecast Matrices
(PFM), some of the currently available NWS data have exciting
potential for agricultural producers. One of the most interesting
is the PFM mentioned above.

The PFM is a 3-7 day forecast broken down to specific
periods of time that includes temperature, wind speed and
direction, humidity and precipitation. The forecast includes
specific predictions in three-hour intervals for upcoming 72 hour
and then six-hour forecasts for days 4 through 7.

It isn't hard to imagine the usefullness of a three-day
weather forecast, broken down to three-hour time slices, that
include temperature, humidity, wind speed, to a cotton grower
trying to maximize harvest activities and schedules.

Lubbock area residents interested in seeing what the PFM
says will happen over the next 3-7 days can go to the Lubbock
NWS website and look for themselves at:
http://www.srh.noaa.gov/lub/PFM.htm

While there, be sure to look at the other climate and
weather data products they have available. There are literally
dozens of interesting and potentially useful tools waiting to be
put to good use.

APPLICATION AND PRELIMINARY DECISION. City of Friona, 623 Main Street, Friona, Texas 79035, has
applied to the Texas Commission on Environmental Quality (TCEQ) for a major amendment to Permit No. 10089-
001, to authorize an increase in the daily average flow from 484,000 gallons per day to 550,000 gallons per day. The
application requests disposal of treated domestic wastewater via surface irrigation of 186 acres of nonpublic access

land. This permit will not authorize a discharge of pollutants into waters in the State. This application was submitted
to the TCEQ on October 16, 2002.

The facility and disposal site are located 4,000 feet east of the City limits of Friona in a northeasterly direction on
U.S. Highway 60 and on the south side of the Atchison, Topeka & Santa Fe (A.T. & S.F.) Railroad in Parmer County,
Texas. The facility and disposal site are located in the drainage basin of Upper Prairie Dog Town Fork Red River
in Segment No. 0229 of the Red River Basin.

The TCEQ executive director has completed the technical review of the application and prepared a draft permit. The
draft permit, if approved, would establish the conditions under which the facility must operate. The executive
director has made a preliminary decision that this permit, if issued, meets all statutory and regulatory requirements.
The permit application, technical summary and executive director’s preliminary decision, and draft permit are
available for viewing and copying at Friona City Hall, 623 Main Street, Friona, Texas.

PUBLIC COMMENT / PUBLIC MEETING. You may submit public comments or request a public meeting
about this application. The purpose of a public meeting is to provide the opportunity to submit written or oral
comment or to ask questions about the application. Generally, the TCEQ will hold a public meeting if the executive
director determines that there is a significant degree of public interest in the application or if requested by a local
legislator. A public meeting is not a contested case hearing.

Written public comments and requests for a public meeting should be submitted to the Office of the Chief
Clerk, MC 105, TCEQ, P.O. Box 13087, Austin, TX 78711-3087 within 30 days of the date of newspaper
publication of the notice.

OPPORTUNITY FOR A CONTESTED CASE HEARING. After the deadline for public comments, the executive
director will consider the comments and prepare a response to all relevant and material, or significant public
comments. The response to comments, along with the executive director’s decision on the application, will be
mailed to everyone who submitted public comments or who requested to be on a mailing list for this
application. If comments are received, the mailing will also provide instructions for requesting a contested
case hearing or reconsideration of the executive director’s decision. A contested case hearing is a legal
proceeding similar to a civil trial in a state district court.

A contested case hearing will only be granted based on disputed issues of fact that are relevant and material to the
Commission’s decision on the application. Further, the Commission will only grant a hearing on issues that were
raised during the public comment period and not withdrawn. Issues that are not raised in public comments may not
be considered during a hearing.

EXECUTIVE DIRECTOR ACTION. The executive director may issue final approval of the application unless
a timely contested case hearing request or a timely request for reconsideration is filed. If a timely hearing request
or réquest for reconsideration is filed, the executive director will not issue final approval of the permit and will
forward the application and requests to the TCEQ Commissioners for their consideration at a scheduled Commission
meeting. ;
