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Pivot or circular irrigation
systems are now being in-
stalled by many farmers in
Floyd County. These sys-
tems have been in use for a
number of years in the
counties west of Floyd
County and have helped to
conserve the underground
waler supply because their
soils are sandier and in many
cases much water was wast-
ed as it leaked down past the
root zone when a surface
system was used.

Most of the soils on top of
the “Caprock” in Floyd
County are Pullman -clay
loam or similar type soils.

These soils for irrigation are
“tighter” and have a slower
intake rate for water and
may present a problem with
runoff of the irrigation
water being applied. Trac-
tion problems may also oc-
cur for the pivot systems.
Pivots have been used for
a few years in the Northern
Panhandle on Pullman type
soils successfully. However,
if installed to “run over” a
terrace system, care should
be taken to see that the
“tracks” made over the ter-
races do not become too
deep. This may cause ter-
races to break and cause a
wash in the field. Applying a
light application of less than
1'2 or 2 inches!N most cases

ot Irrigation In Floyd County

on Pullman soils will be
necessary to prevent runoff
and traction problems or
“sticking” of the system. If
irrigation runoff begins the
system is running too slow
and should be “speeded up”.
Playa lakes or other low
areas that concentrate run-
off water may present add-
tional problems due to the
extra water and “tighter”
soils causing problems of
running the system through
the lake without “sticking.”

Most systems will cover
126-131 acres out of a quar-
ter section. A 900-1000 gpm
system will be needed to
fully irrigate and grow such
Crops as corn or grain sor-
ghum. Systems with less

water should be planted
partially to a crop that can
be expected to produce un-
der pre-irrigation or reduced
irrigation.

When one is deciding on a
system two important_con-
siderations are: Floatation
and the Co-efficient of Uni-
formity. Floatation is impor-
tant in Pullman soils. The
weight of each tower and the
size tire has much to do with
floatation. In mcst cases the
more towers a system has
the less each tower weighs
and the wider the tire the
better the system will
“stand up” in the wet soil.
Weight, number towers, tire
size varies from brand to
brand and these items
should be given serious con
sideration.

The co-efficient of unifor
mity means how evenly the
system applies the water.
For example, if 12 inches is
being applied and a can is
placed anywhere in the field

it should be the same a-
mount less evaporation. If
one catches % and another
2", then the system would
not be applying the water
evenly. Exactly the same
amount in every can or
100% uniformity cannot be
expected, but it should be
85% or better for a conser
vation irrigation system.
These are only some of the

important factors to consi-

der before converting to a
pivot system. The Soil Con
servation Service in cooper
ation with the Floyd County
Soil and Water Conservation
Distriet will be glad to assist
farmers with information on

pivot irrigation. Please con-
