In spite of all this griping I ’ve done, | still 
like banquets, because they do serve some 
good food — usually the meat, potatoes and 
hot rolls are excellent.

And besides, we newspaper people learned 
long ago that if you carry a camera in your 
hand, they’ ll usually let you in free, whether 
there is any film in it or not.
