cast votes. Some schools 
in v o lv ed  in th e  p ro g ra m  
failed to even vote. This 
lim e around, a m ore accu 
ra le  count of opinions is 
expected since only m em ber 
schools will be allowed to 
vote on the  issue.

S uperin tenden t of schools, 
A. E. Baker cast his vote 
against the 5 girl ruling for 
two reasons.

"I -:;:n to r  th e  6 g irl 
ruling," Baker recently  s ta t ­
ed in an in terview . "Six 
m em ber basketball is defi 
nilely a g irls’ game and 
identified as a girls’ game.

Since a family’s largest 
and most important invest­

ment is usually the home, 
they need to insure it a- 
gainst the most common 
risks.

The amount of property 
insurance depends on the 
value of the home and house­
hold goods. Some policies 
require that the dwelling be 
insured for at least 80 per­
cent of the home’s replace­
ment value.

To determine the home’s 
replacement cost, contact an 
insurance company and ask 
for a dwelling evaluation 
worksheet. In most instan­

-  The Tex­
as Farmers Union is terming 
A dm inistration  proposals 
for farm relief “inadequate 
to meet the dramatic needs 
of agriculture” and calling 
upon Texas House members 
and Senators to push for­
ward with emergency legi­
slation, mustering support 
to override a Presidential 
veto if necessary.

TFU President Jay Nam- 
an states that the provisions 
of the combined Talmadge-

McGovern-Dole now before 
a Senate-House conference 
committee offer some much 
needed relief for farmers 
caught in the continuing 
cycle of depression. The 
state farm leader, however 
says the  A dm inistration 's 
plan avoids meaningful aid 
and its stragegy offers “min­
imal net effect which is itself 
months down the road."

“F arm ers would never 
have taken to the streets if 
they had not needed imme­

diate, substantial improve­
ments which would affect 
the current crop year," said 
Naman. “For many thou­
sands of families 1978 will be 
their final chance to make it 
or bust. Certain Senators 
and Congressmen have real­
ized this, but President Car­
ter continues to promote a 
‘hang in th e re ’ approach 
which covers his entrenched 
policy to protect'the budget 
regardless of the fate of the 
family farm. His programs

are unacceptable.
Farmers Union has sup­

ported the Senate legislation 
as it contains possibilities for 
immediate improvement in 
1978 farm income and has 
particularly heralded the ad­
justment in loan rates for 
major crops as “a step in the
right direction of the very 
mimmiimum in necessary pro­
tections.”

The A dm inistration an­
nouncement on March 29 for 
small payments to retire

very limited crop acres is 
expected to dull efforts of 
legislation which directs 
greater expense on larger 
acreage and also includes 
improvement in price sup­
ports. The threat of a Pres- 
idental veto over any action 
greater than the Adminis­
tration plan will have a 
definite effect on the work of 
the conference committee as 
well as the final floor votes, 
especially in the House of 
Representatives.

“There is no question that 
the House-Senate conferees 
can work out an acceptable 
and meaningful com­
promise," Naman said. “The 
crucial thing is to retain the 
highest of the target and 
loan rates now provided in 
the Senate bill.

“While I do not wish to 
belittle the soybean loan 
increases to $4.50 a bushel 
or the recent milk support

Editor's note: The Floyd Philosopher on 
his Johnson grass farm claims a solution to 
the farm problem is near at hand, he thinks.

Dear editor:
If you look close enough you may be able to 

see the end to the farm problem.
Scientists for some time now have been 

working on converting plants into alcohol and 
trying to perfect an engine that'll run on it as 
well as it does on gasoline. They now have 
two experimental cars that are doing it.

As I understand it, the stuff is made from 
all sorts of farm products, like the stalks from 
corn, wheat, oats, milo, etc, including the* 
heads if you want to throw them in too, since 
the price is below cost anyway.

Now here's the thing: if they get that 
farm-grown fuel’s cost down to where it’s 
competitive with gasoline, farmers will be in 
a business as delightful as the OPEC people’s 
over there in the desert country, leaving

them with all that oil and no place to go with 
it. They’ll be swapping Cadillacs for camels.

But U.S. farmers don’t want to miss the 
boat. We ought to plan now on forming an 
organization similar to OPEC. We could call 
it AG—PEC. It’s purpose is to set the price of 
alcohol for cars, tractors and perhaps home 
heating.

If people won’t pay us enough for an ear of 
corn, for example, we’ll charge them properly 
for the stalk.

I can see government economists saying 
"We won’t know what direction the economic 
index is going this year until we find out what 
the AG—PEC people are going to charge for 
their corn and wheat stalks. The President is 
negotiating with them now.”

To get us to hold the line, it will not be 
necessary for the President to send us any 
tanks for fighter planes. Air-conditioned 
tractors will do just as well.

Such action 
would have the effect of 
over-riding a “too little, too 
late” announcement by the 
C a r te r  A d m in is tra tio n  
earlier this week, Harman 
said.

The Association urged the 
conferees to increase wheat 
target prices to “at least 
$4.00 per bushels," up from 
the current $3.00 level and 
to raise wheat loan rates 
from the current $2.35 level 
to “ at least $3.00 per 
bushel." The organization 
further called for an increase 
in 1978 set aside wheat acres 
to a level to reduce, not add 
to, carryover stocks.

Harman also urged the 
Congress to reject the Ad­
m in istra tions’ request for 
lower release prices than on 
farmer-held stocks on 220 
million bushels of wheat 
USDA intends to buy as an 
“Emergency International 
Reserve.” Wheat producers 
oppose such a reserve on the 
basis that it is not warranted

since there is no Interna­
tional W heat A greem ent 
(efforts failed March 22 to 
obtain one) calling for the 
United States to assume 
such a dominant role in 
world stocks management.

Officers of the National 
Associaton of Wheat Grow­
ers, including Winston Wil 
son of Quanah, will be in 
Washington working with 
the Senate and House office 
staffs and members of the 
C o n fe ren ce  C om m ittee  
when it begins announced 
sessions Monday, April 3, 
the Texas Wheat Producers 
Association President said.

The Organization is sup­
ported by individual 
producer membership from 
throughout the commercial 
wheat producing area of the 
State and has been instru­
mental in passage of the 
current farm bill, passed last 
August and the drafting of 
the Emergency Farm Bill 
provisions passed by the 
Senate just before the East­
er recess, Harman said.

VA NEWS
If certain health pro­

blems prevented your begin­
ning or completing your 
education under the GI Bill, 
a new law may make it 
possible for you to turn back 
the clock and enroll again, 
VA Regional Director, Jack 
Coker, has announced.

The new program is avail­
able to veterans, spouses or 
surviving spouses whose eli­
gibility for GI Bill education 
benefits expired on June 1, 
1976, or later, but who had 
not used all their schooling 
entitlement when mental or 
physical disability interfered 
with their training.

The disability must not 
have resulted from the indi­
vidual’s willful misconduct, 
Coker emphasized. He cau­
tioned potential applicants 
they must provide medical 
evidence that mental illness 
or physical disability was 
responsible for their being 
unable to begin or complete 
schooling before the expira­
tion of their GI Bill eligibil­
ity.

Under the law, veterans 
have ten years from the date

of their discharge from act­
ive duty to complete GI Bill 
training. Spouses or surviv­
ing spouses have ten years 
from the date of their initial 
eligibility to complete train­
ing under the bill.

Until passage of the new 
law, those who had not used 
all their GI Bill education 
benefits by the end of that 
ten-year period lost it for­
ever.

"This law,” Coker said, 
“gives us a welcome oppor­
tunity to help veterans who 
had their education delayed, 
or interrupted because of 
circumstances beyond their 
control.”

Any extension approved 
will be for the length of time 
VA determines that the 
veteran or spouse was pre­
vented from beginning or 
completing the education 
program.

Coker said VA doesn’t 
know the number of poten­
tial eligibles, but he urged 
individuals who believe they 
qualify for the new program 
to avoid possible disappoint­
ment by making certain they 
have the necessary medical 
evidence in connection with 
their application.
