To help prevent food poi-
soning, keep hot foods hot

Specifically:

--cook foods thoroughly
and serve them hot,

--promptly cool or freeze
foods after preparation to
retard bacteria multiplica-
tion,

--and, fully reheat stored
foods to destroy bacteria.

In a survey of 2,603
households, 63 percent of
those sampled used at least
one high risk practice in
handling, preparing and
storing selected meat and
poultry products.

Most of these high risk
households left fresh meat,
poultry or fish out at room
temperature for more than
two hours thinking it was
safe to eat. They were
wrong--meat is a haven for
bacterial growth.

Over two and one-half
million people were affected
in 1976 by Salmonellosis, one
of the major food borne
illnesses affecting man.
Many more cases go unre-
ported because people as-
sume they have a “bug” or
the flu.

Salmonella--a group of
bacteria almost worldwide
in distribution--may be
found in water, poultry,
meat and meat products,
eggs and egg products, fish,
shellfish and oysters.
Freezing does not kill sal-
monella--it only prevents
multiplication.

Many homemakers are
not aware of the problems
involved with handling food
safely at home. Food handl-
ing in the home is extremely
important and one that most
consumers can correct.

Follow strict sanitation
measures because cleanli-
ness in food handling is the
most important way to
prevent the bacteria from
being carried.

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Texas Cotton Producers See Their

Dollars Put To Work By Cotton Inc.

RALEIGH,N.C.---Some 35
West Texas cotton produc-
ers got a first-hand look here
recently at how the dollars
they invest in Cotton Incor-
porated programs are being
used to strengthen cotton’s
competitive position and
earn greater returns to
growers.

The producers, from
Gaines, Andrews and sur-
rounding counties, came to
Cotton Incorporated's mo-
dern research center during
a Southeastern tour spon-
sored by the Ocho Gin
Company in Seminole, Tex-
as.
During their trip, the
group also saw cotton being
used at two major textile
mills in the Carolinas.

Wayne Mixon, general
manager and a part-owner of
the Ocho Gin Company, said
the trip was arranged be-
cause “we wanted to do
something for the cotton
growers we serve. We think
of them not only as our
customers but also as our
friends.”

Mixon said the Raleigh
research facility was a prior-
ity stop on the tour because
of the gin's desire to help the
producers get a clearer and
more complete understand-
ing of Cotton Incorporated
and its programs.

“In our area, with the
unrest in the farm situation,
there seems to be a lack of
knowledge of the role of
Cotton Incorporated and the
difference between it and
the National Cotton Coun-
cil,” he said.

“We do, by the way, support

both organizations,” he add-
ed, “but we felt that it would
be good to bring some of the
farmers here and let them
see the projects that are
being carried out by Cotton
Incorporated to expand mar-
kets for cotton and help
producers cut their costs.”

Cotton Incorporated is a
private fiber company that
solely works for and is
controlled by the nation’s
cotton producers. Under fed-
eral law, its activities are
restricted to research and
promotion/marketing activ-
ities designed to reduce
producers’ costs and in-
crease cotton's share of fiber
markets. It is a nonpolitical
organization specifically pro-
hibited by law from lobby-
ing. Agricultural, textile and
economic research and de-
velopment activities are cen-
tered in Raleigh, while head-
quarters and marketing are
in New York City.

All funding for Cotton
Incorporated comes from
the per-bale assessments
paid by producers through-
out the Cotton Belt. Forty-
two cotton producers cur-
rently serve on the board of
directors, the number relat-
ed to the bales produced by
states.

Tours through various lab-
oratories and presentations
by staff members gave the
West Texas producers the
latest information as to how
Cotton Incorporated is
working to meet cotton's
challenges from seed prod-
uction through the develop-
ment of new fabrics and
finishing processes.

Mixon said he was particul-
arly impressed with the way
Cotton Incorporated works
directly with textile mills to
convince them of the advan-
tages of using more cotton
and to provide them with
technical assistance in the
production and processing of
many types of all-cotton and
predominantly cotton fab-
rics.

“] guess we more or less
take the planting of cotton
and the growing of it as our
part of the challenge, but we
don't have this relationship
ourselves with the textile
mills,” he pointed out.

A tip on adding insulation
to an attic floor: Use batts or
blankets that don’t have a
vapor barrier, which is a layer
of heavy paper or foil on one
surface. A vapor barrier might
trap moisture within the old
insulation.

If the vapor-barrier-type is
all that is available, slash the
barrier freely with a knife.
Then install the insulation
with the slashed side on the
bottom.

If no insulation already
exists, thick batts with a
vapor barrier should be laid
between floor joists with the
vapor barrier down.

By planning
ahead to reduce the price
risks farmers could add
several thousand dollars to
their total gross income by
planting vegetables, accmjd-
ing to Dr. Bob_ Davis,
professor of agncultural
economics at Texas Tech
University. :

Several factors are 1n-
volved in lessening the risk
and reducing the disadvant-
ages in growing vegetables,
Davis said. .

Because of the price
fluctuations in vegetables a
farmer needs to plant them
year in and year out in order
to reduce price risk.
Through constant planting
the excellent profits offered
by vegetables when prices
are high counteract losses
that might be sustained
when prices are low, he said.

Before entering the
vegetable market, however,
a farmer needs to learn as
much as possible about

~vegetables by reading and
studying available material
and by talking with know-
ledgeable people.

Then before planting the
farmer should secure: a
packer for the harvest.
Vegetables are highly
perishable and should be
harvested, packed and ship-
ped to market within a day
or so of fruition. Contracting
with a packer before plant
ing will assure the farmer
that his crop will not rot in
the field, he explained.

Before adding vegetables
a farmer needs to know
recommended production
practices, including when
and how to plant, how to
protect them for diseases
and insects, when to harvest
and how much and when to
irrigate.

In West Texas two of the
most common vegetable
crops are summer onions
and Irish potatoes. Both are
grown for harvest in the
early summer period begin-
ning in early July.

The main reason they are
good crops for this area, he
said, is the ready market for
fresh vegetables in the early
summer. Few other areas of
the country are able to
preduce good quality 25 and
45 percent of the national
market for potatoes and
onions during early summer.

Potatoes are more easily
harvested mechanically than
many other vegetable crops.
Onions are harvested by
hand but in one time
throughout the field.
Cucumbers, melons, peppers
and other hand-harvested
crops must be picked several

When approaching a boat
to your port and only the red
light is visible, you may
proceed on course after giv-
ing and receiving one blast
of the horn or whistle.

When approaching a boat
to your starboard and only
the green light is visible, you
may proceed on course after
giving and receiving two
blasts of the horn or whistle.

When overtaking a boat
from the rear give one blast
of the horn or whistle to
designate your intention to
pass to the starboard. Pro-
ceed on course after the boat
being overtaken acknowled-
ges with one last.

Boats in your danger zone
have the right-of-way and
should hold their course and
speed. The danger zone for
your boat is starboard.
Learn and exchange proper
signals to avoid misunder-
standing.

To overtake to the port,
give two blasts and proceed
on course after the boat
being overtaken acknowled-
ges with two blasts. If the
boat being overtaken does
not think it is safe to pass,
she shall give several short
blasts of the horn or whistle

In addition to the operat-
ing rules listed in the pam-
phlet, all boaters must stop
and render aid if you are
involved in a boating ac-
cident unless to do so would
seriously endanger your
boat or other persons. Also,
you must give your name,
address, and identification
number of your boat in
writing to any injured per-
son and to the owner of any
damaged property.

If death results from a
boating accident, collision,
or casualty, a written report
must be submitted to the
P&WD. If such occurance
results in injury to any
person requiring profession-
al medical attention, or phy-
sical damage to property
(including vessels) in excess
of $100, a written report
must be submitted. In all
such cases, the report must
be prepared and submitted
to the P&WD by the operat-
or (s) of the boat (s) involv-
ed. These accident reports
shall be confidential and
shall not be admissible in
court as evidence. Reports
must be submitted within 30
days.

It shall be unlawful for
any person to: operate a
motorboat or vessel or mani-
pulate any water skis, aqua-
plane or similar device in a
willfully or want only reck-
less or negligent manner so
as to endanger the life, limb,
or property of any person;
operate any boat at a rate of
speed greater than is rea-
sonable and prudent or

greater than will permit him
to bring the boat to a stop
within the assured clear
distance ahead; operate any
motorboat so as to cause a
hazardous wake or wash;
operate any motorboat in a
circular course around an-
other boat whose occupant is
fishing or around any person
swimming.

Safe operation of a boat is
a matter of common sense.
Do not insist on the right-of-
way if the other boat seems
not ready to give-way.

Sailing vessels and row-
boats are normally small and
less maneuverable than
powerboats and should be
given the right-of-way.

Among rubble-strewn lots
one spring day, disadvan-
taged youngsters made
North Philadelphia bloom.

Two teams of those
youngsters arrived home in
triumph with United States
National Chess Champion-
ship trophies. Civic leaders,
the Police and Firemen’s
Band, a TV crew, a cheering
crowd and a mayor's recep-
tion welcomed them back.

But behind the harrahs
were the coaches: Mike
Sherman of the Vaux Junior
High School team that plac-
ed first in their category,
and Steve Shutt who coach-
ed the Frederick Douglass
School team - second place
winners in the elementary
school tournament. Given
their family backgrounds,
these kids would not be

. expected to play chess at all

- much less excel. But some
people don't settle for the
expected. Like Steve Shutt.

Six years before, he had
been a new teacher, fresh
from selling insurance. He
started playing chess with
another teacher during
lunch hour. Soon they were
attracting youthful onlook-
ers. Mr. Shutt decided to
make the most out of that
curiosity and give them a
chance to play. They got to
be pretty good.

He exposed them to tourn-
ament play, pitting 10- and
11-year-olds against skilled
adults. That meant being
beaten, but confronting bet-
ter players showed them ho
good they could be. He
prepared them to face de-
feat. They hung in. And they
began to win.

“They wouldn't win a
game when they started
out,” says the coach, “but
they kept with it.” Young-
sters who couldn't sit still in
class, he found, could con
centrate for two or three
hours at a sitting and, later,
with almost total recall anal-
yze the game. That's how
they got to be champs.

By giving children a
chance, Steve Shutt showed
just what they could be.
