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The annual depth-to-water measure-
ments were completed in January
1978, in approximately 800 water level
observation wells located within the
boundaries of the High Plains Under-
ground Water Conservation District
No. 1. These privately owned wells
are documentally maintained and mea-
sured each year by District employees.

Information in the accompanying
tables concerning water level changes
and depths-to-water are indicative only
of that portion of the county within the
District.

The table, “Average Dec'ine of the
Water Table” presents a comparison
of the average changes in water levels
of the observation wells within the
District area of each of the counties
for the period 1977 to 1978 (one year
change) and for the average annual
changes for the period 1969 to 1978
(ten year average annual change). It
is interesting to note that eleven of the
fifteen District Counties have one year
county averages in excess of the aver-
age annual values for the ten year
period. The differences for these
eleven counties ranged from a mini-

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mum of 0.02 feet for Armstrong to a
maximum of 1.96 feet for Crosby. The
significance of these observations
would be to verify the continued de-
cline of the water table during 1977
in most counties at a rate which ap-
proximates, and in some cases exceeds,
the historical ten year average annual
rate for corresponding counties.

The table, “Summary of Water-Level
Measurements” presents county aver-
ages for depths to water in feet below
land surface. The “Number of Wells”
columns for both 1969 and 1978 refer
only to those wells currently in the
program in 1978 that were also being
measured in 1969.

To somewhat clarify the average
depths to water, tabulations of the
minimum and maximum depths to
water reported in individual wells in
each of the counties is also presented.
Inspection of this data reported for the
District Counties in 1978 develops ap-
preciation of the extreme variables in
these figures within individual coun-
ties. Thirteen of the fifteen reported
differences in excess of 200 feet. The

TAX ASSESSMENT

Texas Research League
reports that tax assessors in
254 Texas Counties value
property on their tax rolls at
$36.4 billion in 1975, com-
pared to a total state gov-
ernment estimated market
value of $232.6 million.
These figures reveal the
average assessed value is
15.6% of the government
computed market value; the
range was from 2.6% to
35.6% . Seventy-one counties
assessed at less than 10% of
the state computed market
value while 31 counties were

20% or more.

There are some real pro-
blems in reporting county
assessment ratios. The pri-
mary fallacy in the state
market value figure is that
most of the property in the
city is intangible, which
escapes the tax rolls, com-
pared to rural property,
which is practically all real
estate which is easily inven-
toried.

Busy woman
finishes |ob

FLOYDADA — “‘I never learned to ride a bicycle, swim or
dance but I was taught to work,” said Flora McNeill, lifetime
Floyd County resident. “When I start something, I work and
finish it.”’

And work she always has — first for her parents, the late
Mr. and Mrs. G.H. Day, on the family farm in the McCoy
Community where she was reared. The Days moved there in
1916 when she was a year old from the Allmon Community,
her birthplace.

She graduated from Floydada High School at 15 — ‘‘too
young”', according to her parents to go to college. ““Anyway,
it was in the depression and times were too hard for me to
go," stated Mrs. McNeill.

AFTER FLORA and Malcolm J. (Mac) MecNeill were
married May 26, 1935, she devoted herself to assisting him.
Today they still are working side by side, farming their 1,000
acres and tending to nine irrigation wells. “We do
everything, except hiring someone to hoe, including the
harvesting,” Mrs. McNeill explained. She drives a tractor
and a truck to haul wheat, grain and cotton, and helps with
the seed when he plants.

“I can hardly wait until we retire!"’ she exclaimed. “There
are so many places we want to go.”” The couple already has
gone to Europe and Hawaii and taken a Caribbean cruise.
They have fun traveling in their Airstream trailer to Florida,
California, Missouri, I.as Vegas, Nev., the Mardi Gras in
New Orleans and attending rallies of the travel group.

Mrs. McNeill, not only gives of herself for her family, but
also for her community — she is one of those busy women
who easily pick up non-paying and often thankless jobs. For
many years probably no fund raising drive was conducted in
Floydada without Mrs. McNeill taking part. She was often a
division chairman, getting workers and campaigning for
Cancer, Heart, Red Cross, Polio, United Fund or whatever
worthwhile charity needed money.

WHILE LIVING in the country — in the Campbell
Community in 193543 and then two miles north of Floydada
— Mrs. McNeill was a home demonstration club member and
served as Floyd County HD Council chairman. She gave up
this work when the McNeills built their present beautiful
brick home in Floydada in 1954.

She is a member of the 1934 Study Club and of the Women's
Division of Floydada Chamber of Commerce of which she
has been social chairman,

Mrs. McNeill had a part in founding the Floyd County
Library. Representing Precinct 2, she secured signatures for
a petition asking the commissioners court for the library. She
also assisted in getting the library branch in Lockney.

MRS. McNEILL joined the Methodist Church at Rushing
Chapel near Floydada and became zone leader of the
women's group and in the 1940s served as Plainview District
promotional secretary. As a member of First United
Methodist Church in Floydada, she was president of the
Women'’s Society of Christian Service and has ended another
two-year term as president of the present United Methodist
Women. She is on the church administrative board, has
served on various committees, taught a Sunday School class,
worked in the nursery, and sings in the choir.

Three years ago when nobody else dared, Mrs. McNeill
was swinging on the ladder putting decorations on a 20-foot
Christmas tree at the church. A year ago she was the sole
decorator of the annual tree after a plea from the pastor on
Friday to have it ready by Sunday.

Mrs. McNeill has directed memorial programs at the
Floyd County Pioneer Reunion and the Floydada Ex-
Students Reunion three times each.

SHE IS VERY active in the Floyd County Democratic
Party and with her husband and daughter attended the
inauguration of President Lyndon Johnson. Their daughter is
Janice Adams of Lubbock, whose husband Roland is a
pharmacist. They have one granddaughter, Misty.

A former worthy matron and longtime secretary of the
local chapter of the Order of the Eastern Star, Mrs. McNeill
became Esther Saturday night. She was a deputy grand
matron in 195657, district deputy grand matron in 1962-63,
and Grand Electa of the Grand Chapter of Texas in 1970-
71. Now on the state level she is a member of the .egacy of
Love committee and is section chairman.

McNeill has been OES worthy patron three times and was
worshipful master of Floydada Masonic Lodge during its 75th
anniversary. Mrs. McNeill helped organize the Floydada
Assembly of the Order of the Rainbow for Girls and was
mother adviser two years. Her husband was Rainbow dad.
Both served on the advisory board and were awarded the
Grand Cross of Color.

A WOMAN with drive, Mrs. McNeill found it difficult to be
ill in bed five months in the winter of 194445 and assumed
some of her heaviest OES duties following recuperation.

“I could not believe that I had to quit my activities,” she
recalled. ‘I had to prove to myself that I could still do things
and get back in real deep.”

Full of nervous energy, Mrs. McNeill does all of her yard
work, housework and home decorating. She likes to make
scrapbooks and do needlepoint. She has made Christmas tree
ornaments and four lovely net and felt or satin tablecloths,
one for each season, with appliques, pearls, sequins and
other trim. She has collections of plates, spoons and items
that have sentimental meaning. On a wall of their family
room are water color paintings by Ted Bell of every house in
which she and other family members lived. Whatever she

does, Mrs. McNeill, the perfectionist, does well.

March Accident Total Released By Texas DPS

If you drive a motor
vehicle in traffic on a U.S. or
state route between the
hours of 4 and 6 p.m.,
chances are you might be-
come a statistic.

According to a recently
released report by the Texas
Department of Public Safe-
ty, 989 of the 6,834 reported
accidents in rural areas of
Texas during March occured
under those exaect con-
ditions.

The summary indicated
that a mere margin of one
was the only difference be-
tween mishaps occurring at

4 p.m. and 5 p.m. on rural
Texas highways.

Four hundred ninety-five
accidents resulting at 4 p.m.
topped the long list of times,

When shopping for up-
holstered furniture, remem-
ber to question and test.
Home furnishing sales this
month offer excellent mon-
eysaving opportunities, to
shop around to get the best
values.

Remember, a high price
does not necessarily indicate
high quality.

EXAMINE TAILORING
Start by examining the
tailoring.

Look for no loose threads
and well - concealed staples
and tacks.

Check that seams are
straight and securely sti-
tehed. Pull on each side of a
seam gently--they should not
give.

Look for straight--not
wavy--welt cording.

Check that plaids and
stripes are well-matched and
that prints are centered on
each cushion.

If the piece of furniture
has a skirt, be sure it is sewn
on straight and hangs even
ly.

READ LABELS
Second, look for labels
to see if the fabric is treated
to repel water and stains.

Some furniture carries a
warranty that indicates the
fabric has been performan
cetested for color fastness
and durability.

BOUNCE IN FURNITURE

Third, bounce in the
chair or sofa. The springs
should not hit the frame.
Seat construction should feel
soft but provide good sup
port. The furniture should
allow your feet to rest on the
floor. Squeeze the arms of
sofas and chairs. If padding
between the fabric and the

wood is sufficient, the frame
can't be felt.
ASK QUESTIONS
Some features are not
visible, so ask salesperson
questions about the quality.

First, ask about the
frame.

Better quality will have
frames of steel or kiln-dried
hardwood--maple, ash, birch,
mahogany, alder or oak. Be
wary of soft wood--fir, cedar
or pln('.

The joints where the
frames are put together
should be double dowel or
triple dowel with reinforce-

ment blocks at points of
siress.
Next, ask about the
springs.

Two types of springs are
used in well-built furniture,
coil spring and convoluted
spring.

Finally, ask about the
type of filling used in the
cushions.

Polyurethane foam, foam
rubber and man-made fiber
fill are non-allergenic, odor

less, mothproof and mildew
proof. Filling of down or

down and feathers is usually
used in expensive furniture.

Sonny Wells,
Ex-Convict, newsman

After five-time offender
Sonny Wells finally made
good as a newsman, he
began to help other ex-con-
victs in the Houston, Texas
area.

From the late 1960's, Mr.
Wells helped prepare men to
resettle in the outside world
after prison terms. Then, in
1970, he organized New Dir-
ections, an incorporated non-
profit organization that now
runs nine halfway houses in
Harris County (Houston)
and Galveston County, Tex-
as.
At first, Mr. Wells de-
pended on private indivi-
duals and the Texas Crimin-
al Justice Council for fund-
ing. Then, as the number of
houses grew, Houston's
mayor Louie Welch, UN
Ambassador George Bush,
and many church groups and
service clubs began to con-
tribute. By 1976, nine houses
had helped more than 1,000
men from all over the state.

About 95 percent of the
residents are paroled to
New Directions by the state.
Others come on their own.
Each resident helps with
house maintenance, pays a
nominal fee and agrees to
save one-quarter of his in-
come. In return, he receives
food, clothing, shelter, ther-
apy and job placement ass-
istance.

Through work, counseling
and regular half-way house
activities, residents esta-
blish stable living patterns
before they leave to live
on their own. After a stay in
Sonny Wells' half-way hous-
es, they almost always make
it. Less than five percent of
New Directions “graduates”
return to criminal activities.

When Christ said, “1 was
in prison and you visited
Me,” He was expressing His
concern for men such as
Sonny Wells serves. We,
too, can work in close part-
nership with the world’s
greatest “rehabilitation ex-
pert” - Jesus Christ. Who
needs your helping hand?

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Cotton Export
Sales Good

MEMPHIS, June 2 (Spec-
ial) -- U.S. cotton is chalking
up a banner year in export
markets this season, and
groundwork is being laid to
keep the momentum going
into 1978-79.

Reports to the National
Cotton Council's board of
directors here today indicat-
ed this season’s total export
commitments hit 6.4 million
bales on May 21. With
shipments moving well, act-
ual exports by the season’s
end are expected to total
about 5.3 million bales. Ex-
cess commmitments will be
caried over to next season.
In addition, outstanding
sales for next marketing
year have already reached
1.4 million.

David C. Hull, Council
Foreign operations director,
said factors behind this
year's strong exports in-
clude aggressive selling by
U.S. exporters, adequate
credit, excellent quality,
plentiful supply, and comp-
etitive prices. He also cited a
wideranging series of mar-
ket development activities
by Cotton Council Interna-
tional (CCI) which have add-
ed to the thrust.

Among activities describ-
ed was a Cotton Belt orien-
tation program for repre-
sentatives from the Wash-
ington liaison office of the
People's Republic of China.
This led to a reciprocal visit
by a U.S. cotton trade team
to China in mid-May, and
Hull said he believed the
exchange will have a favor-
able long-term influence on
U.S. raw cotton sales to
PRC.

As a follow-up, six re-
presentatives of the China
National Textiles Import
and Export Corporation --
who buy all of the PRC’s raw
cotton imports - will be
invited to visit the Cotton
Belt this fall. Also scheduled
are separate Cotton Belt
orientation tours for a group
of 15 cotton buyers from
Europe, and another group
of top-level textile officials
from Bangladesh. In addi-
tion, CCI will send two trade
teams to Europe and two to
the Far East this fall.

Overseas visits by the
Maid of Cotton were cited as
another important factor in
U.S. cotton’s bid for foreign
markets. James T. Hazel-
wood, Council promotion
manager, pointed out that
the Maid's tour not only
provides a peg for getting
year-round promotion pro-
grams underway for U.S.
cotton overseas but also
helps establish relationships
between textile industry
leaders, foreign government
officials, and U.S. represent-
atives. Maid of Cotton Ruth
Harman also reported on
highlights of her recently
completed tour to Europe
and the Far East.

This season's strong ex-
port sales are a key factor
behind the 8-cent rise in
cotton prices since early
February, Council Econ-
omist Arlie Bowling said.
While the price increase is
providing much-needed im-
provement in farm income
prospects, it is not expected
to result in serious market
losses unless the price gap
continues to widen between
cotton and its major syn-
thetic fiber competitors.

With this season's domest-
ic consumption expected to
be about 6.6 million bales,
total offtake for the current
crop will probably equal 11.9
million.

Regarding the 1978-79
outlook, Bowling said a sur-
vey of Extension Service
leaders indicated production
could range from 11.5 million
bales to 12.1 million. Pros-
pects are promising for ex-
ports reasonably close to
this season’s level, and do-
mestic consumption be-
tween 6.5 and 7 million
bales. If this develops, it
could result in a somewhat
lower carryover than the 5.4
million bales projected for
the current season.

Board members were
warned, however, that the
impending cotton dust
standard could adversely af-
fect cotton's demand out-
look. Gaylon Booker, Couneil
economist, and Dr. Phillip
Wakelyn, staff technology
manager, said the final stan-
dard -- expected to be pub-
lished earlier this year -- has
been delayed pending a re-
view by the President's ec-
onomic advisors of its infla-
tionary aspect. The review
followed a series of meetings
and communications by
Council and industry leaders
with key Administration off-
icials.

glCoufxcil staff members
noted that capital cost at the
textile mill level would run
$1.1. billion in yarn product-
ion alone. This raises doubts
concerning OSH's $625 mill-
jon estimate for all industry
sectors. Indications are the
biggest economic impact un-
der the draft final standard
would fall on textile mills,
cottonseed oil mills, and
waste cotton sectors.

Regardless of the final
standard's outcome, staff
members emphasized that
research on cotton dust and
byssinosis must be con-
tinued at a high level to
provide a solution to the
problem.

A report by Dr. Andrew
Jordan detailed Council and
industry efforts to relieve
the severe freight car short-
age shipments of baled cot-
ton as well as oil mill
products. While the U.S.
Department of Agriculture
and the Interstate Com-
merce Commission are
“cautiously optimistic” that
more cars will gradually
become available for loading
cotton, he said the situation
could get worse in view of
next month's grain harvest
in Texas unless more cars
come on line and existing
equipment is better utilized.

Council board members
also heard reports on pesti-
cides, trade negotiations and
textile imports, farm legisla-
tion, Washington activities,
and the United Nations
Committee on Trade and
Development program.

Her doctor wants to put her
in a psychiatric hospital for
treatment. Will her Medi-
care insurance pay for this
care?

Answer: Medicare hospit-
al insurance can help pay for
no more than 190 days of
care in a participating psy-
chiatric hospital. Once a
Medicare beneficiary has
used these 190 days, hospital
insurance cannot pay for any
more care in a psychiatric
hospital. In addition, there is
a special rule that applies if
the beneficiary is in a partic-
ipating psychiatric hospital
at the time his or her
hospital insurance starts.
