The funds will be earmarked for the 
community pending the submission o f 
full application which meets all require­
ments o f the program and its regula­
tions.”

A Stenholm aide also told The Hes­
perian during a Monday morning phone 
conversation: “ The primary objection of 
the Small Cities Program is the develop­
ment o f viable urban communities 
through the provision o f decent hous­
ing, a suitable living environment, and 
expanding econom ic opportunities.

"A ccordingly, communities are fund­
ed to undertake a wide range of 
activities pursuant to this goal.

"U pon  acceptance o f this application 
the City o f Roydada would use the 
funds for rehabilitation, demolition and 
code enforcem ent.”

The message from Sen Bentsen’ s 
office was basically the same.

TENTATIVE PLANS
City Manager Bill Feuerbacher said 

tentative plans called for the rehabilita­
tion o f approximately 17 sub-standard 
homes to meet a minimum Section VIII 
Housing Quality Standards stipulation. 
He noted that the city currently is 
con s id er in g  o ffe r in g  reh ab ilita tion  
funds requested either as low interest 
loans, deferred loans at no interest, or 
as direct grants.

Also, a portion o f  the grant would 
also be utilized for:

♦ Code enforcement —  This activity 
would be used to carry out the enforce­
ment, planning and implementation o f 
local standards, codes and ordinances 
designed to bring about a coordinated 
and efficient program o f housing and 
housing-related neighborhood im prove­
ments; and

• Clearance and demolition —  This 
activity will include (1) the demolition 
and removal o f vacant dilapidated 
dwelling units. (2) the removal o f 
abandoned autos, appliances, etc., and 
(3) the clearing away o f  all junk piles, 
unlicensed animal pens, dilapidated 
storage sheds and other n e igh ^ rh ood  
eyesores. Due to downtown proximity of 
the target area, cleared lots would be 
nruule available for commercial, as well 
as residential redevelopment.

TARGET AREA USTED
Feuerbacher said the target area 

basically is from Missiouri Street north 
to Price Street and from Wall Street east 
o f 14th Street. This is in R oydada ’ s 
northeast sector.

The city’ s housing board and city 
government will work together on the 
project.

Although division o f grant funds are 
to be divided by the housing board, a 
tentative listing by the city manager 
includes: housing rehabilitation, $100, 
000; code enforcement, $12,700; clear­
ance-demolition, $12,200; and adminis­
tration, $7,700.

Out-of-town, door-to-door type salea- 
persons annually take thousands of 
dollars from residents of Roydada and 
other South Plains towns. In their wake, 
they frequently leave dissatisfied "c u s ­
tomers,”  who receive less for their 
dollars than they had anticipated.

The “ peddlers" —  often times 
referred to by other names after tlicy 
leave town —  offer a variety of goods 
and services ranging from termite 
control. Insulation, painting, siding, 
roofing, paving, and other "a erv ices" 
to magazine and Insurance sales.

The mayor advises that Floydada 
residents check before authorizing a Job 
or contracting for magazines or In­
surance. " I t ’ s too late if you wait until 
the Job is done and paid fo r ,"  he adds.

Credentials of such persons will be 
checked at the city office before a 
permit is Issued, However, issuance by 
the dty of a permit does not guanuttec 
satisfaction nor quality workmanship.

We assumed the following had now occurred, 
and now an economic report done by Ford Motor 
Company confirms it. There are now more 
Americans getting income from tax dollars than 
there are those working and earning in the 
private sector.

And the gap is significant and widening.

The study showed that 80,655,000 Americans 
get a tax dollar check, and only 71,650,000 get a 
non-tax supported income. Those 71 million are, 
in a wide aspect o f our economy, supporting the 
80 million.

It is true that a number o f the 80 million on 
government tax dollar income also pay various 
types o f taxes, including income tax.

Those who get their income from government 
include the two and a half million federal 
employees, the military, the vast retired military, 
the 8 percent unemployed, the millions on 
welfare, those on Social Security disability, and 
of course Social Security. There are the nation’s 
teachers, law enforcement officers, firemen, all 
state, city and county employees, and a variety of 
people in such things as courts, and specialized 
districts o f government, and public health care 
force in our hospitals in clinics.

The most rapid rise in numbers o f those 
Americans whose incomes is from tax dollars is 
the welfare groups, and those on Social Security 
disability. Liberalization o f benefits in the past 
decade on his was given as a direct cause. Our 
nation is not starving and not becoming more 
disabled.

But it seems that certain politicians and 
political groups would have us believe that we 
need more checks from Washington for welfare 
and a strangely expanding number of Americans 
who become disabled.

The widening gap between this 80 million 
Americans living o ff tax generated dollars versus 
71 million who are not is the most significant 
thing in this economic study. It should cause all 
of us to stop and think about it, and fairly often.

New Texas Gov. Bill Gem ents promised in this 
1978 campaign and reaffirmed this after election 
that he would reduce Texas state public 
employee roll by 24,000 over the next four years.

W e wish him luck but the odds are against it.
The political pressures from the “ organized”  

public employees are great. These are the special 
interest groups that some liberal politicians 
attribute to only "business.”

Texas state government has some “ fat” ’ in its 
number o f employees. And so does all govern­
ments, especially in Washington, D.C. President 
Carter campaigned with a promise to reduce 
federal employee level. So far, he has seen an 
increase in numbers.

That is why the odds o f closing the gap 
between payrolls from tax dollars and those from 
non-tax dollars are rather slim. And our company 
eventually will feel serious consequences as this 
gap widens.

POOR HANDWRlTINo

“ Americans business is losing between 
$100 million and $200 million a year due to 
poor handwriting by workers and execu­
tives,”  says Frank King, executive vice 
president for the Writing Instrument 
Manufactures Association.

For the past 50 years or more, experts 
have claimed that handwriting has deter­
iorated to a level that makes it almost a 
national scandal. King hopes that if 
business realizes the high price tag for 
poor penmanship, someone will finally do 
something about it.

He says the illegible scrawls in business 
offices, shops and government agencies 
produce billing  m istakes, unreadable 
names and addresses, with consequent 
delivery failure, serious bookkeeping er­
rors, indecipherable messages, poor inven­
tory records and a lot o f returned mail.

King estimates the direct cost, in lost 
sales and claims for various defaults, at 
$100 million a year. The amount of work

that has to be redone, sometimes on 
overtime, because someone s handwriting 
was illegible could run another $100 million 
a year.

The pity is that it’ s all so unnecessary. 
King says, because there are only two rules 
that need to be followed to make writing 
legible:

1. Slow down, make every letter care­
fully and connect your letters properly to 
make words.

2. Keep all your writing slanted in the 
same direction.

W e don ’t know Mr. King, but we agree 
with his assessment o f the situation and 
acknowledge ourself as being one o f the 
offenders.

We started printing, not writing, early in 
life because the penmanship was so bad. 
Now, a couple o f years later, we find we 
can’ t write at all —  but can print pretty
good.

Thank goodness for typewriters.

Two gasohol bills have 
passed both the House and 
Senate in the Texas Legisla­
ture. H.B. 1803, by Rockdale 
Rep. Dan Kubiak, passed the 
House by a vote o f 104-23. 
This bill would provide for 
loans to individuals and cor­
porations for the production 
of alcohol. These loans would 
be made through the Texas 
Industrial Commission.

Fifteen million dollars was 
provided in the form of a 10 
year loan. A group o f indivi­
duals could obtain up to a 
half a million dollar loan, 
while an individual would be 
limited to a S2S thousand 
dollar loan.

H.B. 1986, by Somerville 
Rep. Bill Keese, passed by a 
vote o f 127-1. This bill clear­
ed any legal aspects pertain­
ing to the production o f 
alcohol in Texas.

In recent testimony pre­
sented before the House 
Agriculture Committee, we 
learned that Brazil now pro­
duces close to half o f  the 
country’ s fuel needs in the 
form of alcohol. Brazil's goal 
is to supply its entire fuel 
need for moving vehicles 
within the next five years.

1 supported these bills and 
1 also supported the addition 
o f SI20 thousand dollars 
to the budget of the Experi­
ment Station for research on 
the production of alcohol as a 
fuel.

The price o f gasoline has 
now escalated to a figure that 
makes production o f gasohol 
feasible. As the price o f 
gasoline continues to rise, 
the production of alcohol will 
look even better.

Presently we have thou­
sands o f acres of land stand­
ing idle because o f govern­
ment programs. Production 
o f alcohol from these acres 
would greatly lessen our 
dependence on oil from the 
Middle East.

Considering our depen­
dence on oil from that part of 
the world and the powder 
keg situation we have in that 
area, this gasohol legislation 
could prove to be the most 
important legislation we pass

I’ m always glad to hear 
your comments on this or any 
other legislation before the 
House o f Representatives.

Roy told me; “ I ran into the 
hall just as a big garbage can 
came crashing through a pic­
ture window to land on the liv­
ing room couch. Sc|uatting 
beside the TV set, I could look 
out onto the trailer house park 
through the picture window as 
the twister slammed into us 
with the roar of a hundred 
trains.

"I looked for Lorene and 
saw her sitting with her arms 
wrapped around her knees. 
Just then I heard a mighty 
crash and a cabinet hit L<̂  
rene's head, raising her hair 
straight up Then she and the 
entire k it ch e n  ju s t  d is ­
appeared before my eyei. It 
was the last time I taw her. 
Then I looked around franti­
cally for Ernie, but he was 
gone too. and I was never 
igcin to look upon his face.

“ What happened then was 
unreal: Beyond the picture 
window I could see the wind 
tossing trailer houses about as 
if they were matchboxes. Then 
suddenly the wind picked one 
of them up, flipped it over on 
its sides, and in a tremendous 
explosive noise, blew it right 
through my house, ripping 
away the two bedrooms to my 
right.

"Then to my horror, another 
trailer house rose majestically 
in front of me. As it tailed 
into the air. I could see a little 
old lady and a dog peering out 
from a window!"

hlost of his house was gone 
now and pipes, twisted grotes­
quely, protruded from what 
had been the bathroom, gush­
ing water like so many ugly 
fountains. The sheetrock was 
popping off the wall behind 
the TV set, and bits of it were 
biting into Bennett’s face.

Bennett said his thoughts 
went back to World War II, 
when he crouched near gaso­
line tanks in the fuselage of a 
P-40 while p lan es p a rk ed  
nearby were exploding in 
flames from a surprise Ger­
man strafing.

"I was much more fright­
ened now," he said.

Suddenly another tra iler 
house crashed into the porch 
and tore the d oor  o f f  its 
hinges The door banged into 
Bennett's head, cutting a deep 
gash in his scalp. Both he and 
the TV set were being pushed 
right through a wall. When he 
hit the partition, two of his fin­
gers broke.

Then the wind quit suddenly, 
leaving only a deathly silence, 
and Bennett stared in disbelief 
as a large piece of plate glass 
that had been blowing right to­
ward him now was hanging 
suspended in midair. 'Then the 
glass disintegrated in a shat­
tering expkision.

Bennett's words: " I  grabbed 
frantically for some protrud­
ing pipes, realizing, with an 
indescribable feeling of final­
ity, that I was actually being 
sucked up into the sk y !"

"Then I knew I was in the 
air, but I knew little else, for 
all 1 could see was a dirty 
wall of trash all around me. 
Yet for the first time in the 
ordeal I felt a strange peace 
within me and was content to 
accept what was happening as 
merely a bad dream.
“ All kinds of junk were or­

biting with me, and once I 
saw a big truck that seemed 
to be joined to a semi, and 
then a bed passed within a 
few feet of me. I found myself 
wondering how the bed could 
have got there with the mat­
tress and springs intact, and 
>Q a strange la ss itu d e . I 
thought to myself that if I 
could just get to that bed I 
would lie down for a much 
needed nap

"I could see down through 
the tunnel to where it ripped 
over the ground, and looking 
up into the twister, it occurred 
to me that the top resembled 
*n artist’s palette "

Bennett said he didn't, of 
tourse. rem em b er b e in g  
dropped back onto the ground.

He only remembers that he 
swoke in a tangle of barbed 
"'ire. hurting all over, and 
•toggling to pull himself up

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At Sheppard hospital. Ben­
nett said he was vaguely

Sgt. Bennett remained in the 
hospital 20 months, making 10 
trips to surgery in a vain ef­
fort to put his badly mauled 
body back together. He suf­
fered severe contusioni, dam­
aged internal organs, and an 
enlarged heart soon to prove 
fatal., His left forearm, fingers 
and ribs were crushed. His 
left ankle was nearly severed.

He told me he would never 
regain his health in this life.

He was right.
Sgt. Bennett died shortly af­

ter the interview.

"T h e growing season is upon us 
which means it will soon be time to start 
watching for those insect pests which so 
often give us a problem ” , states Paul 
Treptow, Extension Entomologist of 
Crosby and Floyd Counties. "T h e Texas 
Agricultural Extension Service and 
myself may be able to help you with 
your pest problems this year,”  adds 
Treptow.

The Crosby-Floyd County Pest M a­
nagement Program is about to get 
underway for another year. This pro­
gram was set up in 1976 to demon­
strate to area growers the benefits of 
having your crops checked regularly 
throughout the growing season by 
qualified scouts.

In this program, as in all farming 
operations, economics is the name of 
the game. Decisions to spray or not to 
spray are based on whether it is 
economically feasible to do so. In crops 
with year to year problems in our 
area-sorghum, sunflowers, and corn-the 
necessity of treatment for pests is rather 
obvious.

However are these treatments pro­
perly timed and are effective chemicals 
always used? In the case o f cotton do 
you really know if bollworms are 
economically damaging your yield if 
fields are not checked regularly? Cotton 
is one crop in our area which is not 
usually damaged every year by insect 
pests.

Losses in one bad bollworm year will 
be enough to have paid for several years 
of weekly field scouting during the 
growing season.

In the long haul, regular field 
scouting works out to be a management
