I don’ t know how it ever came out Don’ t know if the 
crowds finally showed up. But I do know it was a nice 
time to be in Philadelphia. There were plenty of people 
to suit me.

My four year old recollections are sketchy. I saw the 
city through a bus window as we were carted about to 
view national shrines.

It was clean and had 
a freshly painted look about it  I had the feeling it would 
look like that wltiout lhe~Bicentennial. The lawns were 
lush and manicured. The gardens were a profusion of 
color and rigidly bound in to well planned beds.

The shops were well stocked, tastefully arranfired. 
and the clerks were all members of the Chamber of 
Commerce. They wore buttons that said “ Ask Me.”  I 
think that’ s what they said, anyway it was something 
intended to put the tourist at ease.

The School Kill river runs through the city. (I know 
it’ s not spelled that way, but that’ s how it’ s 
pronounced). The river is wide and beautiful as it winds 
under arched bridges made of stone. It was a lovely 
city.

And one of the most uncomfortable'r ve ever been in. 
None of the chairs were upholstered, everything was 
bare, stark, the lighting was dim, the air conditioning 
was poor. I had the feeling that anything that wasn’ t 
useful wasn’ t around. Granted we were taken to the 
old, the historic, the rustic places, but I certainly would 
have welcomed a pillow especially after all that bus 
riding.

One of the highlights was a light show put on at 
liberty Hall just after dark. We sat on the lawn. Several 
hundred of us. There were loud speakers strung 
through all the trees. A light would go on in the 
downstairs conference room of the hall and we would 
hear Patrick Henry or somebo<R saying what he 
thought should be done about the British, 'men a light 
would go on in one of the upstairs rooms and we would 
hear that conversation. Then there were the sounds of a 
horse galloping up, the front door swung open, the light 
came back on in the conference room and we heard the 
rider report The evening was cool, the grass was soft 
and the production of the show near perfect

After that we walked around liberty Hall and stood 
in line to touch the liberty Bell. Two guards were 
posted to make sure no one tried to ring the bell. Being 
good newspaper women we tried to interview the 
guards to find out if the bell was actually ^ a t delicate. 
They, however, weren’ t wearing “ Ask Me”  buttons 
and were dutifully keeping the line moving.

Then we went across the street, which, by the way, 
was painted at every intersection with a BicentenntiJ 
symbol, to a tavern. We sat on hard chairs and were 
encouraged to order some kind of hard apple cider that 
was a specialty of the house. The tavern was a hang out 
for the fathers of our country and the cider their favorite

McFarland said the quality of the

Cost-Price Squeeze To 
Cut Into Revenue

USDA Announces 
Interest Rates

Farmers and ranchers are suffer­
ing from an old and persistent 
aUment—the cost-price squeeze.

Net agricultural income in Texas 
is expected to decline to about $1 
billion this year despite higher cash 
receipts, points out Dr. Cful Ander­
son, economist in marketing with 
the Texas Agricultural Extension 
Service, Texas A&M University 
System. 'That would put it at the 
1978 level.

Cotton growers, cow-calf opera­
tors, sheepmen and dairy farmers 
will likely fair somewhat better 
than wheaL milo, com and soybean 
farmers, swine producers and poul- 
frymen, speculates the economist 

Anderson foresees production
costs this year jumping up around 

1. fei12 percent with fuel, fertilizer and 
interest expenses leaping much 
higher. Although this rise trails last 
year’ s big jump, cash receipts may 
increase only 4 to 6 percent With 
the cost of pumping water skyrock­
eting, Texas farmers will be especi­
ally hard hit since production from 
irrigated farms represents about 60 
percent of the state’ s total crop 
sales.

While money is generally avail­
able for farmers to borrow, the 
greatest concern is the cost of that 
money and the income that it might 
generate, says Anderson. With the 
current cost-price squeeze, farmers 
and ranchers will be hard-pressed 
to repay high-cost loans.

All this is putting a growing 
number of agricultural operators in 
financial stress, particulariy young 
farmers and those depending heav­
ily on credit capital to mn their 
farming business.

It’ s also changing the financial 
potential of operators using a lot of 
credit compared with more conser­
vative farmers that depend less on 
credit and more on debt-free capi­
tal. When the rate o f inflation 
exceeds the cost of money, it 
generally pays to borrow money to 
expand your operation.

Inflation boosts the net worth of 
assets which helps support weak 
cash flow statements. But interest 
rates higher than inflation shifts the 
tinancial situation in  ̂
operator with a lar^e proportion of 
equity in his business and little
Hpht

The cost-price squeeze places a 
premium on financial management 
skills of farmers, contends the 
economist Some operators will 
reduce their dependence upon cre­
dit capital to minimize financial risk 
by reducing replacement livestock 
and machinery purchases. Farm 
expansion will also slow down and 
marginal cropland may revert to 
grassland for m z in g  livestock.

High cost of money tends to cut 
down on cash leasing agreements 
and increases crop-share renting 
arrangements, adds Anderson. 
However, prolonged inflation 
strongly favors landowners relative 
to tenant operators. Farming sys­
tems using the least amount of 
inputs for maximum returns and 
minimum tillage practices gain 
more rapid acceptance.

Pressures from the cost-price 
squeeze also encourage forward 
pricing. More producers decide to 
contract for an agfreed price upon 
delivery. Hedging in the futures 
market is an alternative for some 
individuals who understand this 
forward pricing strategy. It is easier 
to finance an operation when as­
sured a reasonable price for at least 
a part of the expected crop or 
livestock production. High money 
costs also encourage farmers to sell 
at harvest time to avoid storage and 
interest costs.

A possible “ plus”  from tight and 
expensive credit is that prteucers 
take a stronger interest in market­
ing, notes the economist Year- 
round marketing strategies become 
essential, and there is an increased 
tendency to shift some of the 
financing burden to the marketing 
agency. Emphasis is on a total 
production-marketing system that is 
cost-effective.

With the overall supply-demand 
relationship for farm commodities 
affecting farm prices regardless 
of production costs, producers will 
n e ^  to look at different enterprises 
in the years ahead, suggests Ander­
son. With reasonable efficiency, 
diversification of enterprises may 
substantially reduce the possibility 
of financial disaster resulting from 
long periods of low prices and 
income for a given enterprise. Hie 
old saying, ‘ ‘ E)on’ t put all your eggs 
in one basket,”  is still worthy of 
consideration.

Hie U.S. Department of Agricul­
ture recently announced that effect­
ive June 16, interest rates for 
many loan programs would be 
reduced to reflect the lower cost of 
money to the federal governmenL

'The announced changes includ­
ed:

♦CCC crop loans, reduced from 
13% to llV z% .

♦FmHA economic emergency 
loans from 14% to 11%.

♦FmHA operating loans from 
12.5% to 10.5%.

•Eitiergency disaster loans, re­
duced from 14% to 1272% on land, 
13.5% on production loans.

•FmHA real estate loans from
12% to 11%.

Interest rates were left un­
changed for the farm storage facUity 
loan program at 13%, FmHA 
disaster loss emergency loans at 5%  
and FmHA “ limited resource”  
loans at 5%  on real estate and 7%  
on operating loans.

They come from Poland, 
Spain, Turkey, Lebanon,

live,”  Ann said. ’ ’ Many 
were sold false papers and 
have lived hidden out in 
FVance for six or eight 
years. They work in their 
homes for little pay. There 
is an investigation going 
on now to try to stop this 
exploitation. Many of the 
Vietnam ’ ’ boat people”  
have come to IVtince. 
Usually the more affluent 
are the one who escaped 
the communist govern­
m ent They are the doc­
tors, dentists and lawyers. 
But in FVance, fiiey are 
not qualified to practice 
their profession. It is very 
sad.”

The last five years in 
France have been difficult 
with the growing pro­
blems in politics and eco­
nomics. The FVench 
people are very upset with 
their politicians. It is the 
same all over Eiurope. 
Ann and FhUippe are 
paying 75 cents per liter 
or about $3.20 per gallon 
for gasoline. 70%  of the 
cost goes for taxes.

Roast beef costs $6 per 
pound. The FVench eat a 
large amount o f meat, but 
Ann says they are trying 
to change their habits. 
She is buying more eggs, 
chicken and fish. Some­
times at night, they eat 
soup and salad.

Ann and Philippe left

Boy Hangs On for Dear Life 
To Save Mother From Flood

Mrs. Helen Bryan says her 10- 
year-old son Tuesday night “ be­
came my protector at a time I felt 
I should be protecting him-but 
had no strength.”

Mrs. Bryan was speaking of her 
son, Ralph, from her hospital bed 
where she is recovering fix»n a 
liie-or-death struggle in the flood 
waters of Swisher County.

She and Ralph survived the rag­
ing waters in a night of fear, but 
“ Rowdy” as folks call her son, is 
credited with saving his mother 
from death in the flood.

Mrs. Bryan and Rowdy Tues­
day were returning from a Little 
League ball park in Happy where 
Rowdy was to participate in a soft- 
ball game. But heavy rains caused 
the game to be cancelled The boy 
and his mother stopped at a res­
taurant before going home.

“ We live almut 10 miles north­
east of Happy,”  said Mrs. Bryan, 
“ and my husband was out of town, 
so I had not cooked that night.”

The Bryans operate a small 
trucking firm as well as their farm, 
and her husband was on his way to 
Wichita, Kan.

“ While we were eating we 
heard the tornado siren,”  Mrs. 
Bryan .said “ It kept going for the 
longest time without a letup, and 
everyone thought it was shorted 
out or something. After a while we 
didn’t pay much attention to it.”

Mrs. Bryan and her son fin- 
i.shed their meal and started home. 
Along the way they saw hail on the 
roadii. but it had fallen before they 
v̂ âme along

I’hv water wrs up over *.he 
road, and pretty deep,”  said Row 
•J> Big hailstones were washing 
across the road, and our car 
stalled.’

Mrs. Bryan said they sat there a 
few minutes thinking the car 
would dry out and start after a 
while, ‘ but instead of getting bet­

ter, thinss got worse”
As the water rose, she said they 

decided to leave the car and try to 
find .shelter.

“ By that time the water was so 
high Oil the car we could not open 
the doors against the pressure, ”  
she said. “ And when the water be­
gan filling the car, we got a litUe

She said when the water inside 
the car covered the seats, the pres­
sure was equalled enough that 
they got a door open and left the
car“ We got out and started walk­
ing toward a house, and when wc 
.stepped away from the car the cur­
rent was so swift it swept us off 
our feet and began washing us to­
ward the field.’ ’

Mrs. Brvan said the car had 
stalled on a large culvert, “ about 
12 feet h;gh," and she and her son 
were washed over the tide.

As they were washed down tte 
ditch filled with water. Mrs. Bryan 
grabbed her son with one hand and 
a barbed-wire fence with the oth­
er. The force of the current was so 
strong it continued to move the 
two a few feet downstream as the 
mother gripped the wire, her hand 
slipping along the sharp barbs.

Flesh from the four fingers on 
her left hand was ripped to the 
bone Nerves and tendons in the 
fingers were tom and cut.

“ We finally got braced against 
the current and thought we would 
be all riglit unul the water went
down.”  said Mrs. Bryan.

They positioned themselves at 
the fence with Rowdy hugging a 
post and Mrs. Bryan holding to the 
top strand of wire, one hand on 
each side of the post and her son 
between her body and the post. 
They were set to hold on until the 
water subsided.

"But it didn’t go down. It kept 
rising.”  said Mrs. Bryan.

When it became apparent the 
water soon would be over their 
heads, mother and son began to 
inch their way along the fence to­
ward higher ground

“ We were doing OK until my 
mother got her feet tangled in 
loose wire from the bottom strand 
of the fence.”  said Rowdy “When 
she turned loose of the wire with 
one hand to get her feet untangled, 
she lost her grip and was washed 
away."

Mn. Bryan said she began 
screaming at Rowdy: “ Don’t let 
go. The water will go down pretty 
soon. Hang on.”

Instead of hanging on. Rowdy 
turned loose and let the water car­
ry him toward his mother.

Mrs. Bryan had the strap of her 
purse hanging around her neck, 
and as Rowdy reached his mother, 
he grabbed for the purse strap.

“ Then I began to dog-paddle as 
hard as I could and tried to pull 
her back to the fence”

Rowdy said he doesn't know 
how to swim, "but they taught us 
how to dog-paddle in Cub Scouts.”

Mrs. Bryan said by then she 
was so weak she couldn't help 
much.

“ I am still rLsiovering from ma­
jor surgery I had -i few months ago 
and was just about out of

strength,”  she said. “ But when I 
saw him working so hard. I tried to 
help as much as I could. He kept 
reassuring me by promising God 
would take care of us”

She said she is sure she would 
have drowned if her son, who can­
not swim, had not somehow pulled 
them back to the fence.

"When we got back to the 
fence, we were in shallow water." 
she said “ By then we had lost our 
bearings We didn’t know where 
we were or how far we were from 
our car. But we saw the outline of 
a house”

On their hands and knees they 
began to crawl through the shal­
low water and mud toward the 
house.

“ We couldn't walk because we 
didn't have enough strength left to 
stand up," said Rowdy.

’̂ 'nally, after hours of struggle, 
thv, reached the house they had

seen against the dimly Uf 
It was boarded up 
“ It was probably ®

o'clock — just before daylight We 
had been out in the storm 
about 10:30 the night before and 
were so exhausted we could t>ar® y 
move." ,Mrs. Bryan said, we 
thought we had found refuge, and 
when we discovered everything 
was boarded up, we sank pretty 
low. All we could see in any direc­
tion was water.”

Rowdy worked his way aroynd 
to the back of the house, where he 
found an enclosed porch with the 
door missing. Inside the small en­
closure was one bale of alfalfa hay.

“ Rowdy broke it up and spread 
it out. and wc lay down — wet, 
cold, muddy, exhausted and con­
fused." Mrs. Bryan said.

The two rested for perhaps an 
hour and a half. The sun was com­
ing up. and the rain had stopped.

Just then. Rowdy, who said he 
never went to sleep, heard the 
sound of a car on the road. He left 
the house and went toward the 
road as fast as he could.

“ The car passed within a few 
yards of me, and 1 was waving to 
the driver. But he was looking out 
at the field on the other side of the 
road and drove on by.”

It was another hour before any­
one came that way again.

“ It was Mr. and Mrs. Dick Rat- 
jen and Larry Harvey," said Mrs. 
Bryan. “ They were out searching 
for us.”

The boy and his mother later 
learned that other neighbors and 
duputies from the Randall County 
Sheriff’s Department also were 
searching for the missing pair.

“ Lee Doughtery had been 
down the road about 12:30 the 
night before, after the worst of the 
water came through, and had seen 
our car,”  Mrs. Bryan said. "He 
had looked until 2:30 and then 
went home to wait until he could 
see. At daylight he too.k his broth­
ers, Joe and Glenn, and began 
searching He had notified the 
sheriff and our neighbon. and they

When they were found about 

7:30 a m. Wednesday, they were 
taken to their home. From there 
an ambulance was called, which 
took them to Palo Duro Hospital 
in Canyon Mrs Bryan’s hand was 
so badly tom that she was trans­
ferred to High Plains Baptist Hos­
pital here, where plastic surgery 
was performed.

And Rowdy? Well, he’s sub­
dued somewhat, but doing well. 
Both hands and one arm have barb 
punctures which are sore and will 
be slow healing. But physically 
and mentally he’s no worse for the 
experience.
