Campbells Turn Landmark
Into Beautiful Homeplace

What would be expected to result 
from the combined efforts of two 
talented and energetic people 
beginning the transformation of an 
old home into a picture pretty and 
comfortable home? When the people 
are named Lee and Elwanda 
Campbell and the house is a fifty year 
old Friona landmark, the results will 
prove to be unbelievable.

Early in 1929, the late Mr. and 
Mrs. J.L. Landrum, parents of Ray 
Landrum, who lives about three miles 
southwest of town, built a new family 
home at the corner of Seventh Street 
and Euclid Avenue. At the time it was 
one of the small town’s most 
elaborate homes. One of its most 
elegant features was a set of French 
doors between the living room and 
dining room.

Later the Landrums sold the house 
to the Karl Bender family, who lived 
there many years. The Benders made 
some changes, including the removal 
of the French doors, which were 
carefully wrapped and stored in the 
basement.

Early in the spring of 1979 the 
Campbells sold their home on West 
Ninth, stored much of their furniture, 
moved into their recreational vehicle 
and parked it near the Bender home.

Then, they literally “ rolled up their 
sleeves” and went to work on re­
doing and modernizing their newly 
acquired home. The wall between the 
original living room and front 
bedroom was removed, a fireplace 
was built in the south end of the 
elongated room, which had a half or 
quarter wall in the center.

The principle ingredient in the 
entire project has been hard work, 
which has been combined with paper, 
paint, ceiling tile and floor coverings 
to make a very attractive home.

The original house featured a front 
porch all across the west. This has 
been enclosed in glass and is now the 
family’s sun room. The basement, 
which has two rooms, has been 
completely finished and now has a 
large store room and a bedroom.

Elwanda, a native of Parmer 
County, is the daughter of Opal 
Strickland, who lives at 1010 
Prospect, and her late husband, Paul. 
She’s a graduate of Friona High 
School and she and Lee were married 
soon after her graduation.

They lived here the first nineteen 
years they were married, during 
which time their two children, Randy 
and Cindy, were born and Randy 
graduated from high school.

Then they moved to Central 
Colorado, where they stayed two and 
one half years before returning. Lee is 
currently in his eleventh year of 
teaching automobile mechanics in 
Friona High School. This year, for 
the first time, he has two girls in his 
class. Previously only boys enrolled 
for the course.

When he isn’t teaching or working 
on the house, he’s apt to be building 
toys for the grandchildren, Rachel 
and Bryan Campbell of Elk City, 
Oklahoma and Cody and Rusty 
Simmons, who live here.

He has built new cabinets and other 
storage units for their home and 
added a room on the east side of the 
house, which serves as a walk-in 
closet for the master bedroom.

Elwanda, who learned to sew on a 
treadle type Singer sewing machine at 
a very early age, is an adept 
seamstress and has operated her own 
drapery factory for many years. 
Incidentally, she still has the sewing 
machine she first learned to sew on.

Her drapery making career began 
about twenty-five years ago when 
Melba Allen asked her to make 
drapes for a rent house here in town. 
Elwanda’s first response was, “ I 
can’t make drapes. I wouldn’t know 
how to begin.’’

unbleached muslin, she began. She 
made three fifteen yard panels for 
three windows and trimmed them 
with lace. Within a few weeks, she 
had another request for drapes, 
which were also made of unbleached 
muslin.

She said, “ You just can’t buy the 
quality of unbleached muslin that was 
available twenty-five years ago. 
Recently I replaced the second set I 
made and the original material was 
still not worn out.’’

Since her humble beginning, she 
has developed a very successful 
drapery factory in her home and has 
one room especially equipped to 
accommodate whatever material she 
needs. She designs the cornice 
boards, which Lee constructs and 
creates her own designs. Lee also 
hangs the drapes.

Many of her customers have built 
several different houses in other 
towns and always come back for her 
to drape the windows. Most of her 
customers live in Texas, New Mexico 
and Colorado, but some of them live 
as far away as Chicago and Florida.

The Campbells also enjoy 
collecting and refinishing antiques 
and have several priceless specimens 
in their home. Lee’s barbed wire 
collection now contains nearly 100 
different kinds of wire.

During the holiday season, 
Christmas decorations are artistically 
arranged throughout the house and 
guests are served spiced tea, coffee, 
candy, cookies and other goodies.

For Christmas dinner this year the 
Campbells plan to have their 
daughter, Cindy, and her husband, 
Jerry Simmons, who live at 401

Cedar; their son, Randy, who lives 
here, and all four of the 
grandchildren.

Elwanda says, “ A must at our 
house during the holiday season is 
Chinese Fruit Cake, a recipe of one of 
our neighbors, Mabelle Hartwell.” 

She shared the recipe with us. 
Chinese Fruit Cake 

1 pound candied cherries 
1 pound candied pineapple

1 pound dates 2 cups flour
2 tsp. baking powder 1 cup sugar 
4 eggs, well beaten 2 pounds pecans

Cut up fruit. Mix with flour and 
baking powder. Beat eggs and sugar 
together and pour over fruit mixture. 
Add nuts and mix thoroughly with 
hands.

Bake in well greased tube or loaf 
pan 1V* hours at 250 degrees. Cool. 
Remove from pan. Freezes real well.

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Neelleys Enjoy Japanese 
Student This Christmas

During the holiday season visitors 
at the home of Robert, Connie, Ben, 
Leigh and Dan Neelley and Masayo 
Okamoto, are being greeted by snow 
men in the front yard, luminaries 
outlining the lawn and a lot of snow 
and ice. Opening the front door is like 
opening a huge package as it is tied 
with a giant red ribbon bow with 
streamers.

Inside the Neelley home garlands 
of greenery entwine the stairway in 
the entrance hall, a brightly decorated 
tree stands in one corner of the living 
room and Christmas stockings with 
the names of the younger members of 
the family hang on the mantel. 
Masayo’s stocking, which is her first, 
is a gift from Rhea Foster and is done 
in needlepoint.

Masayo is an American Field 
Service exchange student, who is 
making her home with the Neelleys. 
She’s Japanese and her people do not 
observe Christmas as Americans do.

She says, "New Year’s Day is a 
national holiday for our people, but

Christmas is not.’’
Masayo is from Osaka, which 

is the largest of the four islands which 
arc combined to form the country of 
Japan. The city with a population of 
8,000,000 is the second largest city in 
the country, second only to Tokyo.

She says " I t’s very different there. 
I like it here very much.’’

"The schools arc harder there,’’ 
she continued. “ We attend school six 
days every week and have a one 
month summer vacation. We also 
have a winter vacation, which lasts 
two or three weeks and a two week 
spring vacation every year.’’

She attends a private Christmas 
school for girls and everyone wears a 
uniform. The custom for schools 
there is that students remain in 
assigned rooms for every class except 
music and physical education and the 
teachers change from classroom to 
classroom.

Masayo’s father, Itsuo Okamoto, 
is president of an export-import 
company. Her mother, whose name is

Junko, is a licensed flower arranger 
and she has one brother, whose name 
isTcrunbu.

Her hobbies include playing the 
piano, sewing, playing tennis, 
swimming, attending football games 
and cooking. She often prepares 
Japanese food for the Neelley family 
and friends.

She reports that food preparation 
in her native country is much more 
detailed than American cooking and 
many different root vegetables and 
hdrbs are used with fish and rice, 
which are staples.

A package, which arrived at the 
Neelley home recently, contained 
several dried black mushrooms, 
noodles for soup and instant soup 
mix, along with an assortment of 
other dried foods.

Robert, president of Friona State 
Bank, and Connie, a former teacher 
and now a full time homemaker, who 
grew up in Perryton, met while they 
were students at Texas Tech 
University, Lubbock, from which 
they both hold degrees.

Her parents are Mr. and Mrs. G.B. 
La Master and his are Mr. and Mrs. 
Bert Neelley of Lubbock. Robert 
attended school here before he 
entered junior high.

Robert and Connie first moved 
here in the middle sixties. After 
moving to Houston for a few years, 
they returned. All three of their 
children were born here. •

Ben is a junior in high school, 
Leigh is an eighth grader and Dan is in 
the fifth grade.

The Neelley family members have 
learned a lot about Japan since 
Masayo joined their family unit last 
fall while she has been learning about 
America.

On thing the two countries have in 
common is Kentucky Fried Chicken, 
Dairy Queen and Pizza Hut. All three 
of these fast food suppliers were well 
known to Masayo upon her arrival in 
America.

One new ornament on the family 
tree this year has Masayo’s name on 
it. As each new member of the family 
approached its first Christmas, a 
special ornament lettered "B en ,"  
"Leigh" and "D an” were added to 
the decorations and now there’s one 
lettered "Masayo.”

When asked about Christmas 
traditions, Connie replied, "W e 
usually have Christmas early on the 
morning of the Twenty-Fifth with 
Robert’s parents or mine as our 
guests.

Chieftains Fall Into 
Three-Game Loss Skid

The Friona High School Chieftains • 
have fallen into a rash of bad luck 
since our last issue, losing all three 
games they have played.

After their 64-61 win over the 
Plains Cowboys in the opening round 
of the Farwell tournament on 
December 15, the team’s luck has all 
gone downhill.

In the semi-finals of the 
tournament, the Chiefs met the host 
Steers, having downed Farwell in 
their own tournament a week earlier.

This time, however, the Steers had 
their revenge, winning the game, 55- 
42. The Chieftains led, 6-5 after a 
slow-starting first quarter, but 
Farwell stormed to 20 second-quarter 
points to take a 25-18 halftim^ edge.

Charlie Veazey’s 18 points paced 
the Chiefs, who were hurt when 
Veazey and Rick Barnett, two 
starters, fouled out of the game.

In the battle for third place on 
Saturday, the Chiefs were paired 
against the Bovina Mustangs. It was 
the second meeting of the week for 
the two teams, Bovina having scored 
a win the previous Tuesday in a 
regular-season game.

The Mustangs once again 
prevailed, led by the return to their 
lineup of high scoring Richard 
Shepherd, who had 17 points. Charlie 
Veazey had his best game of the 
season for the Chiefs with 28 points, 
and Barnett added 18, as the 
Chieftains played the Mustangs close.

Friona held quarter leads of 14-12 
and 35-31 before Bovina rallied 
behind the shooting of the Shepherd 
cousins (Richard and Michael) to go 
ahead, 48-47 entering the final 
quarter.

In their game at Vega Tuesday, the 
team faced a Longhorn group they 
had beaten, 74-42 here in November. 
But the Longhorns set a trap for the 
Chieftains on their home hardwoods, 
and prevailed by a score of 58-51.

Friona led, 11-10 after one quarter, 
held a 31-26 halftime edge, and were 
still ahead, 41-36 entering the final 
eight minutes.

But the Chieftains had gotten into 
foul trouble, and lost Barnett to 
fouls. Veazey, Robert Escalante and 
Kevin Brogden finished with four

fouls each; Charlie M organ, John
Aguirre and Bill Caudill were
whistled for three fouls.

Vega used the foul line to come
from behind,'hitting 12 out of 23
attempts in the final period. The
Chiefs had only 20 free throws all
game long, hitting just nine of them.

Area Shivers Under 
Arctic Deep Freeze

The Friona area has been trapped 
in an Arctic deep-freeze for the past 
week, as record low temperatures 
have been recorded all across the 
area.

The lowest temperature recorded in 
Friona was an even zero, which was 
registered at a late hour on 
Wednesday, December 21, and 
continued into the early hours 
Thursday.

The high temperature that day had 
been a frigid nine degrees.

At Amarillo, an all-time December 
record was set when the mercury fell 
to seven degrees below zero Thursday 
morning. The “ high” temperature 
the day before, seven degrees, 
eclipsed the former December record 
of 23 by 16 degrees, the former 
records had been on the books since 
1924 and 1916.

The current frigid spell blew in late 
last Saturday night, and beginning 
with Sunday morning, the area has 
not seen temperatures above the 
freezing mark.

Some power problems have been 
reported in the rural areas, but 
considering the continuous frigid 
blast, problems were probably a 
minimum.

(evergreen trees) Austrian Pine, 
Ponderosa Pine, Eastern Red Cedar, 
Rocky Mountain Juniper, and 
Colorado Blue Spruce. (Deciduous 
trees) Ash, Cottonwood, Golden 
Willow, Honeylocust, Russian Olive, 
and Poplar. (Shrubs) Caragana, 
Cotoneaster, Honeysuckle, Lilac, 
Plum, Sumac, Nanking Cherry, Sand 
Cherry, and Sage.

The District plans to offer trickle 
or drip materials to participants that 
are interested in installing efficient 
watering systems for their trees.

For the past four and one-half 
years little girls, as well as some larger 
ones, have been made happy by 
becoming the owner of an Aline 
Turnu Original doll.

Early in the spring of 1979 this

Each doll is dressed in an original 
costume, has a hand painted face 
(Aline uses acryllic non-toxic paints 
for the faces) and yarn or craft fur 
hair.

A traditional German feast will be 
served. The menu will include roast 
goose with dressing made of bread 
crumbs, apples, raisins and other 
ingredients, which George’s mother 
makes.

Also German fruit salad, potato 
salad, sweet and sour cabbage, 
vegetables, and German semitar, 
which is similar to Texas fruit cake. 
Guests, besides members of the 
immediate family, will be the Harlan 
Fryes, Kenneth Frye (George’s 
brother) and his family and Earl and 
Louise (George’s sister) Guenther.

Then, on Sunday a Texas 
Christmas dinner will be served with 
Aundrea’s mother, Johnny Boothe, 
of Dimmitt preparing a 22 pound 
turkey, which Kip brought home 
from a turkey shoot, with cornbread 
dressing, sweet potatoes, creamed 
potatoes and other traditional dishes.

It was still 
furnished and the decor was very 
elaborate with its frescos, mirrors and 
gold. The grounds, gardens and 
grotto were so beautiful. From there, 
we want to the Pilgrimage Church of 
Wies, which was out in the middle of 
a pasture. This baroque church was

just beautiful with all the frescos, 
white beams and columns all trimmed 
with gold.

We went on to Innsbruck, and here 
we saw frescos on many buildings and 
homes, and also saw the house with 
the gold roof. Throughout the Alpine 
country all the houses have flower 
boxes on balconies and windows with 
beautiful flowers in full bloom.

Salsburgh was our next stop with a 
visit to Hellbrumbhouse, where we 
saw the ‘water works’ show—very 
interesting and unusual. Then we 
went by the Von Trapp house which 
was the site of the filming of the 
movie “ Sound of Music’’- a  
beautiful place.

Our tour of Vienna was very 
interesting, especially the tour of 
Schanbrunn Palace, the home of 
Marie Antoinette. It was patterned 
after Versailles, built in 1692, and 
was completely furnished. It was full 
of Rosewood panels. Rococo framed 
Oriental art and gold, gold, gold. We 
did have an afternoon for shopping 
and took advantage of this 
opportunity.

Just before sunset we took a ride 
on the “ Riesennad” or giant ferris 
wheel built in 1896/97 by the engineer 
who built the Eiffle Tower. The sight 
of Vienna at sunset was really 
breath-taking. It was such a treat to 
see the city as the lights came on.

castle of Heidelberg, this castle was 
built before the birth of Christ. Then 
on to Mainz for the last night with 
our tour group.

We were surprised shortly after our 
arrival, to have a phone call from 
Chris, who was in the lobby. Of 
course I got very excited, as it had 
been 26 months since I had seen him. 
He is a Major in the U.S. Army. His 
family has been with him for one 
year, and I was so happy to see them.

The first entry in the Cotton Bowl 
Parade on January 2 in Dallas will be 
none other than Friona’s Bruce Parr 
with his bright red stagecoach and 
Palomino mules.

The parade will be telecast 
nationally by CBS, and can be seen in 
the local area on Channel 10, 
beginning at 9 a.m. January 2.

Parr said he understood there 
would be two or three “ official cars” 
at the head of the parade, to be 
followed by his stagecoach.«

Riding with Parr atop the colorful 
entry will be Carol Lawrence, well- 
known actress, who is the “ Parade 
Celebrity” for 1984.

The local parade enthusiast will 
have a second entry in the parade, 
and his entries will virtually serve as 
“ bookends” for the Cotton Bowl 
Parade.

P arr’s ten-oxen team will be 
parade entry number 57, and there 
are 58 entries in the parade. The oxen 
weigh from a ton to one and one-half 
tons each, and are a spectacular

The United States District Court in Amarillo has decided that the plaintiffs In this case fairly and adequately represent a 
group of low-income and Mexican-American persons. Those persons share common concerns regarding the admissloo and 
free care policies of Plains Memorial Hospital in Dimmltt, Texas.

The plaintiffs and the defendants have reached a settlement of this case. Before the Court will approve the settlement, 
low-income persons and Mexican-Americans in this area must be notified. These penoos may object to the settlement If 
they wish.

The proposed settlement provides that the hospital will do the following:
1. It sets up a Medical Aulstance Program to give free or reduced cost hospital care to low-tncome residents of Castro 

County. The Plan sets out the income guidelines to be used to decide If a person will get free care, or reduced cost care, and 
sets the procedures for applying for free or reduced cost care. Under this Plan, if your Income Is low enough, you might not 
have to pay for your hospital bill, but you wfll have to pay for your doctor bOL A person most have an Income even lower 
than the Poverty Guidelines to get free hospital care.

L It requires the hospital to give at least a certain amount of free care every year for the next five (I) years. This 
averages to about $50,000 a >ear for each of the next f!ve|5) years.

3. It requires the hospital to give immediate care to any person tn an emergency, regardless of their ahOlty to pay.
4. It requires the hospital to have staff members who speak both Spanish and Rngluh avallahle at all times to assist 

persons who do not speak English fluently.
5. It requires the hospital to try to hire more Hispanic nursing and administrative personnel.
6. It requires the plaintiffs to withdraw all their complaints against the hospital that have been filed with the federal 

goverument

The settlement does not provide for the payment of any money to Indhidnals who might have been wrougfiUy denied 
free or reduced cost care In the past. The settlement also does not provide for the payment of any money to low-tncome or 
Mexlcan-Amerlcan persons wbo might have paid deposits or hospital bills to Plains Memorial Hospital when the person 
should have been given free or lower cost care.

Place on very heavily greased 
cookie sheet. Bake in 350* oven for 15 
to 20 minutes. Cool on racks.

Snow Frosting
6 egg whites (at room temperature)
2 lbs. confectioner’s sugar 
1 tsp. cream of tarter 

Mix all in large bowl at medium 
speed until very stiff, about 7 to 10 
minutes. Cover to keep from drying 
out.

Use frosting to secure seams of 
house or stable. Then frost top and 
sides and add candy, marshmallows, 
coconut, etc. to decorate.
