Judge John Forbis made several pre-
trial rulings in Floyd County District
Court, Thursday, April 7, concerning
the Walls vs. Caprock Hospital lawsuit
and the December 21 board meeting
which Dr. Tommy E. Swate contends
was held in violation of the Texas Open
Records Meeting Act..

After 2 1/2 hours of arguments be-
tween Dr. Swaie, attorney-at-law repre-
senting Derek Walls, and Tom Riney,
atorney-at-law representing Caprock
Hospital District, Judge Forbis ruled
that the only testimony which will be
considered in the upcoming lawsuit will
be that which concerns:

(1) the Caprock Hospital District
meeting of Dec. 21, 1993, in which the
board voted to stop efforts to re-open the
hospital and terminated employees;

(2) the determination of whether the
Dec. 21 meeting violated the Opens
Meeting Act;

(3) If Walls (a former employee of the
hospital district) should be reinstated in
his position and whether he deserves
compensation.

Both Swate and Riney agreed that the
dismissal of Walls and the resulting
lawsuit would be a separate issue from a
Dec. 7 board meeting in which Dr.
Swate’s contract was terminated by the
Caprock Hospital Board of Directors.
Swate also has a lawsuit pending against
the Hospital District in a Houston Fed-
eral Court.

Judge Forbis has set the jury trial in
the Walls Vs. Caprock Hospital and the
December 21 meeting for two days,
April 25-26. It will be held in the Floyd
County District Courtroom.

Lockney City Councilmen hear

waste management alternatives

LOCKNEY — Ron Coomer from
Triple C Sanitation and Floydada City
Manager Gary Brown met with the
Lockney City Council to discuss waste
management. During the Thursday,
April 7, session, each discussed present
and coming regulations regarding the
disposal of municipal waste materials.

Brown told the council that the
Floydada Landfill has reopened and
Lockney and Floyd County residents
are welcome to utilize the facility. They
will be charged $20.00 per ton for waste
materials they bring to the landfill.
Brown stated that there is a $5.00 mini-
mum for loads weighing less than a ton.

Other information Brown provided
the council included the fact that loads
must be secure when arriving at the
landfill and that certain materials such
as tires, lumber and tree limbs must be
separate and deposited at designated
locations at the landfill. He stressed that
recycling is becoming a factor in waste
management and will be of increasing
importance in the future.

“We are going to work with Lockney
where ever possible to make this work,”
said Brown. “We are all going to have to
work together in order to serve our citi-
zens.”

Coomer told the gathering that recy-
cling would help alleviate some of the
waste management problems which
exist now and would almost certainly be
mandated in the future. He offered sev-
eral suggestions concerning things the
city might look into in order to control
the cost of waste management for the
City of Lockney.

Coomer also agreed to transport

Lockney dumpsterable trash to the
Floydada facility when practical. This
could mean that increases in the cost of
waste handling for Lockney residents
will not rise as rapidly as if all trash were
being hauled to Lubbock as it currently

Polio is a very dangerous discase
caused by a virus. Many of us remember
working with patients in iron lungs after
they became infected with polio or, at
the very least, studying pictures of pa-
tients in iron lungs. You may even know
someone living today who was a child
during the 1940’s and 50’s who sus-
tained damage to their nervous sysiem
as a result of the polio infection. The
serious cases of polio may cause paraly-
sis of the arms, legs and chest while
severe cases can result in death.

There are two types of polio vaccines.
Most experts recommend the live Oral
Polio Vaccine called “OPV”, *“Live”
means that the polio virus used in the
vaccine is still alive but has been made
very weak. This type of vaccine is given
as drops in the mouth. The other vaccine
is called IPV (inactivated polio vac-
cine). “Inactivated” means that the polio
virus used in the vaccine has beenkilled.
This type of vaccine is given by injec-
tion.

At least 90 out of every 100 people
who receive three or more doses of ei-
ther OPV or IPV will be protected
against polio. The best way to be pro-
tected is to receive four doses of the
vaccine. Most infants should receive
two doses by 4 months of age, and a third
dose at 15-18 months of age. The fourth
is usually given at 4-6 years of age.

Very rarely, OPV causes polio in the
person who receives the drops. The
person who receives this vaccine, the
chance of becoming paralyzed is higher
after receiving the first dose of vaccine
than after the second, third, or fourth.

Paralysis after the first dose occurs
about once for every 1.5 MILLION
doses of drops given. Paralysis after
later doses occurs only about once for
every 40 MILLION doses given. Polio
is even more rare in unvaccinated
people who are in close contact with the
person who receives the vaccine. IPV
injections cause slight soreness at the
infection site.

OPV is contraindicated if the individ-
ual tests positive for HIV or has house-
hold contact with a person who tests
positive for HIV (because HIV destroys

an individual’s ability to fight infec-
tion.) OPV Is also contraindicated if the
individual has been diagnosed with any
type of disease affecting the immune
system such as cancer, leukemia, or
lymphoma.

To make certain your children are up
to date on all their immunizations, it is
important for you to review their immu-
nization record on a periodic basis with
your family physician or his nurse.

to 7 p.m. at the Lockney Vet Clinic. Vac-
cinations for Tetanus and Sleeping Sick-
ness will be administered by Dr. Paul
Glasson.

Horses should receive an annual vac-
cination to prevent illness and even
death which can occur from both Teta-
nus and Sleeping Sickness.

Tetanus enters the horse's body
through physical injuries such as cuts
and puncuure wounds. Sleeping Sickness
is also known as equine
Encephalomyelitis in which there are
three types of this disease found in the
United States. Sleeping Sickness is
transmitted by mosquitoes and can be a
problem in both pastured and stabled
horses. The result of both diseases can
be death, a death which can be prevented
by annually having your horses vacci-
nated.
