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Knox City girl critical after tragic accident

We have a modest proposal for bal­
ancing the federal budget, which we 
herewith submit to what will 
undoubtably be a grateful nation.

Our proposal is not at ail complicated.
I fact, it is very simple. And like many 

simple solutions to major problems, this 
would have far-reaching, beneficial ef­
fect in other areas. We could not only 
balance the budget with very small pro­
gram cuts (comparatively speaking), we 
could also improve our creditability 
around the world.

We propose that the State of Israel be 
made the 51st state within the United 
States.

That could save the American taxpay­
ers more than $120 Billion in "foreign 
aid" over the next twenty years. And 
there could be many billions more in 
ancillary benefits.

We realize Israel will resist this idea, 
and history teaches us that the Govern­
ment of the United States will follow 
whatever path the government of Israel 
wishes it to follow. Still, there comes a 
time when a great and powerful nation, 
like the U.S., must stand up for itself. 
This is one of those times.

Our own legislative body (the U.S. 
Congress, not the Israeli Knisset) is tied 
in knots over what programs to kill, cut, 
or continue. Some unthinking Republi­
can Congressmen had the audacity to 
suggest, for instance, a cut in foreign aid. 
That might have an impact on the 
amount of money flowing to Israel. And 
that brought down the wrath of AlPAC, 
the American-Israeli Political Action 
Committee. It also brought down the 
wrath of President Clinton and those 
Congressmen who benefit from AlPAC's 
largess.

The Congressmen who suggested the 
cut evidently haven’t gotten the message. 
Senator Jesse Helms, having narrowly 
escaped a beating at the hands of AlPAC 
back in 1984, and having scurried off to 
Israel after the election for pictorial "kiss 
and make up" sessions, has announced 
that cuts in aid to Israel arc "off the 
table." In short, AlPAC made a believer 
out of Jesse. Senator Helms is a smart, 
if hypocritical, politician. That means, 
no doubt, that the usual $3 Billion sti­
pend (plus another S3 Billion in interest 
free loans, grants, etc.) will be automati­
cally forwarded this year, as it is for as 
long as all but the very oldest among us 
can remember.

In 1993 the American taxpayers 
shelled out $6,321,000,000 (that's $6 
Billion, plus another 321 million) to the 

^ tin y  state of Israel, enough for $1,800 
tir every man, woman and child in the 
Israeli population. That means that a 
family of four in Israel was subsidized 
to the tunc of $7,2(K) from the Ameri­
can taxpayer, via the Israeli government 
and Israeli politicians. And President 
Clinton has assured Israel that the 1995 
level will be held at that same level, no 
matter what they do about the .settle­
ments. Needless to say, the people of 
Israel did not pay taxes (to the U.S.) on 
that income.

Congress is now wrestling with a five 
year budget. At the moment it is argu­
ing with Clinton over a matter to some 
$16 Billion in "rescissions", or cutbacks 
in programs previously authorized. The 
matter is deemed so important that 
Clinton has threatened to veto the cuts.

Think about it. During that same time 
frame the money going to Israel will 
equal more than $30 Billion, twice as 
much as the amount over which the 
Congress and Administration are argu­
ing about in domestic "rescissions". And 
the specific subject of aid to Israel will 
not even by discussed.

While our own government wrestles 
with the idea of reforming the welfare 
state in this country, it perpetuates the 
welfare state of Israel with continual, 
never-ending subsidies. Very strange.

There appears to be only one politi­
cally practical solution. Make Israel a 
state in the Union.

If they resist, we would merely need 
to cut off their annual dole from the 
American taxpayer. Within a few 
months they would be clamoring for 
admission. Or, we could treat them like 
they treat non-Jewish inhabitants of that 
land. We could send in the troops, bull­
doze their homes and erect high rise 
apartments for those Americans now
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A tragic accident in Floyd County, 
Saturday night June 10, resulted in seri­
ous injuries to an 18 year old Knox City 
girl, Jodee Homestead. A 35 year old 
Floydada man, Rudy Valadez suffered 
face and chest injuries.

The accident occurred at approxi­
mately 10:00 p.m., 2.3 miles west of 
Floydada on FM 784.

According to DPS reports, three 
pickup trucks were parked in a line fac­
ing east in the eastbound lane of FM 784. 
The first pickup was a 1993 Chevrolet S- 
10, driven by Chris Lee Hacker, 19, of 
Knox City; the 2nd pickup was a 1993 
CMC driven by Chad Guthrie, 17, of 
Floydada; the 3rd pickup was driven by 
Nicholas Neal Nelson, 17, of Floydada.

Witnesses statements indicate that 
Hacker, Melissa Cologne, of Knox City, 
Jodee Homestead, and Shane Der- 
ryberry, 16, of Floydada, were standing 
on the roadway. Homestead was near 
the driver’s door of the 2nd pickup at the 
time of the accident.

The first pickup was not occupied.
Other occupants in Guthrie’s vehicle 

were Amanda Ogden, 18,ToddHinsley, 
16, and Joe Hernandez, 20.

The third pickup was occupied by 
Nelson, and Tara McCandless, 17, of 
Floydada.

Reports are that a 1961 Mercury 
Comet traveling west on FM 784, driven 
by Rudy Valadez, swerved out of his 
lane and sideswipped the first pickup.

The Comet continued down the side of 
the pickup and then struck the front 
headlight and front left fender area of 
Guthrie’s pickup, pi nning Homestead 
between the Comet and GMC pickup. 
The other teenagers were able to get out 
of the way in time.

Shane Derryberry escaped injury by 
jumping onto the tool box in the back ot 
the first pickup.

The force of the impact shoved 
Guthrie’s pickup into the front of 
Nelson’s pickup. Nelson and McCan­
dless were not injured.

Todd Hinsley suffered a possible 
broken nose but the other occupants of 
Guthrie’s pickup were not injured.

After striking Homestead, the Comet

appeared to bounce off the pickup and 
continued west on the highway crossing 
back over the center line to the right and 
then back left across the center line 
before running off the road, hitting a 
new telephone pole lying on the ground, 
and finally stopping on the back side of 
a bar ditch on the south side of the road.

Floydada Police and EMS responded 
to the accident.

Paramedic Mike Reeves requested the
immediate dispatch of AeroCare, how­
ever because of the estimated arrival 
time of 20 minutes, the decision was 
made to try and meet AeroCare halfway 
by transporting Homestead and Valadez 
to Petersburg.

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Track facility being considered for LISD

LOCKNEY -  In a regular monthly 

meeting, June 8, the Lockney School 
Board voted to meet with an architect to 
develop plans and get cost estimates for 
the construction of a new track.

“We have been talking about building 
a track for a long time,” said Superinten­
dent Raymond Lusk. “We decided it 
was time to take some action on it and 
decide if we could even afford a track.

“We have not decided to take on the 
project yet,” said Lusk. “We will first 
get the estimates.”

The architect will report to the board 
on two different pos.sibilities for the 
construction of a track.

A cost estimate will be made on the 
construction of a track at the football

stadium. The existing bleachers would 
have to be moved back to put in the track 
and the trustees will have to decide if 
this will be cost effective.

Another possibility would be placing 
the track behind the elementary school. 
Bleachers, fences, restrooms and lights 
would have to be erected in this area.

The preliminary budget was also dis­
cussed by the board. According to Lusk 
the budget shows an increase of 
$120,000 over last year’s budget.

“The increase is almost all salaries,” 
said Lusk, “and the increase will hope­
fully be offset by state revenue. “How­
ever we are not sure yet.

“We are still waiting for final interpre­
tations on the new salary scale.”

The total budget for the 1995-96

school year will be $4,376,428.00.
Lusk gave the financial report to trus­

tees. He stated LISD has an investment 
balance of $ 1.8 million and a bank bal­
ance of $606,000.00. “We will receive 
only one more state payment in July,” 
said Lusk. “June and August bills will be 
paid out of what is in the bank and we 
still have to pay approximately 
$ 175,(X)0 to finish out the new library.”

School principals presented campus 
TAAS reports.

Twenty eight students were tested at 
the High School for the TAAS Exit Test 
and 89% passed Reading, 73% passed 
Math and 96% passed Writing. The 
1995 scores were up 13% in reading, 
12% in Writing and down 2% in Math.

The number of students fail ing to meet

the minimum expectations of some 
portion of the test in Reading were: 3 
sophomores. 2 juniors and 1 senior.

In Math, 8 sophomores and 3 juniors 
failed to meet minimum expectations.

In Writing, 1 sophomore and 1 junior 
did not pass.

The high school students who did not 
pass certain portions of the TAAS Exit 
Test will have to retake the part of the 
Test they did not master, before they can 
receive their diploma.

At Lockney Elementary the percent­
age of students passing the TAAS tests 
showed an increase in all areas, except 
for 4th grade writing.

In the 5th grade: 78% of the students 
passed the Math portion of TAAS, 
which is an increase of 21% over last

to keep it that way or better.”
The statement was heard by Commis­

sioners Connie Bearden, Lennie Gilroy, 
George Taylor and Jon Jones. Judge Bill 
Hardin was also present for the meeting. 
Among others attending were Kenneth 
and Juanita Broseh, Mr. and Mrs. James 
Pinner, Rudy Zachary, and Jim Roberts.

According to Broseh, the road has 
been partially graveled and those who 
frequently use the road do not want the 
ditches deepened. Former Precinct 2 
Commissioner Floyd Jackson also ad­
dressed the court, saying that he had 
devoted a lot of time and effort to getting 
the road into shape and planting grass in 
the ditches to make runoff water flow 
better when he was commissioner.

Current Precinct 2 Commissioner 
Lennie Gilroy asked if there was a rea­
son why anyone thought that the condi­
tion of the road would change. Broseh 
replied. “If you start maintaining those 
ditches, it will get worse.”

Jackson added that if the area gets a 
big rain, it will wash out the road. He 
also asked Gilroy why the grass had 
been pulled out of the ditches. Gilroy 
responded that to his knowledge, the 
road had only had minimum mainte­
nance on the roadway surfaces due to 
recent rains, and that the ditches had not 
been dug out since sometime before he

took office in January.
Jackson told those present that he had 

spoken with the state engineer in Lub­
bock about the problem when he was 
still in office and that if the county 
secured easements, the state would 
maintain the waterway for the runoff 
from the adjacent state road. He said that 
this is the way it is handled on several 
other intersections along the state road. 
He indicated that his attempt to obtain 
easements had not been successful due 
to the location of power poles in relation

to the county road.
Gilroy stated that no one had spoken 

with him about the problems they ap­
pear to feel are present in the area. Both 
Jackson and Broseh said that they just 
assumed that someone had talked to 
Gilroy and that he had not responded so 
they came to commissioners court to 
present their views.

Gilroy stated that he would contact 
those who came to court and discuss the 
situation with them in an effort to deter-

the mechanical package for the new

dent of Wardroup and Associates state 
that the bid had been made in good faith 
by a company that has more than 30 
years in the business.

felt it was unfair to reject the lowest bid 
because the contractor, who has about 
15 years of experience in electrical 
work, has only been contracting jobs on 
his own for about a year.

“Why go through the bid prexess if 
you arc not going to take the low bid. 
You are protected since the job is 
bonded and insured and the contractor is 
properly licensed,” said the company 
representative. “I feel that you are just 
wasting $11,000.00 of the district’s 
money by passing not only the low bid 
of a young contractor, but also the next

highest, in favor of another established 
firm.”

Architect James Robi.son asked the 
contractor, if he was correct in his 
knowledge that the sheet metal work 
and the plumbing work involved in the 
bid package would have to be subcon­
tracted by Wardroup and Associates. 
The reply was affinnative.

Robison explained that as the archi­
tect, he would be more comfortable 
working with a contractor that could 
handle all aspects of the job. as well as

mine the exact nature of the problem and 
what should be done about it. No court 
action was taken concerning the matter 
at this time.

Leticia Torres of Southwestern Bell 
Telephone met with the court to present 
a proposal for installation of a service 
enhancement Plexar System to serve 
Floyd County offices using the 983 
exchange numbers. Her proposal was 
for a five year contract covering eleven 
incoming/outgoing phone lines and 31 
phone stations with inter-office com­
munication capability.

The estimated cost was $613.00 per 
month compared to the current phone 
charges for basic services of $641.30 
now paid by the county.

Floydada's Spring TAAS scores show 
improvement over last year's scores
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By Kathy Jahay, FISD Counselor
In March of this year and again dur­

ing the second week of May, Floydada 
along with other schools in the state of 
Texas participated in the state manda­
tory testing program, TAAS. In March, 
grades four, eight, and ten took the writ­
ing sections of the TAAS. Grade ten also 
took the reading and math portions of 
the TAAS. The second week of May 
grades three through eight took the 
mathematics section and the reading 
section. The eighth grade was also re­
quired to take the social studies and sci­
ence portions of the TAAS. Floydada 
ISD is pleased with the gains made this 
year in the TAAS testing and feels it is 
headed in the right direction to meet the 
state requirements for gains in TAAS 
scores.

The third grade had 51% of the stu­
dents mastering the reading section and 
5 1 % of the students mastering the math 
portic'n of the test. They are proud of 
their gains in math this year with an in­
crease of 17% more of the students mas­
tering. The fourth grade this year basi- 

I cally maintained the same percent of 
students mastering as last years fourth 
grade. They had a 1% increase in read­
ing and a 3% decrease in writing. The 
fourth grade did however raise the per­
centage of students mastering the math 
section from their third grade year by 
8% more students mastering. Fourth 
grade, 61% mastered reading, 41% 
math, and 73% writing.

The largest gains in the district were 
made by the 5th grade students. They 
had an increase of 23% in reading, 26% 
in math, and a 26% increase in the num­
ber of students mastering both tests. 
Fifth grade had 80% mastering reading 
and 59% mastering math. The sixth 
grade also had increases in both tests; 
7% increase in reading and a 5% in­
crease in math. Sixth grade had 78% 
mastering reading and 62% mastering 
math.

Jr. High was also proud of their TAAS 
scores. They has an increase in all areas 
except one. In reading the 7th grade in­
creased the number of students ma.ster-

ing by 6% and the 8th grade increased 
the number by 1%. On the mathematics 
test the seventh grade gained 13% more 
students mastering and the eighth grade 
had a decrease of 2%. The eighth grade 
also made gains in writing. Seventh 
grade has 75% mastering reading and 
69% mastering math. Eighth grade had 
69% mastering reading 64% mastering 
math, 69% mastering writing, science 
67% mastering, and social studies 62% 
mastering.

The exit level test, a requirement for 
high school graduation, is tested at the 
tenth grade level. The exit level students 
also made significant gains in all areas. 
The percent of students mastering read­
ing rose 7%, math rose 6%, writing in­
creased 16% and the number of students 
ma.stering all tests taken was increased

by 10%. Of the six schools in Floydada’s 
district, Floydada had the highest per­
cent of students passing the writing test 
and the math test. Floydada also had the 
highest percentage of students passing 
all three sections of the tests. Floydada 
tied with Friona for the highest percent­
age of students passing the reading por­
tion of the test. 95% of the students 
mastered the writing portion. 86% of the 
exit level students mastered the reading 
section. 77% of the students mastered 
the math portion and 70% of the exit 
level students mastered all tests taken. 
Floydada is well above the preliminary 
state averages for 1995. Also tested by 
the state May 16 and 17, were students 
enrolled in Algebra I and Biology I with 
end-of-course tests. Those results are 
due later this summer.

classified as homeless. That way Ameri­
can tax dollars wojid be going to help 
American citizens.

Just think of the potential savings. Is­
rael would have two Senators in Wash­
ington, rather than the 98 or so they have 
now. They would have only four or five 
Congressmen (about what Dallas has), 
rather than the 300 o. so they have now. 
They would have to pay taxes into the 
U.S. Treasury, which they do not do 
now. They would be protected by the 
armed forces of the U.S. (which, in the 
final analysis, they are now), they would 
have to compete with all other Senators 
and Congressmen for Israeli domestic 
pork projects, which now are decided 
in Israel but paid for in America, by 
American taxpayers.

It might even mean that the Palestin­
ians, the indigenous inhabitants of that 
country, could vote in national elections. 
Peace might prevail.

It's a great idea, a money-saving idea, 
one we probably should have thought 
of long ago.

There's probably only a couple of 
minor groups that might have problems 
with the idea. One, of course, is the gov­
ernment of Israel. The other would be 
the political establishment in Washing­
ton. The present situation is just so cozy, 
comfortable, and profitable for both. 
And what's a few billion, especially if 
it's built into tbe system, and if we say it 
real fast?

Ah, you ask. How could making Is­
rael a state, thereby saving only $6 Bil­
lion or so each year in "foreign aid", 
balance a budget that runs many billions 
in deficits?

Well, look at it this way. If Israel were

a state, there would be no need for 
AIPAC (the American-Israeli Political 
Action Committee.) They just might 
fold their tent and go away.

AIPAC, with all its influence over 
millions in campaign contributions, was 
and is very much opposed to a balanced 
budget amendment. They don't want the 
budget balanced, fearing that might hurt 
Israel. They don't want term limits, fear­
ing that might hurt many supporters of 
Israel. They aren't hot about the line item 
veto either, fearing some future Presi­
dent might use the veto to Israel's detri­
ment. In short, supporters of unlimited 
foreign aid to Israel are also generally 
supporters of profligate spending by the 
American government, feeling that in 
such an environment Israel will fare 
better than would be the case with a 
government concerned about living 
within its means.

With AIPAC out of the picture our 
Senators and Congressmen could con­
centrate on what is best for Americans. 
Even Jesse Helms might go back to be­
ing Jesse Helms.

Oh, well. Just a thought. A harmless 
thought. We might as well relax and 
enjoy the ride. There's no need, gentle 
reader, to go out and get geared up for a 
battle that will never take place.

one who has had experience working on 
a project of this size. “This job is more 
than ten times larger than any he has 
attempted before,” said Robison.

No representative was present for the 
second firm bypassed.

Following the hearing, the board 
voted to accept the bid from Armstrong 
Mechanical. M otion was made by 
Amado Morales and seconded by Char­
lene Brown. Voting in favor were Mo­
rales, Brown, Mitch Probasco, Trena 
Simpson, and Steve L loyd. Jack 
Robertson voted against. Billy Joe Vil­
larreal was not present.

Robison then told the board that the 
total cost of the project would be 
$2,000.00 below the originally ap­
proved total due to cuts that were made 
after speaking with the mechanical bid­
der following the deletions and adjust­
ments the board had specified at the June 
1 meeting. The mechanical bid will be 
about $231,740.00 according to Robi­
son.

Mid-term graduation and honors 
status was next on the agenda for discus­
sion and action by the board. The board 
has been considering a request to alter

the policy determining eligibility for 
honors designation for several months.

A student who will be eligible to 
graduate in December and would proba­
bly be eligible for honors status had 
asked the board to change the current 
policy allowing her to retain honors 
designation and go through graduation 
with her class in May. The student had 
stated that she would like to attend col­
lege during the spring semester and re­
turn for graduation if allowed to retain 
the honors designation based on her 
grade point average at mid-term.

Voting in favor of the motion were 
Lloyd, Brown, Simpson, Probasco, and 
Robertson. Morales abstained as he is 
related to the student making the re­
quest.

Board members listened to a report 
concerning the TAAS scores for 
Floydada students from the spring 1995

tests. Counselor Kathy Jahay told the 
board that scores in all areas had im­
proved and in many instances, the local 
scores were above the state averages as 
well as above those of other area dis­
tricts. An article concerning the test 
scores is being published in the 
Hesperian-Beacon this week.

Transfers were also approved for 
Regenia Smith from junior high math to 
PE at A. B. Duncan and for Susan Kirk 
from special ed to 3rd grade at Duncan. 
Motion for accepting resignations, 
employing personnel, and approving 
transfers was made by Brown and sec­
onded by Lloyd. All voted in favor.

... Collins passed out copies of build­
ing principal’s budget requests for the 
coming school year to board members. 
This is the first step in the annual budget 
process which will get underway in 
earnest next month said Collins.

Collection of assessments for 
1995 crop adds responsibilities
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By Shawn W ade
Collection of the High Plains boll 

weevil eradication assessment on the 
1995 crop adds a new set of responsibili­
ties for both producers and landlords.

According to Lubbock-based Plains 
Cotton Growers, Inc. (PCG) the re­
cently passed assessment mechanism 
will take some getting used to, at least 
until producers get accustomed to the 
system and some of the bugs can be 
worked out.

For now, PCG officials say, there are 
two main concerns being expressed by 
producers. The first is how assessments 
paid early will be affected by the loss of 
a crop before the July 15 final certifica­
tion date. The second is how to inform 
landlords of the amount of their boll 
weevil assessment and when the assess­
ment is due.

The goal of the Boll Weevil Eradica­
tion program is to eliminate the boll 
weevil as a threat to High Plains cotton 

. production. In order to make the pro­
gram successful it is in the best interest

ever mechanisms will guarantee a 
smooth running, effective program.

“The problem that we seem to be 
having is that many producers are reluc­
tant to pay the assessment until they 
have a better feel for what this year’s 
crop is going to do,” explains PCG 
Executive V ice-President Donald 
Johnson. “Unfortunately, this increases 
the chances of a producer inadvertantly 
missing the final due date of July 15.”

Johnson explains that the boll weevil 
assessment is due at the time that the 
crop is certified and is calculated ac­
cording to the producers planted acre­
age. The last day a producer can certify 
1995 acres is July 15.

“The trickier part is making sure ev­
eryone who needs to be notified of their 
assessment amount is informed so they 
can avoid missing the July 15 due date,” 
adds Johnson.

In order to address this issue, before it 
becomes a significant problem for both 
the Texas Boll Weevil Eradication 
Foundation and individual producers 
and landlords, several alternatives are 
being discussed.

Producers who pay their assessment 
when they certify and then lose their 
crop before July 15 can request that their 
current year’s assessment be carried 
over and credited toward their assess­
ment for the following year. All request 
of this nature must be made in writing to 
the Texas Boll Weevil Eradication 
Foundation in Abilene.

All assessments can be paid at the 
county Consolidated Farm Services 
Agency (CFSA) office at the time of 
certification or before July 15. Assess­
ments can also be paid directly to the 
Texas Boll Weevil Eradification Foun­
dation in Abilene. Indibviduals who 
make their payment directly to TBWEF 
shoulkd include with the payment the 
county from which the assessment 
originates as well as the appropriate 
CFSA farm number(s).

LOCKNEY—The Lockney City 

Council met in regular session on Thurs­
day, June 8 to discuss seal coating of 
streets, a proposal for free long distance 
calling, and several other items.

He stated that he had sent out letters 
asking for quotes from paving compa­
nies and had received only one reply. 
The quote was from Appian Corpora­
tion of Hereford for 64.9 cents per 
square yard ora total costofS 14,930.89.

“The price is acceptable for the 
amount of sealcoating that we have to 
do. If it were a larger job the price would 
come closer to 61 cents but there are not 
too many companies doing small jobs. 
Most of the companies are working on 
roads for the state. I have no problem 
with Appian. We have worked with 
them in the past and their work is satis­
factory,” Johnson said.

He explained that he had driven over 
the streets in question and that it is not 
imperative that they be done this sum­
mer. “The work could wait until next 
summer if you need for it to.”

Johnson continued, “We did our first 
job in 1991 for a cost of 56 cents and we 
estimated that it would take five to six 
years to do all the streets. Now with the 
escalation of prices we estimate that it 
will take eight years instead.”

Bil Anderson stated that he would like 
to see the city stay on course with the 
street repair and made the motion to 
accept Appian’s bid and go ahead with

the sealcoating. The second was made 
by J.D. Copeland and all voted for.

Alderman Richard Zavala said that he 
had received several questions from 
persons living on North Main street 
about why the street was not paved to the 
city limits.

Paul Lyle explained that all streets 
were paved by the persons who owned 
the property not by the city.

Marr stated that several years ago 
grants were available for street paving 
and that Lockney had been able to pave 
some streets but that the grants were no 
longer available.

Johnson commented that the grants 
were now being used by cities for water 
projects.

The council discussed several un­
paved street locations that are in need of 
repair and Me Carty said that as soon as 
they dried up that they will be worked 
on.

Joe Buck, representing Safe Ag of 
Crosbyton, met with the council to dis­
cuss the city joining his company in a 
plan to make all long distance calls 
within a fifty mile radius local calls.

He explained that congress had 
passed Senate Bill 632 allowing com­
munities of less than 10,000 in popula­
tion to set up local calling areas and that 
his company was trying to put together 
a cooperative of several small towns for 
a calling area that would include free 
calls to Plainview and Lubbock.

Buck told the council that if Lockney 
became a member of the cooperative 
that a percentage of the money that is 
now being paid for long distance calls 
would come back to Lockney and could 
be used for community development.

“We are working on an agreement 
with NTS to be the carrier and we (Safe 
Ag) will be the marketing arm. It will

take 102 persons to petition for the proj­
ect and 70% of the citizens will have to 
vote yes before it can come into effect. 
$3.50 per month would be added to the 
phone bills for the service. If Lockney 
comes in then we will have a third of the 
towns within a fifty mile radius of Lub­
bock who have shown interest,” stated 
Buck.

After hearing the proposal the council 
tabled the proposal for further study.

The resignation of Shane Dollar from 
the Lockney Police Department was 
read. He stated that he is going to work 
for the Floyd County Sheriff Depart­
ment. Bil Anderson made the motion to 
accept his resignation and the second 
was made by J.D. Copeland.

Lockney Police Chief, Jerry Edwards 
met with the council and explained 
where they are in hiring an officer to 
replace Dollar. “I have received several 
applications from the ads that we placed 
in the papers and I’m in the process of 
interviewing each of them. I will have a 
recommendation ready in the next sev­
eral days,” he stated.

It was reported that the pump in the 
city well has been lowered to within ten 
feet of the bottom of the hole. Johnson 
stated that “Since the well is gravel 
packed we can put it further down than 
if it were not.”

The council decided to see what the 
cost of water from the city wells was 
going to run before adopting summer 
water rates.

Discussion was held on buying bulk 
fuel in order to save money. The fuel 
would still be purchased from local 
vendors but would cost less.

They decided to discuss the matter 
with members of the school board to see 
what all it would entail and how it was 
working for them before making any

decisions.
Charlotte Hooten asked the aldermen 

to be thinking about items from each 
department that needed to be added to 
next years budget so that she could in­
clude them. She said that a budget work­
shop would be held at a later date.

Bil Anderson commented that some­
thing needed to be done about the inter­
section at Locust and 8th Streets. He 
reported that several accidents have 
occurred there and that a light of some 
sort needs to be installed. He will get 
with Commissioner Lennie Gilroy and 
they will contact the state and see what 
can be done.

In regular business before the council 
the minutes of the previous meeting 
were approved as read and the financial 
statement reviewed.

The council voted to pay all the cur­
rent bills except the bill from Glasscock 
River Rock for the repair of the area 
around the swimming pool. Dickie 
McCarty, Utilities Supervisor, said, 
“When I called them and told them that 
they would have to come back, they told 
me that it would be all right, and it isn’t.
I don’t know what the problem is. In 
places it is too thick and in other places 
it isn’t thick enough.” J jk

Alderman J.D. Copeland made t l ^ ^  
motion to not pay the bill until the work 
was done satisfactorily and the second 
was made by Bil Anderson.

Mayor Gary Marr said that he would 
call and have them come back.
