Muddy fields slow delivery

Area pum pkin dem and high

With the drought damaging the 
pumpkins in the Mid-West, Floydada 
is proving that it is the Pumpkin 
Capitol of the World. That is, of 
course, if the rain soaked fields don’t 
prevent growers from getting the 
pumpkins hauled out of the fields.

With over 7 inches of rain in Sep­
tember, and most of it falling in the 
last two weeks of the month, produc­

ers are having to use tractors to haul 
trailers loaded with pumpkins out of 
the muddy fields.

The harvest has been very frustrat­
ing and with the very short season the 
work pace has been nothing short of 
hectic. Farmers are battling mud and 
the fear of pumpkins rotting on the 
vines.

Floyd County grows around 2,(KX) 
acres of pumpkins, two-thirds of the 
state of the Texas’s crop. Each acre 
will deliver up to 20,000 pounds of 
pumpkins.

With the drought in the Mid-West 
making the supply of pumpkins short, 
Floydada is getting calls from all over

the United States and Mexico, from 
suppliers wanting pumpkins, Floyd 
County Extension Agent Jim Bob 
Reynolds said.

Pumpkin harvest goes from about 
the last week in September all the way 
through Halloween. Planting is stag­
gered so they can reach different 
marks at different times, he said.

Even though the pumpkin crop is 
average, the price of pumpkins has 
more than doubled this season, up 
from 5 cents to 11 cents per pound. 
“There’s a bigger demand than I ever 
dreamed of,” said Reynolds. “I guess 
every little kid needs a pumpkin on 
the front porch.”

Cotton future 
uncertain in  
Floyd County

(Editor’s Note: Much of the fol­
lowing article was written by Texas 
Tech Journalism student Jason 
Schniederjan. Research was made 
possible by a grant from the 
Reader’s Digest Foundation.)

“It’s been what I call a Dow Joneser 
this year, up and down, kind of like a 
roller coaster;" Floyd County Exten­
sion Agent Jim Bob Reynolds said, 
about this year’s cotton crop.

Floyd County normally grows ap­
proximately 190,000 acres of cotton 
an this year 110,(XX) acres of it had to 
be replanted because of hail and 
heavy rains during planting season. 
“There’s been some farmers that 
were hailed out three times,” he said. 
“We have a lot of cotton that was 
planted late, but the price was looking 
so good at planting time that you can’t 
blame the farmers for wanting to 
replant it.”

Due to severe drought during the 
fall and winter months in Floyd 
County over 40,000 acres of wheat 
were failed. In looking at rising cot­
ton prices during planting time, esti­
mates for the Floyd County 1995 
cotton crop were pegged at upwards 
of 225,0(X) to 230,0(X) acres, due in a 
large part to make up for the loss of 
harvestable wheat.

The severe drought was broken by 
heavy rains, tornadoes, and hail 
shortly after much of the cotton was 
planted, and before the total cotton 
crop was in the ground. Many farmers 
had to plant two to three times to get 
their initial crop of cotton in the 
ground, and did not have a planting 
window of opportunity to plant any 
excess acreage to cotton, due to the 
lateness of the crop.

In the early part of July the cotton 
started looking good thanks to scat­
tered rains, then in early August the 
high heats and drought set the cotton 
back once again according to Rey­
nolds.

“As if the cotton had not already 
had enough, the heavy rainfall and 
unseasonably low temperatures dur­
ing the last couple of weeks has 
stalled the maturation of this year’s 
crop,” he said.

Weather problems aside, this year’s 
crop has had to battle beet army 
worms earl ier in the year than normal, 
and the boll weevil is having to be 
sprayed for in ever increasing num­
bers.

"Due to all the various cost and 
control measures it will take before 
the crop is ever harvest, this crop will 
cost, most farmers in the county, 
more per acre to get to the gin than any 
other cotton crop in recent history," 
said Trent Johnson, Executive Direc­
tor of the Floyd County Farm Service 
Agency,

Reynolds said this year’s crop 
should be about 23,000 under the 
normal 190,000 acre crop, with yields 
for irrigated at about I 1/2 bales per 
acre and dry land at about a quarter to 
half bale per acre.

House Speaker and area's Representative 
Pete Laney speaks to Lockney Rotary Club

LOCKNEY-Pete Laney, Speaker 

of the Texas House of Representative 
and Hale Center native, was the guest 
speaker at the Lockney/Rotary Club 
on Friday.

After his introduction by Jerry Paul 
Cooper, Laney gave an overview of 
what the members of the House had 
accomplished during their last ses­
sion.

"The House meets for 140 days 
every two years, roughly about ten 
months," said Laney. "I am proud that 
we have gotten our work done in the 
allotted time and I have not had to call 
the members back for special ses­
sions.

"The biggest key to the legislatures 
success is that the Democrats and 
Republicans are working together, 
said Laney. "The Texas Legislature is 
a part-time citizen legislature as our 
founding fathers intended it to be. The 
last two sessions have been hard 
working sessions and we have for the 
most part focused on the issues," 
Laney stated.

He reported that the legislature has 
increas^ funding for education and 
created an atmosphere for building 
new classrooms. "We rewrote school 
legislative laws in order to put more

power in the hands of local 
school boards,” he said.

"We made some needed changes in 
criminal laws. Juveniles will face 
tougher penalties and we hope it will 
curtail their criminal activities," he 
continued.

Laney said changes have also been 
made in the welfare law. "We have to 
set a time limit as to the number of 
years a person can stay on the wel­
fare rolls. We need to get everyone 
working or participating in job train­
ing so they can get a better job. Hope­
fully the changes that were made will 
bring this about."

He reported that a package of tort 
reform bills were passed to make sure 
businesses are not hurt by the amount 
of paperwork required of them.

"With the deregulation of utilities 
technological changes will be pro­
moted and will in turn help small 
communities have what the big cities 
have. The technology is out there," he 
stated.

Laney related, "Legislation was 
passed to allow our citizens to carry 
handguns and the pilot program on
food stamp cards is working well. 
Grocery sales have increased 15 per­
cent in the stores that are using the 
Lone Star card."

"We hope what we did was what 
the citizens wanted. We try to have 
an agenda drafted by citizens and en­
acted by people who live and work 
in those same communities," he said.

"Right now property taxes is what 
everyone is talking about and we will 
address this in the next session. When 
we start restructuring taxes it will be 
the hardest job we have undertaken 
in a long time. When you hear that 
government wants to cut taxes every­
one is for it. However when we go to 
cutting, some will pay more and some 
will pay less. Then there will be those 
who arc not happy about the way it is 
being done," stated Laney. "Tax re­
structuring will be needed to help the 
states move into the future. The gov­
ernor is looking at several different 
tax options. A state tax will not be one 
of them. He has taken it totally off 
the table," he continued.

At the end of Laney's talk he made 
the comment, "I am proud of what the 
legislature has accomplished and look 
forward to what we can accomplish 
for our citizens. I am also proud to be 
from the best part of our state. When 
I travel to other parts of state I am 
grateful I live where I do."

Bonds were approved for recently 
appointed Sheriff, Royce Gilmore, 
and for chief appraiser Shelia Faulk- 
enberry. Each must have a security 
bond based on the amounts of money

handled by their o ff  ̂ce at any one time 
during the year.

Fred A. Cardinal, retired sheriff, 
was approved for deputation as a 
reserve officer for the Floyd County 
Sheriffs Department. As such, he 
will be available to assist the depart­
ment as a volunteer during special 
events or an emergency situation.

We see by the papers where Mr. 

Sarpalius, a former Congressman 
from his district, may be thinking 
about trying to get his old job back. 
He says, quite naturally, that this 
thinking was triggered by numerous 
calls from former constituents urging 
him to get in the race. For an over 
eager politician, one or two telephone 
calls may well constitu te a 
groundswell.

Voters in this district will remem­
ber, of course, that they voted Mr. 
Sarpalius out of office during the last 
election. He went on to blame his 
defeat on fellow Democrats, who de­
serted him at the polls, and claimed 
that under those circumstances he 
could have been beaten by Donald 
Duck. Mr. Sarpalius was probably 
very accurate, and very candid, in his 
assessment of the vote.

We suspect that Mr. Sarpalius is 
now thinking about a run for his old 
seat because he doesn't think his 
present job will last past the next 
Presidential election. He now works 
for the Clinton administration, in 
something called the Agriculture 
Department's Consolidated Farm Ser­
vice Agency.

He says, and we presume he is 
right, he is now director of the 
service's southwest area, based in 
Washington. That includes 10 sates, 
one of which is Texas. We don't know 
exactly what the job entails, and we 
suspect very few people in the Agri­
culture Department know either, but 
evidently it affords ample opportunity 
for field directors to roam around, 
make political speeches and worry 
about their future. Obviously it is not 
a full-tim e job, otherw ise Mr. 
Sarpalius wouldn't have time for all 
those political speeches, but it sounds 
like a nice, high-paying job. It also 
sounds like a reward for carrying Mr. 
Clinton's baggage during that elec­
tion, and for having lost because of 
it.

When he was voted out of office 
by the folks in this District, he passed 
word that he was interested in a job 
with one of the many "trade organi­
zations" that infest Washington. He 
did not indicate, as far as we know, 
that he wanted to come back to this 

' district^ or even Texas, to look for a 
job.

He did say he didn't want to be a 
Washington "lobbyist", although 
we've never been able to tell the dif­
ference between a lobbyist and a 
spokesman for a "trade organization", 
since they both have the same func­
tion and are paid by the same people. 
But that's quibbling, and at any rate it 
didn't work out. So Mr. Clinton gave 
him a job in the federal bureaucracy. 
(Actually, according to the news re­
port, Mr. Sarpalius said he turned 
down Cabinet offers from Mr. 
Clinton, because he didn't want "to 
be a bureaucrat." Neither he or Mr. 
Clinton have ever publicly identified, 
so far as we know, which Cabinet 
positions were offered Mr. Sarpalius, 
if one was.)

This isn't the first time Mr. 
Sarpalius has tested the waters, al­
though the Wichita Falls paper, in 
which the latest report surfaced, 
treated it like it was. Actually, he's 
been getting the word out through 
various sources for some time. I fig­
ure it's an effort to scare other Demo­
crats out of the race, and lock up some 
potential donors at the same time. It 
probably won't work, but it's worth a 
try.

Actually, we understand why Mr. 
Sarpalius would be interested in get­
ting his old seat back, if the people of 
this District would only agree. He is 
as close to a "career politician" as one 
can find. He has, in f̂ act, been in poli­
tics practically all his adult life. He 
served in the Texas Legislature long 
enough to qualify for a rather lucra­
tive state pension, and in the Congress 
long enough to qualify for an even 
more lucrative federal pension. The 
more years he accumulates on the fed­
eral payroll, the higher his pension. 
He would be foolish not to take ad­
vantage of all the little perks put in 
place while he was in position to help 
put those perks in place. The time he 
is now spending on the federal pay­
roll merely adds to that cumulative 
total.

Still, if Mr. Sarpalius is really "se­
rious" about running against Con­
gressman Thornberry, if he is serious
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about helping Mr. Clinton again, he 
and the Resident ought to adopt a 
little more consistent and coherent 
line. He says, for instance, that one 
reason he is thinking about running 
again is that the district "has lost an 
awful lot of jobs." But we also note 
that he says his own job is supposed 
to be finding ways the Agriculture 
Department can get by with fewer 
people. And we note that Mr. Clinton, 
the President, is currently going 
around the country telling voters how 
great things are, about how many jobs 
have been added to the American 
workforce since he took over. We re­
alize, of course, that "flexibility" can 
sometimes be a virtue among politi­
cians, but it can be carried too far, as 
Mr. Clinton found out when he prom­
ised a tax cut during his campaign and 
then instituted a tax increase when he 
became President, and as Mr. 
Sarpalius found out when he voted for 
Mr. Clinton's tax increase. We doubt 
that people have forgotten that vote 
so soon.

Not that it matters all that much, 
but we would be interested which 
Cabinet positions Mr. Sarpalius was 
offered, and declined. That's very 
unusual. We don't know of many 
people, in fact we know of none, who 
have turned down a President's re­
quest that he serve in the President's 
Cabinet. Usually, a cabinet position 
is looked upon as a place where one 
can get things done. And certainly Mr. 
Sarpalius would not feel out of place 
in Mr. Clinton's Cabinet. For these 
reasons, if for no other, we would be 
interested in knowing which Cabinet 
post was offered, and declined. Now 
that would be news.

Hospital, parents, county and city 
agree to traffic plan at Day Care

FLOYDADA — The Caprock 

Hospital District Board of Trustees 
met in special called session at 1:00 
a.m. September 29, 1995, to consider 
and act on a proposed plan for con­
trolling the traffic situation which has 
developed since the relocation of 
Floyd County Day Care Center to the 
hospital east wing.

Board President Tom Farris told 
those gathered, “We are here this 
morning to try to arrive at a compro­
mise that will be acceptable to the 
hospital, the day care and the resi­
dents of Marivena Street.”

It was pointed out that the problem 
originated when the city removed a 
curb between the South parking lot 
and Marivena Street to create a 
through traffic area allowing day care 
users to exit the parking area without 
backtracking into arriving traffic. 
County assistance was given by do­
nation of gravel and blade work to 
form a roadbed over a drainage ditch 
and onto the deadend street.

Precinct 1 Commissioner Connie 
Bearden told the board and about a 
dozen spectators, “The county is pre­
pared to assist in any way possible. 
We consider this a community proj­
ect and acommunity service. Precinct 
I and the county can do whatever you 
want us to do, whatever is best for the 
safety of these kids.”

Bearden also said that he had dis­
cussed the matter with Roydada City 
Manager Gary Brown and that the 
city is willing to continue to work 
with the county to provide a solution 
to the traffic problem. He added that 
he felt the proposal made by the city at 
the last CHD meeting still offered the 
best means of solving the problem.

Roger Poage, a supporter of Day 
Tare, told those gathered, “The day 

la re  parents are willing to do what­
ever it takes to make this work. We 
feel that this is the best place for day 
care to be and we want to make sure 
our kids are safe.”

Supporters of Royd County Day 
Care presented petitions signed by 
others in support of the day care and 
the proposed traffic solution as pre­
sented by the city at the September 19 
meeting.

Board member Denice Payne 
stated that she had no problem with 
the road, but that she was concerned 
that no one representing the city was 
present at the meeting. (Checking 
with the city following the meeting, 
city secretary, Sharon Quisenberry 
indicated that the city had received no 
notice that CHD was holding a meet­
ing to discuss the traffic problem.)

Rob Heflin, a CHD Board mem­
ber, stated, “The curb adjacent to 
Marivena Street was taken out with­
out the CHD board being informed. I 
think it should be put back in. I think 
that people on that street are unhappy 
because it was never a through street 
and those people have the right to be 
upset. I also object to the story in the 
paper last week insinuating that the 
hospital had been consulted.”

Day care supporters suggested that 
the curb should be put back and traffic 
flow sent out to Crockett Street. It was 
pointed out that the materials in place 
now between the parking lot and 
Marivena could be moved to form the 
roadway for the proposed route on the 
east side of the hospital grounds.

Board member Payne and Ralph 
Jackson, hospital custodian now 
employed by UMC, expressed con­
cern that the proposed roadway 
would only allow local teens another 
place to park and drink or to race on. 
Payne was also concerned by pos­
sible problems the road would create 
when the new gym is completed since 
it faces Crockett Street and will at­
tract large crowds which will mean 
people parking on the streets adjacent 
to the gym.

Poage suggested that the day care 
parents could erect some type of 
chain barrier which day care person­
nel could close at night to prevent

Married to Lubbock physician Dr. 
Clint Chambers, she has been active 
in civic affairs since coming to the 
area in 1981. She is a member of the 
West Texas Museum Association 
and works as a volunteer.

Interested in archaeology, she 
worked with the Lubbock Landmark 
project in 1983-84. “There I met and 
befriended Jim Word, my first 
Floydada contact,” said the artist.

The 
Bobcats improved to 2-2 on the sea­
son. and travel this week to Hamlin, 
a perennial 2A playoff contender. 
Roydada (1-3) returns to Wester Field 
for th« first time in three weeks to host 
Lubbock Roosevelt, a 37-21 victor 
over Muleshoe last Friday.

Roydada’s fumble on the opening 
kickoff delighted the Fair Park Home­
coming crowd, and paved the way for 
thS Bobcats’ first score. Travis King 
connected with Mark Evans for a 6- 
yard TD pass on the Bobcats’ sixth 
snap - barely three minutes into the 
game. Matthew Vitela added the con­
version kick, and the ‘Cats were on 
their way to their third consecutive 
victory over the Whirlwinds.

The ‘Winds mounted a 12-play, 58- 
|yard drive following an exchange of 
punts which was halted at the Bob­
cats’ 16-yaid line. Childress took over 
on downs, but the Roydada defense 
stiffened and forced another Bobcat 
punt at midfield. The Whirlwinds 
fumbled on first down, and Childress 
foundnhe end zone two plays later. 
Tairrance Sims carried the final three 
yards, followed by King’s pass to Jus­
tin Keys for a 2-point conversion.

The Whirlwinds were flagged for 
an illegal hand-off on the ensuing kick 
to find themselves buried at their own 
S-yard line. The officials’ call was the 
first of several questioned by the 
Roydada coaching staff. Even though 
the breaks appeared to be going 
against them, the ‘Winds battled back 
from deep in their own territory with 
some key runs from Vernon Cooper 
and Zack Abshier.

- I  was very proud of our intensity, 
and the way we kept coming back, 
but we have got to eliminate those 
costly mistakes at critical times,” 
stated Coach Bryan Davis."There 
were a couple of questionable calls, 
but we’ve got to be able to do our best 
to overcome things like that. We are 
still making too many mistakes, but 
they are mistakes that can be cor­
rected.”

Another exchange of punts was fol­
lowed by the second Roydada turn­
over as Abshier was sacked and lost 
control of the ball. Four plays later 
another controversial ruling helped 
carry the Bobcats into scoring posi­
tion. A 1 S-yard personal foul was 
marched off against the ‘Winds for 
what appeared to be a good defensive 
play by Cooper on a Bobcat receiver. 
The critical 3rd-down decision gave 
Childress new life at the Whirlwind 
15-yard line. Moments later, Matthew 
Green scored from three yards out, 
and King converted the 2-pointer to 
give the Bobcats a commanding 23-0 
halftime edge.

The turnover bug continued to 
haunt the Whirlwinds following in­

termission. Fioydada suffered its 
fourth turnover, but Childress failed 
to capitalize on the opportunity. Both 
teams had difficulties trying to mount 
sustained drives in the scoreless 3rd 
period. Even though the Bobcats were 
up 23-0, the teams’ total yardage was 
about even at this point.

Early in the four^ period, Roydada 
sophomore Kyle Pierce broke through 
to s|K>il Travis King’s hand-off to 
M atthew Green. The disruption 
caused the Bobcats’ only turnover. 
Omar Eguia recovered for the ‘Winds 
to open the door for Roydada’s lone 
score.

Ramon McCann hauled in 
A bshier’s Ist-down pass at the 
Childress 15-yard line, broke several 
tackles, and crossed the Bobcat 
double stripe. It was the second time 
in three weeks a McCann touchdown 
prevented Fioydada from being 
blanked.

Childress returned the ensuing 
kickoff close to midfield, and quickly 
responded to Roydada’s touchdown 
with Tairrance Sims’ 56-yard TD 
scamper on first down. Vitela added 
the extra point to extend the Childress 
lead to 30-6.

The Whirlwinds were pushed back 
to their own 13-yard line on quarter­
back sacks of 12 and 10 yards in their 
next series. Abshier was blind-sided 
by Justin Keys, and had to momen­
tarily leave the field. Julian 
Hernandez was pressed into punting 
duty, but his kick was blocked. K.C. 
Murray scooped up the loose ball and 
carried it into the end zone. Vitela 
kicked the conversion for the Bob­
cats’ final margin of victory.

Any attempts by Roydada to put 
any more points on the board were 
thwarted by Childress’ stopped unit, 
and the Bobcats took possession on 
downs. Following a 19-yard pass from 
back-up QB Justin Keys to Murray 
for a 1st down at Roydada’s 12-yard 
line, Childress allowed the remaining 
time to expire on the next play.

The Whirlwinds hope to get back 
on the winning track this week when 
Lubbock Roosevelt comes to Wester 
Field for the final non-district game 
on the schedule. Roydada hosts the 
Dimmitt Bobcats in the District 2-3A 
opener next week. *- ^

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4-H Week celebrated
More than 430,000 young people 

in Texas are taking advantage of the 
Texas Agricultural Extension Service 
4-H and Youth Development Pro­
gram.

Figures from 1994 put enrollment 
at 433.855, an increase from 402,400 

'in 1990, said Dr. Nelson Jacob, 4-H 
youth development specialist. This 
latest number represents 10.8 percent 
of all Texas youth between the ages 
of 5 and 19.

The success of the program can be 
credited to a variety of learning op>- 
portunities provided through 4— H 
projects b a s^  on current research and 
designed to target youth in specific 
age groups, said Dr. Lynne 
Thibodeaux, assistant director of the 
4-H and youth development program. 
These projects allow children to de-, 
velop life skills to help them become 
more productive individuals.

"Various programs are presented 
throi'shout »he state by county Exten­
sion faculty and well-trained youth 
and adult volunteers who lend tre­
mendous support and leadership to 4- 
H,” she said. “Also, donors have pro­
vided grants and other support which 
make it possible to initiate new pro­
grams that address critical youth 
problems such as literacy.”

New 4-H in itiatives in Texas 
schools that provide educational cur­
ricula for classes in life sciences have 
also iTelped boost m em bership. 
School courses in food science, 
health, the environment, teamwork 
and conflict resolution science and 
technology, agriculture, horticulture, 
home economics and other areas have 
been enhanced by 4-H program ma­
terial.

Young people enroll in 4-H by join­
ing a community or school 4-H Club, 
by participating in a short-term, spe­
cial—interest group or by enrolling 
in a 4-H school curriculum enrich­
ment project.

Members are assisted by more than 
50,225 volunteers and can choose 
from over 40 science and technology 
and life skills projects.

Latest figures show that 4-H con­
tinues to appeal to a wide range of 
youth — preschool through 12th 
grade, rural and urban and all ethnic 
groups. More than 34 percent of 4-H 
members live in central cities; 18 per­
cent in cities and suburbs; 13 percent 
in towns and cities; 17 percent in 
towns with populations under 10,000; 
and 18 percent live on farms and in 
rural areas.

Children eight and younger make 
up 31 percent of the membership; 48 
percent are between the ages of nine 
and 11; 11 percent are 12 or 13; and 
10 percent are 14 and older.

Y E S T E R D A Y  
4-H in Texas...a brief history 
The beginning of 4-H was not the 

idea of any one individual. The 
groundwork that led to 4-H work as 
we know it today was led by pioneer 
educators and rural leaders who real­
ized the value of educational group 
activities for young people.

A New Idea
Progressive educators at the turn of 

the century were convinced that 
worthwhile leisure-time activities 
gave added meaning to school work. 
The extremely formal atmosphere of 
the school in those early days was not 
conducive to relating learning to the 
everyday needs of rural young people.

Farm leaders were disturbed by the

increasing number of boys leaving the 
farm to go to city jobs. Farm people 
demanded that the schools introduce 
subjects that would develop in boys 
and girls an appreciation of rural life 
and its opportunities. Others found 
adult farmers slow to accept improved 
methods of growing crops but discov­
ered that young people, working in 
groups, would more readily try these 
improved methods.

The present 4-H Club movement in 
Texas is an outgrowth of boys “com 
clubs” and girls “tomato clubs” dat­
ing back 65 years, or 6 years before 
the present Texas Agricultural Exten­
sion Service was organized as such.

The first boys’ “com club” was or­
ganized in 1W8 in Jack County by 
the late T. M. Marks, then holding a 
position corresponding to the county 
agricultural agent of today. The club 
was started as a result of the failure 
of an adult com show held the previ­
ous year. The remark “You can’t teach 
an old dog new tricks” prompted 
Marks to say, “Then I’ll start with the 
pups”, and that is what he did. He 
enrolled 25 boys and by demonstra­
tions, taught them the latest practices 
known in com production. The com 
show held in a caboose of a train in 
Jacksboro in the fall of 1908 proved 
Mark’s point that farm youth could 
put into practice the better known 
methods of production.

Girls were enrolled in tomato clubs 
in 1912 in Milam County with Mrs. 
Edna Trigg as the first home demon­
stration agent. Growing tomatoes and 
canning were the main demonstra­
tions.

4-H in Texas expanded rapidly fol­
lowing the creation in 1914 by the U.
S. Congress of the State Agricultural 
Extension Services.

The 4-H motto, ‘To Make the Best 
Better”, was adopted in 1920.

The National Committee on Boys’ 
and Girls’ Club work (now known as 
the National 4-H Service Committee) 
and the National 4-H Club Congress 
were organized about 1920. One of the 
highest awards is a trip to 4-H Con­
gress in Chicago each fall. Each del­
egate to the Congress is selected on 
the basis of the 4-H work as shown in 
a 4-H record, which summarizes the 
club member’s 4-H projects and ac­
tivities. The record should reflect self- 
improvement and service to others.

The First National 4-H Club Camp, 
now known as the National 4-H Con- ‘ 
ference, was held in Washington, D. 
C. in 1927. Texas has been represented 
each year by two girls and two boys. 
The Conference is held at the 4-H 
Center where 4-H members visit the 
two houses of Congress where they 
are honored by their Senators and 
Congressmen, tour the White House, 
and visit shrines of American democ­
racy and other points of interest in the 
Nation’s Capitol. They take part in 
workshops and other means of train­
ing in citizenship and 4-H programs.

The first 4-H Club emblem, adopted 
nationally about 1911, had only three 
“H’s”, one each for the head, hands, 
and heart. Some years later another 
“H” for health was added to make the 
four-leaf clover emblem we know to­
day. The late L. B. Martin, afterward 
director of the Texas Agricultural Ex­
tension Service, 1927-35, is credited 
with suggesting the fourth “H”. Mr. 
Martin was the first 4-H Club Leader 
of the U. S. Department of Agricul­
ture.

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Names are being sought for the Floyd County 
Farm Service Agency Committee ballot

Time to place name on sorghum ballot
Texas producers who grow grain 

sorghum have until Oct. 11 to place 
their name on the ballot to run for a 
seat on the Texas Grain Sorghum 
Board. Anyone who produces grain 
sorghum in Texas or who owns a farm 
in Texas on which sorghum is pro­
duced is eligible to vote in the elec­
tion or to serve as a director on the 
board.

The fifteen-member board admin­
isters the checkoff funds which are 
collected on grain sorghum grown in 
the state. An assessment of 20 cents 
per ton is collected and used to fund 
programs for research, insect and dis­
ease control, education and promotion 
of Texas grain sorghum.

Members of the Texas Grain Sor­
ghum Board represent every grain 
sorghum producing region in Texas. 
Under the assessment program, the 
state is divided into five districts, with 
each district having three representa­
tives to the board. Directors are 
elected for terms of up to six years.

In this year’s election, five direc­
tors will be elected to the board: one 
each from the West Texas district, the 
Central Texas district, the Panhandle 
district, the Coastal district and the 
Valley district.

To be listed on the ballot, a prospec­
tive director must submit a nomina­
tion form certifying that he or she re­
sides in the district to be represented

and will be willing to serve if elected. 
The nomination form must be signed 
by the nominee and ten other eligible 
voters who also reside in the district 
the person is seeking to represent. The 
forms may be obtained from the Texas 
Grain Sorghum Board office by call­
ing (806) 298-4501. Deadline for re­
turning the completed forms is Octo­
ber 11.

Ballots will be mailed to eligible 
voters. Ballots can also be obtained 
from Texas Agricultural Extension 
Service county offices from local 
grain elevators. To be counted in the 
election, ballots must be mailed to the 
TGSB office, postmarked no later 
than midnight November 17.

"Farmers and other eligible voters 
are asked to nominate candidates of 
their choice between October 5 and 
October 30 for the Floyd County 
Farm Service Agency Committee 
election ballot,” stated Trent Johnson, 
County Executive Director. The FSA 
Committee was previously known as 
the Floyd County ASC Committee.

The Farm Service Agency (FSA), 
an agency of the U.S. Department of 
Agriculture, administers farm com­
modity, crop insurance, and conser­
vation programs for farmers and 
makes farm ownership and operating 
loans. The petitioning and election of 
committee members is very important 
to all area farmers.

Farmers are reminded that to be 
valid, petitions must be limited to one 
nominee each, must include written 
certification that the nominee is will­
ing to serve if elected, and must be 
signed by at least three eligible vot­
ers in the local administrative area. 
Also, petitions must be received in the 
FSA County Office by close of busi­
ness October 30, 1995.

Eligible voters may circulate or 
sign nominating petitions tor as many 
candidates as they choose. Anyone 
wishing to nominate a farmer for the 
Floyd County FSA Committee Elec­
tion may contact the county office for 
details, including eligibility require­
ments.

Farmers should petition for and 
elect those individuals they feel 
would do a good job as an FSA com­
mittee member. FSA committees are 
essential in the administration of farm

programs and all valid petitions are 
welcome.

A list of the names of knov(|] eli­
gible persons to receive ballots in the 
upcoming annual Floyd County Farm 
Service Agency, formerly ASC, com­
mittee election is available in the 
Floyd County FSA Office. Farmers 
may begin nominating candidates on 
Octobers, 1995.

Anyone who meets the following 
requirements is eligible to vote in the 
Floyd County FSA Committee Elec­
tion: Any individual of legal voting 
age with and interest in a farm as 
owner, operator, tenant or sharecrop­
per or who is eligible to participate in 
any FSA program. The spouse of an 
eligible voter is also eligible to vote. 
A person under legal age can vote, if 
he or she runs a farm and a legal 
guardian who runs a farm for a child 
can vote for the child. No person can 
be denied the right to vote because of 
race, sex, age, color, religion, handi­
cap or national origin.

A person may cast a ballot in any 
county in which he or she is an eli­
gible voter, but a voter may not vote 
in more than one local administrative 
area in a county or area. If an eligible 
voter has separate farm interests in 
more than one local administrative 
area in tlie same county, special care 
will be taken to see that only one bal­
lot is issued to that voter.

The FSA county committee elec­
tion will be conducted from Novem­
ber 24 to December 4 by mail ballot. 
FSA, an agency of the U. S. Depart­
ment of Agriculture, administers farm

commodity, crop insurance, and con­
servation programs for farmers and 
makes farm ownership and operating 
loans.

Boundaries of local administra­
tive areas set for Floyd county FSA 
Committee elections

On September 21, 1995, the Floyd 
County Farm Service Agency Com­
mittee reviewed and determined lo­
cal administrative area, LAA bound­
aries, for the FSA County Commit­
tee elections to be held between No­
vember 24 and December 4. "This is 
one of the first steps in adipinistering 
the election," said Eddie Smith, chair­
man.

He said that in compliance with 
changes required by the Federal In­
surance Reform and Department of 
Agriculture Reorganization Act of 
1994, the County FSA Committee set 
LAA boundaries. FSA, an agency of 
the U.S. Department of Agriculture 
administers farm commodity, crop 
insurance, and conservation programs 
for farmers and makes farm owner­
ship and operating loans.

Hoyd County is divided into three 
LAA's this year. All three LAA's will 
have an election in 1995. Boundaries 
of LAA's, a boundary map, and the 
number of farms within each LAA are 
available to the public at Floyd 
County FSA Office.

Other election events will be an­
nounced as they occur. Participation 
is open to all eligible farmers regard­
less of race, color, religion, national 
origin, age, sex, marital status or dis­

Combest to speak at Lubbock forum

Debate over the 1995 Farm Billarid 

the future of agiiculturd prdgriohs in 
general is still “on the drawing board” 
according to Lubbock-based Plains 
Cotton Growers (PCG).

PCG officials note that it is impor­
tant to maintain as much of the cur­
rent program as possible or else run 
the risk of giving up the significant 
gains made by the cotton industry in 
the capture of new foreign and domes­
tic markets.

They add that during the past week 
the direction of debate has become 
somewhat confused. The only good 
news so far is that efforts in the Sen­
ate have remained fairly cohesive, 
allowing the Senate Agriculture Com­
mittee to approve legislation offered 
by Senators Cochran (R-MS) and 
Pryor (D-AR).

The Bill, titled the “Agricultural 
Competitiveness Act of 1995”, passed 
the Senate Ag Committee on Thurs­
day, September 28, by a vote of 9-8. 

Debate on the House side is much 
lore confused. During the last week 

three separate proposals were de­
feated in the House Ag Committee. A

bill offered by Representative 
Combest (R-TX) and Emersoii (R- 
MO) was defeated, even though it'nlet 
all the spreading reduction require­
ments being demanded by the House 
leadership. The Combest-Emerson 
Bill, titled the “Agricultural Compreti- 
tiveness Act of 1995” contained much 
of the language included in the bill 
just passed by the Senate.

Other bills defeated in the House 
Ag Committee included the “Free­
dom To Farm Act of 1995” put forth 
by Committee Chairman Pat Roberts 
(R-Kansas). The Roberts Bill, favored 
by many within the House leadership, 
was defeated when Representatives 
Combest, Emerson, Baker (R-LA), 
and Chambliss (R-GA) voted with Ag 
committee democrats to defeat the 
legislation. Also defeated was a 
democratic proprosal offered by Rep. 
Charles Stenholm (D-TX).

Producers who want to gain a bet­
ter understanding of the current de­
bate or want to keep abreast of the 
latest information about what is hap­
pening in Washington can attend the 
Texas Ag Forum meeting October 9 
at the Holiday Inn-Lubbock Plaza

Hotel, 3201 South Loop 289 in Lub­
bock. The registration fee for the fo­
rum is $25 and registration will be­
gin at 7:45 a.m. prior to the start of 
the program at 8:30 a.m.

Representative Larry Combest will 
be the keynote speaker at the Ag Fo­
rum. He will discuss the status of the 
Farm Bill debate as well as provide 
his view on the impHJrtance of the next 
Farm Bill to cotton producers,-to cot­
ton as an industry and to all of U.S. 
agriculture.

PCG officials report that the Pro­
gram should complete its first round 
of conu-ol applications by October 4, 
just in time to begin the second ap­
plication on October 5. Approxi­
mately 1.9 million acres have been 
included in the first application and 
similar numbers are expected for the 
second application as well.

Plains Cotton Cooperative Asso­
ciation (PCCA) announced today 
record Sales of more than $I billion 
during the cooperative’s 42nd Annual 
Stockholders Meeting in Lubbock. 
PCCA reported total net margins of 
$24.9 million and total cash distribu­
tion of $28.6 million for fiscal-year 
end June 30, 1995.

Also members were informed that 
PCCA had been singled out by Presi­
dent Clinton and U.S. Agriculture 
Secretary Dan Glickman in a recent 
news release as an example of a true 
value-added cooperative. The USDA 
news release stated in part, “ ‘Presir 
dent Clinton and I continue to advo­
cate cooperatives and the benefits 
they can provide to their producer- 
members both in domestic and for­
eign markets,’ Glickman said. ’Dur­
ing the National Rural Conference 
last spring, we heard numerous ex­
amples of this, including the case of 
Plains Cotton Cooperative Associa­
tion, in Lubbock, Texas. This is a true 
value-added success story in which 
cotton growers built and now operate 
their own denim mill and have be­

come a major supplier o f Levi 
Strauss.’”

Commenting on the news release, 
PCCA President Van May stated, 
“Adding value is what we arc all 
about. Our total cash payouts this year 
were in excess of $28 million and 
mailing of those checks for cash divi- 
dends, stock retirem ents and 
revolvement of per-unit capital retains 
will be completed very soon.” The 
cash, distribution to F*CCA members 
consists of $ 11.3 million in cash divi­
dends, $11.5 million in stock retire­
ment and revolvement of 1990-crop 
mill option capital retains totaling 
$5.8 million. The stock retirements 
include all 1988 and 1989-crop denim 
mill equities. “Combining these 
payouts with last year’s, PCCA has 
paid out more than $60 million in the 
last two years,” May stated.

An expansion to increase produc­
tion 20 percent at PCCA’s denim mill 
at Littlefield should provide increased 
profit potential for the operation. The 
$ 15.6 million project is more than half 
complete and should be finished by 
January 1, 1996. “Assuming all goes

as planned, it has a three-year pay­
back and we’ll take all the deals like 
that we can get,” May noted. For only 
the second time in its history, the 
denim mill sold more than 30 million 
linear yards of denim in fiscal year, 
1994-95.

May also reviewed the 
cooperative’s efforts to expand 
TELCOT marketing services to the 
Southeastern United States. “The 
Southeastern U.S. is one of the fast­
est growing cotton producing areas in 
the world,” he explained, “and we 
currently have TELCOT at 10 loca­
tions there for this season.”

PCCA members also re-elected the 
following directors to three year terms 
on the cooperative board: Riley True, 
District 2 and L.C. Unfred, District 
7. Members also elected Charles 
Abernathy to represent District 1, re­
placing the retiring Coy Grimes.

Private Pesticide Applicators 
certificates up for renewal
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Local districts have choice
State board approves science textbooks

The State Board of Education re­
cently approved four environmental 
science textbooks for use in the up­
coming school year. The next step is 
for local school districts to appoint a 
textbook committee to decide which 
one of the books, if any, will be in­
corporated into the environmental 
science high school curriculum.

Floyd County Farm Bureau mem­
ber, Monty Teeter said farmers and 
ranchers want both sides of the story 
told accurately to high school students 
when it comes to subjects such as glo­
bal warming and the destruction of the

ozone layer. "Well, the main thing that 
we want is to show agriculture in a 
true light," said Teeter. "Agricultural 
producers are conservationists. We 
believe in conservation methods and 
processes that protect and conserve 
water and soil," he said. Teeter added 
we would like better treatment of ag­
riculture as a whole "including pri­
vate property rights."

The two books receiving unani­
mous approval from the education 
board were Holt Environmental Sci­
ence and Environmental Science: 
How the World Works and Your Place 
In It. published by J.M. Lable. Teeter

said Farm Bureau is supportive of the 
content of these two books. Gaining 
majority approval were two books 
that are less favorable to agriculture. 
They are: Environmental Science: 
Ecology and Human Impact, pub­
lished by Addison-W esicy, and 
Wadsworth’s Environmental Science: 
Working with the Earth.

School districts that otter environ­
mental science courses will have the 
remainder of 1995 to allow local text­
book committees to decide which 
book should be available to students 
in January 1996.

Custom 
Pesticide 
Application

Private pesticide applicators who 
were certified before Jan. 10, 1989 
have until Dec. 31 of this year to re­
new their certification or apply for a 
private license. The U.S. Environ­
mental Protection Agency requires 
that certification be renewed every 
five years for private pesticide appli­
cators, such as farmers who use re­
stricted or state-limited use pesticides 
on their crops.

Two options for renewal are avail­
able. Applicators may obtain 15 con­
tinuing education units including two 
credits in laws and regulations and 
one credit in integrated pest manage­
ment by Dec. 31, and repeat this pro­
cess every five years. Or applicators 
who cannot meet the Dec. 31 dead­
line have the option of applying for a 
license. To become a private licensed 
applicator you must take the Texas 
Agricultural Extension Service’s pri­
vate applicator training course; pass 
the Texas Department of Agriculture’s 
private applicator test; and apply for 
a private applicator license which in­
cludes a $50 fee.

Continuing education units may be

obtained by completing TDA accred­
ited courses or by applying for credit 
through appropriate college credit 
courses or training held by out-of- 
state sponsors including universities, 
national associations or the federal 
government.

public access after hours. Paul Sharp, 
a day care parent, expressed a desire 
to see proper signage concerning the 
direction of traffic flow, the speed, 
and authorized loading and unload­
ing areas for school buses and vans as 
well as single vehicles.

J.R. Turner, CHD board member, 
said that he had monitored traffic at 
the day care two days during the 
week. “Some come in from the east 
and go out the wrong direction, even 
a city councilman. I think it is more 
dangerous as a one-way than it would 
be if everyone knew it was two-way 
traffic."

Turner also said he had observed 
buse.s blocking the road by stopping 
in the middle of the parking lot to drop 
off kids. He added that he had counted 
no more than 18 vehicles during the 
two hours he watched traffic into and 
out of day care. He did not specify the 
time at which he observed traffic.

Sharp stated, “Our primary con­
cern here ought to be the safety of the 
children. You are just asking for an 
accident with two-way traffic at that 
(southwest) corner of the hospital. 
One-way traffic with better signage 
and slower speed would make it 
safer.”

Jackson told the group that water 
accumulates in the low areas on the 
road at the southwest corner and ice 
form^in the winter. He said two-way 
traffic would be dangerous and there 
was a better chance of no accidents 
due to ice if traffic were one-way.

Poage said, "I sense that the board 
is very reluctant to put a loop around 
the hospital even if it is at no cost to 
the district. Is there some reason we 
are not hearing?”

Another day care supporter asked, 
“Would you rather risk an accident 
than put in a gravel road?”

Payne asked Bearden if the county 
was saying it would pay for the mate­
rial cost in the proposal. Bearden 
replied, “I think it will cost more than 
the $500.00 in the plan, but less than 
$1,000.00 and I am willing to work

with everyone to see the roadway put 
in and to work with the city and the 
day care to see to the upkeep."

Turner stated that he had voted to 
allow the day care to move into the 
hospital in order to see the building 
used. “We budgeted $27,000.00 for 
utilities and theclinic only uses two or 
three rooms over here for health care 
purposes. The rest goes for other 
things and now we seem to have lost 
control of the grounds."

Farris stated, “Personally, I think 
that we need to stop traffic from going 
down Marivena." He indicated that 
the choice to be made at this time was 
routing traffic back out the way it 
comes in or creating the loop on 
around to Crockett Street.

“I would ask for a motion propos­
ing that the city and the county close 
Marivena back up and put in the loop 
with complete signage, after hours 
gates and whatever it takes to make 
this traffic pattern work and provide 
safety for the day care kids.”

The motion was made by Payne 
and seconded by Heflin who indi­
cated the board could reconsider, due 
to the hospital’s liability, if the loop is 
not used properly in the future.

Voting in favor of the motion were 
Payne, Heflin and Farris. Turner did 
not vote. Board member Carmel 
Eastham was not present for the 
meeting.

Prior to adjourning, Payne asked 
who is responsible for maintaining

the helicopter pad on the west side of 
the hospital. She was told that it is the 
responsibility of the district, as all of 
the grounds are. She indicated that the 
weeds are growing up around the 
lights and only one of the lights was 
burning when she saw the pad the 
evening before. Farris assured her 
this would be looked into and cor­
rected.

The specific elements of the proposed action are to construct three 
deep wells, one each in the Floydada area, Tblia, and the Silverton area. 
The Tiilia site is in a cultivated field within the city limits, next to the 
existing Mackenzie Municipal Water Authority pump station. The 
Silverton site is within the Right of Way of Farm Road 2 0 7  and is adja­
cent to pasture land except at the crossing of Rock Creek. The Floydada 
site is located at the city of Floydada's farm, with transmission main 
running through pasture land to the City's water well field. Approxi­
mately 5 4 ,0 0 0  feet of water line will be required to connect the wells to 
the present system. Other improvements include the electrical, pumps, 
motors and controls.

If implemented, the project has a potential to impact two important 
land resources: Prime farmlands and floodplains. The proposed improve­
ments may result in conversion of prime and unique farmland within 
the service area and has potential to impact floodplains.

RECD has determined there is no practicable alternative to the loca­
tion of the wells and the transmission lines. The Mackenzie Municipal 
Water Authority proposes to mitigate potential adverse compacts to the 
resources by installing minimum size lines, and restricting water ser­
vices to future customers in floodplain areas.

No other federal agencies are participating in the project.
