The ordinance 
was amended to read, "A $10.00 fee 
will be charged the owner of each dog 
or cat picked up and impounded. If 
the dog or cat is picked up again 
within a year the charge will be 
$20.00. Bil Anderson made the mo­
tion and Tina Graves the second to 
change the ordinance. All voted for. 
In addition to the impounding fee, a 
veterinarian charge will be made for

rabies shots when the owner claims 
the animal.

Dogs and cats are to be kept inside 
a fenced area, or on a leash, and any 
animal caught running loose will be 
taken to the pound. If they are not 
claimed within three days they are put 
to sleep.

Now that the Senate's campaign 
finance committee has wrapped up its 
probe of wrong doing in last year's 
presidential election, and tu m ^  the 
matter over to the House, what arc 
we to make of the whole affair?

Regular readers of this irregular 
column may recall that we didn’t ex­
pect a great deal to come of the exer­
cise. Not because there was nothing 
there. In fact, there was a great deal 
there, and a great deal was brought 
to light in the Senate committee's in­
vestigation. Illegal campaign solici­
tation by both the President and Vice 
President, by their hired hands, by 
foreign agents and people acting on 
behalf of foreign agents marked the 
trail from beginning to end. A goodly 
number of those involved either fled 
the country or "took the fifth" to keep 
from testifying. Many of those who 
did testify, had convenient lapses of 
memory. All in all it was a sorry spec­
tacle.

The biggest disappointment in the 
whole affair, from our own stand­
point, was the manner in which all 
but a few of the Democrats on the 
committee conducted themselves. 
Senator Joseph Lieberman, a Demo­
crat from Connecticut, did a credit­
able job of trying to ask pertinent 
questions. Senator John Glenn, the 
ex-astronaut from Ohio, did a lousy 
job. Worse, he sought to throw up 
roadblocks at every opportunity. His 
principal line of "inquiry" was to 
make the point that "everybody does 
it," so why worry. Perhaps that should 
have been expected. After all, he was 
one of the original "Keating Five," 
along with Senator McCain of Ari­
zona. They, along with Senator Alan 
Cranston of California, and a couple 
others, lent support to Keating back 
when he was busily fleecing old folks 
in Arizona during the Savings and 
Loan debacle.

Still, there was no Democrat on the 
committee who assumed the posture 
of Senator Howard Baker, during the 
Watergate investigation. It was the 
Republican Baker who said early in 
that investigation that Republicans on 
the Watergate committee would try
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to determine "what the President 
knew and when he knew it." We saw 
nothing like that this time around. By 
and large. Democrats on the commit­
tee took the position that no wrong 
doing had been "proven," even as 
they tried to make sure no wrong do­
ing could be proven.

The word now is that Congress will 
address the campaign finance reform 
issue again next Spring. What will 
come of the vote is anyone's guess. 
Quite frankly we can see no way that 
money will not find its way into po­
litical campaigns, and as long as ev­
erything is open and above board, we 
see no real reason it should not. If one 
citizen wishes to help another citizen 
become a Congressman, or a Presi­
dent, or a Mayor, we see no reason he 
should be legally prevented from do­
ing so. There are laws on the books 
now that should prevent the most 
egregious wrongs brought to light by 
the Senate Committee. But as long as 
voters in this country elect to office 
those who continually flaunt our laws, 
or turn a blind eye to wrong doing by 
those same people, we see no real so­
lution to the practice of dirty politics 
or dirty elections. Honest people will 
administer the laws honestly. Dishon­
est people will administer those same 
laws dishonestly. They will forever be 
looking for "controlling legal author­
ity" and how to circumvent that au­
thority.

Efforts by foreign governments to 
influence our political processes has 
gone on for years. It will continue to 
go on, one way or another, although 
it ought not. TTie influence of Israel 
on the foreign policy of this country 
is legendary among political opera­
tives. Politicians of both parties fall 
all over themselves to please the gov­
ernment of Israel and its well-healed 
lobby in this country. A majority of 
U.S. politicians can always be counted 
on to send billions of our tax dollars 
to Israel in the form of "foreign aid." 
In return, they are assured of finan­
cial support when campaigns roll 
iU'ound.

And Israel is not alone, among gov­
ernments of the world, in its efforts to 
influence the policies of our govern­
ment, they are merely the most effec­
tive, and the most successful. So suc­
cessful have they become that in any 
showdown between the government 
of Israel and the government of the 

"United States. Israel will win simply

because of its influence in the Con­
gress. Israeli influence is now built 
into "the system." Hollywood, the 
national media, certain religious per­
sonalities, can all be counted on to 
project a favorable image of Israeli 
policies, no matter what. Other gov­
ernments see this, they drool and seek 
to follow suit. It does not help, obvi­
ously, when they gain the impression 
of a government of the United States 
that is for sale to the highest bidder. 
They see low rate hustlers, typical con 
men, invited to hob nob in the people’s 
White House, with the only criteria 
being how much money they can give. 
Among political high rollers, that 
word cannot fail to go out, whether it 
is among foreign governments or 
sleazy individuals in our own coun­
try.

Given all that, there are certainly 
ways to lessen the impact of foreign 
influence on the decisions of our gov­
ernment. One very important way 
would be to stringently enforce our 
current laws involving that.practice. 
There will probably never be a better 
time than now, with the spectacle of 
the current Administration's excesses 
being laid bare before us. Obviously,
we cannot expect the Administration 
to cut its own throat by leading the 
charge on this front. Attorney General 
Janet Reno has made that clear. Now 
that the Senate committee has "re­
cessed," we must look to the House 
for action. Fortunately, the House in­
vestigating committee will be chaired 
by a man who seems to have little in­
terest in being "nice."

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Floydada Chamber and PAC 
receive computers from Wes-Tex
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FLOYDADA—Wes-Tcx Resource 
Conservation and Development Area, 
Inc. has been busy distributing com­
puters and printers donated by the 
Texas office of the Attorney General 
and Texas Department of Protective 
and Regulatory Services to nonprofit 
organizations and legal subdivisions 
of the state.

The Roydada Chamber of Com­
merce and the Parent Adolescent Cen­
ter are each recipients of computers, 
and Floydada Chamber of Commerce 
was also fortunate to receive a printer.

Twenty-two computers from the 
Texas Attorney General's office and 
three additional computers, as well as 
10 printers from the Texas Department 
of Protective Services have been dis­
tributed to 25 organizations through­
out the last month in the 16 county 
area Wes-Tex RC&D services. "It is 
such a great feeling to know we have 
been able to meet a need of so many 
organizations in our area, stated Karie 
Preston, Executive Director of Wes- 
Tex Resource Conservation and De­
velopment Area, Inc. in Morton.

Wes-Tex RC&D's mission is to as­
sist rural communities in West Texas 
improve their quality of life. That is 
one reason this project is so great be­
cause the equipment went to rural ar­
eas. Most of the organizations who 
received the equipment have very lim­
ited budgets and they have been do­
ing everything by hand up to this 
point.

Wes-Tex RC&D coordinated efforts 
with Four Winds RC&D and Big 
Country RC&D to acquire this equip­
ment. "It is amazing what happens 
when everybody works together - 
great things happen," Preston said. In 
addition to the computers distributed 
in the Wes-Tex RC&D Area, 101 other 
computers were donated to volunteer 
fire departments, schools, museums 
and churches in the Big Country and 
Four Winds RC&D areas.

Other recipients identified in the 
Wes-Tex RC&D area were: Littlefield 
H istoric Preservation; M idland

In Floydada American Legion 
members of McDermott Post #118 
place flags on the courthouse square 
and donate money and time to chari­
table causes.

Forty-eight members belong to 
Floydada VFW Post #5616, which 
was chartered Jan. 18, 1946.

"We don't have any Gulf War Vet­
erans," said W.O. (Shorty) Turner, the 
VFW Quartermaster.

Metro-Plex hears beef message

If someone among the approxi­

mately 4 million persons living in the 
Dallas-Fort Worth Metroplex did not 
hear a message about beef from Sep­
tember 26-October 19, it’s probably 
becau.se he’d left the country.

The Texas Beef Council used the 
three-week run of the 1997 State Fair 
of Texas in Dallas to saturate 
Metroplex residents and visitors with 
positive information about beef TBC, 
in cooperation with a variety of part­
ners, provided a beef exhibit, partici­
pated in multiple promotions, con­
ducted educational and special 
events, and worked with area media 
and schools.

“Almost 3.5 million piersons attend 
the State Fair of Texas every year,’’ 
said rancher Jim Williams of Boling, 
TBC chairman. “Even those who 
don’t attend get into the spirit of the 
State Fair. It’s a great opportunity for 
beef to tell its story, and, once again, 
the beef checkoff program took ad­
vantage of it.”

TBC’s beef exhibit in the State 
F a ir’s Food and Fiber Pavilion 
greeted visitors with information 
about beef TBC staff Joined mem­
ber of AgriFood Masters groups, 
Texas Cattle Women chapters and 
other industry groups in manning the 
exhibit.

Tom Thumb supermarkets in the 
Metroplex and TBC promoted the 
exhibit with advertising in the chain’s 
circulars and with a one-week com­
munity radio spot. Tom Thumb and 
TBC also distributed 26,000 recipe 
cards that also contained information 
on the exhibit at checkout stands in 
the Dallas area.

Other support from Tom Thumb 
came with promotional information 
on the company’s Internet web site 
and an appearance by John Roussell, 
Tom Thumb’s senior meat merchan­
diser, in a interactive question-and- 
answer program with consumers.

“This program was very popular 
with consumers,” Williams said. 
“Consumers lined up to ask him ques­
tions for two hours.”

In all, 18,150 children and 37,100 
adults toured TBC’s exhibit.

Metroplex restaurants also joined in 
the beef effort. Good Eats Grill, a 
family style restaurant chain, featured 
chicken-fried steak as its “State Fair 
Special” in Dallas restaurants during 
the three weeks of the fair. It also disr 
tributed 20,000 recipe cards of its 
chicken-fried steak. Good Eats rep­
resentatives also appeared with TBC 
staff at the Food and Fiber Pavilion

to present tastings of pot roast to more 
than 1,200 consumers.

For its part. Old San Francisco 
Steakhouse worked with TBC to dis­
tribute more than 20,000 recipe cards 
for its ribeye steak “ State Fair Spe­
cial.” Restaurant representatives also 
demonstrated a recipe for “Cracked 
Pepper Ribeye Steaks with Roasted 
Onion Sauce” to State Fair attendees. 
More than 600 consumers sampled 
the recipe.

Beef information during the State 
Fair reached school children through 
a variety of means. Cowboy Dan, a 
country and western singer from 
Nashville, visited thred Dallas Ind^-| 
pendent School District elementaip'| 
schools on behalf of TBC. He sung 
the message that beef provides good 
nutrition according to the Food Guide 
Pyramid. He reached 600 students 
from kindergarten through third 
grade. Teachers also received free 
teaching materials from TBC on 
beef’s nutritional values.

In addition, the State Fair designated 
four days during its run as school 
days. More than 400 elementary 
school teachers received educational 
material about the beef industry dur­
ing these days.

On another day, TBC combined 
beef’s historical past with its modem 
products by bringing in a chuck 
wagon like those used on trail drives 
in the 1880’s. While on display at the 
Food and Fiber Pavilion, more than 
500 consumers saw the chuck wagon 
and sampled beef with sourdough bis­
cuits.

Media coverage of beef’s message 
was solid throughout. The Dallas 
Morning News ran a front page ar­
ticle about Cowboy Dan’s method of 
presenting positive information about 
beef in its metropolitan section. In 
addition, KPLX, a popular Metroplex 
country and western station, publi­
cized TBC’s special events on the air. 
The radio station also organized live 
remote van appearances with restau­
rant partners to promote beef and ran 
beef commercials during the three 
weeks of the state fair.

Finally, even the visitors who came 
just for football games in the Cotton 
Bowl were impacted. The industry’s 
new “Beef. It’s What You Want” com­
mercials ran 12 times a day for all 24 
days of the fair on a large screen video 
wall in the “Big Tex” courtyard.

“We reached millions of persons 
throughout the Metroplex with this 
checkoff-funded program,” Williams 
aid. “It was definitely a great program 
for our state’s beef producers.”

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Great American Smokeout w lr
includes smokeless tobacco :............. ...............honored at bridal shower

Tlie Great American Smokeout was 
the first topic of discussion for the lo­
cal board of the ACS on Monday, 
November 10. Brittany Defoor, staff 
representative, emphasized the impor­
tance of education and information in 
the fight against cancer-causing to­
bacco products.

"There has been a resurgence in the 
use of all forms of smokeless tobacco: 
plug, leaf, and snuff, but the greatest 
cause for concern centers on the in­
creased use of "dipping snufT, Defoor 
said. "In this practice, tobacco that has 
been processed into a coarse, moist 
powder is placed between the cheek 
and gum, and a number of carcino­
gens are absorbed through the oral tis­
sue. Dipping snuff is highly addictive, 
and exposes the body to levels of nico­
tine equal to those of cigarettes."

Defoor told the group that the Sur­

geon General has concluded that the 
use of smokeless tobacco i.s not a safe 
substitute for smoking cigarettes. It 
can cause cancer and a number of non- 
cancerous oral conditions and can lead 
to nicotine addiction and dependence.

The use of smokeless tobacco is 
increasing among male adolescents 
and young male adults. The Centers 
for Disease Control and Prevention's 
1995 Youth Risk Behavior Survey re­
ported that 20% of male high school 
students used smokeless tobacco. 
About 6% of men and 1% of women 
18 years and older use smokeless to­
bacco (snuff or chewing tobacco) na­
tionwide.

Educational materials have been 
distributed to the schools, according 
to Beth Faulkenberry, president of the 
Floyd County Board.

’’FO CUS ON TH E FAM ILY” with Dr. James Dobson
Question: My former wife and 

I were m arried for 13 years before 
we divorced two years ago. She has 
since rem arried and has custody 
of our 12-year-oId daughter.

Recently I've learned that my 
ex-wife is saying things to our 
daughter that I feel are damaging 
to  h e r  sp ir it .  She frequen tly  
blames her weight problem, smok­
ing addiction and financial woes 
on our daughter ("I wouldn't be 
in this mess if it weren't for you"). 
She also has no respect for our 
daughter's boundaries, and rou­
tinely confiscates cash gifts that 
a re  received fo r b ir th d a y  o r 
Christmas presents.

Since I am no longer recognized 
as the primary care-provider, I am 
somewhat hesitant to raise objec­
tions. Still, she is my daughter, and 
it pains me to see her subjected to 
this kind of abuse. Should I step 
in and make things right?

Dr. Dobson: I'm sure what you are 
witnessing is extremely distressing 
and I wish there were legal remedies 
to help you protect your daughter. 
Within certain limits, however, your 
ex-wife is permitted by the court to 
be a bad mother and even do things 
that are harmful to the child. If you 
attack her or try to place her on the 
defensive, you could even make 
things tougher for your daughter. 
Apart from what you can accomplish 
with your wife through negotiation 
and personal influence, then, your 
hands are tied.

There is, however, so much that 
you can do directly with your daugh­
ter, even though you don’t have cus­
tody over her. Work hard on that re­
lationship. Be there for her when she 
needs you. Give her the best of your 
love and attention when she visits. 
At 12 years of age, she is at the most 
vulnerable time of her life and needs 
a father who thinks she is very spe­
cial. You can have a profound influ­
ence on her if you demonstrate your 
love and concern consistently dur­
ing this difficult period of her life.

Remember, too, that the present 
situation may be temporary. Teenag­
ers are given greater latitude in de­
ciding which parent they want to live 
with. By your daughter's choice, you 
might have custody of her in a year 
or two. Until then, all you can do is 
the best you can do. I pray that it will 
be enough.

Question: My children are still 
young and they are doing fine now, 
but I worry a lot about the adoles­
cent years that lie ahead. I've seen 
o ther parents go through some 
pretty terrible things when their 
teenagers began to rebel. How can

DR. DOBSON

I help my sons avoid that turmoil 
10 years from now?

Dr. Dobson: The apprehension 
that you describe is well founded; 
many parents feel something similar 
today. The most important suggestion 
I can make is for you to redouble your 
efforts to build good relationships 
with your kids while they are young. 
That is the key to surviving the ado­
lescent years.

If they emerge from childhood 
with doubts about whether you really 
love and care for them, anything is 
possible during the turbulent teens. 
Boundaries, restrictions and threats 
will be no match for adolescent an­
ger, fhistration and resentment.

As author Josh McDowell says, 
"Rules without relationship leads to 
rebellion." He is right. That's why 
parents can't afford to get preoccu­
pied with business and other pursuits 
that interfere with the task of raising 
children. Kids are young for such a 
brief period. During that short win­
dow, they must be given priority.

Once you've done what you can to 
lay the proper foundation, I urge you 
to approach your parenting duties 
with confidence. Anxiety about the 
future is risky in itself. It can make 
parents tentative and insecure in deal­
ing with their youngsters. They don't 
dare cross them or deny their wishes 
for fear of being hated in the teen 
years. Teenagers pick up those vibes 
intuitively, with often generates dis­
respect in return.

Don't make that mistake. You have 
been placed in a position of author­
ity over your young children. Lead 
them with confidence and care.

Reducing pesticide 
risks protects wildiife

Most producers appreciate wildlife. 
They enjoy seeing wildlife on their 
farms and some benefit economically 
by leasing hunting and fishing rights 
to sportsmen. Fields provide food and 
cover for several species of wildlife. 
Quail and other birds, for example, 
nest along fence rows or in rangeland/ 
CRP surrounding fields and enter the 
fields to feed or pick up grit. Pesti­
cides applied to these areas can po­
tentially harm wildlife.

In recent years the public has be­
come more concerned about pesti­
cides and their effects on the environ­
ment. From 1987 to 1989. Texas farm­
ers and ranchers treated an average of 
15 million acres with insecticides and 
20 million acres with herbicides. As 
stewards of the land and natural re­
sources. farmers and ranchers should 
strive to use pesticides properly in 
order to minimize environmental 
risks.

The proper use of pesticides helps 
ensure that Americans have a safe, 
abundant and inexpensive supply of 
food and fiber. Pesticides improve 
crops yields and quality, and help to 
make farming profitable. However, 
im proper use o f pesticides can 
threaten wildlife and wildiife habitat.

Wildlife are directly exposed to pes­
ticides when they eat plants or seeds 
with chemical residues or when they 
swallow the pesticide granules them­
selves. They are exposed indirectly 
when they eat insects or other animals 
killed by chemicals. Wildlife that are 
in fields when pesticides are applied, 
or that enter fields shortly afterward, 
may inhale vapors or get pesticides on 
their skin or in their eyes. Pesticides 
on an animal's skin or feathers may 
be sw allow ed when the animal 
grooms itself. Pesticides washed by 
heavy rains into streams, ponds or 
other wetlands can harm aquatic ani­
mals.

Reducing pesticide use is one of the 
best ways to protect wildlife. How­
ever, pesticide reduction must be 
coupled with good pest management 
practices so that crop yields and prof­
its do not suffer. Integrated pest man­
agement (IPM) is the most effective 
method of accomplishing this objec­
tive. IPM is a system that monitors

pest populations and uses biological*, 
cultural and chemical controls to keep 
insect pests below economically dam­
aging levels. In an IPM program, pes­
ticides are used only after other tac­
tics have failed to keep pest numbers 
or damage below levels with cause 
economic crop loss.

Crop rotation is another important 
cultural control which can be used to 
suppress certain disease and insect 
pest.

In an effort to protect fish and wild­
life, keep the following in mind when 
using pesticides.

• Use IPM practices in your produc­
tion practices.

• Choose the pesticide least toxic to 
fish and wildlife.

• Protect field borders and other 
noncrop habitats from pesticide.

• Completely cover pesticide gran­
ules with soil, especially spilled gran­
ules at the ends of rows.

• Minimize chemical spray drift by 
using low-pressure sprays and nozzles 
that produce large droplets, and prop­
erly calibrating and maintaining spray 
equipment.

• Don't spray over ponds and drain­
age ditches.

• Never wash equipment or contain­
ers where rinse water could enter 
ponds or streams.

• Properly di.spose of chemical con­
tainers.

• Read and follow pesticide label 
directions.

Every pesticide user has a legal duty 
to use the chemical according to label 
directions. Using pesticides contrary 
to label directions jeopardizes wild­
life and exposes the user to criminal 
prosecution. It may ultimately result 
in further restrictions on pesticides. 
Please do your part to see that pesti­
cides are used in a responsible fash­
ion according to label directions.

Efforts by representatives of the 

Lone Star Com Growers and Texas 
Com Producers Board to bring unre­
stricted sales of Bt com varieties to the 
Texas Panhandle will receive the sup­
port of Plains Cotton Growers.

PCG officials note that two key 
points were considered when the PCG 
decision was reached;

(1) the fact that currently there are 
no stripper cotton varieties on the 
market with Bt technology, and;

(2) that during the next two to three 
years that effective resistance manage­
ment strategies be developed to allow 
the successful planting of Bt com and 
Bt cotton in the same county.

The next step will be for Monsanto 
Corp., which hold registration's for the 
Bt technologies currently licensed by 
Pioneer, Cargill and Golden Harvest, 
to determine whether or not it will go 
along with the proposal.

If Monsanto agrees to go along with 
the industry proposal sales of Bt cot­
ton varieties would not occur in north­
ern counties of Texas Panhandle 
(where no cotton is currently grown) 
and would be withheld on a year by 
year in seven corn/cotton counties 
pending evaluation of Bt cotton avail­
ability and other factors.

'The seven counties currently being 
considered in this scenario are Deaf 
Smith, Castro, Parmer, Swisher, 
Bailey, Lamb and Hale.

"It is important that growers who 
plant a combination of corn and cot­
ton have the chance to take advantage 
of the benefits associated with Bt corn 
varieties," says Steve Verett, PCG 
Executive Vice President. "PCG's

r e f e r e n d u m  
vote is official

According to a letter received from 
Agriculture Com m issioner Rick 
Perry, the Sheep and Goat Referen­
dum sponsored by the Texas Sheep 
and Goat Raisers' Association failed 
to receive the sixty-six and two-thirds 
voting percentage it needed to pass.

Lubbock-based Plains Cotton 
Growers reports that efforts to restore 
funding for crop insurance are being 
addressed through National Cotton 
Council representatives at hearing of 
the House Ag Committee Manage­
ment subcommittee, November 5.

Efforts to restore the funding re­
volve around an estimated $2(X) mil­
lion per year funding shortfall over the 
next five years. The funding shortfall 
was created by the 1994 reform bill 
which paid only a portion of crop in­
surance delivery expenses from man­
datory funds and left the remainder to 
be paid with discretionary funds which 
have been sharply cut in recent years.

In addition to the remarks on fund­
ing levels , the NCC is also preparing 
a separate statement addressing defi­
ciencies in cotton insurance provi­
sions. Among the topics to be ad­
dressed in this statement will be lack 
of replant coverage, lack of equal pre­
vented planting coverage for cotton 
relative to ther crops and the 25 per­
cent deductible that must be met be­
fore a cotton fanner can qualify for 
quality adjustment insurance.

Seedlings for conservatipn wind­
breaks are now available for order 
through the Floyd County Soil and 
Water Conservation District (SWCD). 
Landowners in Floyd County are en­
couraged to purchase the one-year-old 
seedlings before preferred stock is 
sold out, says a Texas Forest Service 
official.

Each year thousands of regionally 
adapted seedlings are grown from 
seed by the Texas Forest Service West 
Texas Nursery in Lubbock. The 
agency's primary objective is to pro­
duce and sell quality seedlings at a 
price landowners can afford, allowing 
them to plant large quantities of trees 
for windbreaks, says Robert Fewin, 
Texas Forest Service forester, Lub­
bock.

"Windbreaks are trees and shrubs 
systematically planted adjacent to 
fields, homesteads, or feedlots as a 
barrier to reduce or redirect the wind," 
Fewin explains. "They create perma­
nent, natural protection and habitat for 
wildlife, reduce erosion, and increase 
land value and aesthetics."

Wildlife'packets for habitat estab­
lishment also are available. Each of 
the four wildlife packets contain 100 
bare-root trees and shrubs which ca­
ter specifically to the habitat needs of 
quail and pheasant, deer, turkey or 
squirrel.

Seedlings ordered this fall will be 
shipped or delivered in the spring of 
1998.
