
Lockney Competes At State Locknev defeated In first trio to State olavoffs

Bees sting Longhorns
LOCKNEY -  Basketball season 

was late getting started due to post 
season play in football but this did 
not prevent the Longhorn Varsity 
from taking devoted Lockney fans all 
the way to Austin for a first h ^ d  look 
at the excitement and drama of State 
Semifinal Playoff competition in bas­
ketball. Coach Rodney Dowell and 
five LHS seniors, all of whom have 
been together since the seventh grade, 
spearheaded the Longhorn drive to 
state.

The unranked Longhorns stepped 
out on the floor of the Frank Erwin 
Center in Austin Friday, March 13, 
to play before a crowd of more than 
10,000 against #2 ranked Little River 
Academy. The bad luck associated 
with the date may have been an omen 
of things to come as the team was de­
feated 77 to 47 before the day was

over.
Little River Academy sported fif­

teen players, nine standing six feet tall 
and more in their second trip to state 
finals. Lockney's ten players were 
split, half under and half at 6 feet or 
more as they made their first trip to 
the semi-finals. The statistical advan­
tage and the pressure of a champion­
ship game stacked up against 
Lockney as the Longhorns fell behind 
early in the game and was unable to 
rebound from the deficit

"We were awe struck," said 
Dowell. "That got to us big time." He 
indicated the only way to overcome 
this is to experience it and to move 
on.

A ccording to Coach Dowell, 
"Academy did a good job handling 
our pressure. We have to have pres­
sure to be successful. They played

good team basketball, moved the ball 
around, and did a good job of han­
dling i t

"When we did make turnovers, 
when we did create missed shots, we 
couldn't capitalize. I knew Academy 
could run and their speed is decep>- 
tive. They are very well coached de­
fensively and they executed very 
well."

Lockney was able to muster 16 
points off of turnovers while LRA 
made 30.

The team averaged 37.5 percent of 
their attempted field goals during the 
game and made 31.3 percent of the 
3-pointers tried. They were more con­
sistent from the free throw line, mak­
ing 66.7 percent of the nine shots they 
were allowed.

Jr. Walker had 14 points with an as-

Coronado artifacts discoverer dies
Funeral services for Jimmy Owens, 

47, of Floydada were held Sunday, 
M ^ h  15, 1998, at 2:00 p.m. at tte  
First Baptist Church of Floydada with 
Reverend Gene Hawkins officiating. 
Burial followed at Floyd County me­
morial Park under the direction of 
Moore-Rose-White Funeral Home of 
Floydada.

Mr. Owens died in Methodist Hos­
pital in Lubbock on March 13,1998.

Owens worked for the City of Floy­
dada for 24 years and will be sincerely 
missed by all City employees. Gary 
Brown, City Manager, said "The City 
of Floydada has lost a world of knowl­
edge about water and sewer lines, etc., 
it was all in his head. He was always 
willing to respond to any call. He was 
a very dependable person, always 
pulling his own weight and more."

Friends of Owens report that he was 
a master craftsman in many areas. Al­
though self-taught, there was nothing 
Jimmy could not fix or build if he put 
his mind to the task. He was known 
to have completely restored an antique 
car. made spurs and bits for bridles, 
designed jewelry, and built beautiful 
clocks, several of which are in City 
Hall. Jack Alaniz stated "Jimmy was 
a good friend-a jack of all trades-lit- 
erally the guy could build anything he 
wanted or needed. There will never 
be another Jimmy Owens, and he will 
be missed".

Owens' love of artifact hunting was 
instilled in him at an early age by his

Grandfather Hinsley. He ^ n t  endless 
hours with his metal detector digging 
in the area canyons for anything he 
could find. When local efforts began 
in 1991 to investigate the possibility 
of Coronado's 1541 presence in 
Blanco Canyon, Owens declared if 
there was evidence in the canyon, he 
would find it. After months of search­
ing, he first found a single irem point 
followed by a copper crossbow point

These finds convinced archeologists 
and historians of the importance of the 
site and started the chain of digs which 
has resulted in teams of workers com­
ing to Floyd County at least four times 
a year since 1995.

The Associated Press release in 
April 1996 brought National attention 
to the site and N-ought many telephone 
calls and personal interviews Owens'

By the time he was in junior high 
he was performing piano music in lo­
cal churches, dances, various town 
functions, and had been featured on 
radio and television programs in West 
Texas. In high school he was making 
his own compositions.

Smith graduated K erm it High 
School in 1981 and began classes at 
Texas Tech. In 1982 Smith’s first re­
cording, "Jusl For You", was re­
leased.

From his first recording Smith 
learned that “his mission in life, his 
strength, his faith, and his love, was 
music.”

City Hall and engineering firm 
work on problems with new well

Mayor Hulon Carthel reported to 
the council on the results of the meet­
ing with representatives of Parkhill, 
Smith, and Cooper Engineers regard­
ing the city well problem. He said that 
an acceptable solution had been pro­
posed but would have to be approved 
by the firm's directors before it would 
be official.

Carthel stated that the city would 
fulfill it's contracted obligation con­
cerning the well under construction. 
The Engineering firm would drill a 
second well at it's own expense, un­
der the specifications noted by the 
mayor at the previous month's coun­
cil meeting. The city would pay for 
the pump fcM* the second well and for

the necessary piping to connect it with 
the city water supply.

Carthel said this would mean about 
$10,000.00 to $12,000.00 extra ex­
pense to the city, but would leave both 
wells pumping water for the city. This 
would mean the city would be capable 
of supplying all water needs for local 
residents and businesses even if there 
were no water allocation from Lake 
Mackenzie.

Council members indicated they 
were in agreement if the firm makes 
the offer official.

Paul Sharp and Jesse Morales met 
with the council to request that the 
council again support the summer 
baseball program with a cash contri-

bution of $2,500.00. This was ap­
proved by the council with the stipu­
lation that the city contribution would 
be decreased in future years until the 
Floydada Baseball Association can 
stand on it's own. Motion was made 
by Clar Schacht and seconded by 
Albert Hill. All voted in favor.

Operation of the Floydada Munici­
pal Swimming Pool this summer will 
be by a trio of local supervisors, 
Ruben DeLeon, Linda Edwards, and 
Katrina Gooch. The City will furnish 
the utilities and split the cost of chemi­
cals on a 60/40 basis with the city pay­
ing 60 percent and the operators 40.

session of the Floydada Independent 
School District is traditionally the ses- 
sioiT during which tt^ h e r  conuacts for 
the next school year are discussed and 
decided upon. The Thursday, March 
12 meeting saw the board handling 
that business following an executive 
session to discuss performance and 
employment of professional person­
nel, teachers, teacher assistants and 
secretaries.

Three m otions were made and 
passed by the board following the 
closed session.

Steve Lloyd made the motion to 
abolish the job of high school assis­
tant principal. Charlene Brown sec­
onded and all voted in favor of the

motion. Ih e  reasons given for discon­
tinuing the job were, first, it is one way 
in which the board feels money could 
be saved and second, most schools the 
size, of FHS do j>ot have an assistant 
principal. The board said it should not 
create an undue hardship on the prin­
cipal.

Mitch Probasco made the motion to 
renew contracts of professional per­
sonnel and teachers and to issue let­
ters of assurance to teacher assistants 
and secretaries as recommended by 
administrators. Billy Joe Villarreal 
seconded the motion and all voted in 
favor.

Jack Robertson made a motion to 
increase the local salary increment 
paid to ag teachers by $1,500.00. Bill 
Dean provided the second. Voting in

favor of the motion were Probasco, 
Lloyd, Robertson, Dean and Brown. 
Voting against were Amado Morales 
and Villarreal.

Other business handled at the ses­
sion included hearing a presentation 
by R.C. Andrews Elementary School 
Principal Charles Tyer concerning the 
retention and promotion policy for 
fourth and fifth grade students.

in one grade is usually going to be a 
student who fails in the next grade.

"Summer school is not adequately 
solving the problem." said Tyer. "Two 
weeks full day or four weeks half day

CHD considers taking 
supervisory role in EMS

FLOYDADA -  Directors for Ca- 

prock Hospital District met in regular 
session March 17 at Nielson's Restau­
rant at 7:00 a.m. Among the topics to 
be discussed was the possibility of the 
hospital district taking an active role 
in the operation of Roydada EMS.

According to Board lYesident Tom 
Farris, the EMS organization is con­
sidering dissolving the board which 
currently oversees operation of the 
Roydada ambulance service. Should 
this become a reality, Caprock Hos­
pital District could b^om e the source 
of leadership for the emergency medi­
cal service in Roydada.

"The district already has an owner­
ship interest in the organization," said 
Farris. "We own the building, the 
ambulances and part of the equipment. 
It would not be a great hardship for 
the hospital district to oversee the 
EMS operation.

"The major problem with the am­
bulance service at this time,” said 
Farris, "is a desperate need for volun­
teers to serve the community through 
this avenue. The EMS needs a larger 
trained pool of people to take calls and 
meet the emergency medical needs of 
the community."

The board also discussed the need 
to appoint a liaison for the board who 
could work closely with the EMS 
staff.

After three years in college. Smith 

left school and devoted his UQ: to . 
music.

In 1986 a second recording, "Mixed 
Emotions”, was released. Mixed Emo­
tions contained several famous tunes, 
but also an original composition called 
"Solitary Sunrise.”

“After I cut "Solitary Sunrise" I re­
alized there was hope for my compo­
sition and I didn’t have to play music 
that someone else wrote,” said Smith.

"Solitary Sunrise” was followed by 
the self titled, "Smith”', a Christmas 
recording called "A Special Gift”’, and 
the 1993 recording of "Stained 
Glass”.

“When I recorded "Stained Glass”, 
my wife, Deb^ah, had just given birth 
to our firstborn son, a few weeks be­
fore, so I was more inspired mentally, 
spiritually, and physically, than ever 
before in my life,” said Smith. “When 
I sat down behind that instrument, it 
was as if my hands were guided by 
God!”

Smith says after witnessing the 
miracle of birth he sat down at the pi­
ano at the recording studio in Lub­
bock. One hour later ten songs had 
been recorded. Every note remains the 
same from the way he played them on 
that day. "Stained Glass” is the most 
honest musical testimony of my life,” 
said Smith.

His latest recording is the "Piano 
Player.”

“I prefer to call myself a piano 
player,” said Smith. “Out here in West 
Texas, if an ole boy says he’s a ‘pia­
nist’, folks tend to look at ya awful 
funny.

“My music is sort of a three-way 
deal. It begins with God, the ‘Source’, 
passes through my soul, then out my 
fingers, then enters your ears, at which 
time you become the artist, not me. 
It’s your mind reeling, your spirit 
moving, your heart speaking. I’m just 
the one between you and the ‘Source’ 
now, the middleman, if you will, and 
without you, my position is irrelevant 
and I’ve no reason to play the piano.”

Doug Smith, his wife and two sons, 
are currently living on a cotton farm 
north of Lubbock.

Twelve year old Molly Long, of 
Roydada, will play a warm-up song 
for Smith. Long has been playing the 
piano since she was 5.

These 
students could then take the regular 
major classes for the higher grade 
while simultaneously taking the failed 
bw er grade class. Courses to be given 
up in exchange for the lower grade 
classes are music, art and physical 
education.

This action could be taken follow­
ing a recommendation by a campus 
committee composed of die principal 
and all involved teachers who will 
develop individualized contracts to 
be signed by the principal and the par­
ents or guardian of the student. At pe­
riodic intervals, the committee will 
meet to evaluate the progress of the 
student.When it is determined that 
sufficient remediation has taken 
place, the student will be allowed to 
resume a normal schedule in the 
higher grade.

If the student does not make accept­
able progress, they will be placed in 
the lower grade on a regular sched­
ule. The program will not be used for 
students who are failing three or mrxe 
subjects nor will it be used for stu­
dents who do not meet promotion re­
quirements due to excessive absences.

The structures are located on taxing 
entity owned lots and are in very di­
lapidated condition. All entities will 
have to approve the demolition before 
it can be carried out. Motion was made 
by Hill and seconded by Cornelius.

Cornelius made a motion to ap­
prove Ordinance #807 which would 
authorize the addition of $ 1.00 to each 
monthly utility bill for the purpose of 
Vector Control. This is described as 
mosquito, rodent, and bird control. 
The motion was seconded by Dale 
Lawson and approved by unanimous 
vote.

City manager Gary Brown reported 
that the water lines beneath the pro­
posed highway rebuilding sites have 
been relocated. He added that there 
may be be some located later which 
the city has no record of, but all that 
can be done at this time have been 
completed and will be valved in by 
the end of March. He also said the 
highway department has indicated 
start of road construction will likely 
be delayed by about 45 days.

Resolution #241, ratifying partici­
pation in the cogeneration project with 
West Texas Municipal Power Associa­
tion (WTMPA) was unanimously 
passed on a motion by Schacht with a 
second by Sue. The resolution details 
two changes in the agreement. The 
Hrst is that participation will be on a 
percentage basis rather than on a 
megawatt basis, so the city will have 
a 1237 meg interest in the project The 
second change is that the buy back 
provision for the power not used by 
Roydada will be for the life of the 
bonds rather than for a five year pe­
riod.

Brown also requested that the coun­
cil authorize the creation of a sign or­
dinance that can be specific for the 
entire city. He told the council the only 
sign regulation on city books is in the 
zoning ordinances and covers only 
areas along major highways through 
town.

This regulation states only that 
signs must not exceed 50 square feet 
and must pertain to the business lo­
cated dn<he lot they are ererted on.

There are no current regulations to 
govern signage in any other area of 
town said Brown. The council ex­
pressed a desire to see an ordinance
developed to handle potential future 
problems concerning signs.

Ordinance #808 was adopted by the 
council. This ordinance allows the city 
to handle dangerous dog problems by 
the methods prescribed by Section 
822.0422 of the Texas Health and 
Safety Code. This will clarify the city 
position on dangerous animals and 
allow the city to be the same as the 
state in handling such situations. Mo­
tion was made by Hill and seconded 
by Cornelius. All voted in favor.

March 10th conference will address 
breakthrough treatment for epilepsy

Epilepsy Foundation for the South 
Plains (EFSP) runs a monthly^upport 
group meeting for patients and fam­
ily who have seizures or epilepsy. On 
March 10, 1998, 7:00 p.m. a special 
presentation will be made on the 
breakthrough treatment of epilepsy by 
the Cyberonics Brain Stimulator, in 
the 1st floor conference room by the 
Emergency Department of Highland 
Medical Center (50th and University).

Dr. Dasheiff will speak and show 
videos of the surgery and patients who 
wear the device.

The Western Texas Epilepsy Asso­
ciation (WTEA) in conjunction with 
the group of Epilepsy doctors in Lub­
bock announced the availability of a 
breakthrough treatment for epilepsy, 
an implantable vagus nerve stimula­
tor, recently approved by the U.S. 
Food & Drug Administration (FDA). 
Dr. Richard George has surgically 
implanted four patients within the last 
month with this "pacemaker for the 
brain," the first new treatment modal­
ity for epilepsy in more than 100 
years.

The Lubbock group, which consists 
of neurologists and neurosurgeons 
from all three major hospitals and 
Texas Tech, are the first in the West 
Texas area and among the first in the 
nation to offer the NeuroCybemetic 
Prosthesis (NCP) System for patients 
with refractory epilepsy-those who are 
unable to control epileptic seizures 
with traditional drug therapy or brain 
surgery. The implantable device con­
sists of a generator and a nerve stimu­
la tor electrode which transm its 
antiepileptic electrical signals to the 
brain through the vagus nerve in the 
neck.

"1 am very excited that this new

therapy is available for the people of 
Western Texas," said Dr. Richard 
Dasheiff, Epileptologist at Texas Tech. 
"The frequent and violent seizures 
characteristic of refractory epilepsy 
can often control the life of a patient.

Monthly sales tax rebates received
March 1998 sales tax rebates made 

to Royd County cities from the state 
comptroller's office have been re­
ceived, with Roydada showing a de­
crease for the month when compared 
to rebates for the same period in 1997 
and Lockney displaying an increase.

Total rebates received in Floyd 
County this month were $14,955.31, 
an increase of 7.95 percent overall 
when compared to the $13,853.21 re­
ceived in March of 1997. TTie year to 
date total rebates received in Royd 
County are $46,853.64, an increase of 
5.32 percent over the $44,483.64 re­
ceived to date in 1997.

Lockney displayed an increase of 
27.31 percent over the same period for 
1997 in over all receipts. The city’s 
March check was in the amount of 
$5,148.14 compared to $4,043.56 re­
ceived in 1997. Total Lockney rebates 
todatein 1998are$14,507.62or6.92 
percent more than total rebates at this 
time in 1997.

Floydada’s check from the state 
comptroller’s office was in the amount 
of $9,807.17 showing a decrease of 
0.02 percent from the $9,809.65 pay­
ment received in March 1997.

Most people know one of the best 
ways to get heart healthy is to change 
eating behavior. What they don’t al­
ways know is how to do that without 
giving up some favorite recipes.

Cutting fat, cholesterol, calories and 
salt can actually be pretty easy, said a 
nutrition specialist at Texas A&M 
University.

"The Texas Agricultural Extension 
Service has a new guide called 'Alter­
ing Recipes For Good Health.' With a 
little planning and experimentation, 
many of our favorites can become 
better for us," said Dr. Mickey 
Bielamowicz.

One thing chefs should remember 
is that recipes are chemical formulas, 
Bielamowicz said. All changes are 
experiments. Some work very well, 
others are less satisfactory.

"Recipes for combined foods, like 
casseroles and soups, are more flex­
ible than others. A cookie recipe is 
more adaptable than a cake recipe. 
Recipes for most baked products can 
be altered, hut recipes for ^ny pre­
served product, such as pickles, salsa, 
je llies  or candies shouldn't be 
changed," she noted.

Most people don't notice much dif­
ference in their foods when the fol­
lowing kinds of changes are made.

"Reduce sugar and fat by one- 
third," Bielamowicz said.

Recipe of the Week

March is Emphasis on 
Nutrition Month

T ry  these  ideas fo r a 
healthy, cancer-fighting diet:

• Trim all visible fat from 
meat and remove the skin from 
poultry.

• Substitute low fat dairy 
products for those high in fat.

• Reduce the amount of fat 
used in cooking.

• Only use salad dressings 
sparingly.

• Amend baking recipes by 
using only half to three-quar­
ters the amount of fat recom­
mended.

• In baking, use whole wheat 
flour instead of refined white 
flour.

• Buy bread made from 
whole grain flour.

• Use brown, unpolished rice 
rather than the white, polished 
variety.

• Increase your vitamin C in­
take by eating more broccoli, 
cauliflower, greens, red and 
green peppers, tomatoes and 
citrus f r̂uits.

• Eat plenty of broccoli, car­
rots, sweet potatoes, winter 
squash and spinach which are 
very good sources of beta- 
carotene.

• Such vegetables are best 
eaten raw or cooked quickly by 
steaming or stir-frying as they 
lose fewer nutrients that way.

• Cut down on nuts and seeds 
which are naturally high in fat.

• Substitute fruit and veg­
etable juices for some of your 
tea, coffee or soda.

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For example, if a recipe calls for 1 
cup of sugar, use two-thirds of a cup 
instead. As a general rule, try using a 
half-cup of sugar per cup of flour in 
cookies and cakes. For quick breads 
and muffins, use 1 tablespoon per cup 
of flour.

"To enhance the flavor when sugar 
is reduced, add vanilla, cinnamon or 
nutmeg," Bielamowicz suggested.

Fats constitute lard, oils, shortening, 
margarine, butter and beef fat. If a 
recipe calls for a half-cup of fat, use 
one-third cup instead. This works best 
in gravies, sauces, puddings and some 
cookies. For cakes and quick breads, 
use 2 tablespoons of fat per cup of 
flour.

Herbs, spices or salt-free seasoning 
mixes will help eliminate salt from 
recipes while adding flavor. Another 
suggestion is to reduce salt by one- 
half.

"Don't eliminate salt from yeast 
bread or rolls-it is essential for flavor 
and helps texture," Bielamowicz 

, warned.

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Americans are encouraged to celebrate Ag Day on Friday, March 20
On March 20 of this year, America 

will celebrate Ag Day. Ag Day is a 
part of the Agriculture Council of 
America's celebration of National 
Agriculture Week, March 15-21. Or­
ganizers are using Ag Day to make the 
American public more aware of the 
enormous contributions of the U.S. 
agriculture industry.

"The United States is at the top of 
the worldwide agriculture market," 
said Bob Stallman, President of the 
Texas Farm Bureau. "Ag Day is an 
opportunity to make the public aware 
of the incredible impact agriculture 
has every day in our society, as well

as celebrate the outstanding achieve­
ments of American farmers and rarx;h- 
ers.

Ag Day’s 1998 theme is "Growing 
Tomorrows." This theme points to the 
increasing demand that will be placed 
on agriculture in the future. With the 
world’s population at 5.5 billion to­
day, it is expected to soar to 7.9 bil­
lion by the year 2020. Agriculture's 
ability to produce more and more food 
will be critical for this growing popu­
lation.

Fortunately, America's farmers and 
ranchers have already made great 
progress in increasing productivity.

For example, in 1960 the average 
farmer fed 25.8 people. By 1994, how­
ever, the average Amoican farmer had 
irKreused his productivity five times, 
feeding 129 people both in the U.S.

Sophisti­
cated Global Positioning Systems help 
reduce waste by using satellites and 
computers to tiutp out a field and let 
the (farmer know exactly where and 
when he needs to plant seeds, apply 
fertilizer and crop protection chemi­

cals. This not only increases crop 
yield, but saves money and protects 
the environment

Biogetietics have also increased the 
amount of food that each plant pro­
duces. Geneticists isolate desirable 
plant traits (such as disease resistance) 
and incorporate them into new plants, 
resulting in much higher crop yields.

Ranchers have also used techmloRv 
to produce leaner cuts of beef. Today's

beef has 27 percent less fat than in 
1985.

Farmers and ranchers have also 
worked hard to preserve the land. 
Farmers have employed contour fium- 
ing (planting crops around hillsides 
raOier than up and down) and reduced 
tillage practices to prevent erosion. 
Ranchers have addr^sed erosion by 
making use of sod waterways, diver­
sions, and catch basins.

Henderson upset the field in a first- 
phee time of 45 .49.

Nunez came back in his specialty, 
the 110 meter high hurdles for another 
first place finish. Trailing after the first 
six hurdles, Nunez powered Into the 
lead over the seventh barrier and 
steadily increased his advantage over 
the remaining three hurdles to post a 
winning time of 15.98 seconds. He 
topped off his evening with a 44.31 
in the 300 meter hurdles for sixth.

The biggest news of the night for 
the ‘Winds came in the short sprints.

The 1,600-meier relay, the show­

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Thornberry votes to eliminate legal headache
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U.S Rq). Mac Thornberry voted 
this afternoon for legislation that 
would help eliminate one of the "le­
gal headaches" landowners face when 
they try to take the federal government 
to court in a dispute over private prop­
erty rights.

Called the Tucker Act Shuffle Re­
lief Act, the bill would allow individu­
als who believe their property was 
unjustly taken by the federal govern­
ment to file suit in either the U.S. 
Court of Federal Claims or U.S. Dis­
trict Court. Under current law, which 
dates back to the 1887 Tucker Act, 
property owners are restricted to 
choosing between filing suit in the 
Court of Federal Claims for monetary 
relief or U.S. District Court for injunc­

tive relief.
Because of this split jurisdiction, 

Thornberry noted, neither court can 
provide full relief to an landowner 
whose in^operty has been taken by the 
federal government. Moreover, he 
added, the government often claims 
that property owners have filed suit 
in the wrong court, bouncing them 
back and forth between the Court of 
Federal Claims and the District Court 
in what has become known as the 
Tucker Act Shuffle. The legislation 
approved today would change that by 
giving property owners the right to file 
suits for monetary relief or injunctive 
relief in either the Court of Federal 
Claims or U.S. District Court

"It's bad enough for property own­

ers when the federal government 
comes in and tells them they can't use 
their land." Thornberry stated. "But 
what can make the situation even 
worse is that people often get 
Wasliington's version of a legal head­
ache when they take their case to 
court This bill will help put an end to 
that by eliminating one of the hurdles

landowners face when they file suit 
against the federal government Hq)e- 
fully, it will also help save them some 
of their time, money and patience 
along the way."

The Tucker Act Shuffle Relief Act 
passed the House of Representatives 
by a vote of 230-180. It will now be 
sent to the Senate for consideration.

Farmers arc often at the mercy of 
trading trends and consumer needs 
when it comes to taking top dollar for 
their crops. But farmers are closer than 
they think to getting that top dollar. 
Would you believe about a million dol­
lars an acre?

At a recent meeting of seed com ­
panies and journalists, it was reported 
that genetic engineering of seed is 
leading farmers closer to the day when 
high-value crops could reach that 
unheard of price. Current research at 
companies and universities could result 
in more opportunities for farmers over 
the next decade.

Take for example Canada, where 
two acres of genetically enhanced 
canola were raised to produce an anti­
coagulant valued at a million dollars an 
acre. Producing this pharmaceutical 
from canola cost about one-tenth of that 
compared with conventional methods.

These crops are being called 
“Pharma-Foods” and will be in 
demand, especially from older, more 
affluent folks, as expanding global 
populations and diversification of diets 
push agriculture into a new era. Com 
seeds are also being developed that 
would provide oral immunity to disease 
for livestock, fly and odor control, 
tolerance to high pH soils and drought 
tolerance -  all in one seed.

All this just goes to show that while 
scientific advancements continue to 
help our farmers financially, the 
benefits are truly priceless.

PCGINVOLVED IN 
CORRECTING FLAWS IN 
FEDERAL CROP INSURANCE 
COTTON PROGRAM 
The job of cwrecting the flaws in 

the Federal Crop Insurance cotton 
program has become a regular source 
of work for the cotton industry. Plains 
Cotton Growers continues to be in­
volved in this process.

Recent discussions with the USDA 
Risk Management Agency has re­
opened the issue in 1998.

RMA officials have agreed to take 
another look at several areas of con­
cern to ixoducers. Among the issues 
which the RMA has agreed to look into 
are a reexamination of the rating pro­
cedures and structure of cotton premi­
ums. the need for improvements in the 
quality adjustment coverage fex- cotton, 
the n ^  for replant coverage compa­
rable to that offered fw other crops and 
the need for another look at prevented 
planting provisions for cotton.

It is hoped that the latest round of 
talks will provide workable solutions 
in the future to many of these issues.

LEGISLATION DESIGNED TO 
HELP SUB-SAHARAN 
AFRICAN COUNTRIES 
Legislation designed to help sub- 

Saharan African countries passed the 
House of Representatives this week 
despite concerns from the U.S. cotton 
and textile industries that it will not 
lead to any significant improvements 
in the targeted area.

According to Plains Cotton Grow­
ers the end result will probably be an 
increase in the transshipment of cot­
ton goods and apparel through the sub- 
Saharan region from Asian markets.

The legislation in question is the 
African Growth and Opportunity Act 
of 1998, H.R. 1432.

Cotton and textile industry officials 
vow they will continue to work for 
changes in the legislation as it moves 
to the Senate for consideration. Indus­
try officials noted that the changes nec­
essary to make the legislation success­
ful are relatively simple and should 
improve the ability of the bill to be 
successful.

Plains Cotton Growers officials have 

learned that the Texas Department of 
Agriculture is accepting public com­
ment until April 13 on a proposal to 
create a new smaller boll weevil eradi­
cation zone from the existing statutory 
Northern High Plains Zone.

The proposed zone, the Northwest 
Plains Boll Weevil Eradication Zone, 
would consist of about 450,000 acres 
of cotton in five counties: Bailey, 
Castro, Deaf Smith, Lamb and Parmer. 
A public hearing will be held at Earth 
City Hall, Earth, beginning at 1:30 pjn. 
Thursday, April 2nd.

If the small zone is created, an ad­
visory committee will be seated to 
gauge whether there is interest in pur­
suing a comprehensive boll weevil 
eradication program within the new 
zone.

A New Look At The Emu

Emu were in great demand several 

years ago, and that resulted in esca­
lating prices which could not possi­
bly self-sustain.

Emu producers were growing birds 
for the purpose of selling them to other 
producers to grow even more birds. 
The premise was that there was not 
enough supply to meet any kind of 
demand for products.

The animals are easy to raise, have 
a good feed-conversion ration, and 
take very little land. Many of the 
people who invested in the industry 
during the high-price days had little 
or no agricultural background and few 
started with any kind of business plan. 
The unrealistic prices of a exotic mar­
ket prevented the market for breed­
ing stock from continuing to grow, and 
prices started to fall. That forced the 
industry to begin processing and de­
veloping oil and meat products.

Emu oil is known to be deeply pen­
etrating and to have anti-inflammatory 
properties. After ten years of treating 
over SOO patients in Australia, medi­
cal researchers found that emu oil was 
effective in reducing pain from burns, 
bruising, and sore joints. They also 
found that emu oil was effective in 
reducing wounds and diminished ir­
ritation from eczema. A professor of 
dermatology at Boston University re­
cently wrote that emu oil is also ef­
fective in regenerating hair growth by 
"waking up sleeping hair follicles". 
Many companies are capitalizing on 
these and other anecdotal evidence 
and have developed analgesics, sham­
poos and hair conditioners, lotions and 
creams, and bath soaps.

Most of the scientific research on 
the efficacy of the oil has been funded 
by private enterprise and is therefore 
proprietary. However, more research 
findings are beginning to surface.The 
Am erican Emu A ssociation has 
funded research on emu oil as a bum 
wound treatment. Results to these 
studies, conducted by the Texas Tech 
University's Timothy J. Hamer Bum 
Center, are expected to be published 
this spring. Additional research is be­
ing conducted on emu oil as a skin 
thickening agent in the elderly. Thin­
ning skin, a sign of aging, bmises and 
cuts more easily. It also loses its elas­
ticity, and that causes wrinkles. Pre­
liminary results from this current re­
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W orkshops offer farmers 
price risk management help

search indicate that emu oil thickens 
the skin of the elderly by as much as 
14%. Emu oil appears to be a natural 
anti-aging agent.

Over the past three years, the emu 
industry has made significant progress 
in developing markets for emu oil. 
Publication of the Emu Oil Guidelines 
last year provided the oil distributors 
and processors with the information 
they needed to produce a clean and 
shelf stable product. Working with the 
American Oil Chem ists Society 
(AOCS), the American Emu Associa­
tion is now develqiing Emu Oil Stan­
dards and a certification program that 
will allow for free market competition 
driven by consumer demand.

The red meat from the emu provides 
low fat and high nuUition and is simi­
lar in taste and texture to beef. It is 
tasty and versatile, but the emu indus­
try has learned that it is not nece.ssar- 
ily meant for the average cook. When 
overcooked, the meat can become dry 
and tough. The meat disuibution com­
panies that are the most successful 
today are those who have taigeted the 
food service industry and those who 
have developed value-added products.

From white linen restaurants to lo­
cal bar and grill establishments, emu 
meat is beginning to appear on the 
menu. Value-added products include 
jerky, meat sticks, pepperoni, break­
fast sausage, and everything in be­
tween. Consumer acceptance of these 
products is very high and the distri­
bution companies are beginning to see 
major market penetration. A recent 
example is that of a Texas based co­
operative. Emu Marketing Unlimited, 
that recently received a purchase or­
der for meat snack sticks to be sold in 
Army and Air Force Exchanges.

The picture of the emu industry to­
day is very different than it was three 
years ago. There are very few ranch­
ers actively trying to sell birds as 
breeder slock. The industry focus is 
on developing and marketing prod­
ucts. The indusU7  has established af­
filiations with other agricultural 
groups and continue to pursue the av­
enues that enhance their position. 
They have gained acceptance from the 
agricultural community and the prod­
ucts are being well received by con­
sumers. After lean times, the future 
looks bright, and industry leaders are 
cautiously optimistic that the demand 
will soon begin to exceed the supply

A farmer may not be able to con­
trol price, but he can control how and 
when he prices his crop, say agricul­
tural economists with the Texas Agri­
cultural Extension Service.

"The cotton farmer can take advan­
tage of profitable pricing opportuni­
ties only if he is prepared to evaluate 
the various alternatives," said Dc 
Jackie Smith, {xofessor and Extension 
Service economist.

To help are farmers evaluate such 
opportunities, the Extension Service 
will hold a series of one-day, in-depth 
introductory cotton marketing work­
shops. The programs will be March 
30 at Plainview, April 1 atLevelland, 
April 2 at Friona and April 3 at Semi­
nole.

These educational programs sup­
port a statewide risk management ini­
tiative funded by the Texas legislature. 
Instructors will be Dr. Carl Anderson, 
professor of agriculture economics 
and cotton marketing specialist with 
Extension Service, College Station, 
and Smith.

Participants must register for any of 
the four courses by March 25. l^ch  
workshop begins at 9 a.m. and con­
cludes at 5 p.m. The registration fee 
of $30 includes an extensive set of 
materials, but doesn't include lunch. 
Spouses are encouraged to auend, one 
fee will cover both and include one 
set of materials workshop at any 
site will be rsiiceled if 10 registrations 
for iha» oiie haven't been received by 
M:ach 25.

Registration forms are available at

offices of the Extension Service in the 
participating counties of Hale, 
Hockley, Cochran, Lubbock, Parmer, 
Castro, Bailey, Lamb. Gaines, Terry 
and Yoakum.

"All pricing alternatives are directly 
or indirectly related to the futures 
market." Smith said. "This requires 
that much of the workshop involve a 
study of the basics of futures and op­
tions."

He suggested that producers wish­
ing to attend but unfamiliar with the 
futures market visit their county agent 
before the workshop and check out an 
audiotape and a handout which intro­
duce use of the futures market for foF 
ward pricing.

Topics which will be covered in 
each woiicshop are an overview of 
price risk management, introduction 
to futures, localizing the future-basis, 
introduction to options, estimating 
costs of production, comparison of 
pricing alternatives, developing a 
marketing plan, the cotton situation 
and outlook, and organizing a market­
ing club.
