Emergency loans arc made to 
enable farmers and ranchers to 
continue normal operations 
which have been dl.srupled by 
natural disasters. These loans 
previously were available In 53 
Texas counties, and last month, 
the Secretary of Agriculture In­
creased the numbei to 235 
counties.

The Impact o f the drouht has 
centered primarily In Texas and 
Oklahoma, but Mr Futch said 
that emergency loans may be 
made outside o f designated ar­
eas to eligible applicants who 
have suffered severe losses as 
a result o f the drouth.

Current Interest rates on 
emergency loans are 4’’ * percent.

repayable as soon as possible 
consistent with the financial 
ability o f borrowers.

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Watch For Pecan 
Casebearer

BMRD — Homeowners and 
others who have pecan threes 
should be watching their trees 
closely for the pecannut case- 
bearer. Eggs from the moth are 
deposited on the tips of the 
nut closters and hatch In 4-5 
days. A fter they hatch, they 
enter the nuts, usually at the 
base, and feed. Each larvae fre ­
quently destroying an entire 
cluster. Upon reaching matur­
ity, larvae pupate In nuts and 
emerge as adults in June and 
early July.

The expected spray date for 
Callahan County Is May 26-28. 
Before spraying. Inspect the pe­
can nuts and make sure that 
you have eggs on the clusters. 
Insecticides cleared for use on 
pecan trees for the casebearer 
are: Guthton, Thlodon, Mala- 
thion, and Toxaphene. As will 
all chemlcsd, follow recommend 
ed rate on the label and use 
precaution when handling.
