Colie Huffman, hefty and good- 
natured new head football coach 
for the Friona Chiefs, arrived in 
town Monday.

Huffman immediately set at work 
making plans for the coming sea­
son, which is only a few short 
weeks away. He called his first 
session for Monday, August 27 
at 7:30 in the morning.

Running, calisthenics, and other 
exercises designed to lift boys out 
of the summer slump and into 
shape are planned by the head 
mentor. Sessions will be held in 
both mornings and afternoons until 
school starts.

Huffman says he is expecting 
about 60 boys to be out for football 
this year. He hinted optimism by 
noting that Friona will have a 
larger-than-average return of let- 
termen this year, and material 
for building a team may not be 
quite so hard to find.

He made no rash predictions 
about the Chief’s chances in the dis­
trict this year, however, merely 
saying, “ We hope to field a team.”  i

The season for the Chiefs last 
year was a little short of glorious. 
They were pasted by Springlake, 
a team which Huffman coached in 
1955, by a score of 39 to 6.

The Wolverines, incidentally, 
had a 9-2 record for the season and 
won district.

Huffman is a coach of the T for­
mation. This is considered to be 
advantageous in the case of the 
Chiefs, since all of the players are 
familiar with this type offense.

Asked whether he put emphasis 
on a strong running game, or per­
haps passing, or perhaps a razzle- 
dazzle offense, the coach just grin­
ned and said, “ Let’s say that we 
are going to put emphasis on win­
ning.”

He did add, however, that a 
knowledge of the football funda­
mentals of blocking and tackling is 
essential to a successful team, and 
that he would first concentrate on 
these foundations.

In regard to what teams the new

Proposed Constitutional Amendments
To be voted on at an election to be held on 

NOVEMBER 6, 1956
HOUSE JOINT RESOLUTION NO. 23 

proposing an amendment to Section 9 of 
Article VIII of the of Texas
so as to provide that the Cetnmissicntrs 
Court in each county may levy what■ .. r 
sums may be necessary for general fund 
purposes, permanent improvement fund 
purposes, road and bridge purposes and 
jury purposes so long as the total of these 
tax rates does not exceed Eighty Cents 
(80c) on the One Hundred Dollars ($100) 
valuation in any one (1) year, and pro­
viding further that the Commissioners 
Court shall not impair any outstanding 
bonds or other obligations; providing for 
the necessary election and form of bal­
lot ; and providing for the necessary proc­
lamations and publications.
BE IT RESOLVED BY THE LEGISLA­

TURE OF THE STATE OF TEXAS:
Section 1. That Section 9, Article VIII 

of the Constitution of the State of Texas 
be amended so as to hereafter read as fol­
lows :

"Section 9. The State tax on property, 
exclusive of the tax necessary to pay the 
public debt, and of the taxes provided for 
the benefit of the public free schools, shall 
never exceed Thirty-five Cents (35c) on 
the One Hundred Dollars ($100) valua­
tion, and no county, city or town shall 
levy a tax rate in excess of Eighty Cents 
(80c) on the One Hundred Dollars ($100) 
valuation in any one (1) year for general 
fund, permanent improvement fund, road 
and bridge fund and jury fund purposes, 
provided further that at the time the 
Commissioners Court meets to levy the an­
nual tax rate for each county it shall levy 
whatever tax rate may be heeded for the 
four (4) constitutional purposes: namely, 
general fund, permanent improvement 
fund, road and bridge fund and jury fund 
so long as the Court does not impair any 
outstanding bonds or other obligations and 
so long as the total of the foregoing tax 
levies does not exceed Eighty Cents (80c) 
on the One Hundred Dollars ($100) valua­
tion in any one (1) year. Once the Court 
has levied the annual, tax rate, the same 
shall remain in force and effect during 
that taxable year; and the Legislature 
may also authorize an additional annual 
ad valorem tax to be levied and collected

for the further maintenance of the public 
reads; provided, that a majority of the 
qualified property tax paying voters of the 
county voting at an election to be held 
tor that purpose shall vote such tax, not 
to exceed Fifteen Cents (15c) on the One 
Hundred Dollars ($100) valuation of the 
property subject to taxation in such 
county. And the Legislature may pass 
local laws for the maintenance of the pub­
lic roads and highways, without the local 
notice required for special or local laws. 
This Section shall not be construed as a 
limitation of powers delegated to counties, 
cities or towns by any other Section or 
Sections of this Constitution.”

Sec. 2. The foregoing Constitutional 
Amendment shall be submitted to a vote 
of the qualified electors of this State at 
an election to be held on the first Tuesday 
after the first Monday in November, 1956, 
at which election all ballots shall have 
printed thereon the following:

“ FOR the Constitutional Amendment 
authorizing the Commissioners Court in 
each county to levy whatever sums may 
be necessary for general fund, permanent 
improvement fund, road and bridge fund 
and jury fund purposes so long as the 
total of these funds does not exceed a 
maximum tax rate of Eighty Cents (80c) 
on the One Hundred Dollars ($100) valu­
ation in any one (1) year and so long as 
the Court does not impair any outstanding 
bonds or other obligations,

“ AGAINST the Constitutional Amend­
ment authorizing the Commissioners Court 
in each county to levy whatever sums may 
be necessary for general fund, permanent 
improvement fund, road and bridge fund 
and jury fund purposes so long as the 
total of these funds does not exceed a 
maximum tax rate o f Eighty Cents (80c) 
on the One Hundred Dollars ($100) valu­
ation in any one (1) year and so long as 
the Court does not impair any outstanding 
bonds or other obligations.”

The Governor of Texas shall 
issue the necessary proclamation for the 
election and this Amendment shall be pub­
lished in the manner and for the length 
of time as required by the Constitution 
and laws of this State.

SENATE JOINT RESOLUTION NO. 5 
proposing an amendment to the Constitu­
tion of the State of Texas, amending Sec­
tion 48a, Article III of the Constitution of 
the State of Texas, so as to authorize 
needed changes in and revision of the 
Teacher Retirement System of Texas: pro­
viding that this section shall not amend, 
alter, or repeal Section 63 of Article 16 of 
the Constitution of Texas as adopted No­
vember, 1S54, or any enabling legztlation 
passed pursuant thereto ; providing for the 
necessary election, form of ballot, procla­
mation, and publication.

In addition to the powers 
given the Legislature under Seclion 48, 
Article III, it shall have the right to levy 
taxes to establish a fund to provide re­
tirement, disability and death benefits for 
persons employed in the public schools, 
colleges and universities supported wholly 
or partly by the State ; provided that the 
amount contributed by the State to such 
fund each year shall be equal to the aggre­
gate amount required by law to be paid 
into the fund by such employees, and shall 
not exceed at any time six per centum 
(6%) of the compensation paid each such 
person by the State and/or school districts, 
and shall in no one (1) year exceed the 
sum of Five Hundred Four Dollars 
($504.00) for any such person: and pro­
vided that no person shall be eligible for 
retirement who has not rendered ten years 
of creditable service in such employment, 
and in no case shall any person retire 
before either attaining the age fifty- 
five (55) or completing thirty (30) years 
c-f creditable service, but shall be entitled 
to refund of moneys paid into the fund.

“ The Legislature may authorize all 
moneys coming into such fund to be in­
vested in bonds or other evidences of in­
debtedness of the United States, or of this 
State, or any county, city, school district, 
or other municipal corporation or district 
of this State; or in such other securities 
as are now or hereafter may be permitted 
by law as investments for the Permanent 
University Fund or for the Permanent 
School Fund of this State; provided a 
sufficient sum shall be kept on hand to 
meet payments as they become due each 
year under such retirement plan, as may 
he provided by law ; and provided that t̂he 
recipients of such retirement fund shall 
not be eligible for any other State pension 
retirement funds or direct aid from the 
State of Texas, unless such other State 
pension or retirement fund, contributed by 
the State, is released to the State of Texas

as a condition to receiving such other pen­
sion aid ; providing, however, that this sec­
tion shall not amend, alter, or repeal Sec­
tion 6,3 of Article 10 of the Constitution of 
Texas as adopted November, 1954, or any 
enabling legislation passed pursuant thére- 
to.”

Sec. 2. The foregoing constitutional 
amendment shall be submitted to a vote 
of the Qualified electors of this State at an 
election to be held on the first Tuesday 
after the first Monday in November, 1956, 
at which election each ballot shall have 
printed thereon the following words :

“ FOR the constitutional amendment em­
powering the Legislature to revise the 
existing Teacher Retirement System and to 
broaden the benefits to employees of public 
schools, colleges, and universities supported 
wholly or partly by the State, authorizing 
that, the Slate’s contributions for such pur­
poses shall equal contributions by such em­
ployees and providing that they do not ex­
ceed six per centum (6%) of the compen­
sation paid each such employee by the 
State or school district or the sum of Five 
Hundred Four Dollars ($504.00) for each 
year for any such employee, regulating the 
eligibility of such employees for retirement 
benefits and prescribing the manner of in­
vesting money accruing to the retirement 
fund.”

"AGAINST the constitutional amend­
ment empowering the Legislature to re­
vise the existing Teacher Retirement Sys­
tem and to broaden the benefits to em­
ployees of public schools, colleges, and uni­
versities supported wholly or partly by the 
State, authorizing that the State’s contri­
butions for such purposes shall equal con­
tributions by such employees  ̂ and providing 
that they do not exceed six per centum 
( G % )  of the compensation paid each such 
employee by the State or school district 
or the sum of Five Hundred Four Dollars 
($504.00) for each year for any such em­
ployee, regulating the eligibility of such 
employees for retirement benefits and pre­
scribing the manner of investing money 
aceruir.g to the retirement fund.”

Each voter shall mark out one of said 
clauses on the ballot leaving the one ex­
pressing his vote on the proposed amend­
ment. If it appears from the returns cf 
said election that a majority of the votes 
cast were in favor of said amendment, the 
same shall become a part of the State Con­
stitution and be effective from the date 
of determination of such result and the 
Governor’s proclamation thereof.

The Governor of the State of 
Texas is hereby directed to issue the nec­
essary proclamation for said special elec­
tion and shall have the same published as 
required by the Constitution and laws o f 
this State.

The Veterans’ Land 
Board may issue not to exceed Two Hun­
dred Million Dollars ($200,000,000) in 
bonds or obligations of the State of Texas 
for the purpose of creating a fund to be 
known as the Veterans’ Land Fund. Such 
bonds shall be executed by said Board as 
an obligation of the State of Texas, in 
such form, denominations, and upon the 
terms as are now provided by law or as 
may hereafter be provided by law : pro­
vided, however, that said bonds shall bear 
a rate of interest not to exceed three per 
cent (3%) per annum, and that the same 
shall be sold for not less than par value 
and accrued interest,

“ In the sale of any such bonds, a prefer­
ential right of purchase shall be given to 
the administrators of the various Teacher 
Retirement Funds, the Permanent Univer­
sity Funds, and the Permanent School 
Funds; such bonds to be issued «s needed, 
in the opinion of the Veterans’ Land 
Board.

“ The Veterans’ Land Fund shall he used 
by the Board for the sole purpose of pur­
chasing lands suitable for the purpose 
hereinafter stated, situated in this State, 
(a) owned by the United States, or any 
governmental agency thereof ; (b) owned
by the Texas Prison System, or any other 
governmental agency of the State of Texas; 
or (c) owned by any person, firm, or cor-

poration. Provided, however, the portion of 
the Veterans’ Land Fund not immediately 
committed for the purchase of lands may 
be invested in short term United States 
bonds or obligations until such funds are 
needed for the purchase of lands. The in­
terest accruing thereon shall become a 
part of the Veterans’ Land Fund.

“ All lands thus purchased shall be ac­
quired at the lowest price obtainable, to 
be paid for in cash, and shall be a part of 
the Veterans’ Land Fund.

"The lands of the Veterans’ Land Fund 
shall be sold by the State to Texas vet­
erans of the present war or wars, com­
monly known as World War II, and to 
Texas veterans of service in the armed 
forces of the United States of America 
subsequent to 1945, as may be inciuded 
within this program by legislative Act, in 
such quantities, and on such terms, and 
at such prices and rates of interest, and 
under such rules and regulations as are 
now provided by law, or as may here­
after be provided by law.

"All monies received and which have 
been received un:.cr the Cons’ itutional 
Amendment as adopted by the people of 
Texas at the election held on November 13. 
1951, and which have not been used for 
repurchase of land as provided herein by 
the Veterans’ Land Board from the sale of 
lands and for interest on deferred pay­
ments, shall be credited to the Veterans’ 
Land Fund for use in purchasing addition­
al lands to be sold to Texas veterans of 
World War II, and to Texas veterans of 
service in the armed forces of the United 
States of America subsequent to 1945, as 
may be included within this program by 
legislative Act, in like manner as pro­
vided for the sale of lands purchased with 
the proceeds from the sales of the bonds, 
provided for herein, for a period ending 
December 1, 1959; provided, however, that 
so much of such monies as may be neces­
sary during the period ending December 
1, 1959, to pay the principal of and inter­
est on the bonds heretofore issued and on 
bonds hereafter issued by the Veterans’ 
Land Board, shall be set aside for that 
purpose. After December 1, 1959, all
monies received by the Veterans’ Land 
Board from the sale of the lands, and inter­
est on deferred payments, or so much there­
of as may be necessary, shall be set aside 
for the retirement of bonds heretofore 
issued and to pay interest thereon, and 
any of such monies not so needed shall not 
later, than the maturity date of the last 
maturing bond or borrmv be deposited to 
the credit of the General Revenue Fund 
to be appropriated to such purposes as 
may be prescribed by law. All bonds issued 
hereunder shall, after approval by the At­
torney General of Texas, registration by 
the Comptroller of the .State of Texas, and 
delivery to the purchasers, be incontestable 
and shall constitute obligations of the State 
under the Constitution of Texas.

All monies received from the 
sale of land and for interest on deferred 
payments on land purchased with the 
proceeds of such additional bonds, shall be 
credited to the Veterans’ Land Fund for 
use in purchasing additional lands to be 
sold to Texas veterans, as herein provided, 
in like manner as provided for the sale of 
lands purchased with the proceeds from the 
sales of the bonds provided for herein, for 
a period ending December 1, 1965; pro­
vided, however, that so much of such 
monies as may be necessary to pay inter­
est on the additional bonds herein pro­
vided for shall be set aside for that pur­
pose.

Sign-ups for land to be placed 

an the 1957 wheat acreage reserve 
w ill be September 3 through Sep- 

' tember 21 in Parmer County, the 
ASC office announces this week.

Payment rates for wheat next 
y e a *  have been set at $5.95 per 
acre for dryland, and $11.90 per 
acre for irrigated wheat.

Planting cover crops of “ al­
most anything but wheat”  is per­
mitted, but no grazing or harvest­
ing of any crop on the land next 
year will be allowed, says Prentice 
Mills, office manager.

He added, however, that there is 
a  possibility that the restriction 
on losing wheat as a cover crop 
may be lifted at a meeting sched­
uled for August 28 in Lubbock.

Otherwise, farmers will still be 
able to take advantage of the ACP 
program available to help them 
establish cover crops with winter­
time legumes.

Land that is placed in the acre­
age reserve must have been in 
wheat in at least one of the last 
four years. This acreage will not, 
h o o v e r , be used as a deduction

in figuring farm history for es­
tablishing wheat allotment figures.

Miss Jimmie Lou Wainscott, Par­
mer County home demonstration 
agent, announces that a county 4-H 
Club bake show will be held at her 
office in the courthouse in Farwell 
on Saturday, September 8.

The show, which is open to all

ually held in conjunction with the 
county fair. Each county which 
plans to have an entrant in the dis­
trict baking contest at the Tri- 
State Fair later in September, must 
have a county show to determine 
who is eligible for district.

Each girl entering the county con­
test must submit 12 bread muffins 
and 12 cookies for judging. The 
cookies may be of the drop, roll or 
ice box variety. There is no age 
limit on those entering, but each 
entrant must be a 4-H Club mem­
ber.

Another 
illustration of how governmental 
selective processes can never be 
fair to all. •

Ralph Waldo Emerson said it: 

“ He who knows what sweets and 
virtues are in the ground, the 
waters, the plants, the heavens, 
and how to come at these enchant­
ments, is the rich and royal man.”

In looking over the district the 
last few weeks one thing has begun 
to be very noticeable. This is the 
fact that on our dry land, farmers 
who planted on the contour of the 
land have grain which will be 
cut where just across the road the 
farmer who planted up and down 
the hill won’t cut a thing. The mois­
ture conditions on the two fields 
were the same. Contour farming 
made the difference.

If you receive any rain you can 
hold it on the land by the use of 
contour rows or furrows. On up 
and down the hill rows, the water 
runs out the ends before it has 
time to go into the ground. The 
type of rains we receive in the 
summer are usually hard and fast 
and to. get them in the ground we 
need to hold them there until 
they have time to go in.

Where possible this same thing is 
true with irrigated land. In most 
instances we loose all of our rain 
water on irrigated land along with 
the soil that is washed out of the 
field. We need to conserve both 
water and soil by taking the fall 
out of our rows.

* * * *
Something to think about: Soil in 

the farmer’s bank. It won’t stand 
too many promissory notes.

* * * *
T. R. Smallwood, who lives two 

and one-half miles south and two 
and one-half miles west of Clay’s 
corner, is doing about 30 acres 
of bench leveling. He is doing this 
job with his own farm machinery.

The land is fairly flat to start 
with and he can make wide bor­
ders, whereas, if land is steep the 
borders have to be close together 
because of the yardage of dirt that 
has to be moved to make them 
level from side to side and from 
end to end. He plans to put this 
land to alfalfa.

Gas Pressure Up 
Over County Again

Gas pressure was restored in 
practically all areas suffering from 
a decline in this service, last week 
as Pioneer Natural Gas Company 
pushed the fuel into the lines from 
Panhandle fields to the north.

For several days—as long as a 
week north of Farwell—wells on 
some of the lines were either wean­
ed down to a half pipe of water or 
less, or completely shut off by the 
shortage.

Irrigation farmers, in the middle 
of their critical watering period 
during hot summer days, were in 
a mad rush to restore service by 
any means possible.

A large number converted their 
wells to butane operation.

Pioneer Natural officials allayed 
fears that the gas would not be 
available until a higher price had 
been agreed upon between the con­
sumers and the distribution com­
pany.

Club work for three consecutive 
years. We will be able to send an 
entry next year.

I recently received the follow­

ing bit of information from the 
foods specialist which I thought 
would be of interest to you.

Summer squash is a mild and 
modest vegetable. Some folks 
never appreciate its possibilities. It 
is easy to prepare, nutritious, tasty 
and low in calories.

It combines well with strong 
flavored foods such as onion, salty 
bacon and sharp cheese. It has a 
delicate sweetness of its own that 
emerges when it is merely steamed 
and lightly seasoned with salt, 
pepper and butter.

In young, tender squash that has 
not reached maturity, both skin 
and seeds are so tender that the 
whole squash may be cooked with­
out peeling or wastage. Delicate 
flavor is lost if too much water is 
used in the boiling.

For all its lightness and deli­

cacy, squash is a good source of 
minerals and vitamins. And it’s a 
wonderful “ buy”  in calories—only 
17 to a half-cup serving.

Try this summer squash with 
bacon for variety:
SUM MER SQUASH WITH BACON

2 pounds summer squash
Vi cup boiling water
1 teaspoon salt
4 strips bacon
1 green pepper
2 medium onions
Vs teaspoon ground black pepper

Wash and cut tender unpeeled 
summer squash into slices 1 inch 
thick. Place in saucepan with the 
boiling water and salt. Cover. Bring 
to boiling point. Cook until crisp- 
tender, about 15 minutes. Drain if 
necessary. In the meantime, fry 4 
strips bacon until crisp. Remove 
from the pan. Pour off all fat ex­
cept 2 tablespoons. Add green 
pepper and onions and saute until 
almost limp. Add drained squash 
and black pepper. Heat. Turn into 
serving dish. Crumble and sprinkle 
bacon over top. Serve hot.

FARM BUREAU

Natural gas is expendable, too, 
farmers learned last week. Bruce 
Parr, upon learning that his neigh­
bors, who were on a cooperative 
line, were experiencing a shortage 
of gas pressure, came into the of­
fice to get action or information 
regarding the shortage.

He called President Kaltwasser, 
who was in Lubbock attending a 
Farm Bureau meeting, and told 
him the story. Gilbert, Jack Pat­
terson, L. F. Bruns and Franklin 
Bauer, who were in the meeting 
also, immediately went to Pioneer 
Gas offices in Lubbock to confer 
with those officials.

When they returned, they were 
able to tell farmers that pressure 
would be back to normal probably 
Wednesday night. For some, this 
information saved the expense and 
trouble of converting to butane.

We are aware that bankers, 
farmers, lawyers and other indi­
viduals were making calls on this 
subject at the same time ; but your 
Farm Bureau officials were on the 
job for you, too, just like they 
were in May of 1952, when secre­
tary Hadley Reeve began negotia­
tions with President C. I. Wall, 
with what was then West Texas 
Natural Gas Company. The ob­
jective was to eliminate obstacles 
to more than one farmer being at­
tached to each tap of the gas trans­
mission lines. The objective was 
obtained before that summer was 
out.

* * * *
At the Democratic convention, 

former Secretary of Agriculture 
Wickerd was saying, we will do

thus and so “ in order to regain 
ground lost during the Eisenhower 
administration,”  when TV specta­
tor, Ralph Smith, a dryland farm­
er, quickly quipped, “ He’ll have a 
hard time finding the ground I’ve 
lost in the last three and one half 
years.”
