FRIONA NEEDS AN INDUSTRY 
WHY NOT A CHEESE FACTORY?

( II VHltl.lt OF COMMERCE

Friona ^ccds a Factory That If ill Consume a Home- 
Grown Product; That Will Afford Employment to 
Focal Labor; That Will Encourage the Expansion 
of the Dairy Interst; That Will Consume Feed.

.1 It. MeKuriaml. whose lions' is 
five miles west o f Friona. brought 
to the Star office recently a copy 
• >f the Kill.'M llerfthl. Ill which 
uas recounted the story of the ea- 
tahlislimcnt of a dhcee© factory at 
Itouml Itoek, tin* story being taken 
from the Hound Rook Lender.

The story states that the factory 
ls-guu operation on Monday, Juuu 
ary 2. and that oven on the first 
.Ihj- there was 1000 pounds of milk 
leceiv.xi to 1k> converted into rich, 
yellow cheese, ami that there lias 
laten a steady increase In the milk 
supply ever since.

The whey from the milk is drain­
ed oil into a largo wooden tank 
and Is given hack to the patrons 
who use It for hog feed. It is 
>uid to he an excellent food for 
hogs and tin* demand for it by far 
exceeds the supply. It is stated 
that there is practically no limit 
to the amount of milk the factory 
. an use, and fifty cents n |xmud for 
the butter fat Is being paid which 
is about t"u ,vnts n pound more 
than is usually paid.

There arc five other towns sui 
rounding Kouml Rock from which 
Mirrohnding communities milk is 
jfMng taken to (lie factory and one 
o f these is fifty miles away, ac­
cording to Mr McFarland. One 
farmer from one of these neighbor­
ing towns takes his milk to the 
Round Rook fuctory ami is making 
live dollars a day from tills source 
alone.

Mr. McFurland formerly lived at 
Killeen and says that country is 
almost exclusively a cotton coun­
try and that a large number of the 
farmers do not own so much as 
cue cow, and few indeed are they 

(oho  can own more than two. and 
■'iesc usually only ordinary cows.

It is his impression that i f  a 
cheese factory can be made to r>ay 
in a country so thinly stocked with 
milk eows. it would surely ]wty 
much larger dividends in this coun­
try when- now practically every 
tanners owns at least two good 
producing cows and many own as 
many as twelve or fifteen.

He says further thut practically 
all the fet'd for the cows is ship- 
|s'd into the Round Rock country, 
since the landlord allows ids ten­
ants only «  very few acres on 
which to raise anything lull cotton: 
while here the feed can be raised 
'll almost superabundance. And 
with the Improved feed mill with 
•vhleh our town is now supplied, 

''which rapidly converts the entire 
--talk. Idades and grain into tine 
meal, R is hard to conceive of 
a more desirable fet'd for dairy 
pu rpofles.

While, as stated above, nearly 
every farmer within the Friona 
territory Is milking from two to 
fifteen cows, most of them cm  and 
will keep and milk more cows if a 
market i* provided which will con­
sume their entire output at a oon- 
-lderable advance in the prices be­
ing isild at the . ream stations, and 
his is no reflection on onr local 
renm stations, since their prices 
re set by the creameries for which 

|f**} buy and they cannot pay

In the event of a local factory 
oeing established hen' that would 
pay an eight or ten cent margin 
over what is now being received 
for hotter fat. this difference alone 
would amount in the course of a 
year to quite a sum to be distrib­
uted among our formers in addi- 
lion to what is now Is'ing receiv­
'd
v Mr. McFarland is firmly of the 
..pinion that if  such institutions 
can tic made to produce profits for 
.flier localities laboring under less 
favorable circumstances than ours 
one surely would |>ay the farmers 
of the Friona territory and on this 
opinion the Star stands firmly with 
Mr. McFarland.

Hut there la an­
other Lincoln which la comparatively 
unknown and that la Lincoln, the 
leg! si u tor.

That little known period In Lin 
coin's life has beeu recalled recently 
tn the discovery by Miss Margaret t' 
Norton, superintendent of the archives 
department of the Illinois state II 
brary at Springfield, of the original 
manuscript of a piece of legislation 
sponsored by Lincoln, a resolution 
(reproduced above) which he Intro 
dnced Into the lower house of the lilt 
not* Mate assembly on Itecember 2. 
1840. It reads as follows:

Resolved, That the Committee on 
Education be Instructed to Inquire Into 
the expediency of provldlna by law for 
tha examination ae to their qua!'flea 
tlona of peraone offering themaelvea aa 
achool-teachera and that no teacher 
shall receive any part of the Public 
Retinol Funds who shall not have mc-  
oessfulty passed such examlnstton: and 
that they report by bill or otherwise—

In ylcw of the astounding rise of 
Lincoln from the obscurity of the III I 
nols backwoods to the Presidency of 
the United State* and his subsequent 
deathless fame. It Is Interesting to 
note that hla first attempt to win an 
elective office met with failure. On 
March i», 1832. there had appeared on 
the rtreeta of the little town of New 
Salem, III., a crudely primed handbill 
circular announcing the candidacy of 
A. Lincoln, the clerk in OITutt'a « ’ "re 
for the leglalature from Sungumon 
county.

Although tie was running aa a Whig 
at a time when Andrew Jackson was 
President and the Democrats were the 
“ furiously Intolerant majority" In 
Illinois, as in other parts of the aa 
tlon, Lincoln made no reference to 
national politics In tits announcement. 
Most of his statement was confined to 
a discussion of plans for Improving 
the navigability of the Sangamon 
river, then a pet topic In his district 
As Nlcolay and Hay. his biographers 
have pointed out, however, Lincoln's 
announcement was a “ well written cir­
cular, remarkable for Its soberness 
and reserve when we consider the age 
and limited advantages of the writer. ' 
Its conclusion Is especially Interest 
Ing It reads as follows:

Upon >he subjects of which I have 
treated. I have spoken ae 1 hava 
thought. I may be wrong In regard to

any or all of them: but holding It a 
sound maxim that It la better only 
sometimes to be right than at all tlmea 
wrong, ao aoon aa I discover my opin­
ions to be erroneous, I shall be ready 
to renounce them Every man
Is said to have hla peculiar ambitions 
Whether It Is true or not, I can say, 
for ons. that 1 hava no other so great 
aa that of being truly esteemed by my 
fellow men, by rendering myself w o r ­
thy of their esteem. How far I shall 
succeed In gratifying this ambition la 
yet to he developed I am young and 
unknown to many of you 1 was born 
and have ever remained In the moat 
bumble w s lk sn f  life I have no wealthy 
or powerful relations or friends to rec­
ommend me My case Is thrown ex­
clusively upon tbs Independent voters 
of the county; and. If elected, they will 
have conferred a favor upon me, for 
which I shall he unremitting In my la ­
bors to compensate Rut If the good 
people tn their wisdom shell see fit to 
keep ms In the background, 1 shall be 
t vo familiar with disappointments to 
ba very much chagrined

Before the pr«s|iecttve legislator 
could begin campaigning, however. 
Governor Reynolds of Illinois called 
for volunteers to drive Chief Black 
Hawk's Sac and Fog warriors back 
across the Mississippi and one of the 
first to respond to the call was Lin­
coln.

He w«a chosen captain of one of the 
volunteer companies but his military 
career was a short one and com pars 
lively uneventful Upon his discharge 
from the army and his return to New 
Salem he found that he had only 
uhout ten days before the August elec 
tlons tn which to carry on his cam 
pnlgn

Ills first speech In the campaign, 
made at l*api»svllle, 11 mile* west of 
Springfield, was a very brief one, con 
ulstlng of exactly 65 won)* He said: 
‘‘Gentlemen and fellow citizens: I 
presume you all know who t am. I am 
humble Abraham Lincoln I have 
lieen solicited by many friends to be­
come a candidate for the legislature. 
My politic* are short and sweet; I am 
In favor of the Internal Improvement 
system and a high protective tariff 
These are my sentiments and political 
principles. If elected I shall lie thank 
fu l; If not. It will be all the same "

Kvidcntly. at that time the good peo 
pl« did see fit to “ keep him In the 
background ' as his announcement had 
phrased It for he was defeated for 
the only time In hla life when It lay 
with the people to decide. He received 
igily 657 votes (the highest among the 
fonr winning candidate* recelvexl 
1,127), hut what mnst have been ade 
qtiste compensation for his defeat 
was the fart that among his friends 
and neighbors of the New Salem pre 
dnet he received 277 votes out of the 
280 cast

Trained in Etiquette
The second school thst A hr* ham 

Lincoln attended In Indiana was con 
dueled by Andrew Crawford a neigh 
bor of fhe Lincoln*. Crawford did 
more Gian leach the contents of bonks; 
he conducted a school of good man 
■er* He would send one student out 
of the room, and bid him or her to re 
enter as • lady or gentleman should 
enter a drawing room or parlor, WII 
Us mi K Barton wrote In the I )e«rtH»ru

Independent. One pupil w*s detailed 
to greet the entering guest, conduct 
him properly to each member of the 
school; those to whom ue was Intro­
duced were taught to respond In the 
etiquette of the day. It Ir not recorded 
how Lincoln acquitted himself In 
these formalities It la known. h..w 
ever, that he was very tall and awk 
ward He had shot up almost o»*r 
night and had reached hla full stature 
six feet three and one-half Inch**, he 
fore he was seventeen year* oM He 
weighed about one bundreu sixty

Undl scours fed by this reverse, I.ln 
coin was again a candidate In August, 
1834, and this time he won, receiving 
the highest number of votes (1.376) of 
any of the four successful candidate* 
"During his first session Lincoln occu­
pied no particularly conspicuous posi­
tion." write Nlcolay and Hay. “ lie 
held his own respectably among the 
heat. One of his colleagues tells u* 
he was not dls.ingulched by any ex­
ternal eccentricliy; that he wore, ac­
cording to the custom of the time, s 
decent sull of blue jeans; that he was 
known simply as a rather quiet young 
man. good natured and sensible. Be­
fore the session ended he had made 
the acquaintance ol mos-t of the mem 
hers, and had evidently come to be 
looked upon ms possessing more than 
ordlnnry capacity. He Introduced 
»  resolution tn favor of securing 
to the state a part of the proceeds 
of the sales of public lands within Its 
limits; he took part In the organiza­
tion of the ephemeral ‘White’ party 
which was designed lo unite all the 
anti-Jackson elements under the lead 
ershlp of Hugh. L  While of Tennes­
see; he voted with the majority In 
favor of Young ugainst Robinson for 
senator, and with the majority that 
passed the bank and canal bills, which 
were received with such enthusiasm 
through, at Illinois and which were 
only the precursors of those gigantic 
and Ill-advised scheme* that rame to 
maturity two years later, and In­
flicted such Incalculable Injury upon 
the state.”

Lincoln was reelected In 1836 and
lui . : .........ion of the legislature
was one of the "Long Nine,” the nine 
legislators from Sungaiimn county, 
noted In the history of Illinois partly 
for their stature and partly for their 
Influence In legislative matters. Their 
average height was over six feet and 
their total “altitude" was said to have 
tweeu ,V. feet. Their most noted piece 
Of legislation was that of getting the 
state capital removed from Yandalia 
to Springfield and It Is said that this 
was ac< omplished by the "adroit man­
agement of Lincoln.”

In 1838 Lincoln was stialn elected 
to the legislature by ■ greater ma 
Jorlty than ever before. Ily this time 
he was such a prominent figure that he 
wus the candidate for speaker, hut 
(he Democrats having a majority ol 
votes elected their man Again In I8txi 
he was elected to the stMte assembly 
for the fourth end Inst time. Ry now 
he had proved his ability In state 
affairs and 'he stage was being set for 
Ids entrance Into a greiMer arena, that 
of national and International fame.

I f  they 
arise from the dishonesty o f a 
heart that refuses to be convinced 
of that we do not wish to under 
stand, then opposition being tingl'd 
too greatly with insincerity, bor 
ders well upon criminality.

Indifference to truth taught al­
most Inevitably issues in a twriiai 
understanding and a partial un­
derstanding may easily lead to a 
misunderstanding. The truth as 
such is always entitled to the fair­
est consideration. It oftentimes 
haptic us. however, that we can not 
or do not dissociate that truth 
its communication, or not failing 
at that ladnt. misconstrue the per-

The irreconcilable ness of Jesus’ 
view o f the Messiah and the king­
dom of God as a spiritual entity, 
and the popular view as an Israel 
restored to temporal power with a 
temporal Messiah a» king, furnish­
ed a bed of Infection for the hypo­
critical efforts of Pharisees and 
Sadducees to poison the public 
mind against Jesus.

Tills by-play worked but poorly. 
It was evident that in order for 
that to lie true iliat Satan would 
have to forsake his outstanding 
trait, namely, his own self inter­
est. Jesus made this so cleur 
that lie utterly routed liis strate­
gists and took this coined expres­
sion off the tongues o f the people, 
leaving it the empty object Km of 
the Scribes.

Perhaps the greatest difficulty 
was the immemorial tendency of 
humanity to minimise the great- 
mm of tilings of great familiarity. 
The object ion having been made 
thai Jesus was the son o f a ear- 
|*-nter. and that his brethren were 
fellow countrymen, the mighty 
works of Jesus were so discount­

ed in the public mind that rnuuv 
were offended.

Tills greatly hindered the work 
o f Jesus. He marvelled at the 
great unbelief of his own country­
men The prejudice of too great 
familiarity made It impossible for 
him to accomplish Ids major work 
among his own people, so that he 
healed a few and left for other 
fields.

This toy Is made of sections 
cut from a big walrus tusk with s 
string of hide run through them. 
When swinging around through the 
air this toy roars like the rumble of 
thunder.

They also possess ting spears and 
fish books cut from walrus bones, 
small crossbows with Ivory-tipped ar 
rowa, beautiful little kayaks' about a 
foot long, cleverly fashioned from J 
skins and manned with carved Ivory 
hunters. Each one h(4ds a paddle of 
bone, a bone harpoon, a tiny float of 
seal skin and delicate hide lariats.
