Nothing la said when two billion 
dollars are put at their disposal, but 
much is made o f  the fact that they 
will help laboring man by giving 
him emplo]rment.

What advantages has that corpo­
ration been to Crosby county? The 
feed and seed loans were made be­
fore such a corporation was formed 
and President Hoover did not want 
to include the agricultural loans in 
the bill. Congressman Marvin Jones 
from this district was instrumental 
in seeing what little was appropriat­
ed for farmers, was so done.

Should We Publish 
AD Crunmal’s Names?

The introduction o f a resolution 
in Congress asking for an investiga­
tion o f the moving picture business 
is expected to be followed by one 
urging Uncle Sam to take a tighter 
grip on radio broadcastii^. The aver 
age Big Spring citizen isn't par­
ticularly interested in what the pic­
ture people are doing. They are pro­
viding good entertainment at reason­
able prices, and thatbs what the pub­
lic wants. How they finance them­
selves, sell their stock, and all that, 
doesn’t interest the man whose only 
interest in them is a ticket bought at 
the window.

But everyone will agree that there 
should be a clean-up in broadcasting 
methods. Today it runs largely to 
advertising. In one Ohio city a eoL 
lege broadcasting station was almost 
wiped o ff  the air because it insisted 
on providing educational instead o f 
advertising programs. Every minute 
that can be utilized for advertising 
is seized upon. Sunday is no excep­
tion to the rule; sermons are few 
but advertising ballyhoo is almost 
continuous. Lotteries are conducted 
openly and above board, and yet 
the newspaper that prints anything 
about a game o f chance is barred 
from the mails. Irresponsible writ­
ers and politicians are permitted to 
make statements over the radio that 
would bring a libel suit if  a news­
paper dartd to print the same state­
ments.

Radio is too great a blessing to 
permit the air to be hogged by big 
corporations who see in it only the 
sign o f the dollar-mark. Govern- 
ment control o f it may not be the 
answer. But govemmenuil regulation 
of it, and a closer grip on the meth­
ods o f chain bradcasting stations 
would be welcomed at this time by 
a great many million people.— Big 
Spring News.

A good friend of this county took 
! us to task one day last week because j 
we do not publish the name of peo- i 
pie who commit crimes in Terry 
county, or give a list o f cases tried 
in the various courts. This man says 
he has always been used to it where 
he came from, and would like to see 
such thingfs published in the Herald, 
and that we can get a list o f  cases 
from the county attorney each week. 
He honestly believes that it will be a 
deterant to the criminal to give his 
name, and that they will soon move 
on. His argument seems to be sound 
and maybe right. But there is an­
other side to the question, and one 
we have always considered in not 
giving such publicity.

It is not because we fear the one 
who committed the crime, or any of 
his folks. It is because we have a 
fellow feeling for the family o f even 
the criminal. If we publish the 
name o f every one, boy or girl o f a 
little known family, we would then 
feel obliged to publish the names of 
boya or girls o f the best known and 
most highly respected families in the 
county. That part would not make 
an iota o f difference to us— the ob­
scure or the prominent must both go 
in. And we never know what family 
this pittiless publicity is to fall on 
next. It might be a Stricklin or any 
other family in the county. We agree 
wi*Ji this citizen that we don’t need 
such families, but is this the best way 
to move them?

Let us examine the criminal ele­
ment in t!:e cities; We know that the 
big dalies don’t know anybody. They 
don’t stop to call the names of their 
next door neighbors if caught in 
crime. In fact they don’t know their 
next door neighbors— don’t want to 
know them. But does pittiless publi­
city keep down crime in the cities. 
Nay! Sometimes we believe that 
abuse rather hardens the criminal 
than make him better. If we thought 
for a moment that publicity would 
«top crimes in Terry county, we would 
not he.sitate a second. But we have 
long since found that the lU'^etrator 
himseli usually laughs the matter off, 
and the only sufferer will be the 
gray haired mother and father who 
are already bowed down in grief over 
the matter. It is like pouring scald­
ing grease on a bad burn to them.

The Herald does not condone 
crime in the lea.st. In fact, we be­
lieve too much mercy has been shown 
the criminally inclined in Terry coun­
ty heretofore. But since our con­
versation with this gentleman, we 
have talked the matter over with 
some o f the best and most substan­
tial citizens of Terry county, and so 
far all have agreed that the Herald 
has taken the right course in the mat­
ter. They agree with us that publicity 
would hurt the relatives o f the 
criminal far more than it w'ould him. 
That his conscience is more or less 
seared, while that o f his family would 
receive such as a dart to the heart.

In other words, the Herald has 
decided to stay by its old course. It 
would rather that a few criminals 
go unpunished than to bring tears to 
the eyes and gray hair to the head of 
the least of the noble old mothers and 
fathers of Terry county.

preparation and sale o f Better 4-H 
products and articles. Nearly 900 
home industry demonstrators and 
cooperators received $31,431 for 
such products in 1931.

How old wool and cotton garments, 
discarded hose, feed sacks and scraps 
of new nuiterial may be turned into 
attractive rugs was the story of one 
exhibit. During 1931, Texas farm 
women turned out 3,688 hand made 
mgs and mats valued at $18,632.

Reflecting a growing revival in 
the use o f cotton clothing, one dis­
play showed cotton garments for a 
family o f five, illustrating the adap­
tability o f such fabrics for mens 
suits, sports and evening wear for 
women and numerous other gar­
ments. Texas farm club girls during 
1931 made articles o f clothing valu­
ed at $33,428.

New Usee Fer Cetlea 
New uses for cotton, opening the 

way to greater consumption o f Texas* 
major agricultural product, were 
cited in another exhibit. Specimens 
o f cotton bagging, mesh bags for 
shipping vegetables, nuts and citras 
frait as well as samples o f  various 
textiles, all manufactured from cot­
ton, were on display.

Industrial uses for cotton were 
illustrated with display o f various 
mechanical parts, such as spools, 
silent timing gear used in automo- 
biles, airplane propeller tips, and 
parts for weaving machinery. Atten­
tion was called to the fact that 65 
per cent o f the 6,300,000 bales of 
cotton consumed in the United States 
in 1928 was for industrial uses as 
compared to 34 per cent of the 
domestic consumption in 1919.

The need o f reducing production 
costs and improving staple quality of 
the 1932 cotton crop was stressed. 
Important factors in accomplishing 
this were cited as terracing o f the 
land to conserve moisture and soil 
fertility, use of proper crop rotation,, 
planting of good seed of known 
breeding, seed treatment to hasten 
germination, proper cultivation, and 
use of fertilizers.

be expected. The cow in the exhibit 
representing the profitable tjrpe pro­
duced 470 pounds of butter fat in a 
year, representing value of $94.08, 
at feed cost o f $64.38, or a profit o f 
$29.70, as contrasted with 191 pounds 
of butter fat for the unprofitable 
type valued at $38.24, or $9.16 less 
than the feed cost of $47.40.

Half a dozen pigs on feed, Duroc 
Jerseys, Berkshires, and Hampshires, 
demonstrating use o f self-feeder and 
arrangement o f feed, water and shel­
ter facilities so as to give the animaLs 
every possible chance to do well, 
made up another exhibit in the live­
stock car.

Cured meats exhibit in adjoining 
car told a story o f how proper butch­
ering on the farm pays, cured and 
canned products from one 255-pound 
hog being displayed. These products 
were valued at $20 as against $9 the 
hog would bring in cash on the mar­
ket.

Two Rambuuillet ewes and three 

Angora does made up sheep and goat 
exhibit in the livestock car, these be­
ing shown as the most practical types 
for farm and ranch flocks. Proper 
methods o f feeding and shearing 
sheep and goats and the value of 
scouring fleeces before marketing 
were stressed in display booth com­
plimenting the sheep and goat exhibit 
in the livestock car. Use of the wool 
scouring plant o f the Texas Agricul­
tural Experiment Station at the col­
lege was urged for wool growers de­
siring to learn more about their wool 
crop qualities.

Growth o f  interest in the East Tex­
as permanent pasture demonstration 
contest sponsored by the East Texas 
Chamber o f Commerce was brought 
out by announcement that more than 
1000 entries have been made in the 
contest this year a.s compared with 
266 entires in 1930.

The market penalty incurred by 

<mutty wheat and control mea.'̂ ures 
for this serious whB*at disease were 
points emphasized by another exhibit. 
During 1931, approximati-ly 7 per 
cent, or about 4,000,000 bushi-ls of 
the Texas wheat crop graBlB*il smutty 
on the terminal markets, anil varying

discounts, depending on the degree 
of smut damage, were assessed by 
buyers, it was set forth.

Grain sorghum exhibit pointed out 
the advantage o f planting only well 
bred, pure line seed. During 1931, a 
total o f 1,500,000 pounds o f seed, 
all tracing back to baggt'd pure line 
seed developed by the Texas Agricul­
tural Experiment Station, were state 
certified. This latter information 
was cited to bring out the point that 
there is no longer any need of plant­
ing other than seed o f high produc­
ing strains and known pedigree.
