A dime a Democrat is the quota
assessed Texans by the Democratic
National Committee. The Texas Na-
tional Democratic osrganization of
which Roy Miller i4 director, Senator
Margie Neal, co-director, and Frank
Schofield, finsace director, has as-
sumed the task of raising the $75,-
000 deficit, which is 10 percent of
the $750,000 deficit of the Demo-
cratic National Committee.

This rather formidable sum is pro-
portionate to what Texas has receiv-
ed and expects to receive at the
hands of the Democratic party, it
was said in a statement released by
headquarters in Austin.

The amount requested from Tex-
as was approximately one-tenth of
the number of Democratic votes cast
in Texas last November. In determ-
ining the quota for each county the
Texas organization decided to allot
the quota in proportion to the votes
cast. Ten cents for each Democratic
vote approximates very closely the
sum expected from Texas.

There were 1447 votes cast in
Terry county.
