Let's Face It

Attempts are being made again this 
winter to cause people to believe that the 
climate of the High Plains is the finest 
in the world. W e are supposed to make 
fun of southern California’s smog and 
Florida’s humidity, and extoll, instead, 
the high, dry virtues of our own environ­
ment.

Now, we don’t object to publicizing 
the kind of weather we have in these parts, 
but we do feel that some of our regional 
self-appointed promoters are casting our 
climate in a role that is entirely out of 
character.

A few sandstorms such as the ones 
of the past few days should serve to con­
vince even the most stubborn that the 
Plains is no place for sissies. The northers 
that are to come this winter will furnish 
additional evidence.

Lets face it : The climate of the High 
Plains is not ideally suited for those who 
want to loll around in the sunshine any 
day of the year. The climate rather, is 
robust, or invigorating, or some other word 
that you yourself might choose. However 
you describe it, don’t convey the idea that 
we live on a placid plateau where the sun 
always shines, the wind never howls, the 
sand never blows, snow never falls, and 
it never gets too hot or too cold— because 
if does all of these and more: it sometimes 
rains!

Instead of promising people a winter
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paradise if they will but move to the 
Plains, we should instead say that they 
will discover a new kind of climate, where 
it’s hard to know from one day to the next 
what to expect, the advice of government 
weathermen notwithstanding.

W e should tell these people who 
may move here that they had better 
bring along a heavy jacket in June, for 
cold snaps in that first month of summer 
are not unheard of. And, they shouldn’t 
mothball their tennis racket or golf clubs 
just because the calendar reads Decem­
ber, because sometimes beautiful weather 
will pop out from nowhere and cause one 
to believe that spring is at hand.

It’s a crazy-quilt thing, this climate 
of ours, and we ought to stop trying to 
re-do it into a chamber of commerce ver­
sion of the sub-tropics. Let’s sell it for 
what it is— the kind of climate that puts 
spring into your step with its sudden un­
expected changes.

It has a great appeal all its own, and 
ought not be compared with established 
vacation paradises.

Parmer County Gins 
Beat 57.000 Bales

By W. H. GRAHAM, Jr.
Adding machines this week 

confirmed what farmers and gin- 
ners have been suspecting for 
weeks now—1956 was one of the 
best, if not the best, years for 
cotton production in Parmer 
County.

Figures obtained this week 
from the 13 gins in the county in­
dicate that somewhere between 
55,000 and 60,000 bales were pro­
duced in the county this year, 
from a planted acreage of about 
41,000. That would be an all-time 
high yield.

Favorable weather was the big­
gest difference for the crop this 
year. Even in the spring, condi­
tions were good, and the cotton got 
off to an early start. The growing 
season was dry, as usual, but vir­
tually all cotton is now irrigated, 
and the yield was not affected by 
drouthy conditions.

Insects failed to damage the crop 
as much as usual, and spraying 
was not nearly so widespread or 
as necessary as in previous years. 
A balmy fall, coupled with a nor­
mal date for the first killing freeze 
further insured the big yield.

Grade and staple, in addition to 
the yield, was much improved over 
last year, when a wet spell in Sep­
tember and an early freeze in Oc­
tober hurt.

A figure of 57,583 bales was ob­
tained by interview with the gins, 
although three reports were esti­
mates. Only a few bales yet remain 
to be ginned.

These 57,000 bales will give coun­
ty growers a gross income of about 
$8M> million for their crop.}Ji jfss*i # ifc

Central Parmer County had the 
biggest ginning receipts. Fleming & 
Son Gin and West Hub Gin turned 
out 13,183 bales as of Monday. Otis 
McMurtrey at Fleming & Son says 
they are still ginning some “ pick­
up” cotton, but expect to finish by

Christmas.
Grade and staple was “ way above 

average” , he says, and farmers 
made more cotton than they expect­
ed.

Leo Ruzicka at West Hub says the 
yield is above the estimates made 
in September, and the average is 
about one and one-third bales per 
acre. Fertilizer, early season insect 
control, and better water manage­
ment have been factors, he says, 
adding:

“ We can begin to look forward to 
two-bales-per-acre instead of one.”

Gins in the Friona area did 11,900 

bales worth of business this year. 
They include Tri-County Gin, near 
Summerfield, and Plains Farmers 
and North Plains Gins at Friona. 
The first two had shut down and 
could not be located, and estimates 
on their totals were made.

E. L. Morrison at North Plains 
says most of the cotton there this 
year has been middling white, and 
that yields were good, too. Strip­
pers are finished, and only hand 
work in cleaning up the fields is yet 
to be done.

Friday will probably be the last 
day for North Plains to run, he 
says.

* * * *
Gins in the Lazbuddie area 

ground out 9380 bales this year.
Dick Scott at Scott Gin near 

“ Clay’s Corner”  commented that 
it has been a good year and that 
he is pleased with the harvest. He 
doesn’t expect to gin more than 25 
or 30 more bales this year.

Watkins’ Gin at Lazbuddie re­
ports this year to be about the 
same as last year in the amount 
of cotton ginned, but yields and 
quality of the staple have gone up, 
they report.

In Farwell, Nickels’ and Watkins’ 
gins turned out 7,389 bales this sea­
son. Doris Reeves at Nickels’ says 
“ 100 more”  will catch their season.

Some farmers got better yields 
this year—some less than normal— 
but the average has been an im­
provement, she says.

“ It’s the best we’ve ever done,”  
R. S’. Smalts describes the season 
at Watkins’ . Yield and grade has 
been good. He said Gilbert Watkins 
got 46 bales off 19 acres.

* * * *
Bovina gins turned out 7,931 bales 

this year, indicating a good season 
for them. Ovid Lawlis at Lawlis & 
Ely believes that the cotton this 
year “ was as good as we’ve ever 
had here.”  Staple length and grade 
were improved.

Oklahoma Lane and Lariat gins 
had 6,964 bales this season, the sur­
vey indicates.

W. E. Goforth at Shafer Gin in 
Lariat says the crop is considerably 
better than last year, and adds, 
“ There was a lot of 2-bale cotton.”  
He said he weighed in 22 bales 
from seven acres on the Elmer 
Hargrove farm.

Mrs. Harold Carpenter, weigher 
at the Oklahoma Lane Gin, also re­
ported a good year, but the gin 
there got started late with its pull­
ers, she says, which cut down some 
on the total amount ginned.

* * * *
People are speculating on wheth­

er more cotton goes outside of Par­
mer County to be ginned than 
comes in. The gin in the northeast­
ern part of the county probably 
picks up some from Deaf Smith and 
Castro Counties, but Tam Ann Gin 
just a quarter mile from the line 
(in Castro County) on Highway 86 
undoubtedly “ borrows”  from Par­
mer.

The Pleasant Valley Gin, and 
those at Muleshoe in Bailey County 
pull some from Parmer, too, but 
this county gains at Lariat and at 
Farwell. Most observers seem to 
feel that Parmer County loses 
some cotton to its neighboring coun­
ties.

Judged 
Near Top 
In Contest

A sample of Texas certified hy­
brid grain sorghum, No. 610, grown 
by Roberts Seed Company in Par­
mer County last summer, won the 
reserve champion place for all 
classes at the International Live­
stock Exposition grain and hay 
show in Chicago last month.

Roberts hybrids also won first 
place in other threshed grain sor­
ghums at the same show, and the 
Texico firm ’s production on certi­
fied Martin and 7078 milo took blue 
ribbons at the New Mexico state 
fair last fall.

“ All these wins can be credited 
to our three graduate agronomists 
for making these crops possible,”  
says M. C. Roberts of the seed 
firm. They are James Patrick, Far- 
well; Jim Gaede, Muleshoe; and 
Payton Ramey, Hereford.

Wayne Garth grew the hybrid 
sorghum on a crossing block near 
the Hub community.

. For something which is easy to 
fix and different, try this “ easy to 
put together”  popcorn cake. 1 cup 
sugar, 1 cup white corn syrup, V2 
cup water, 2 tablespoons butter or 
margarine, 1 cup small colored 
gum drops, food coloring, and pop­
ped corn to fill 10-in tube pan.

Combine sugar, syrup, water, and 
butter and cook over medium heat 
until the sugar dissolves. Cook to 
soft ball stage or about 240 degrees 
F. Remove from flame and allow 
bubbles to simmer down. Add food 
coloring to the desired color. Com­
bine gum drops with popcorn. Pour 
syrup over popped corn and gum 
drops. Mix until each grain of corn 
is coated.

Press into well greased 10 inch 
tube pan. Unmold immediately on 
greased platter. When firm, cut in­
to slices for serving. This cake will 
be easier to handle than popcorn 
balls and should delight the child­
ren.

The principle of soil and water 

conservation measures are compli­
cated in application, and call for 
thorough technical knowledge of 
their purposes, and how to apply 
them. They are generally used in 
combination with one another, and 
each must fit the need of a par­
ticular piece of land. Their appli­
cation must conform with the prin­
ciples of hydrology, engineering, 
and agronomy.

Both training and experience is 
necessary here. No amount of in­
door training can take the place 
of actual experience on the land. 
Under the varying conditions of 
topography and drainage, the 
wrong thing done, or the right 
thing left undone on any farm can 
cause serious damage to the entire 
farm.

Under the program of the Soil 
Conservation Service in assisting 
farmers of the Parmer County Soil 
Conservation District, many con­
servation measures are being used 
to get the job done scientifically. 
Not all conservation measures are 
used on each farm, but are used 
in accordance with each acre’s 
needs to protect and improve it.

By signing a conservation agree­
ment with the Parmer County SCD, 
a farmer becomes a district co- 
operator and will be eligible to re­
ceive technical help on hiß farm. 
This is simply a statement of the 
farmer’s intention to use the land 
within its capabilities.

The technical assistance that is 
available includes a land capability 
inventory, and a conservation farm 
plan. The land capability inventory 
will help determine . the capabili­
ties of each acre of the farm. It 
also tells the difficulty of risk in­
volved in operating a particular 
farm.

Some land is suited for intense 
cultivation and requires only good 
farming methods. Other land re­
quires much more intense treat­
ment to produce crops. Still other 
land is best suited for grazing. 
Each acre has its capability.

Land capabilities are deter­
mined mainly by the kind of soil 
(fine, medium, or coarse texture), 
the slope of the land, the amount 
and kind of erosion and-the climate. 
Land capabilities determine the 
best method of handling a piece of 
land, whether it can safely be 
farmed intensely as under irriga­
tion or if it should be left or put 
back into grass.

The land capability map also 
determines the intensity with which 
a piece of land can be farmed 
without using conservation prac­
tices such as soil improving crops 
in crop rotation, and the best 
method for planting crops. *

After the land capability inven­
tory is completed, a complete con­
servation plan can be made to fit 
the land and to suit the needs of the 
farmer. The plan will be a guide to 
use in farming the land. Some 
plans will be simple, others more 
complicated because of different 
land capabilities. For more in­
formation on a conservation plan, 
contact one of the five SCD super­
visors or the local SCS office in 
Friona.

In keeping with the bit of philos­
ophy expressed last week—that of 
aiming at such a time when there 
will be no islands of our population 
insulated from the general pros­
perity of our nation—the policies of 
Farmers Union can best be under­
stood when studied as a whole 
rather than by isolated resolutions 
adopted as a part of the woi’k 
program.

Unchanged is the policy of 
Farmers Union to urge the repeal 
of our present “ sliding scale”  
farm price support program, and 
to urge the enactment by Congress 
of a comprehensive mandatory 
family farm income protection plan 
with adequate supplementary mea­
sures that will be in the general 
public interest, and will protect the 
right of farm families to earn by 
their management, labor, and pro­
perty ownership an income compar­
able to that to be gained in other 
occupations.

This goal was promised by Pre­
sident Eisenhower during the re­
cent political campaign as 100% of 
parity of income. If the president 
were sincere in that promise, then 
our only difference is in the plan 
that will accomplish such an end.

To accomplish 100% of parity of 
income for the family type farm, it 
is necessary for all farm commodi­
ties be included at 100% of parity 
by means of workable combinations 
of production payments direct to 
farmer or rancher and price-sup­
porting government loans, purchas­
es, and purchase agreements.

Expansion of the human use of 
farm commodities by means of in­
creased U. S. consumption and ex­
ports is a necessary part of the plan 
to soften the rigors of hunger and 
could now being suffered by thou­
sands at home as well as abroad, 
and at the same time bring about 
economic recovery of the family 
farmer whose income has been con­
stantly going down while he could 
see general prosperity throughout 
the nation.

In addition to the need for price 
protection, there is at present a dire 
need for the establishment of a 
federal “ yardstick”  family farm

credit program—one that will fit 
the need of the farmer rather than 
have the farmer be fitted to the 
loan; the emergency loans for ex­
ample.

It is our firm belief that adequate 
credit for the family farmer will be 
the difference in his ability to re­
main on the farm and his having to 
join the ever increasing force of 
labor in the metropolitan areas.

In view of the fact that every 
great country which has had a de­
cline in farm populations has had a 
resulting decline as a civilization, 
it is all the more urgent that Amer­
ica recognize the spiritual strength 
which comes from the land. We 
must provide a program which is 
fair and will keep America strong 
by keeping those who love the land 
on the land in order to conserve 
our natural and spiritual resources 
which we have in such abundance.

To distinguish between our pres­
ent plan of classifying six of our 
farm commodities as “ basic”  for 
price support purposes and the gen­
eral program of Farmers Union, 
let me say as a matter of convic­
tion, we believe that all farm com­
modities are basic to the families 
who produce them.

We, therefore, favor the enact­
ment of legislation that will provide 
100% of parity income protection to 
beef cattle, milk, wool, lambs, hogs, 
poultry and eggs, grain sorghum, 
barley, oats, rye, corn, cotton, pea­
nuts, rice, soybeans, fruits and 
vegetables, and nil other farm com­
modities.

We further believe that each farm 
family should be eligible for income 
protection up to the maximum pro­
duction of an economically ade­
quate family farm. This is to dis­
tinguish between the family farm 
and the “ corporate”  farm which 
would become the national pattern 
if the family farmer is not given 
parity income protection by legis­
lative action in the next congress.

The following letter from the Hon. 
George Mahon shows the respon­
siveness of our congressmen when 
called upon to get needed changes 
made.

Dear Friend:
I have before me the petition 

which you and others signed in re­
gard to cotton classing problems in 
our area and I want to thank you 
for it. I am presenting the infor­
mation to officials in the Depart­
ment of Agriculture and to appro­
priate committees of congress urg­
ing and demanding that relief be 
granted through a drastic improve­
ment in the administration of the 
program and that a specific loan be 
made on light spots.

The situation is intolerable and I 
shall leave no stone unturned in an 
effort to be helpful in this vitally 
important matter.

Winterizing Farm 
Machinery Advised

A hard freeze can play havoc 
with auxiliary motors, tractor 
engines and sprayers unless they 
have been properly, winterized 
says W, L. Ulich, extension agri­
cultural engineer.

Auxiliary motors should be clean­
ed; the crankcase drained and 
refilled with new oil and the 
motor run for a few minutes to 
coat all surfaces with oil. The 
radiator should be drained and 
flushed with a reliable radiator 
cleaner and then flushed again 
with clear water.

Remove the spark plugs. Give 
them a good cleaning and adjust 
and oil before replacing them, says 
Ulich. The upper cylinder walls

should be lubricated while the 
plugs are out. Drain the fuel tank 
and allow to air dry. Cover the 
end of the exhaust and breather 
pipes to prevent moisture from 
entering the motor. Clean and 
charge the battery and store it 
where it will not freeze.

To winterize spray equipment, 
the engineer advises flushing the 
entire system. All drain plugs 
should be removed and the pump 
operated for a few minutes. Open 
all valves while the pump is run­
ning to release any trapped water 
and remove and place all valve 
balls in oil. Drain the oil from 
the pump and flush with kerosene; 
refill the pump with new oil. 
Grease and turn shafts to distrib­
ute the grease on shafts and 
bearings and hang hose so all 
water drains out.

Give all machinery a good clean­
ing; pack bearing to seal out 
moisture; remove belts and can-

vasses and store in a dry, rodent- 
proof container and apply a rust 
inhibitor to all polished surfaces 
such as plow moldboards and 
sieves. While this job is being 
done, Ulich suggests a close inspec­
tion of all machinery for broken, 
bent or worn parts. Repairs or 
replacements can be made during 
the winter.

Winterizing farm machinery and 
equipment can save valuable time 
and money in addition to adding 
years to the serviceable life of the 
equipment, says Ulich. Too, the 
present cost-price squeeze is such 
that farmers just cannot afford 
losses which can be prevented.
