Imigation Purposes
Congressman George Mahon was
advised today that it would be possi-
ble for West Texas farmers to secure
loans under Title 1 of the Federal
Housing Act for the purpose of put-
ting down irrigation wells on their
farms. This interpretation was made
by the Legal Department of the Fed-
eral Housing Administration after
Mr. Mahon had called on them in re-
gard to the irrigation problem.

The Act provides that the Federal
Housing Administration may insure
loans made by local banks to home
owners for the purpose of making
improvements up to $2000. A farm-
er may apply to his local banker for
funds to put down a well and provide
the equipment. If this loan is made
in accordance with the regulations of
the Act, it will be insured by the Fed-
eral Housing Administration, accord-
ing to the information received.

Of course the local banks would be
the judges of the soundness and de-
sirability of this type of loan. The
future policy of the Federal Housing
Administration in regard to these
loans can not be predicted with cer-
tainty.

Contract to Be Let
For Surfacing No. 51

Three South Plains counties, Daw-
son, Cochran and Terry, will have
surfacing projects on which contracts
are to be let April 30, according to
announcement from Austin.

In Dawson county, a 17-mile sec-
tor of No. 9 from Lamesa north to
the Lynn county line near O’Donnell
is to be surfaced. This highway is
now open to traffie with a two course
caliche base completed. Surfacing
will be of triple asphalt.

Double asphalt surfacing for No
24 from Whiteface to Morton, 12.4
miles including a spur into Whiteface
will be included in the bidding.

Terry county’s sector is 15.2 miles
of triple asphalt surfacing on No. 51
from Browrnfield northeast to the
Hockley county line a short distance
east from Meadow.

Noted About Town

Saturday morning the writer had
the opportunity of visiting some of
our business and professional men in
their places of business and noted
some recent improvements. W. L.
Bandy has just completed one of the
neatest and best arranged produce
and cold storage plants perhaps in
this section. On one side of the
building, and running nearly the en-
tire length, is three c¢~ld storage com-
partments each some 14x16 feet.

In one is found the vegetables that |
require a temperaturee of near the
freezing point. In another is found
the fuits such as oanges and grape-
fruit that require a slightly higher
degree, and lastly such as bananas
that do not require a very frigid tem-
perature, but a very moist one. Each
compartment has its individual refrig
eration. The cream testing depart-
ment is a model of convenience and
cleanliness. Mr. Bandy does not only
buy cream, eggs, poultry and other
produce, but supplies local merchants
in fresh vegetables and fruits.

The next place visited was among
the professional men up stairs over
the Brownfield State Bank. We
found that W. H. Black had moved
his Federal Loan office into the
rooms recently occupied by Dr. M. E.
Jacobson, and that Dr. A. F. Scho-
field has moved into the offices vaca-
ted by Mr. Black. Mr. Schofield has
some very neat, well lighted offices
in the new place, and will appreciate
a call from his customers.

Then he
opened fire on the “Vulture” and his
bombardment was so annoying that
the slop moved down the river.

When Andre was ready to return,
the oarsmen hired to row him out
to the British ship were too lazy to
go the extra distance. So the only

Really Big Breezes

disposing of the ineflicient producers,
rather than putting high-priced feed
through them when they will not give
enough milk to pay for it. In case
the dalryman wishes to keep the low
producers, it would be well to rough
them through the winter, saving the
graln feed for the better producers
which will return some profit.

Williams cites the test figures from
a county testing association. The ten
high cows in the county produced more
than twice as much milk as the ten
low producers. Each hundred pounds
of milk produced by the poorest cows
required 76 cents worth of feed. while
the best cows needed only 30 cents
worth to produce the same amount of
milk.

The best cow on test returned, dur-
ing last year, $05.02 above feed cost,
while the average poor cow returned
only $1.58. Sixty poor cows would be
needed to produce the same income
above feed cost as the one best cow.

Ground or Whole Grain

There I8 no advantage in grinding
graln for voung calves, according to
experiments recently finished at Pur-
due university. Ten calves were raised
to an age of six months on whole grain
and ten more were fed on ground
grains of the same kind. At the end
of the experiment one lot had gained
just ahout the same amount as the
other.

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Visiting Silt Richer
Than Local Soils

BY J. SAM LEWIS
Avalanche-Journal Staff Writer

DUST that has settled over the
South Plains and other sections of
the Southwest in recent weeks is far
richer in plant food value than much
of the local soil, according to analy-
sis published in government bulletins.

Average depth is probably around
an eighth of an inch, possibly more,
although no one seems to be able to
state positively.

Source Far Away

Most of the dust, or silt, apparent-
ly comes from eastern and south-
eastern Colorado, central western
Kansas and the great plains area to
the north. Part may have come from
as far north as Wyoming.

However, most of those in touch
with soil values agree that the de-
posists will enrich to some extent, at
least, this area. The question seems
to be one of depth and conservation,
rather than the value of the soil.

Silt Worth Much

Light Plant in Stomach
Without fire and without electricity,
the tiny flashing lanterns which are
the fireflies and the fox-fire fungus of

wood, brighten northern summer
nights, and twinkle through troplc
| evenings.

The little fireflies secrete two juices

which, when they are mixed together,.
The juices are made In their
stomachs as a part of their ordinary

glow,

digestion, says the St. Louls Globe-
Democrat.

Scientists have taken similar sub-
stances from different kinds of an-
imals, and by mixing them, have cre-

' ated the same glowing light that the

firefly does In Its ordinary lving.

Another kind of “cold light” is fox-
fire, or “punk,” as children often call
the small pieces of fungus-covered
wood which one sees glowing almost
anywhere In the woods at night. Fozx-
fire wood shines with a light caused
by substances similar to those in the
firefly's abdomen, but whereas the
light of the firely is rather golden,
the light of the “punk” has all the
colors ranging from violet to orange,
with green predominating.

Other night-shining creatures are
those which make the Mediterranean
and other tropical seas wonderfully
luminous at night. These tiny swim-
mers, which are too small to be seen

without the aid eof a microscope, float |
| on top of the water, making it flash

with gold as each little wave laden
with millisns of them rolls after its
neighbor. And the light they give 1s
mostly a violet light, containing no
red at all when It Is tested by the
gpectroscope, which separates out all

i the colors of white light.

Mass Movement of Buffale

Among the more prodigious and
headstrong animal migrations is that
of the western buffalo—an epic re-
corded by buffalo hunters and others
who followed its last wild trek. Seton
mapped the migrations of what he
called the Saskatchewan and the Red
river herds. The territory involved is
northern Montana, North Dakota,
with a small area running across the
Canadian border. Early In the Nine-
teenth century the Red river buffalo
herd went north by the Souris and the
Qu'apelle valleys, and came south
along the Red river. But on account
of the growing Selkirk settlement,
they abandoned the Red river and in
1820 went south by the Pembina hills

route. This movement of buffalo, It ‘
