A delivery truck from Abilene pulled
a power line down on Wednesday.

On Thursday the thunderstorm that
brought that nice rain also caused another
power interruption. This time affecting
the whole town. A main circuit breaker
in the West Texas Utilities sub-station
north of the cemetery tripped because of
an overload condition on the Baird lines.
WTU crews were dispatched and power
restored, but a large transformer in the
city sub-station at the park failed. The city
crew, workingunder the adverse condi-
tions of a steady rain interrupted by heavy

showers with a lot of lightning, isolated
the troubled area just before dard and re-
stored power to all residences.

On Friday the trouble was located, once
again at the water treatment plant. Two
transformers had failed, disabling the
pumps that deliver water to the storage
tanks.
