Whacks
Salaries

Reversing a decision made in a 
January meeting, Parmer County’s 
commissioners lowered their sal­
aries at a meeting Monday. At a 
previous meeting they had decid­
ed to increase the commissioners 
salaries from $1,800 per year to 
$2,400, and the county judge’s pay 
from $3,000 to $3,600.

They voted to return their 
salaries to what they have been 
in previous years. Little discus­
sion was heard before the ac­
tion, but unofficially, complaints 
from some other county officials 
and citizens were listed as rea­
sons.

It was pointed out that the com­
missioners had the authority to 
raise their own salaries but did 
not choose to do so if there 
would be any dissatisfaction. 
Other business at the meeting 

included setting the tax rate for 
the year at 95 cents, the same as it 
has been in the past. The property 
valuation was also set at the same.

The Security State Bank of Far- 
well was named depository for

This tie will be played off 
Friday night, although Coach 
Dempsey Watkins said Wednes­
day that at that time he wasn't 
sure where the game will be 
played.
Friona is considered to have a 

"fighting chance”  to win the boys 
tournament, since they have shown 
considerable strength in recent 
showings. They handled Farwell 
easily Tuesday night.

If the Chiefs lose to Sudan, 
they run head-long into Morton in 
the first game of the upper bracket 
at 9:30 Tuesday evening. If they 
whip the Hornets and retain third 
place, they meet Springlake at 
6:30 Tuesday in the first game in 
the lower half of the bracket. Far- 
well advances to the semi-finals 
with a bye.

Coach Watkins this week says 
he figures the Chiefs will have a

better chance to win if they 
come up through the lower half, 
even though it would mean they 
would have to win an extra game 
to capture the tournament.
It has been practice that has 

given the Friona teams its im­
provement.

The F arw el Steers, who finished 
second in the loop, play their first 
game at 8:30 Thursday. They will 
play the best of Friona-Sudan- 
Springlake.

The boys finals will be at 8:30 
Friday.

In the girls bracket, identical 
seedings are used. Friona finished 
with an unblemished record for 
the No. 1 spot The Squaws will 
meet Springlake (No. 4) at 8 
Tuesday.

Farwell and Morton open the 
tournament at 5 Tuesday. They 
hold 3rd and 5th places in district, 
respectively. Sudan has a bye to 
the semi-finals, to be Thursday at 
9, pitting them against the winner 
of Farwell-Morton.

Girls finals will be Thursday at 
7.

Friona is heavily favored to 
win the meet, although Sudan once 
pressed them to an overtime and 
probably offers the stiffest opposi­
tion.

$90,000 BUDGET 
SET FOR FRIONA

Friona’s city commission ap­
proved a six-page single-spaced 
figure-studded city budget totaling 
$90,324.44 at their Monday night 
meeting. It was down from actual 
expenditures of $153,456.73 last 
year.

The bulky set of estimates, 
which contained far too many 
entries for the commissioners to 
discuss individually at any one 
meeting, was approved after the 
city fathers gave a cursory ex­
amination to a dozen or so en­
tries.

They agreed that if there were 
any money-saving moves to be 
made, they would swing the 
economy axe when it cam^ time 
to approve purchase orders. All 
city purchases of over $100 re­
quire commission approval.
Virtually all estimated receipts 

and expenditures for the coming 
year were rounded off into “ even 
figures”  and Clerk Roy Wilson 
emphasized a number of times 
that the voluminous report was 
based on calculated guesses.

The commissioners indicated at 
several points in the meeting that 
they have in mind creating sur­
pluses of capital—a reserve or 
“ financial cushion”  as it was call­

More Money Needed
For County FM Roads

With the ever-increasing cost of 
acquiring the right-of-way for 
Farm-to-Market roads staring them 
in the face, along with the fact 
that Parmer County has received 
a considerable amount of black-top­
ping in the past two years, the 
county commissioners are present­
ly faced with a problem.

More money is needed in the 
right-of-way fund if the county is 
to continue to accept the farm 
roads which are included in the 
state highway department pro­
gram , county officials say.

There are several ways which 
the county can raise the money 
and they have presented the road 
situation to the citizens of Par­
mer County. The problem which 
they are facing has been explain­
ed in an advertisement elsewhere 
in this issue and the commis­
sioners ask that all county citi­
zens take time to read it.
The road problem came up at

the regular meeting of the com­
missioners court Monday. It was 
emphasized that something would 
have to be done about getting 
more money for accepting farm-to- 
market roads. Also, the possibility 
of sometime constructing four-lane 
highways on 70-84 and 60 was dis­
cussed.

However, the highway expansion 
was secondary and the commis­
sioners were of the opinion that 
farm-to-market roads would be 
more beneficial to the county as 
a whole than would the four-lane 
highways.

For the past two years this coun­
ty has received an average of 
16 miles annually. While there is 
no assurance that Parmer will con­
tinue to receive this much, it seems 
likely that each year there will 
be a comparable number of miles 
included in the program.

Since the road program got un­
derway 10 years ago, the right-of-

way fund has been adequate for 
accepting roads received, but re­
cently $15,000 has had to be bor­
rowed to replenish the depleted 
fund. This money has to be paid 
back, along with obtaining right- 
of-way for roads already approved 
and for future years.

The commissioners have propos­
ed a 30-cent hike in the tax rate, 
which is now 95 cents per $100 
valuation. The revenue from the 
30-cent increase would put more 
money in the right-of-way fund. 
To do this, a vote of the people 
will be required and the commis­
sioners are contemplating an elec­
tion.

Another way of raising the money 
would be an increase in the prop­
erty valuation. This could be done 
without the vote of the people, but 
if it were, the tax rate would re­
main the same and the increase 
would also boost the reyenue in

G. B. "Pete”  Buske and Sloan 
Osborn of Friona are two of the 
directors of the recently-organized 
Hi-Plains Savings and Loan Associ­
ation. The organization’s officers 
received their charter from the 
Banking Commission in Austin last 
week.

The firm was chartered to serve 
Dimmitt, Friona, and Hereford 
with home and commercial build­
ing loans, according to Jimmy All- 
red, president. It is chartered with 
a capital stock and surplus of 
$125,000, all of which has been 
paid in by some 80 stockholders 
located in the three counties, the 
president says.

It was also announced that 
James Headstream of Levelland 
has been employed as active vice- 
president and manager. Remodel­
ing of the building at 130 East 
Third Street in Hereford is schedul­
ed to begin in the near future and 
they plan to be in business around 
July 1, 1957.

"Meanwhile, we are faced with 
the time element of qualifying for 
Federal Deposit Insurance, and of 
setting up our deposits,”  says Ray 
Cowsert, secretary. He announced 
that the new loan firm will pay 3y2 
percent interest, semi-annually, on 
deposits.

Other directors of the organiza­
tion are Bob McLean and Steve 
Taylor, Dimmitt; Jess Osborn, 
Muleshoe; Allred, Cowsert, S. M. 
Decker, and B. E. Roberson, Here­
ford. Other officers include Mc­
Lean, chairman of the board and 
Osborn, vice-president.

The commission has been giv­
ing consideration to extending 
social security coverage to city em­
ployees, which is available on an 
optional basis. Wilson has told the 
commission that city workers want 
it.

Payments into the fund would 
currently total 4V2 percent of the 
pay, with the city and the worker 
contributing one half of that 
amount. However, the manner in 
which the commission approved 
the salary increases would reduce 
the full social security payments 
from city workers’ checks, if and 
when coverage is begun.

Local Church Set’s 
$20,000 Budget

The elders of the Sixth Street 
Church of Christ have finished the 
preparation of the budget for the 
church for the year of 1957. The 
total amount, which has been pro­
posed and presented to the church, 
adds up to $20,000. This amount 
exceeds the 1956 budget by about 
$5,000.

Salaries account for the largest 
litem on the budget. The local 
minister and janitor will be paid 
$7,900. The second largest item on 
the budget is for proposed mission 
work. Included in this figure, 
which has been set at $5,365, are 
provisions for mission work among 
the colored people in Texas and as­
sistance to programs which are 
now being carried on in New 
Mexico, North Dakota, and South 
Africa. t

In addition to these four pro­
grams, the local church will spon­
sor one gospel meeting in another 
field. Final plans for this meeting 
have not been made.

The largest increase over the 
1956 budget will be in benevolent 
works. The amount set aside for 
this purpose is $1,500. At present 
this congregation is helping sup­
port four orphan’s homes, one in 
New Mexico, one in Oklahoma, and 
two in Texas.

The membership of the church 
is now 198.

OUR NEW PAVING
COSTS M O N EY

As the commissioners of Former County we feel that the citizens we serve should know 
what the Commissioners Court is up against. It has to do with the construction of more farm- 
to-market roads in Parmer County.

In the last few years we have been receiving about an average of 16 miles of farm-to- 
market roads each year, the cost to the county being acquiring the right-of-way. In the past 
we have had funds available to accept the roads which were given to us in the state program.

As the cost of obtaining these easements has increased, the right-of-way fund has 
been depleted. In fact, money has had to be borrowed for this fund.

If we are to continue to accept farm-to-market roads for Parmer County, there will 
have to be more money available for the purpose of acquiring these rights-of-way. Too, the 
highway department has plans to build four-lane highways on 70-84, and 60. The acquisi­
tion of farm-to-market roads is foremost on our minds, but the four-lane highways can be 
acquired in future years if there are necessary funds.

There are three ways which the Commissioners Court can secure these funds:

1. A bond issue
2. Raise in the property valuations
3. A 30-cent increase in the tax rate.
In regard to No. 2, we do not feel that raising the property valuation would be a good bus­

iness practice. We are getting enough money in all other funds to carry on our county govern­
ment and to raise the valuation would put excess money in these other funds.

The Commissioners Court has the authority to carry out this plan, but if it were done, 
each time the county received 95 cents it would have to send the state 65 cents.

We believe that No. 3 would be the most feasible plan. This plan would increase our tax 
rate from 95 cents on each one hundred dollar valuation to $1.25. This extra 30 cents would 
go into the right-of-way fund.

At present, the right-of-way fund receives 10 cents of this 95 cents, which produces ap­
proximately $9,000 per year in taxes. The 30 cents extra added to the 10 cents would yield 
approximately $36,000 per year, which we think would be sufficient to obtain all the Farm- 
to-Market roads that are offered over a period of a few years.

To put this plan into effect, it would have to be left up to the voters of Parmer County. As 
your commissioners, we feel that a matter as important as this should be brought to your at­
tention.

Under the present structure the 
tax rate reads: jury fund, 5 cents; 
road and bridge fund, 20 cents; 
general fund, 55 cents; right-of-way 
fund, 10 cents; and permanent im­
provement fund, 5 cents.

All of the funds other than the 
right-of-way are currently satis­
factory for meeting the county 
operating expenses and a raise in 
the valuation would hardly seem 
feasible, say the commissioners.

However, some indicated that 
they would be willing to do this if 
there was no other alternative. 
Too, the county collects 95 cents 
on the $100 valuation the state re­
ceives 65 cents.

1 just received this article from 
College Station on allowances for 
children, and thought that it would 
be good information to pass on 
to you.

When children beg and tease for 
nickels, dimes and quarters, par­
ents may be using the wrong 
approach to the problem. Money 
management has to be learned 
as does reading, writing or arith­
metic, according to extension 
home management specialists. 
Learning this job, one step at a 
time, is part of a child’s education.

Parents who have tried allow­
ances for children report that 
usually less money is required 
than by the unplanned “ hand-out”  
method. Even more important, the 
child gets valuable training and 
satisfaction from learning how to 
get the most for his money. A 
personal allowance increases a 
child’s pride and interest in co­
operating with the family group.

A child needs opportunities to 
weigh wants and needs in terms of 
what he has to spend. This helps 
him to develop self-control and 
respect for the value of money.

He needs to learn the value of 
savings. The practice of saving 
a part of his allowance for his 
larger wants and needs will help 
him in the future to save for a 
home, car, furniture, education 
and emergencies. A plan achieved 
is encouragement for other plans.

Early training in record-keeping 
will be helpful throughout life. A 
simple record of expenditures can 
be kept by the older child, who 
earns some of his money or has 
a larger allowance.

Have you made any different 

breads lately? It is one way of 
varying your menus. You might 
like to try this recipe for Orange 
Nut Bread.

2 cups flour
V2 cup sugar
1 teaspoon salt
2 teaspoons baking powder
5 tablespoons fat
2 eggs
1 cup milk
1/4 cup orange juice
2 tablespoons grated orange rind
Vi cup chopped nuts

Sift the dry ingredients together 
in a mixing bowl. Cut in the fat. 
Add the nuts and orange rind. Beat 
the eggs, add the milk and orange 
juice and combine with the dry 
ingredients, stirring until well mix­
ed, but leaving the mixture rather 
lumpy. Pour into an oiled loaf 
pan and bake at 350 degrees F. 
from 50 to 60 minutes.

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March 15 Deadline 
For Reserve Sign-Up

Parmer County farmers are ad­
vised that contracts for starting in 
the conservation reserve program 
this year must be signed on or be­
fore March 15, according to Joe 
Magness, chairman of the Parmer 
County Agricultural Stabilization 
and Conservation Committee. After 
tb ^  date, no more contracts in- 
vtUing annual payments for 1957 
will be accepted.

Magness explains that Congress 
Jjas authorized payments to pro­
ducers under the conservation re­
serve program which will not ex­
ceed $450 million in any calendar 
Vear. Money for payments has 
been allocated to states and 
counties and funds not used by the 
county by the March 15 closing 
d j§2 will be reapportioned to other 
counties which have a “ waiting”  
list.

Unused funds in a state may go 
to other states with “ waiting”  lists. 
As more farmers sign contracts, 
the increasing number of farmers 
who will receive annual payments 
in the succeeding years will reduce 
the funds available for new farm­
ers to enter the program.

ringing Hie situation closer to 
P n e ,  Magness points out that 
the initial allocation of Parmer 
County for the 1957 program is 
$100,000. Part of this figure will 
be used for annual payments to 
the relatively few farmers who 
signed contracts last fall, he 
says.

The balance is available for 
those who sign contracts before 
March 15. Assuming*a "full" 
j ĉm-up this year, a greater part 
*  the funds available to the 
county for next year will be used 
for making annual payments.
To that extent there will be re­

duced funds for initial payments 
for those who wait until next year 
to sign up, Magness says.

He also points out that Form 
MQ—31 is now available in the

county office. About 50 percent of 
the farmers in the county have al­
ready signed one of these forms 
and every farmer in the county 
should sign one. The purpose of the 
form is to preserve history acres 
on alloted crops regardless of the 
number of acres a farmer plants.

This can help to hold the base 
on a farm and it also helps acre­
age history for the county and 
state. “ All farmers who have not 
yet signed this form are urged 
to do so at their earliest con­
venience,”  Magness concludes.

Jack Patterson, vice-president 
and membership chairman, is busy 
getting things in order for the 
annual membership drive, which is 
set to begin on March 12. Of 
course, he has several fellows help­
ing him in this work, but he has 
the responsibility involved. He 
wants us to tell you that it will 
save your local treasury some 
money if you will promptly re­
spond to your statement by mail. 
It will save some other farmer and 
his friend some money and time 
too, because they will have to come 
to see you if you have not remitted 
by mail. He said that if you should 
happen to not want to renew, it 
would be helpful if you would use 
the return envelope to state that 
fact, and if you don’t mind, even 
telling why. That way, the organi­
zation may receive some helpful 
suggestions to better serve mem­
bers and non-members alike. Farm 
Bureau is, after all, he says, a ser­
vice organization that intends to 
be of service to all farmers and 
citizens, whether they are mem­
bers or not; and he believes that 
if your wishes are known, and put 
to use, you would then want to give 
your support as a member. If your 
wishes are not known, or are 
ignored, your support could not be 
expected, he says.

Mr. Hoffman, Congressman from 
Michigan, recently asked this ques­
tion on the floor in Washington: 
‘Why should I make the people 

of my district mad at me (voting 
for economy measures in govern­
ment) if the administration and 
the Congress are to pour their dol­
lars down rat holes across the 
seas?” . . .Mr. Multer, Congress­
man from New York, had this to 
say regarding claims by Federal 
Department heads that they could 
find no way to cut their budgets: 
‘Tell them that you are going to 

,cut 10 percent of their salaries if 
¡they cannot show you how they 
can cut their own budget.” . . .We 
hope the number of statesmen ser­
iously considering positive meas­
ures toward a more business like 
administration is increasing sub­
stantially. . .And you ought to read 
on page 1368 of the February 5 
Congressional Record the list of 
clubs listed in the United Nations 
Phone Directory. It was read in the 
record by Mr. Gross, Congressman 
from Iowa. His point was that the 
United States furnishes fully one 
THIRD of the running expenses 
of what he calls “ this Modern 
Tower of Babel.”  He listed 24 such 
clubs, which he says maintain, at 
your expense, offices and private 
telephones; and then he read one 
to be called if your particular club 
had been omitted from the list, 
“ Clubs-general information.”  Con­
gressman Gross suggested this as 
a good place to cut appropriations. 
What do you think?

He also called attention to a 
“ Delegates Bar-South,”  and “ Dele­
gates Bar-North,”  located in the 
celebrated United Nations Build­
ing. We believe that if every State 
Farm Bureau had a few of these 
facts presented in their conven­
tions, they would withdraw any 
statement they may have in sup­
port of United Nations, just as 
Texas Delegates did in November.

Farm Bureau members are op­
posed to such elaborate and stupid 
spending of the citizens’ tax dol­
lars while there are so many plac­
es in America that the money 
could be put to good, productive 
use.

Remember that you are living in 
a country that still permits you to 
write your congressman or other 
representative about this and other 
matters important to your present 
and future economic security. Use 
that opportunity often.

ĝed Price Props 
To '55 Levels

Price supports on grain sor­
ghums produced in this area are 
back .to roughly the same level 
they were in 1955. Sunday, the 
USDA announced substantial cuts 
in level of supports on many com­
modities, including cotton, corn, 
and feed grains, all important to 
this area.

The supported price (net to the 
¡farmer) is being estimated locally 
¡at $1.59 this year, compared with 
$1.53 in 1955. The props are 16 
¡cents per hundred lower than they 
¡were a year ago.

If you are one of those home­
makers who regularly fill out your 
income tax forms, you should have 
it done by Friday of this week. 
Like just about any other job, this 
one is made much easier by care­
ful planning and preparation. If 
you have kept good records all 
year, the final preparation really 
isn’t such a hard job. If you 
haven’t, by all means get started 
right this year and save yourself 
endless time and worry next Feb­
ruary.
