No, if this election carries, your
taxes won't be upped one single
penny, for the bond sare to be
paid out of the proceeds of the
plant earnings, and will run for
ten years at 3 per cent interest.
The bulk of the money derived
from the bonds will be spent for
a huge new engine, which the
city hopes can be installed the
latter part of this year. The rest
will be spent for material and
labor for extensions of electric
service to outlaying districts and
new additions to the city.

'The men who represent you at
the city hall are all good business
men. They have not gone into
tais without thorough :nvestiga-
tion and thought. They know the
city will grow as never before
anc these new homes and business
houses must be supplied with
lights and power. And they know
that the capacity of the present
plant is being reached, even if
there is no accident to any of the
units.

S0, let’s all go to the polling
blace at the city hall Tuesday
Febiuary 4th, and by our vote
guarantee that Brownfield will
keep step with its growth and de-
velopment. A vote for the bond
issue will be a vote of confidence
rot only in our city government
but also in the future growth of
our fine little city. VOTE.
