sometimes went for a week to
ten days without laying down in
a bed. '

No doubt there were many old |
family physicians, for that was |
really what they were then, to|
help combat the plague, and they|
were successful too. With name|
and place used in the story, it|
would have been a dead ringer|
for the late Dr. T. L. Treadhway!
Sr., during the same epidemlc.|
With a huge territory here to|]
cover at that time, all of Terry|
and Yoakui: and parts of Hock-
ley and Gaines, our remembrancei
was that he lost only two patients, |
One of them had a heart ~om-
plication and the other was in
child birth.

We shall never forget the en-
tire night he spent at our home
on Sunday the 14th of January,

1919. Mrs. S. had taken the flu
that afternoon. Sallie T. was,
born just before midnight. We!
tried to get Dr. Treadaway to

lay down in a bed in another room
with Jack Jr., then about 5 years
of age. No, sa.d the doctor, he
is liable to com: down with the
flu at any moment, and I must
stay up. He dozed in a chair by
the coal stove, at times. He re-
marked that he had not lay down
in a bed in eight days at that
time.

Sure enough, Jack Jr. came|
down with it by 9 the next day,(
and the Old He followed suit at
about 11. There we were all with|
flu and a few hours old baby.|
Those wer2 trying days. But theyi
could have been worse with a
less faithful old family physzician.!
Such men were truly a blessing
to their community. '

Redistricting

With Texas less than half a de-/
cade away from another decennial
census, legislative redistricting as
required by the State Constitution
should be high on the calendar
for action by the Fiftieth Legisla-
ture convening Tuesday. The state
was last redistricted in 1921 on
the basis of the 1920 census. Ev-|
erv Legislature that has met since
publication of the federal census
of 1930 (the Forty-Second through
the Firty-Ninth so far) has been
in default of its duty. |

The constitutional mandate is
unequivocal. Unfortunately it fails
in two things: Ist to provide a
penalty for failure to act; second,
to furnish an automatic means to
correct legislative inertia or un-
willingness. Senator George Mof-
fett of Chillicothe proposes a sen-
sible means of remedying the sec-
ond lapse. He will introduce a
constitutional amendment which,
if adopted, would place redestrict-
ing in the hands of a responsible
board of state officials in case the
Legislature itself fails to act. E

Beauford Jester, who is about
to be sworn in as Governor of
Texas, endorsed redistricting dur-
ing his campaign, as did every
other major candidate. Most of the
men and women who offered for

Truman’s recent proclamation
ending hostilities has ro effect on
most laws administered by VA.
Official terminatiza of the war
rather than the end of hostilities
establishes the deadline for bene-
fits under both the GI Bill (Pub-
lic 346) and rehabilitation of dis-

abled veterans (Public 16), VA
said.
After the official end of the

war, VA may guarantee loans up
to ten years from that date, start
veterans in education or training
up to four years, and pay read-
justment allowances up to two
years.

Disabled veterans training un-
der Public Law 16 face no speci-
fic deadline but they must com-
plete their training within nine
years after the end of the war.

Nonservice-connected death and
disability rights will be accorded
only to those who served between
December 7, 1941 and the date of
the President’s Proclamation, De-
cember 31, 1946, VA said.

The VA ruling specified that
wartime rates of compensation
will continue to apply to service-
connected disability and death
cases for members of the armed
forces until official termination of
the war.

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Says Hybrid Corn
Yield Much Higher

LUBBOCK, Jan. 23—If the to-
tal acreage ordinarily planted in
field corn in Texas were seeded
exclusively with hybrid seed corn
production in the state would
jump approximately 10,000,000
bushels next year, ac:cording to
Dr. A. W. Young, head of the
plant industry department at Tex-
as Technologizal College and
chairman of the State Seed .and
Plant board.

Texas annually grows three to
four million acres of corn. Dur-
ing the past year 6471 acres of
hybrid corn seed were certified
in Texas, enough to plant about
one-fifth of the total acreage
which will likely be planted in
1947, Dr. Young said. |

Urging seed producers to plant
more hybrid seed corn, he stated
that Texas should produce enough
of the seed to plant at least 90
per cent of the state’s corn acre-
age. Hybrid seed corn will pro-
duce 20 to 30 per cent more yield
on an average than the non-hy-
brid varieties, he said.

Pellagra Hard To Cure

In Advanced Stages

AUSTIN, Jan 16, — Pellagra,
although not a communicable dis-
ease, is one of great concern to
public health officials in Texas,
for many people die of pellagra in
this state every year. The disease
is caused by the lack of certain
and as it comes
on slowly may not be recognized
until the victim begins to have
the more serious symptoms such
as sore mouth, stomach trouble,
and reddening and scaling of the
skin.

“When ‘these symptoms appear,
the disease, has been present for
some time,” states Dr. Geo. W.
Cox, State Health Officer. “The
loneer an individual has pellagra
the harder it is to cure. It is ad-
visable, therefore, to watch for
the early symptoms sueh as ner-
vousness, indigestion, and burn-
ing of the hands and feet, and if
these symptoms appear, treatment
instituted at once. In
its advanced stages pellagra may
become so sever as to not only
cause physical suffering but ser-
iously affect the mind.” |

Pellagra is not contagious, Dr.
Cox pointed out, and he emphasiz-
ed that it can be prevented en-
tirely by including the right kinds
of foods in the daily diet. These
essential foods include milk, fresh
meat, whole wheat products,
brewer’s yeast, salmon, as well as
tomatoes and other fresh fruits
and vegetables. The inclusion of
these foods in the daily diet will
prevent pellagra, and as in the
case of any disease, it is better to
prevent it than to try to cure it

Two 15 year old negro boys
have been sentenced to die to-'i
day in Mississippi for the recent{
murder of a business man perpet-|
rated while in the act of robbing
him. If these boys had been ma-|
ture men, the punishment would |
not seem too severe. But there is|
something in the breast of most
of us that causes us to rebel or
protest the death penalty for a
mere boy. Furthermore, most of
us feel that the death penalty
would have not been inflicted if
the boys had been white instead
of colored. But Governor Wright|
of Mississippi, after making some
kind of investigation of the case,
has refused to commute the pun-
ishment to life imprisonment. The |
attorney for the defendants has’i
announced that he will appeal the |
case to the Supreme Court of the
United States. We do not know|
whether he can show good|
grounds for a reversal of the case
or not, nor does anybody know
what the Supreme Court will do'
with the case if it reaches thatf
tribunal, but most people will
probably sympathize with the
boys solely on account of their
youthfulness. Governor Wright
will doubtless be berated by many
people for not commuting their
sentences. We wish that he had
done so. But, it must be remem-
bered that it was a terrible crime
which they committed, and in
these latter days some of our most
hardened criminals are mere boys.
