What About Many 
Traffic Violations?

As w e have a new setup of a 
m ayor and city m arshal over at 
the city hall, it w ill not be amiss 
a t this tim e to ask if th e re  is a 
possibility th a t the  law  m ight 
crack down on some of the speed­
ers on our streets, who go down 
them  50 or 60 m iles an hour, cross 
in tersections a t the  sam e speed. 
And if an  old or crippled pedes­
trian  happens to be crossing, he 
has to get out of the ir way the 
best he can.

In  the past th ree  years w e have 
traveled  alm ost from  coast to 
coast. In  fact from  the  Pacific to 
w estern  N orth C arolina, and in 
every  state, w here pedestrians are 
crossing the street, w here th e re  is 
no intersection light, d riv e rs  a re  
requ ired  to slow down, and stop 
if necessary. In  some of these 
states it is a heavy fine not to 
slow or stop.

L ast week, w e cam e very  near 
being hit, a t B roadw ay and S ixth, 
and any num ber of tim es we have 
seen old people or children nearly  
ru n  over. Ju s t w here  the  law  
stays all the  w hile, we a re  not 
able ^o explain. B ut we see this 
violation so often, w e w onder.

Yes, w e have some of the  speed­
ers nam es. A nd in m ost cases the ir 
tim e is not w orth  $500 a m inu te— 
m ore likely 50c per hour. B ut the 
w ay they  sw ish by, you’d th ink  
they  w ere very  im pro tan t guys. 
W hat they  need m ore th an  an y ­
th ing w’e can th ink  of is a sec­
ond grow th of hickory stick w ra p ­
per around the  kn o t on th e ir 
shoulders, they  call a head.
