After plunging 75 feet down
an elevator man-lift shaft in a
free-wheeling elevator car Tues-
day morning, a pair of repair-
men are still alive to tell the
story.

It is miraculous that we
are still alive,” they say.
““Lucky? You might call it
that.”

Included in the frantic de-
scent were Effie Grammer of
Hutcheson, Kans., and Harry
Ericson of Mt. Hope, Kans.
They are members of a con-
struction crew making repairs

Grammer’s injuries consist of
broken bones in his left foot
and right elbow injuries.

Ericson received severe brui-
ses to his left hip and left arm.

‘“We had just started to the
top after coming to work a
short time earlier. I (Grammer)
was riding in the man lift car
and Ericson was riding on top,”’
Grammer said.

The pair boarded the lift on
the ground floor and travelled
about 50 feet upward when the
car started its lurch downward.
It did not stop until it crashed
onto the concrete basement
floor, 25 feet below the ground

the lift, says he grabbed the
emergency brake and pulled,
pushed, and tried to move it
every other way with all his
strength, to no avail.

“I’ve ridden on plenty of ele-
vator lifts before, and have used
the emergency brake to halt the
car when something happened.
This is the first one that I’ve
known to fail,” Grammer says.

“The brake usually stops the
car after about three or four

feet of descent, he says.

It did not take us long. to
hit the bottom,’” Ericson says.

Ericson says he was not un-
conscious after the car struck

recall calling out.

“They told us later that a
half-inch bolt in the gear on top
broke and a smaller pin drop-
ped out of its place on the shaft
from the motor,” Grammer

wheeling down the shaft,”” he
adds. ;

“The first thing I remember
is someone boosting me up a
ladder from the basement and
helping me into an ambulance,”
he recalls.

Kenneth Ferguson, an eleva-
tor employee, says he was on
the ground floor when the car
flashed downward. The car was
travelling so fast he could not
tell who was on it, he says.

Various kinds
of extinguishers are used to
illustrate their good points and
bad. Incorrect use of water,
for example, may cause some
kinds of fire to spread. Other
substances may create worse
hazards than the fire itself.

“The Magic of Fire” lecture
covers more ground than is
described here. ‘‘Although it is
spectacular, it is not intended
to create fear. It is designed
to show how to use and handle
flammable or explosive mate-
rials: to be sure that the user
will not be burned to death or
blown to bits,# says a depart-
ment booster.

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THE STAR'S EDITORIAL COMMENT

How Many Men Should
Wield Only One Axe!

As a party of men walk down a nar-
row path, they arrive at a place where
their further progress is blocked by a
tree. In their possession is a two-bladed
axe, but it has only one handle. In
order to continue their progress they
decide to let a stocky man among them
take the axe and chop down the sap-
ling. They tell him to chop it off near
the ground so none of the party will
stub a foot on the stump during the
continued journey. They tell him to
chop it down in short strokes so chips
will not be thrown in their direction.
This the chopper does, and according
to their specifications.

The party could have agreed to let
all that space allowed, gather around
with their pocket knives and whittle
away until the tree fell, or until dark-
ness arrived and it was too late to work
without cutting one another, They could
have tried to cut the tree by letting
three men handle the axe, and may
eventually have felled the tree. In
either case, time and effort would have
been consumed, and each could have
blamed the other for not whittling fast
c¢nough, or for wanting to starl the
stroke of the axe at the improper time.

Compare the above fiction with the
factual story of the City of Friona.

The group of people banded to-
gether as a city have come up a long
path, with steps paved with growth.
How near Friona is to a “blocked path”
is a matter of opinion, but it seems wise
at any point of the path to select a way
to remove the obstruction without a lot
of whittling.

At this particular time would not a
switch to the city manager form of
government be timely? Until now, the
matters of the city have not been ter-
ribly tedious for the present form of
government, but as the city continues
to expand, minute details that have
been occupying the attention of the
city commission meetings will require
longer and longer sessions, with mem-
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bers unable to devote enough attention
to be properly informed.

Under a city manager form of gov-
ernment, an elected commission under
the leadership of a mayor hires an ad-
ministrative officer. The commission
sets the policy and leaves it to the
manager to carry out their intent. If he
does not, their alternative is to relieve
him of his job, then hire someone who
will do their bidding.

Under the manager would come all
the activities of the city administration.

He would be head of all departments
and be held responsible for their smooth
operation.

A city manager does have consider-
able power. Discretion would be neces-
sary in hiring such a person, but power
could be used when it is needed. This
would get the job done more efficiently
than if the job is left to whittling, with
no one being able to take credit or
blame, depending on whether the tree
fell in time or not.

This type of government can be ob-

tained by city ordinance or by an elec-
tion.

TOPDRESSING PAYS OFF

Topdressing winter wheat with
nifrogen fertilizer paid good
dividends in extra yields in tests
at the Southwestern Great
Plains Field Station near Ama-
rillo. The plots which received
nitrogen fertilizer also produced
more wheat per inch of irriga-
tion water than the unfertilized
wheat. Alex Pope, assistant
agronomist at the station, said
application of 60 pounds, of nitro-

ammonium nitrate (33 percent
nitrogen) gave the greatest re-
turn per fertilizer dollar. At one
of the test locations where no
nitrogen fertilizer was applied
the yield was 25 bushels per
acre, compared with 52 bushels
on wheat which received 60
pounds of nitrogen per acre.
He said also that ammonium
nitrate appeared to be a better
source of nitrogen than am-
monium sulfate for topdressing

winter wheat in late February.

3 proposing an amendment to the Con-
stitution of Texas adding a section to
be known as Section 49-c of Article
111, providing for the issuance and sale
of bonds of the State of Texas to

ditions as the Legislature may pre-
scribe, to the various political subdi-
visions or bodies politic and corporate
of the State of Texas including river
authorities, conservation and reclama-
tion districts and districts created or
organized or authorized to be created
or organized under Article XVI, Sec-
tion 69 or Article III, Section 52, of
this Constitution, interstate compact

create the Texas Water Devel
Fund to provide financial assistance to
certain political subdivisions or bodies
politic and corporate of the State of
Texas in the conservation and develop-
ment of the water resources of the
State; providing for the payment of
such  bonds; creating an ageney to
administer said Fund and to perform
other duties preseribed by law ; limiting
the period during which financial as-
sistance may granted; and providing
for the calling of an election and the
publication and issuance of the pro-
clamation therefor.
BE IT RESOLVED BY THE LEG-
ISLATURE OF THE STATE OF
TEXAS:

Section 1. That Article III of the
Constitution of Texas be amended by
adding a new section thereto to be
known as Section 49-c, as follows:

“Section 49-c. There is hereby cre-
ated as an agency of the State of
Texas the Texas Water Development
Board to exercise such powers as nec-
essary under this provision together
with such other duties and restrictions
as may be prescribed by law. The
qualifications, compensation, and num-
ber of members of said Board shall
be determined by law. They shall be
appointed by the Governor with the

“advice and consent of the Senate in

the manner and for such terms as
may be prescribed by law.

“The Texas Water Development Board
shall have the authority to provide for,
issue and sell general obligation bomds
of the State of Texas in an amount not
to exceed One Hundred Million Dol-
lars ($100,000,000). The Legislature of
Texas, upon two-thirds (2/3) vote of
the elected Members of each House,
may authorize the Board to issue ad-
ditional bonds in an amount not ex-
ceeding One Hundred Million Dollars
($100,000,000). The bonds authorized
herein or permitted to be authorized
by the Legislature shall be called ‘Tex-
as Water Development Bonds,” shall
be executed in such form, denomina-
tions and upon such terms as may be
prescribed by law, provided, however,
that the bonds shall not bear more
than four per cent (4% ) interest per
annum; they may be issued in such
installments as the Board finds feasi-
ble and practical in accomplishing the
purpose set forth herein.

“All moneys received from the sale
of State bonds shall be deposited in a
fund hereby created in the State Trea-
sury to be known as the Texas Water
Development Fund to be administered
(without further appropriation) by the
Texas Water Development Board in
such manner as prescribed by law

“Such fund shall be used only for
the purpose of aiding or making funds

to which the State of
Texas is a party and municipal cor-
porations, in the conservation and de-
velopment of the water resources of
this State, including the control, stor-
ing and preservation of its storm and
flood waters and the waters of its
rivers and streams, for all useful and
lawful purposes by the acquisition, im-
provement, extension, or construction
of dams, reservoirs and other water
storage projects, including any system
necessary for the transportation of
water“irom storage to points of treat-
ment and/or distribution, including fa-
cilities for transporting water there
from- to wholesale purchasers, or for
any one or more of such purposes or
methods.

‘“Any or all financial assistance as
provided herein shall be repaid with
interest upon . such terms, conditions
and manner of repayment as may be
provided by law

“While any of the bonds authorized
by this provision or while any of
bonds that may be authorized by the
Legislature under this- provision, or
any interest on any of such bonds is
outstanding and unpaid, there is here-
by appropriated out of the first moneys
coming into the Treasury in each fis-
cal year, not otherwise appropriated by
this Constitution, an amount which
is sufficient to pay the principal and
interest on such bonds that mature or
become_due during such fiscal,year, less
the amount in the sinking fund at the
close of the prior fiscal year.

“The Legislature may provide for the
investment of moneys available in the
Texas Water Development Fund, and
the interest and sinking funds estab-
lished for the payment of bonds issued
by the Texas Water Development
Board. Income from such investment
shall be used for the purposes pre-
scribed by the Legislature. The Legis-
lature may also make appropriations
from the General Revenue Fund for
paying administrative expenses of the
Board. >

“From the moneys received by the
Texas Water Development Board as
repayment of principal for financial
assistance or as interest thereon, there
shall be deposited in the interest and
sinking fund for the bonds authorized
by this Section sufficient moneys to
pay the interest and principal to be-
come due during the ensuing year and
sufficient to establish and maintain a
reserve in said fund equal to the
average annual principal and interest
requirements on all outstanding bonds
issued under this Section. If any year
prior to December 31, 1982 moneys are
received in extess of the foregoing
requirements then such excess shall

velopment Fund, and may be used for
administrative expenses of the Board
and for the same purposes and upon
the same terms and conditions pre-
scribed for the proceeds derived from
the sale of such State bonds. No grant
of financial assistance shall be made
under the provisions of this Section
after December 31, 1982, and all moneys
thereafter received as repayment of
principal for financial assistance or
as interest thereon shall be deposited
in the interest and sinking fund for
the State bonds; except that such
mount as may required to meet
the administrative expenses of the
Board may be annually set aside; and
provided, that after all State bonds
bave been fully paid with interest, or
after there are on deposit in the in-
terest and sinking fund sufficient mon-
eys to pay all future maturities of
principal and interest, additional mon-
eys so received shall be deposited to
the General Revenue Fund.

“All, bonds issued hereunder shall af-
ter approval by the Attorney General,
registration by the Comptroller of Pub-
lic Aecounts of the State of Texas,
and delivery to the purchasers, be
incontestable and shall constitute gen-
eral obligations of the State of Texas
under the Constitution of Texas.

“Should the Legislature enact enab-
ling laws in anticipation of the adop-
tion of this amendment, such acts shall
not be void by reason of their. antici- -
patory nature.”

Sec. 2. The foregoing amendment to
the Constitution shall be submitted to
a vote of the qualified electors of this
State at an election to be held on the
5th day of November, 1957, same being
the 1st Tuesday after the lst Monday
in said November, 1957, at which elec-
tion each ballot shall have printed
thereon, the following words:

“FOR the amendment to the Consti-
tution of Texas adding a new section
to be known as Section 49-c of Article
111, authorizing the issuance and sale
of Two Hundred Million Dollars ($200,-
000,000) in bonds by the State of
Texas to create the Texas Water De-
velopment Fund to provide financial
assistance to certain political subdi-
visions or bodies politic and corporate
of the State of Texas in the conserva-
tion and development of the water
resources of the State.”

“AGAINST the amendment to the
Constitution of Texas adding a new
section to be known as Section 49-¢ of
Article III, authorizing the issuance
and sale, of Two Hundred Million

NEW COTTON DISEASE

A previously undescribed di-
sease of cotton occuring in the
lower Rio Grande Valley has
been found to be caused by a
virus. Studies already are
underway: by researchers of the
Texas Agricultural Experiment
Station to identify the virus and
seek methods of its control.
Dr. David W. Rosberg, of Texas
A and M College’s Department
of Plant Physiology and Pathol-
ogy and the experiment station,
said the virus is not carried
over in the seed from one year
to the next. Affected plants are

somewhat stunted and bolls are
one-half to two-thirds normal
size. The seed are small and
poorly filled. Leaves of infected
plants are mottled and red-
spotted and the veins are clear-
ed and banded by dark green
areas. Older leaves become
buff colored, are conspicuously
red-spotted and fall readily.

Edelmon says, ‘“American
cotton is far superior to any
other cotton because of its mill-
ing qualities. American cotton
is uniform in milling quality.
A miller can adjust his loom
and spin bale ofter bale of
American cotton. This is not
so with other cotton, and each
bale might require an adjust-
ment of the machinery.”

The price they would like is
about 25 cents a pound.

“I have heard several farm-
ers say they would like to
grow cotton for 20 cents a
pound, if they could produce

all they want to,” Edelmon
says.
What the program would

mean to the farmer is a do-
mestic and export allotment,
he says. The acreage under
domestic allotment would be
supported at a near parity
price, whereas the export allot-
ment would all be marketed
without support.
Edelmon supported this pro-
gram before the house agricul-
tural committee when he attend-
ed hearings there about a month
ago.
One thing that has happened
because there is a possibility
that the United States might
adopt such a program—Swiss
bankers who had intended to
finance factories producing syn-
thetic fibers have closed their
pocketbooks on the financing
idea, at least temporarily, Edel-
mon says.

Fertilizer

Grain sorghum fertilization
tests are receiving a great deal
of attention in the fertilizer re-
search program at the High
Plains Station at Halfway.

Nitrogen is the fertilizer ele-
ment that has been found to be
most effective in increasing the
yvields of grain sorghum, but
more information is needed as
to how much nitrogen is need-
ed, when it is needed, when it
should be applied, and whether
any phosphate fertilizer is re-
quired along with the nitrogen.
The grain sorghum fertilization
tests are set up to find answers
to these and other questions.

In one grain sorghum test,
40, 80, and 120 pounds of nitro-
gen and phosphate per acre are
applied alone and together at
all rates of each. The results
of this test should help answer
the question of how much ni-
trogen is required for the great-
est return to the farmer, and
also if phosphate is required as
well as nitrogen and if so, how
much.

To answer the question as to
whether nitrogen should be ap-
plied before planting or as a
side-dressing, an experiment is
underway in which 40, 80, 120

/| and 160 pounds of nitrogen ap-

plied before planting is being
compared with the same rates
of nitrogen applied as a .side-
dressing.

The 40, 80 and 120 pounds per
acre rates are also being ap-
plied before planting and again
to the same plots as a side-
dressing. A total of 240 pounds
of nitrogen will thus be applied
in some treatments.

‘“Planting grain sorghum in
closer rows for increased yields
is receiving more attention all
the time,” states Dr. T. C.
Longnecker, head of the station.
“So, we considered it import-
ant to conduct some tests with
combination of row spacing,
seeding rate and fertilizer- ap-
plication.”

In this test, one and two rows
per bed are being compared at
four seeding rates: 5.6, 7.0, 8.9,
and 10.1 pounds per acre. In
addition, no fertilizer, 100
pounds of nitrogen per acre be-
fore planting, and 100 pounds
both before and after planting
are being compared at each
rate of seeding and with one
and two rows per 40-inch bed.
“I believe that the proper use
of fertilizer and irrigation water
along with the new hybrid grain
sorghums that we now have of-
fers the opportunity to boost
yields of grain sorghums from
present yields of 3,500 pounds
per acre to 7,500 pounds,’”’ says
Dr. Longnecker.

Fertilization of irrigated grain
sorghum with nitrogen at the
rate of 60 pomds an acre pro-
duced the most economic yield
increase of all fertilizer tests
conducted the past three years
at the Southwestern Great
Plains Field Station at Bush-
land, near Amarillo. The fertili-
zer applications resultcd also in
more efficient use of irrigation
water, and were conducted on
land which had been in irrigated
grain sorghum for five years,
Dr. Kenneth B. Porter and Alex
Pope, Texas Agricultural Ex-
periment Station agronomists at
the Bushland Station, said.

There was no response of the
sorghum to application of phos-
phorus alone or in combination
with nitrogen, although there
was a tendency of response to
phesphorus when applied with
160 pounds of nitrogen an acre.
An application of 160 pounds of
nitrogen an acre increased the
protein content of the grain
compared with sorghum which
received 80 pounds and another
test which had no nitrogen.
Yield increase associated with
the application of nifrogen were
due to increased head size and,
in part, to increased bushel
weight.
