Watch Weather Maps

9 iy  reason, however, is not to 
know per se if it is to rain or be 
lair, if it is to be colder or warm­
er; but how the change is to af­
fect the behavior, disposition, 
judgment and courage of you and 
me. Upon these things our hap­
piness and business success large­
ly depends.

The first step is to learn how 
to interpret this Weather Map. 
The newspaper tells you what 
the weather will probably be to­
morrow. But when making plans 
for advertising, businees inter­
views, committee meetings, etc., 
we should know what weather 
conditions to expect a few days 
ahead. This we can usually do by 
studying the Weather Map. Cer­
tainly, every child in school 
be taught how to forecast the 
weather from this daily Weather 
Map.

My Weather Roles
In my own life I use the Weath­

er Forecasts as follows: RULE 1: 
If I want someone to take a favor­
able attitude or answer “Yes” on 
some project, I wait for a cool 
and clear day with a rising bar­
ometer. (I have a barometer over 
my desk beside my clock.) I al­
ways can get better results by 

i so waiting. RULE 2: If someone

It 
spent its savings account on cur­
rent or future demands, it didn’t 
do anything about renewing the| 
savings, and important revenues 
dropped. |

The whole situation has been 
building up since 1947. It reach-, 
ed a crisis when the 51st legisla- i 
ture’s regular session lacked 17 
and one-half million dollars of 
having enough to balance the 
budget. The special session made 
up this and then some by boosting 
the omnibus tax 10 per cent for 
18 months, and by adding a pen­
ny sales tax to cigarettes, but it 
didn’t tackle the bigger deficit 
problem.

There’s that little fellow, sales 
tax, again.

Most Texans have been pretty 
smug in believing they didn’t 
have sales tax, say, like Louisi­
ana. They don’t now, like Louisi­
ana. But Texas of course has a 
sales tax on gasoline, cigarettes, 
cosmetics, automobiles, radios, 
beer, and other commodities.

There will be a big drive dur­
ing the next session to extend 
these into a general sales tax.

Texas' 750 Hospitals 
To Be Inspected

A task force of 135 especially 
trained inspectors have undertak­
en the ta ^  o f determining the 
fire safety of Texas’ 750 hospi­
tals.

Inspectors, hand picked from 
engineers and field men of cap­
ital stock fire insurance compan­
ies and some casualty companies, 
will check every hospital in the 
state during the year, A. Sidney 
Briggs of Dallas, manager of the 
Texas Fire Prevention and Engi­
neering Bureau, said .

The state-wide inspection, de­
signed to prevent lo.ss of life by 
fire in Texas hospitals, has been 
approved by the Texas Hospital 
Association. Albert H. Scheidet, 
administrator o f the City-Coun­
ty Hospital System in Dallas, will
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work with the Fire Prevention 
and Engineering Burea in ar­
ranging and conducting the in- 
spctions.

Ten Texas hospitals already 
have been given thorough checks 
since the program was inaugu­
rated recently, Mr. Briggs said. 
The Texas inspections are part of 
a nation-wide program sponsor­
ed by the National Board of Fire 
Underwriters and 9,000 hospitals 
in the United States will be check­
ed before the year ends, he said.

Improving the safety to life 
is the primary objective of the 
inspections, according to Mr. 
Briggs. Inspectors will be on ihe 
lookout principally for fire and 
explosion hazards. They also will 
report on building construction; 
automatic fire protection equip­
ment, such as sprinklers and 
alarms; good housekeeping and

the training of hospital person­
nel for an emergency.

A  detailed report will be pre­
pared on each hospital inspected, 
with one copy sent to the ad­
ministrator of the hospital and the 
other to the National Board of 
Fire Underwriters. Date is to bo 
kept confidential, Mr. Briggs 
said.

Training engineers will in^>ect 
the 152 Texas hospitals that have 
50 beds or more. Selected field 
representatives o f the capital 
stock fire insurance companies 
will inspect the smaller hospitals. 
Special training schools for the 
field men have been held at^fel- 
las, San Antonio, Houston^hid 
Lubbock to prepare them for the 
inspections.

Less Deaths But More 
Inpries Last Year

There were fewer aut<Mnobile 
accident deaths on streets and 
highways of the nation last year 
than in 1948, but more injuries, 
according to figures released by 
the Travelers Insurance Compan­
ies.

Fatalities in 1949 totaled 31,- 
800, compared with 32.200 in 19- [ 
48, the companies reported, but i 
injuries last year soared to an 1 
all-time high of 1,564,000. T h e ' 
1948 figure was 1,471,000 injured.

These statistics are highlights 
of “ Maim Street,” sixteenth in 
an annual series of traffic safe­
ty booklets issued by the Trav­
elers. The Hartford insurance 
firm maintains an accident sta­
tistical bureau which collects and 
analyzes accident data from the 
48 states.

Excessive speed headed the list 
of accident causes in 1949, as it 
has in most recent years. “Ex­
ceeding the speed limit”  caused 
10,100 deaths and 398,700 injur­
ies in 1949, according to the book­
let. “Speed was a greater factor 
in traffic casualties last year than 
at any time in history,” the report 
states.

There were 890 fewer fatalities 
among pedestrians in 1949 than 
in 1948, but 180 more persons 
were killed crossing streets be­
tween intersections last year than 
in 1948.

Last year, for the first time 
since the war, the percentage of 
18 to 24 year old drivers involved 
in accidents took a downward 
turn. “Youthful drivers, howev­
er, are still the cause of thousands 
more deaths and injuries than 
their numbers warrant,”  the 
beoklet declares.

Pointing out the custom of ru­
ral people to read their local 
weekly or semi-weekly thorough­
ly, Cox said he was especially 
happy that these papers used 
state and local health department 
releases.

“ It’s one of the most valuable 
services a paper can render its 
readership, but then maybe I’m 
a bit prejudiced,” he observed.
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CATTI.E FATTENING 
PROJECT CONCLl^DED, j
TECH DEAN REPORTS

A cattle fattening experiment 
at Texas Tech has demonstrated 
the wisdom of buying calves in 
the fall and having them ready 
when grazing is available.

The research project began in 
November 1948, and has been 
concluded following three sepa­
rate phases of feeding, Dean of 
Agriculture W. L. Stangel report­
ed. j

For 172 days the winter stock­
ing phase was in progress, and at | 
the end of the estimated gross 
profit was $31.26 p>er head. The 
grazing o f yearlings took 185 
days, and an estimated gross 
profit o f $57.91 per head was re­
corded. Dry lot fattening took 
152 days, finishing with an esti­
mated $91.60 gross profit.

Dean Stengel said final results 
of the project would not be avail­
able until the marketing report is 
obtained. He said the experiment 
was carried on longer than neces­
sary to show the cattle at the

A—She may be entitled to a 
pension if the requirements of the 
laws are met. Application should 
be made at the nearest VA office.

Q—As the widow of a World 
War I veteran, I received a pen­
sion until five years ago when I 
married a non-veteran. Now I 
am divorced. Am I eligible for 
my old pension?

A— T̂he law specifically pro­
vides that compensation or pen­
sion shall cease upon the remar­
riage of a widow of a World War 
I or World War II veteran.

Cancer Takes High 
ToO In Texas

Deaths from cancer in Texas 
reached a total of 7271 during 
the past year, indicating that a 
warning against cancer quacks 
and so-called cancer cures is jus­
tified by the State Health Depart­
ment. Early diagnosis and com­
petent treatment could have pre­
vented many of these deaths, says 
Dr. Geo. W. Cox, state health o f­
ficer.

“.There are but two ways of 
treating cancer. First, by surgery 
and second, by the use of radi­
um or x-ray. Treatment must be 
started early and in the hands of 
a competent surgeon. Surgery is 
relied on to remove cancerous 
tumors and is used in nearly two- 
thirds of the cases. X-ray or ra­
dium is used to advantage for the 
remaining group. Frequently the 
two methods are combined. Self- 
medication .serums, colored lights, 
pastes, salves and diets are val­
ueless.

“The great protection against 
cancer is early diagnosis. Every 
case is an emergency and it is 
unfortunate that the majority of 
those with cancer do not seek 
medical adv’ice early in the first 
stages of the diseases. No hope 
should be placed in fake cancer 
cures or treatments. Rather, the 
annaul physical examination and 
an immediate reporting to your 
physician of any symptoms which 
may be suspected to be the begin­
ning of cancer should be relied 
upon. These sjTnptoms are: any 
unusual bleeding from any body 
opening, any lump in the breast 
or other part of the body, any 
persisten sore, particularly on the 
face or mouth, and chronic Indi­
gestion. These conditions may not 
be cancer, but sometimes they 
are forerunners of the more com­
mon types of this disease. Where 
cancer is suspected, do not delay, 
but consult your physician at 
once.”

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We note with considerable 
pleasure that an Army Officer’s 
Club valued at one million dol­
lars has burned down at Denison, 
•taking with it a brand new $50,000 
bar recently installed for the ex­
press purpose of making “officers 
and gentlemen” of self-styled 
•officers and gentlemen.”  From 
some of the parties pitched in 
these official bawdy house during 
the war, we are surprised that 
more and more o f them do not 
ignite. We recall 1944, an Air 
■porce base in Wilmington, N. C., 
where C-47 transport planes were 
dispatched monthly to Havana to 
bring back cargoes of fine liquors 
upon which the Officer Club 
crowd could boost its morale. It

flame—at incredible expenses to : 
the government—Ralls Banner.

The above was, of course, writ­
ten by Ernest Joiner, Banner Ed­
itor, who was a GI during the 
late unpleasantness. His article 
is backed up by a man who was 
in the navy, and now a part of 
the Herald personnel. The latter 
related that at Guam, thousands 
of wounded sailors, soldiers and 
airmen lay wounded in tents and 
some of them very poor shelter. 
But the first thing of a substan­
tial nature that was built was a 
costly officers club house at gov­
ernment expense. Like Editor 
Joiner, he hopes every officers’ 
club house in the land will burn 
to the ground and no more be al­
lowed to be built.

Training Leads Way 
To Opportunity

Ninety-three per cent of the 
347,000 GI Bill farm trainees, as 
of the end of 1949, either owned 
farms or operated farms which 
they in s<«ne way controlled.

The remaining seven per cent 
were training on farms owned 
by others.

Nearly all the veteran farm 
owners, says a VA report, had 
small “ family-type”  farms, where 
all the work of keeping things 
running is done by the veteran 
himself, with members of his 
family performing chores they 
can handle.

Yet the farms are not too small. 
VA regulations require them to 
be properly equipped; produc­
tive enough to insure a satisfac­
tory income at least by the end 
of the training program; large 
enough to keefp a veteran busy I 
full time, and of a chracter which j 
permits instruction in all aspects | 
of farm management for the type ■ 
of farmings in which the veteran 
is being trained.

The farm training program al­
so enable an eligible veteran to 
go to school part time to leam 
up-to-date methods of farming 
and farm management, and then 
to put his classroom knowledge 
into practice on the farm.

His classroom instructor pays 
frequent visits to the farm to see 
whether he is getting the great­
est possible benefit out o f this 
program, and to give him any in­
struction he might need.
