Senate Votes 
Tidelands to States

A communication from Senator 
Tom Connally anent the tidelands 
bill, he reported that the US Sen­
ate pa.sscd it by a vote of 50 to 
34, shy of the two-thirds majority. 
The House last July passed a sim­
ilar bill by a two-thirds majority 
with a lot of votes to spare. But 
the two houses must now get to­
gether and reconcile the two bills. 
Truman is expected to veto the 
bill.

While it will be difficult for the 
Senate to pass the bill over Tru­
man’s veto, it is believed the House 
will do just that. And while we are 
about it, we understand that Sen­
ator Kefauver is against returning 
the tidelands to the states. In other 
words, if elected President, he will 

! forget the states rights just as 
his predece.ssor has done.

Kefauver is reported to be com­
ing to Texas soon in the interest 
of his campaign for President, and 
we don’t expect him to get a very 
rousing welcome as he favors the 
steal of the tidelands from Texas.

Individual's Privilege Against 
Self-Incimination 

Explained

The privilege or rule against 
self-incrimination makes news from 
time to time in connection with 
proceedings and legislative com­
mittee hearings. The statement, 
“ I refuse to answer on the grounds 
that it may tend to incriminate: 
me,” has become familiar to many.' 
Some do not understand the back­
ground of the legal principle which 
allows a person to remain mute in ; 
such circumstances. !

Lawyers say this is one of the 
most important basic rights of the i 
indi\idual in this country. The, 
Fifth Amendment of our Federal 
Constitution provides that “ no per­
son shall be compelled in any crim­
inal case to be a witness against 
him.self.” The early statesman in­
sisted that this guarantee become 
a part of our law for excellent rea­
sons.

The doctrine again.st self-incrim­
ination is most probably an out- 
grownh of “ trial by ordeal” prac­
ticed in the ancient days of Eng 
land. A person accused of a crim­
inal offense had to plead cither 
“ guilty”  or “ not guilty” at the time 
he was arraigned for trial, and 
still does today. However, in those 
days the accused had neither the 
benefit of counsel nor the right to 
testify in his own defense, and 
either plea ultimately amounted to 
just about the same thing.

If the accused pleaded “ guilty” 
he was hung a little sooner than 
was the case if he pleaded “ not 
guilty.” This situation, under 
standly onouch. caused many per- 
s-ons charged with crime to .stand 
silent on arraignment and not 
plead either way. When that hap­
pened. the accu.sed was subjected 
to torture to induce him to plead 
one way or the other.

In some cases the 
accused was placed in close con­
finement with a bit of bread to eat 
one day, a sip of water the next.

I star\-ation.
On other occasions hea\’y weights 

were placed on his che.st above the 
heart and attendants stood on the 
weights, or he might have been 
forced to recline on a bed of shar­
pened stakes. Investigations in 
those days arose primarily because 
of alleged dereliction from the 
rules of the church.

With memories of such atroci­
ties, it is plain to sec why the col­
onists from England made sure 
that such practices would be pro­
hibited by their fundamental laws.

The privilege arjainst self incrim­
ination is not only incorporated in 
the Federal Bill of Richt.s, but is 
also guaranteed under the consti­
tution of all but two of the 48 
states. Our Texas Constitution 
provides that an accused “ shall 
not be comnellod to give evidence 
against himself ”

The right of a witness to refuse 
to answer on these grounds has 
been repeatedly sustained by the 
courts of the United States. Al­
though the U. S. Sunreme Court 
has not directly pa.ssed on the ques­
tion of self-incrimination before a 
legislative committee, there is a 
fair inference that the privilege es­
tablished by the Fifth Amendment 
protects witnesses in Congressional 
invc.stigations as well as in judi­
cial proceedings.
