Debit cards, 
online banking, and direct 
deposits and withdrawals 
are on the way to making 
checkbooks extinct.

Divorced parents or par­
ents with college kids can 
empathize with my situation.

I have a teenage daugh­
ter in high school in 
Wichita Falls and a fresh-* 
man son in college down in 
Georgetown. From time to 
time they need some spend­
ing money.

We opened them each a 
bank account. I figured it 
would teach them responsi­
bility and good old Ameri­
can values. Couldn’t have 
been more wrong. Like most 
teens, adding and subtract­
ing and balancing was an 
imposition on dicir lifestyle. 
Sending a check and rely­

ing on them to deposit it in 
the bank turned out to be 
an ongoing nightmare.

So 1 have a bank account 
here in Friona with a debit 
card issued to my daughter.

She had solved a 
problem by working through 
her options, the kind of 
thing that makes a daddy 
proud.

She went to United Su­
permarket, bought a Coke 
and candy bar, used her 
debit card, and pushed the 
handy “cash back” button 
whereupon the nice clerk 
gave her $25 in cash.

For my college son Zac a 
Visa Money Card was the 
answer.

In typical short notice fash­
ion he needed to cover a 
traffic ticket he received last 
September. When he called 
lie was on his way to the 
courthouse. A visit to the 
bank and a call to Visa man­
aged to change lyis PIN. As 
long as I was at the bank I 
juiced up his account and 
called cell to cell to relay 
the new PIN. He was entering 
the courthouse when I called.

Because of my heroic elec­
tronic intervention he was 
able to take care of the ob­
ligation and continue on 
with his life instead of be­
ing arrested.

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Fruity salsa rocks to a beet

Salsa grooves to a new beet! Pretty catchy words from 
the Family Features food folks that continue to provide 
weird recipes. Experiment if you dare.

Salsa is generally considered the red stuff in a bowl with 
a basket of tortilla chips at your favorite Mexican food 
establishment.

1 jar (16 oz) Aunt Nellie’s sliced or whole pickled beets, 

drained and chppped.
1 medium orange, peeled, seeded and diced or Vi cup

diced, drained mandarin oranges
2 tbsp chopped green onion 
2 tbsp minced cilantro
1 tbsp fresh lime juice
2 tsp minced fresh ginger 
!4 tsp salt .

1. Place all ingredients in medium bowl; stir gently to 
combine. Cover and refrigerate about 30 minutes to let 
flavors blend. Serve with crackers, flatbread, or chips. 
Makes about two cups.

Texas health care: bigger 
picture, better access

The American health care ing to be uninsured because
system provides the best 
quality health care in the 
world to a majority of our 
citizens; however, there is a 
growing disparity in access 
to health care because of 
soaring medical costs and ris­
ing insurance premiums. This 
is particularly true in Texas.

Skyrocketing insurance pre­
miums arc increasingly becom­
ing an obstacle to quality 
medical carc. Between 2000 and 
2006, the median rise in in­
come of 10.8 percent fell far 
behind the reported 79.7 per­
cent increase in family health 
care premiums for Texas sub­
scribers to employer-based in­
surance. The acceleration in 
insurance premiums occurred 
while plans offered more lim­
ited coverage of services, 
meaning Texans are paying 
more for less.

Compounded with the prob­
lem of rising premiums is the 
fact that fewer employers are 
offering medical coverage. 
Texas now ranks 48th in the 
nation, with only 52 percent 
of Texans receiving the option 
of health insurance through 
work. Nearly half of our state’s 
citizens must purchase their 
own insurance, which they 
have to buy individually in 
the private market without the 
tax benefits available to em­
ployers, who usually subsi­
dize the premiums. More and 
more Texans are simply choos-

the cost to purchase private 
insurance is too high.

In 2007, the U.S. Census 
Bureau reported that Texas has 
the highest percentage of un­
insured residents in the na­
tion, with one in four adults 
having no medical coverage. 
Many families must prioritize 
spending, and unfortunately, 
health insurance frequently 
falls behind necessities such
as rent, food, and basic utili-»
ties. The large number of un­
insured in Texas has resulted 
in cost shifting by insurance 
providers. Costs associated 
with the rising number of un­
insured in the state and re­
lated unreimbursed health 
care are passed down to 
Texas families, resulting in 
higher annual premiums of 
approximately $ 1,551.

We can and must do bet­
ter than this.

First, we must make it af­
fordable for the nearly one- 
half of Texans who aren’t 
covered through their em­
ployers to purchase their own 
health insurance. Individuals 
who do not receive insur­
ance through their employer 
should be treated equal to 
those who do. Tax benefits 
should be available to those 
who purchase health insur­
ance from the private market 
just as tax benefits are given 
to employers.

Providing tax benefits for in­

dividuals to buy their own
health insurance will increase#
the supply in the private mar­
ket. This shift to a buyer’s 
market will create an environ­
ment in which insurance pro­
viders must compete for ben­
eficiaries. In order to maximize 
the rewards of a more com­
petitive market, tax benefits 
must be combined with in­
creased access to information 
about health insurance plans 
and provider outcomes. Once 
these changes are implemented, 
patients purchasing health in­
surance from the private mar­
ket will have broader options, 
improved bargaining power, 
and choices based on value.

Finally, it does little good to 
equip Texans with quality medi­
cal insurance if there are barri­
ers to medical providers, such 
as doctor shortages in rural 
areas. We have made signifi­
cant progress in bringing phy­
sicians to the state since en­
acting medical liability reform.

When Texans voted to place 
reasonable limits on noneco­
nomic awards in medical liabil­
ity lawsuits in 2003, physi­
cians’ malpractice premiums 
dipped to some of the lowest 
in the nation and Texas be­
came a much friendlier place 
for doctors to practice. We 
must build on this progress 
and continue to recruit medi­
cal providers to rural com­
munities that are medically 
underserved.

A one-size-fits-all approach 
to health care reform that puts 
the government at the center 
of every health care decision 
will not work. With better ideas 
for access, we can improve 
the quality of health care, 
lower premium costs, begin to 
reduce the number of unin­
sured, and empower individu­
als to take ownership over 
their health.

Emergency farm loan 
applications accepted

Applications for em er­
gency farm loans for losses 
caused by flash flood, hail 
and high winds on October 
10, 2007, are being accepted 
at the Farm Service Agency 
(FSA) office located in 
Farwell, Thomas S. Taylor 
said.

Parmer County is one of 
seven in Texas recently 
named by Secretary of Ag­
riculture eligible for loans 
to cover part of actual pro­
duction losses resulting  
from the above named di­
saster.

Thomas S. Taylor said 
farmers may be eligible for 
loans of up to 100% of their 
actual losses or the operat­
ing loan needed to continue 
the agricultural business, 
whichever is less. For farm­
ers unable to obtain credit 
from private commercial 
lenders, the interest is 3.75 
percent.

“As a general rule, a 
farmer must have suffered 
at least a 30 percent loss of 
production to be eligible for 
an FSA emergency loan”, 
Thom as S. Taylor said. 
Farmers participating in the 
Federal Crop Insurance pro­
gram will have to consider 
proceeds from those pro­
grams in determining their 
loss.

“Applications for loans 
under this emergency des­
ignation will be accepted 
until August 11, 2008, but 
farmers should apply as 
soon as>possible. Delays in 
applying could create back­
logs in processing, with 
possible delays into the new 
farming season”, said Mr.

Taylor.
FSA is a credit agency of 

the U.S. Department of Ag­
riculture. It is authorized to 
provide disaster emergency 
loans to recognized farmers 
who work at and rely on 
farming for a substantial 
part of their living. Eligibil­
ity is extended to individual 
farmers who meet U.S. citi­
zenship requirements and to 
farming partnerships, corpo­
rations, or. cooperatives in 
which U.S. citizenship re­
quirements are met by indi­
viduals holding majority in­
terest. The FSA office in 
Farwell is open from 8:00 
a.m. to 4:30 p.m., Monday 
through Friday.

Light, a former FHS football coach is known for taking 
(he job as Friona’s head coach at the time that FHS had lost 
57 straight games, which was the most in the entire state at 
the time.
• He’s also known for stopping the losing streak in his first 
game at Friona, a 26-13 win over rival Farwell. The 1963 
Chieftains went on to win their first eight games, which at 
(he time was the longest grid win streak in FHS’ history!
: Don was bom October 21, 1932, in Turkey, the only child 
of O.Z. and Amye Burson Light. They moved to Panhandle 
in 1934, and he graduated at PHS in 1950.
| Light attended West Texas State College on a football 
Scholarship. He was a member of the U.S. Naval Reserve, 
attending reserve officers training in California between his 
junior and senior years at WTSC.

He married his college sweetheart, Donna Gail Stubblefield 
on July 15, 1954, in McLean.

He had coached at Ralls 
and Stinnett before coming 
to Friona. At Stinnett, Light 
had some great teams, an­
chored  by a ll-p u rp o se  
player Donny Anderson, 
who became an All-Ameri­
can receiver at Texas Tech, 
and an A11-Pro at Green 
Bay.

Light was named Coach of 
the Year by the Amarillo 
Globe-News and Lubbock 
Avalanche-Journal after his 
quick turn-around for the ’73 
Chieftains, and was again 
cited by the A-J in 1965, af­
ter his Chieftains won their district title with a 5-0 district 
mark. A 7-6 loss at Floydada in ’64, when the Chiefs won 
everywhere except on the scoreboard, when the Whirlwinds 
turned an untimely fumble into a one-point win, costing 
Light another championship.

Light left coaching following the 1967 season, moving to 
Amarillo where he worked for the Rain and Hail Insurance 
Bureau, retiring in 1993. His territory included Texas, New 
Mexico, Oklahoma and Arizona.

first summer of marriage was spent living in a tent at the 
Boy Scout Camp in Canadian, where he was waterfront 
director. He was an avid golfer, lly fisherman, hunter, camper, 
and loved to travel with family and friends.

The Lights lived in Lake Tanglewood for 17 years, where 
he served as chairman o f the Lake Tanglewood Church 
board, president of Lake Tanglewood, Inc., and president of 
the Lake Tanglewood Lions Club and Golf Association. The 
Lights moved back to Amarillo, where he was a member of 
the Paramount Baptist Church and the Pastor’s Sunday 
school class. He was a regular blood donor.

Light was also a member of a group of former FHS 
graduates, mostly from 1965, who meet on a regular basis at 
an Amarillo restaurant. He also was a member of the “Grumpy 
Old Men’s Club”.
